The annual inund.ation of the conn 
try postoffices by mail order firms is 
now on and the newspapers of the af­
flicted towns are loyally taking up 
the cudgels against the invader, tho 
all too often the very business men 
who complain loudest and expect the 
printerman to “ lay it on”  heaviest, 
do little or nothing to support their 
local newspaper. They consider that 
it is the publisher’s duty to keep their 
possible customers from purchasing 
goods of such concerns but it is just 
“ good business”  for them to order 
their letter heads and envelops from 
out-of-town firms. It makes all the 
difference in the world “ whose ox is 
gored,”  but editors believe so thor­
oughly in community cooperation 
and understand so well how needful 
local reciprocity is that they rush to 
the defense of their home merchants 
without regard to whether or not 
those merchants practice what they 
preach. We sometimes wonder if the 
said merchants would show them­
selves as “ good sports”  were the 
case reversed.— S. W. Plainsman.

Mail Order concerns use the local 
newspapers as a basis for sending out 
catalogues; for instance when they 
notice a community where the mer­
chants are doing little or no adver­
tising, they immediately flood that 
community with cat.alogues etc. and 
the number of catalogues sent to a 
community is based on the amount 
of advertising carried by the local 
newspaper. Catalogues are always 
sent out during dull times when local 
advertising is slowest. Towns that 
have the livest merchants receive the 
least number of catalogues, circulars, 
etc, that are sent out by mail order 
houses who seek business where there 
is least competition.
