be materially reduced. There is no more
reason for abstaining from eating po-
tatoes than for cutting meat off the
menu. Potatoes are 75 per cent wa-
ter. As part of a balanced diet, they
do not cause corpulency.
“Potatoes have as many calories as

amine A. Too much vitamine A pro-
duces sluggishness and lessens resist-
ance to disease, Too much of this
vitamine consumed in food by -chil-
dren causes tonsilitis, eczema, en-
larged glands, and aenemia.”

Denmark is one of the great dairy-
ing countries of Europe, Doctor Hind-
hede pointed out, but practically all
Danish farmers, he said, export their
butter to England and serve mar-
garine on the family table.

“The people of Denmark eat about
a half as much butter as Americans
and nearly twenty times a® much mar-
garine,” said Doctor Hindhede, “and
the Danes are celebrated for their
health and sturdiness. The death rate
in Denmark from tuberculosis, various
forms of kidney diseases, and other
ailments due primarily to improper
diet is about 30 per cent less than the
death rate from similar causes in the
United States.”

Doctor Hindhede illustrated his lec:
ture with 100 charts explanatory of
hig experiments in Denmark to de-
termine an adequate ration for chil-
dren and adults. He showed pictures

. of adults in a perfect state of health

after living for a year on nothing but
potatoes and vegetable margarine.

“If. you want to find out what rats
can live on best, you should experi-
ment with rats,” he said. “If you want
to find out what human beings can
live on best, you should experiment
with human beings.”

During his stay in this country, Doc
tor Hindhede lectured before a num-
ber of universities and scientific bod:
ies. He spoke before the Depart-
ment of Agriculture in Washington
and was entertained at a lunch-
eon at which were present Con-
stantin Brun, Danish minister to the
United States, Dr. H. W. Wiley, inter
nationally known nutrition expert, and
Asgistant Secretary of Agriculture
Renick W. Dunlap.

I am harvesting my twenty-ninth
crop and preparing for my thirtieth
and in all those years I never saw
conditions more favorable throughout
Texas than they are today.

In 1927 we had another fairly good
grain crop and a four miilion-bale

Written Leases
Most Desirable

There Should Be Complete
Understanding on All
Vital Points.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

Farm leases should be carefully
drawn up, easy the United States De-
partment of Agriculture, because it i3
dangerous for the contracting parties
to slight the business of arriving at a
complete understanding on all point®
where their interests may clash.
Many, and perhaps most, rented farms
are leased orally, without printed or
written meémoranda of any kind. In-
deed, some landlords and tenants take
pride im being informal to that extent.
Yet the practice is responsible for
many disputes that written agreements
would obviate or make easy to settle.

Clear Up Obstructive Points.

Careful consideration of lease agree-
ments, the department declares, pro-
motes mutual satisfaction, tends to
lengthen the period of tenancy, and
encourages the adoption of improved
farming methods. To put a lease in
writing clears up points that might
have remained obscure, and is thus
worth while even if the lease is not
looked at again. Standard printed
forms, with a few modifications or ad-
ditions, will generally suffice where the
farm is to be leased for a cash rental.
For share leases, however, printed
forms containing only generalities may
prove inadequate.

Share agreements are often consid-
erably detailed. In such agreements
consideration must be given to the
capital, credit, ability, experience, and
purposes of both landowner and ten-
ant, It may be useful also to par-

Satisfactory to Both.

Properly drawn leases will not, how-
ever, prevent trouble unless both par-
ties have the rignt attitude. Approx-
imately 3,000,000 American farmers
operate land part or all of which they
do not own. It is thus obvious thut
harmony in the landlord-tenant rels-
tion: is important in our agricul-
tural economy. Tt may be promoted
not only by attention to the details of
lease agreements, but by taking care

It is likely that at least one of them
will be shown in coperation in connec-
vion with the hitching demonstra-
tions, It requires from ten to, twelve
horses to draw one of the combines,
consequently it will be a valuable les- |
son for the farmer to learn how to
hitch such large teams so as to get |
the best results with one man to drive.

NEW RULING ON LIGHT BALES
OF COTTON

According to the rules of the
Texas Cotton Association bales of
cotton weighing under 450 will be |
subject to a dock of one dollar, un-
der 400 pounds a dock of two dol-
lars will apply and under 350 pounds
the usual dock of three dollars will
apply with the privilege of rejec-
tion entirely.

The rules are the same as last
year in regards to all light weight
bales with the exception of the 450
pound bales. So it will be to the
advantage of the farmer to make
his bales weigh over 450 pounds.—

found at intervals for miles over
the highway to a depth of as much
as four feet. This was from one
rain that fell upon over-grazed
slopes. From 80 per cent of the
regional slopes the soil was wash-
ed off to a depth of from 2 to 12
inches. On the Wasqlch Range we
went into the headwater of the
Manti Canyon and found that veg-
etation had spread over the sides
and bottoms of the gullys that had
riddled the drainage basin some
years ago. It was from this canyon
that a series of destryective floods
poured into the valley below. The
town of Manti was so severely hib
that it ws threatening to move. The
canyon had long been over grazed
bty sheep, the vegetation stripped
off and the soil badly washed and
gullied. Then the sheep were tak-
cn off and the grass came back
and they had no floods in the can-
yon since. Some of ithe valley
farmers have rtecently proposed that
no sheep be put back on the water-
shed so that they can get more wa-
ter for irrigation.

“We went over the watershed
of one of the greatest storage dams
of the nation and found as a result
of over grazing many acres of land
sixipped to bed rock. Already this
reservoir has had 105,000 acre feet
of its water capacity displaced by
silt swept down from the slopes de-
pleted of soil-saving and water con-
sorving  vegetation. The reservoir
short time since, had only 95
teet of water at the dam, about
enough for irrigation needs thra
fhe coming winter. If there should
be a shortage of precipitation dur-
ing the next six to eight months,
and this has been known to happen,
a great and prosperous agriculture
in the valley below would be con-
fronted with the stark catasprophe
that mankind knows not how to
cvercome. A shortage in the water
supply. Still the filling in goes
or. apace.”

Jones spoke of the vital importance
of the study and solving of prob-
lems pertaining to water conserva-
tion and prevention of soil erosion.
and the necessity of intelligent dis-
semination of the information gam-
ed, for the use and general adapta-
tion on the part of farmers and
iand holders of the best methods
devised, introducing the principal
speaker of the occasion. H. H. Ben-
nett, who with Dr. Middleton, is
ruaking soil erosion surveys in the
Southwest and Pacific Coast regions
and here to inspect the soil and
conservation experiments  being
conducted by the Spur Experiment
Station. ;

Mr. Bennet: said that the appall-
ing losses of water and soil from
farm and grazing lands throughout
the country resulting from uncon-
tiolled rainwater constitutes a na-
tional poblem of gave importance.
In some localities floods and the
filling of reseivoirs with eroded
riaterials has focussed the atten-
tion of discerning people upon the
acute need of immediate undertalk-
ing of conse:svation measures to put
a stop to the destructive procession
of erosion. One large city in the
Southwest already has spent mil-
lions of dollars in the construction
of huge concrete dams solely as a
flood protection measure, and is now
preparing to put in another dam
that will cost eight millions of dol-
lars. I went with an engineer over,
Southwest that had
been flood swept following fires in
the regional hills. He showed me
orange groves valued at $2500 an
acre that received a deposit of
loose sand ranging to two feet in
depth. The owner of one of the
groves paid $1200 an acre to have
the deeper material hauled out of
the grove, the shallower deposits he
raked back from the base of the
trees. Others who were unable to
have the material removed, subseq-
uently saw their trees sucer great
injury from the sand, many of them

“Last year while in Southwest
Texas fine grazing lands were seen
which had been gullied to absolute
suzrility in localities where a little
brecaution in the beginning coupled
with regulation of grading on the
regional highlands, would have sav-
ed these valuable lands.”

“These are but some of the phas-
es of water and soil losses on the
Western ranges. Much of the 195
million cres of unappropriated and
unresumed Public domain that should
furnish. valuable grazing for all
time is being depleted by un-regu-
lated grazing. The same is taking
piace on the Indian lands. The Na-
tional forests by regulating grazing
are doing much to remedy the sit-
uation by  properly redistributing
livestock according to local and sea-
conal requirements.

A minimum estimale shows that
126 billion pounds of vlant fcod:

wssh whereas less than six billion
pounds is removed by the crops
taken off.

by Gvernment surveyers as gullied
land having no value for crop pro-
duction. This one time “fertile soil
has been wholly destroyed by the
ravages of erosion and it cannot
be restored. All of this wastage
could have,been prevented. In one
Geoigia county seventy three thous-
and acres of formely -cultivated
land, much of it the best in the
Siate, were permanently destroyed
by: the remorseless clawing of un-
controlled water. At least thirteen
million ; aeres of agricultural land
has been' destroyed or rendered
completely. useless for crops in this
country as the result of uncontroll-
ed rainwater.

Thisis-but an insignificant part
of thte wasteage. It is sheet ero-
gion, the'' washing that gradually
sking off the surface soil, that is
wasting the most valuable lands of
the Nation. This takes place so
slowly that the farmer does not
notice it until clay spots and bed
rock begin to appear in his fields.
Many thousands of our richest soils
have been stripped of the surface
soil by this process down to rela-
tively unproductive subsoil material
in kundreds of localities in all parts
of the Nation.

We. are not upon the verge of
a land shortage, but vast areas have
Leen made almost useless by soil
erosion:! Thousands of farms have
already been abandonet and a great
rumber, of farmers have been brot
to poverty as the result of this evil
process. ' 'With our increasing pop-
ulation the land that we re com-
placently. watching flow away in
muddied ‘waters to the sea is going
to be acutely needed, not in the
remote ‘future. There is great nec-
¢ssity that the Nation should im-
nmediately aviaken to theobsolute
1\(%oessi£y of checking these losses.
In the many Statks where erosion
is a very serious problem, nothing
whatever is being done to put a
stop to it while much is being done
{o accentuate the process. It is ex-
cecedingly  encouraging, however,
that in some parts of the country
the people are becoming thorough-
ly aroused ti the necessity of im-
mediately doing something to stop
these'vlosse. The State of Texas
iz terracing land through its Coun-
ty Agents and others at a rate that
is highly encouraging. If Texas can
terrace nerly a - half million acres
of land in one year early in the
campaign against the terrible los:es
of water and soil erosion there is
liope that these other parts of the
nation. which for the moment are
asleeep to the costliness of soil and
water losses can be brought into
action. ;

“After seeinz thousands of waste
areas throughout all portions of the
United " States it has been inspir-
iag to see the Spur Experiment
Station where such highly valuable,
fundamental work is being done
in relation to the full meaniing of
conserving the water that falls up-
on the lands instead of allowing it
to flow merrvily on its way to the
streams. This station is showing
that ‘a large part of the rainwater
can be stored in the soil for later
crop use and that in doing 30
large amounts of the topsoil can
be saved. These experiments &re
valzable beyond any present possible
ca‘culation. There is no question
Lut that the methods employed at
the Spur Experiment Station will
be copied in many parts of the
country as soon as the other states
brcome acquainted with the far-
reaching benefits that will inevita-
bly follow in the wake of the demo:a
strations that have been carried
out here. The Spur Station is the
first comprehensive soil erosion and
water saving experiment that has
been' conducted in the history of
the world, in so far as my knowledgel
gces. ' I am convinced that experi-
r.ents of this kind are much more
beneficial in many parts of the
country than many of the experi-
meits that are being made in con-
neetion with crop rotation and fer-
tilizer tests for unquestionable soil
water losses of the kind we
have talked about represent the
biggest problems confronting the
United States. Texas cannot ai-
ford to neglect this problem. Her
feriile soils are too vitally essential
