DEMOCRATIC PUTFORM !
• I. We indorse and com­
mend the present adminslr^t- 
100 ol Governor S. W. T.< 
Lanham as faithful to the in­
terests ol the people ol Texas, 
and return the thanks ol thé 
democracy to our state officials 
for their faithfulness and 
efficiency in office.

2. We demand that the 
next legislature enact such a 
law as will define and prohibit 
lobbying.

3. W e favor the enact­
ment by the nèxt legislature 
of a law prohibiting the is­
suance of .free passes or the 
giving ol free transportation, 
franks or \ privileges. In any 
form, by railroads or other 
corporations within this state, 
encept to thos^ employed by 
said corporations and their 
lamilies, the indigent poor, lor 
v/hom application is made by 
religious or charitable organt- 
zations,sherifis, rangers and 
other peace officers whose du- 
ttesare to execute criminal pro­
cess; and we request the next 
governor of this state to ke«p 
the legislature in session, it 
necessary, by extraordinary 
call until the law as is herein 
demanded has been passed.

4. We demand the enact­
ment of a law prohibiting cor­
porations from contributing to 
the campaign expenses of 
any party or individual or to 
secure the adoption or defeat 
of any measure submitted to 
the vote of the people.

5. Ŵ e demand the enact­
ment ol a law, or, ¡1 necessary, 
the submission ol a constitu­
tional amendment to the peo­
ple nl Texas, defining insol­
vent corporations and prohibi­
ting the same from doing 
bbsiness in this state.

6. W e demand the pas­
sage ol a law compelling tele 
phone and telegraph com­
panies to transmit each others 
messages and to make con­
nections necessary therefor at 
common points.

7. W e demand such 
amendments to our laws re­
garding private corporations 
as will require the payment of 
at least 50 per cent of their 
capital stock before the filing 
of a charter and within two 
years the additional 50 per 
cent ol the cipital stock, and 
that will insure greater pub­
licity and a greater measure 
of protection to creditors and 
stockholders.

reason why the farmers are 
not taking more interest in 
the matter of subscribing to 
stpek in the" enterprise? It 
looks as if the farmers were 
thinking along these lines, 
else the stock would have 
been oversubscribed long ago. 
If it is possible that they are 
thinking along these lines' it 
is about time for them to re­
move all such thoughts and do 
a little thinking for Mr. Farm­
er. In the first place it would 
be of but little benefit to the 
cotton buyer as a rule. The 
cotton buyer turns th« cotton 
over just as fast as possible, 
and It never remains in ihe 
yard long enough to damage 
while he is holding it. It is 
the farmer who is the loser. 
Many times tne farmer comes 
to town with a few bales of 
cotton and finds that the mar­
ket is not right and leaves it 
in the cotton yards exposed to 
all kinds of weather for sever­
al months waiting for the ad­
vance which usually follows a 
very low market. During the 
winter rains this cotton re­
mains exposed and begins to 
rot, and when the market 
reaches the point where the 
bale can be sold at a profit, 
lo and behold, there are sev­
eral pounds taken off on ac­
count of th»* rot. Does the 
merchant lose this? Not on 
your picture", but it is the 
farmer. The Sentinel report­
er saw several bales of cotton

T HE p̂ SMiû  hay crop is re­
ported good this year from 
farmers in this county. The 
jfarmershave awaR'ened to the 
fact that diversification ot 
crops is a good thing lor the 
land as well as tfie purse.

T he new cotton crop in this

It is the desire of the 
Union to sell the stock in 
shares of $5 each and only 
one shares to the member or 
farmer, and as the Union has 
something like 2000 members 
in this county it certainly 
should be a small matter to 
build the house. There are 
several members who are 
willing to lake a hundred 
share and more, but the Union 
wants to place the matter with 
all the members so that all 
may share equally in the 
profits from the proposition. 
Now then the matter is up to 
the farmers themselves. They 
are the ones to be benefitted 
and it they do not take advan­
tage of the opportunity they 
will have no one to blame but 
themselves. If the proposi­
tion is lost'for good they will 
in after years think of the fact 
that they through prejudice—  
or the lack of business judg­
ment— let the warehouse 
slip through their fingers. 
Reason this matter tor your­
selves and then conclude as to 
who will be benefitted by the 
erection of a warehouse where 
receipts caiv-be issued against 
the cotton while you are wait­
ing for higher prices When 
the cotton is protected and iiv- 
sured a l^etter advance can be 
secured than if it >vas left in 
the rain and weather for a few 
monthsi This is a fact that 
thé farmery know, and thuŝ  
knowing they should* act.

ches is the very place for the 
erection of a mill and there is 
sufficient cotton raised and 
marketed here to keep a good 
mill running all the year and 
then the farmers wovld have 
the advantage of gf’ tting a 
better price lor their cotton 
than they do at the present 
time. To say the least ot it 
they would save the price of 
transporatlon.

T he editor has just return­
ed from a trip through a por­
tion of Louisiana and Harri­
son county (this state) and can 
vouch for the fact that the 
crops in this county are far 
ahead of the growing crops in 
that section. The farmers 
here are in better circum­
stances than they are in the 
section of the country visited 
and the stock in Nacogdoches 
county is in better condition. 
F<mt of the matter is there is 
no section ot country that can 
compare with old Necogdo- 
ches county.

People’ are proiie to think 
because a lew public spirited 
men take the lead in the mat­
ter of securing, factories for 
their town that they are the 
ones directly benefitted.

benefitted directly who will 
take pleasure in knocking 
everything the town eve)- had.
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W hat  has become ol the 
Farméi'^ Union warehouse 
propositan? It was announc­
ed that iV would be built in 
time to tAke care ol the cot­
ton crop this year, but so lar 
nothing Alas been done on the 
buildinJ. The Sentinel be­
lieves /that the farmers are 
sleeping on their rights by not 
pushing the warehouse for 
Nacogdoches county. It will 
be a good investment to the 
stockholder.s as well as be a 
blessing to every farmer who 
brings cotton to Nacogdoches. 
There is enough cotton lost 
every year in Nacogdoefies to 
pay the cost of construction. 
It IS not yet too late for them 
to push the matter, and get 
the house in shape to care for 
bulk of the crop this year. It
