Alliance In SecondYear The ongoing drought 

has caused severe dam-
age in all areas of the 
County. Farms and 
ranches suffering se-
vere damage may be el-
igible for assistance 
under the Emergency 
Conservation Program 
(ECP) administered by 
the local County FSA 
Office if the damage: 

*will be so costly to 
rehabilitate that 
Federal assistance is 
or will be needed to re-
turn the land to produc-
tive use 

*is unusual and is 
not the type that would 
recur frequently in the 
same area 

*affect the productive 
capacity of the farm-
land 

*will impair or en-
danger the land 

A producer qualify-
ing for ECP assistance 
may receive cost-share 
levels not to exceed 64 
percent of the eligible 
cost of restoration mea-
sures. No producer is 
eligible for than 
$200,000 cost sharing 
per natural disaster oc-
currence. The follow-
ing types of measures 
may be eligible: 
*installing 

pipelines or other facil-
ities for livestock water 
or existing irrigation 
systems for orchards 
and vineyards 

*constructing and  

deepening wells for 
livestock water 

*developing springs 
or seeps for livestock 

*restoring conserva-
tion structures and 
other similar installa-
tions (tank clean out) 

Producers who have 
suffered a loss from a 
natural disaster may 
contact the local County 
FSA Office and request 
assistance from the 
date of this letter thru 
October 26, 1998. 

To be eligible for as-
sistance, practices 
must not be started 
until: 

*an application for 
cost-share assistance 
has been filed 

*the local county 
FSA Committee or its 
representative has con-
ducted an onsite in-
spection of the damaged 
area 

*the Agency respon-
sible for technical as-
sistance, such as the 
Natural Resource 
Conservation Service 
(NRCS), has made a 
needs determination, 
which may include 
cubic yards of earth-
moving, feet or 
pipeline, etc., required 
for rehabilitation 

*FSA Committee has 
issued approval

possible, but before 
October 261998. 

The Baird Bears 
scored a 24-15 victory 
over the Throckmorton 
Greyhounds at Friday 
night's homecoming 
game, Sept. 25. The 
Bears scored on their 
first two possessions of 
the football. 

The football game 
was held up almost 32 
minutes when three of 
the Throckmorton 
players were injured. 

Quarterback Lee 
Harle passed to Logan 
Russell in the first play 
of the game to advance 
for a 55 yard touch-
down. The Bears also 
drove 79 yards for a 
score, and Justin 
Rivers gained the final 
31 yards to make it 13-0 
with 6:53 left in the first 
quarter. 

A pass from Justin 
Ash to Stephen Nixon 
gave the Bears 38 yards 
to the Baird's nine. The 
ball was fumbled when 
Nixon was tackled, 
however Harle recover-
ed for the Bears. The 
Bears made a drive for 
a touchdown, however a 
fumbled punt at the 
Throckmorton's 17 
yard line was recover-
ed by Bears' Russell to 
keep the play going. 
Harle passed to Russell 
for the Bears 15 yard 
touchdown with only 
1:11 left in the half. 

Harle's interception 
helped set up a Baird 
attempt that got them to 
the Throckmorton eight 
yard line, however the 
ball was fumbled by 
him and the Grey-
hounds recovered. 

The Throckmorton 
Greyhounds scored in 
the third quarter with a 
Baird punt which 
gained no yardage at 
the 15. The Greyhounds 
made two plays with 
Josh Dormier scoring 
in the final six yards. 

Baird Bears' Ryon 
Vestal booted a 25 yard 
field goal making a 24-
7 lead with 11:10 to play. 
The Greyhounds' Ash 
recovered with a 72 
yard drive, and he 
threw a nine yard 
fourth down pass to 
Scott Bellah with 5:34 
remaining. 

The snap was 
fumbled by Bears' 
Harle on the first down 
following the kickoff. 
Throckmorton took 
over the ball on the 43 
yard line, and Ash 
drove the Greyhounds 
to the Bears 33 yard 
line. Ash ran 11 yards 
for the next play. He 
was called for holding 
and a penalty brought 
the Greyhounds back to 
the Bears' 46 yard line. 
The Bears took over 
possession of the foot-
ball when a fourth 
down pass gained 
insufficient yards. 

Rivera gained a 58 
yard touchdown which 
was called back on a 
penalty. Jeremy Riney 
covered 49 yards to the 
Greyhounds 11 yard 
line for the next play. 

The Bears were able 
to run out the clock to 
make their record 2-2.

Truth About Metal Detectors 
By Charles Garrett 
Strange as it may 

seem, I'm often asked: 
"Will a metal detec-

tor find gold, silver 
and jewelry?" 

That's like asking if 
a sharp knife will cut a 
string. 

It's designed to cut. A 
metal detector is de-
signed to detect any sort 
of metal that comes 
within its range. This 
includes gold, silver 
and jewelry with any 
metallic content what-
soever. 

I think that some peo-
ple equate metal detec-
tors with magnetic 
force for some reason 
or another. They think 
that only items that can 
be picked up with a 
magnet can be detected 
with a metal detector. 
That's not so. 

A metal detector op-
erates on electromag-
netic principles. The 
metal detector sends out 
an electromagnetic 
field and, whatever 
metal moves into this 
field, the field is inter-
rupted. The metal de-
tector is designed to 
sense this interruption. 

Another common 
misconception about 
metal detectors is that it 
is unlawful to use 
them. Not so. There are 
laws prohibiting the use 
of metal detectors in 
national parks and 
some other lands that 
are under federal 
and/or state control. 
All public lands--mu-
nicipal parks, beaches, 
school grounds, play-
grounds--are usually 
available for metal de-
tecting. But, on private 
property, you must al-
ways get the owner's 
permission to hunt his 
land. 

A few people have 
told me that the Bible 
preaches against trea-
sure hunting. My Bible 
doesn't. Our Lord in-
structed Peter to cast a 
hook into the ocean and 
open the mouth of the 
first fish he caught and 
retrieve the coin he 
would find there. 
Sounds like treasure 
hunting to me. In one of 
the Lord's parables, he 
tells of a man who 
finds a large treasure 
in a field. He then sells 
everything he owns to 
obtain money in order 
to buy that field so that 
he can acquire the trea-
sure. Sounds to me if he 
is following proper 
treasure hunting proto-
col to me. 

Some treasure hunt-
ers be:ieve "finders-
keepers" applies to their 
discoveries. Not so. 
Any treasure that is lost 
still belongs to the per-
son who lost it, unless 
he gives up that owner-
ship. The law states 
that when a treasure is 
found, the finder must 
make every reasonable 
effort to locate the 
owner. If he cannot, the 
courts will usually al-
ways award a found 
treasure to the finder. 
Any valuable object 
that is purposely cast off 
belongs to the person 
who finds it. Coin hunt-
ing with a metal detec-
tor is different, since it 
is virtually impossible 
to say who lost which 
coin. 

The bottom line is 
that metal detectors 
will do what they are 
designed to do: detect 
metals of all types. 
And, are capable of 
finding most lost trea-
sures, whether those are 
coins, rings, jewelry or 
money caches. They 
are able to locate these 
types of articles quite  

easily. 
More treasures are 

being found today than 
ever before. The main 
reason for this is be-
cause of the vast im-
provements in detector 
technology. 

Modern metal detec-
tors will do more than 
just detect the presence 
of metal. They will 
pinpoint them, measure 
their depth, determine 
their approximate iden-
tity, and even give the 
size of the detected ob-
ject. The only thing left 
for the detectorist to do 
is to retrieve his trea-
sure. 

Most of today's metal 
detectors are totally au-
tomatic. It is necessary 
to only touch a single 
touchpad. The metal 
detector turns on, bd- 

For the first time, the 
Internet can be used to 
find out if a man is reg-
istered with the Selec-
tive Service System 
(SSS).

ually monitors all ob-
jects that come beneath 
its searclicoil, accept-
ing the good targets, re-
jecting the junk. 

I have been using 
metal detectors for the 
past half century, and I 
still find them to pro-
vide a fascinating pas-
time. Unfortunately, I 
guestimate that only 
about one in one hun-
dred Americans have 
ever used a detector. 

Maybe now that 
we've cleared up some 
of the more popular 
misconceptions con-
cerning metal detectors 
this number will 
change.

By en-
tering a man's last 
name, social security 
number, and date of 
birth, the SSS computer 
will research the data 
base and display on the 
screen the man's 
Selective Service num-
ber and effective date of 
registration. 

"This new verifica-
tion service will be 
enormously helpful to 
men who must provide 
their Selective Service 
numbers to obtain stu-
dent loans or federal 
jobs," notes Coronado. 

Young men must 
register within 30 days 
of turning 18 in accor-
dance with federal law. 
More than 38 million 
men have registered 
since 1980, however 
none has been drafted. 
The last draft ended in 
1973. By having the 
names and addresses 
of men ages 18 through 
25 on file in the 
Selective Service Sys-
tem data base, America 
remains ready to face 
any future threat.

AUSTIN — An anticipated 
state budget surplus of $6.3 billion 
inspired the chairman of the Sen-
ate Economic Development Com-
mittee to speak last week on the 
virtues of saving, as an alternative 
to spending. 

"The line to get a piece of that 
extra money . . . is already form-
ing at the door of the Capitol and 
will soon stretch from the Rio 
Grande Valley to Texarkana," said 
Sen. David Sibley, R-Waco. 

He called on fellow lawmakers 
to resist the natural tendency to 
spend and instead set aside some 
of the largest budget surplus in 
state history. 

"It is tempting to spend the pro-
jected windfall on new initiatives 
and numerous state programs that 
have been seriously underfunded 
for years. 

"But what happens to these pro-
grams in the next few years if the 
economy slows and state tax col-
lections decline? 

"We are in the unique position 
of being able to plan for future 
years," said Sibley. 

He proposed depositing some 
of the windfall into Texas' Rainy 
Day Fund, an account created by 
constitutional amendment in 1988. 

Though the fund presently has 
a balance of $58 billion, it is  

dwarfed by the state budget, which 
tilts the scales at $87 billion. 

Blue Cross to Pursue Merger 
Blue Cross of Texas may pur-

sue a merger with Blue Cross of 
Illinois while the state of Texas 
seeks an appellate court decision 
declaring the company a charity, 
Texas Attorney General Dan Mo-
rales announced last week. 

State District Judge Joseph H. 
Hart of Travis County decided in 
February that Blue Cross was not 
a charity and therefore was not 
prohibited by Texas law from 
merging with Blue Cross of Illi-
nois. 

If the state wins its appeal, Blue 
Cross will pay the state $560 mil-
lion over the next 20 years. 

If the state loses and Blue Cross 
of Texas is not determined to be a 
charity and the merger fails, the 
company will give the Texas 
Healthy Kids Corporation $1 mil-
lion per year for 10 years. 

Texas Healthy Kids Corpora-
tion was created by the Texas Leg-
islature in 1997 to provide health 
insurance fcr children in low-in-
come families. 

Environmental Violations Cost 
The Texas Natural Resource 

Conservation Commission says it 
levied more than $4.6 million in 
fines for environmental violations 
during fiscal year 1998. 

That's an increase of about 
$600,000 over the previous year. 

Last week, the TNRCC an-
nounced its first-ever estimate of 
the costs to Texas businesses and 
local governments that have vio-
lated environmental laws to come 
back into compliance: an esti-
mated $74 million for fiscal year 
1998. 

Meanwhile, on Sept. 23, the 
agency adopted rules regulating 
industrial and residential runoff in 
the vast Edwards Aquifer recharge 
zone filtering the primary source 
of water for 1.75 million Central  

Texas residents. 
The rules, which become effec-

tive June 1, 1999, put stricter run-
off-curbing requirements on large 
construction sites and residential 
developments. 

Ex-Lottery Chief Drops Lawsuit 
Nora Linares, former director 

of the Texas Lottery, received 
$435,000 in a settlement with 
Gtech Holdings Corp., the state 
lottery operator. 

Linares accused Gtech of 
prompting her January 1997 dis-
missal. She alleged the firm put 
her boyfriend Mike Moeller on the 
payroll without her knowledge, in 
efforts to have her fired. 

Moeller, a former deputy agri-
culture commissioner, was under 
federal indictment when Gtech 
hired him. He later was convicted 
and served prison time on charges 
of conspiring to divert state funds 
for political use while working for 
the state agriculture department. 

Texas Stock Index Dips 
A downturn in the U.S. and 

world stock markets has affected 
the Texas Stock Index, an eco-
nomic indicator to gauge investor 
confidence in Texas-based busi-
nesses. 

Compiled monthly by the Texas 
Comptroller's office, the index 
ended August at 525.1, down 
107.3 points, or 17 percent, from 
its July close. 

Although the index was down 
for August, it has gained 18.8 per-
cent since its August 1997 close 
of 441.9, State Comptroller John 
Sharp said.

To the Editor: 
We were extremely 

disappointed to hear 
that Charlie Stenholm 
has been criticized for 
supporting the biparti-
san Shays-Meehan 
campaign finance re-
form bill. Charlie has 
been a valuable leader 
in the effort to restore 
integrity to the political 
process. As the princi-
pal authors of this leg-
islation, and as 
Republican and 
Democrat, we want to 
set the record straight. 

The Shays-Meehan 
bill would not restrict 
free speech. It would not 
protect incumbents over 
challengers, and it 
would not benefit one 
political party over the 
other. Moreover, this 
bill simply would not 
have any impact on 
voter guides that in-
form voters about the 
positions of candidates 
for office in any way. 
What it would do is try 
to restore a little ac-
countability to the polit-
ical system by plug-
ging the flow of mil-
lions of outside dollars 
that are flooding into 
Federal campaigns, 
often beyond the control 
of even the candidate 
they are meant to as-
sist. It would make 
three very reasonable 
reforms to bring 
greater honesty and 
openness in the cam-
paign system. 

First, the Shays- 

Meehan bill would ban 
soft money--the unreg-
ulated, unlimited do-
nations to political par-
ties from individuals, 
corporations, labor 
unions and other inter-
est groups to influence 
a federal election. That 
means corporations 
could not use this loop-
hole to get around the 
ban on using corporate 
treasury money for 
campaign contribu-
tions, part of our law 
since 1907. It also 
means that labor 
unions could not use the 
soft money loophole to 
get around the ban on 
using union dues 
money for campaign 
contributions, part of 
our law since 1947. 

Second, the bill 
would recognize the 
sham "issue advertise-
ments" for what they 
really are, campaign 
advertisements, bring-
ing them under the 
same rules that cur-
rently apply to all other 
campaign ads. Shays-
Meehan would not pro-
hibit political adver-
tisements by anyone. It 
would not prevent any-
one from using the pic-
ture or name of any 
candidate for office in 
any advertisement, 
and it would not restrict 
anything that could be 
said about a candidate. 
The bill simply re-
quires that independent 
organizations who buy 
campaign advertise-
ments disclose who is 
making contributions 
to pay for them, and to 
raise their money in 
increments less than 
$5,000, just like any 
other political commit-
tee. 

Finally, the bill 
gives the Federal 
Election Commission--
the election watchdog 
agency--the teeth it 
needs to enforce the 
laws on the books. It re-
quires candidates to 
file contribution reports 
electronically, 	and 
strengthens the Federal 
Election Commission's 
power to enforce elec-

Coming soon will be
