I presume the information you de-
isire is the method used for the pay-
ment of paving in the City of Dallas.
In the City of Dallas the property
owners pay the cost of all paving, curb
and gutter and sub-grade excavation
in front of their property; the City of
Dallas pays cash for the intersections
|of streets and extra excavation, also
lall underground work.

The assessment against the proper-
|ty is paid one-sixth cash, thirty days
‘after completion of the pavement; one-
slxth each year for five years. Defer-
‘red payments bear interest at the rate
gof seven percent.

For the past six years the majority
{of pavements laid in the City of Dal-
‘las has Leen Warrenite bitulithic and
’Uvnlde rock asphalt. If you desire any
lfu‘\er mformauon I will be glad to
furnish it.
