DALLAS, Texas.— The cattle 
highway blazed through the years 
from the ranges of Western, Tex­
as to the stockyards and feeder 
farms of the Middle West is fad­
ing to a path.

And with the change in flow 
has come millions of dollars to the 
farmers of this state.

When the trail drivers in the 
70’s and 80’s snaked longhorns 
from water hole to water hole, 
nearly 100 per cent of the cattle 
bred in Texas were sold in the 
farm belt.

Cattle cars enroute to the 
stockyards and feeder farms of 
the Middle^ West were crowded 
with the same proportion of Texas’ 
livestock.

for the farmer’ s enslavement by 
“ cotton money.”

Water Rates Benefit Shippers
Possibilities of this combination 

are tremendous.
A third o f the population of the 

United States lives along the At­
lantic seaboard, yet the area pro­
duces only five per cent of the 
foodstuffs it consumes annually. 
Most of the meat sold there comes 
from cattle fattened in the Mid­
dle West and prepared by Kansas 
City and Chicago packers.

A recent study revekled that 
freight rates to the Atlantic states 
from any of nine Texas ports by 
water are cheaper than rates from 
the mid-west to the same points 
by rail.

This freight advantage, plus the 
cheaper cost o f feeding cattle at 
home, has led packing houses to 
toy with the possibilities o f con­
structing plants in Texas.

Alarmists suggest that by “ steal­
ing”  Eastern markets and cutting 
down cattle shipments to the farm 
belt for fattening, the Breeder-

Feeder Movement would destroy .a 
big part of Middle Western farm 
income and place that area in an 
economic plight similar to that of 
the South before “ cotton was 
king.”

Defenders of the program, how­
ever, answer that there still will 
be a tremendous demand in the 
Great Lakes industrial area for 
fresh meats that could be most 
cheaply supplied from finishing i 
lots in the farm area and that 
movement - of cattle from the 
ranges o f the southwest to the 
central states never would drop 
below a figure adequate to sup­
ply that demand.

Meanwhile Texas, supplying 
beef to the East and un fattened 
cattle to the farm belt, holds the 
livestock driver’s seat.

U. S. Gunboat Hit 
In Japanese Raid

CHUNGKING, China, Qct. 
25.— The United States Gun­
boat Tutulla, which was sta­
tioned on the Yangtze River, 
was damaged today during a 
Japanese bombing raid.

The Tutlila was not struck 
by a Japanese bomb, but one 
of the bombs dislodged a 
rock, weighing about 400 
pounds, which struck and 
damaged the boat. Damage 
was reported to be consider­
able.

The Tutuila was at anchor 
in a portion of the river 
which the Japanese had de­
clared to be safe territory.

Several British merchant 
ships were reported to have 
been struck and damaged' in 
the air raid.

HITLER MOVES 
TOWARDPEACE 
WHH ENGLAND
Adolf Hitiei-’c furious diplomatic 

offensive pointed today to air at­
tempt to present a united Euro­
pean front to Great Britain in a 
possible new bid for peace on 
GeiJinan terms before American 
materials can effect the war.

A Vichey dispatch hinted that 
Hitler’s diplomatic drive was tim­
ed to coincide with the American 
elections. Meantime British and 
German bombers paid damaging 
visits to each other’s capitols.

Hitler’s campagn was designed 
to pacify Russia and Spain and to 
obtain French Mediterranean bas­
es for a new onslaught against 
the British Empire, if the peace 
efforts fail.

London claimed that the Ger­
mans lost 12 planes today and the 
British eight in fights over Eng­
land. Berlin described the attacks 
as exceptionally heavy.

The British said they are now 
using a new super-plane with 
more guns and speed than the 
famed Spitfires. Italian planes 
were also operating against Lon­
don, it was revealed.

The British reported one de­
stroyer had sunk when it struck 
a mine and reported that British 
submarines had sunk a 6,000-ton 
Italian merchant ship and a Ger­
man torpedo boat.

Rome reported that the Italian 
forces had advanced within 35 
miles of Marsa Matruh in Egypt, 
where the British are expected to 
make a stand.

At least 44 Swedish soldiers 
were drowned when a barge cap­
sized during maneuvers and Am­
sterdam reported the death o f 25 
from bombs dropped on a factory 
during a British raid.

BULLDOGS TO INVADE 
BRECKENRIDGE FOR A 

CONFERENCE CONTEST

AUSTRALIA STARTS
HUGE DOCK

SYDNEY, Australia— Work has 

begun on a new $9,000,000 dock.

It will be capable o f taking on the 
biggest ships of both the English 
and American navies should they 
ever base here or be in need of i 
repairs in the 30uthern Pacific.
