Physician Finds
AUSTIN— If Uncle Sam really

Completing the first post-regis­
tration physical check-up of new 
students in the University, Dr. 
Joe Gilbert, director of the school 
health service, advanced the opin­
ion today that student health is 
better than ever before.

“ Man for man,”  Dr. Gilbert de­
clared, “ the University of Texas 
male can stand up with the best 
of them.” Found by Dr. Gilbert 
this year were fewer heart, kidney 
and chronic maladjustments, an 
increase in weight generally, and 
even “ better looks.”

The reason advanced by the 
health director for the improved 
physical conditions was that bet­
ter care is now taken of students 
in their preliminary schooling.

“ But,”  he added, “ the Univer­
sity also does its part. 'Recoids 
show that almost invariably a sec­
ond semester check-up will reveal 
better individual health condi­
tions.”

Queer Door Stops 
Used In Capitol

AUSTIN, Texas— Two unusual 

door stops are used to preve.it 
slamming of doors in the' state 
capitol

A heavy door at the entrance o 
the state senate chamber is held 
open by a large piece of iron ore. 
The ore was brought to the state 
capitol many years ago -when the 
state -«'as considering establish­
ment o f the state iron foundry in 
East Texas. Ore samples were 
distributed to show senators tli.' 
prospects. After the legislative 
session the samples were placed 
in a burlap sack and for a long 
time were left in a senate com­
mittee room. One day high wind 
caused considerable trouble with 
the .door to the senate chamber. 
The piece o f ore was taken from 
the sack and used to prop the door 
open. Since then i f  has performed 
.this service.

A door in the office o f  the 
.state supreme court i similarly is 
kept open by a large, highly-pol­
ished tree burl. Smoothness of the 
exterior creates ah appearance j f  
solidity and weight.

A favorite practical joke is to 
ask persons who admire the door- 
,stop if they^an lift it.

The visitor, so challenged, mis 
his impression of the weight of 
the burl strengthened, leans o'vor 
for a firm grasp and tug.

To his amazement the burl 
weighs practically nothing a id 
the visitor jerks his arms holding 
it high into the air.

The sensation is much the same 
as that o f a person expecting to 
jump into cold water and finding 
it hot— or striking cold water in­
stead o f anticipated hot water.

DAMAGED BY TORPEDO IN
NORTH ATLANTIC WATERS

CflMC nc UJI7I WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.— The
u U l f  PL IWHff I United States Destroyer Kearney,

one o f  the -United States Navy’s 
newest destroyers, was damaged 
by a torpedo today in first suc­
cessful attack upon an Americ in 
Naval ship in the Atlantic since 
the European War started, it ivas 
announced today by the navy , de­
partment.

The attack, according to the 
navy’s department’s brief an­
nouncement, occui'red 350 miles 
.south and west o f Iceland. Pre­
liminary navy dispatches indicated 
there were no casualties among 
the members o f the crelv.

The Kearney was on patrol 
duty in the North Atlantic at, the 
time o f thé encounter with the 
submarine. The navy department 
did not identify the attacker, but 
officials believed that it u i- 
doubtedly was a Gérman sub­
marine.

Despite the damage the nâ vy 
said the Kearney was able to pi'o- 
ceed under lief own power. It' was 
not indicated, where she would  ̂
seek harbor.

President Roosevelt was noti­
fied o f the torpedoing o f thé U. 
S. S. Kearney just three minutes 
after he arrived at his home ini 
Hyde Park to spend the week-enJ. 
He declin’ed to comment on the 
■incident until he had à mòre de­
tailed ■ report from the navy d -  
partment.

Senator Claude Pepper, Demo-' 
crat, Florida, assérted today that 
the attack upon ' the Kearney 
should be avenged by the' U, S.

Keep Social Security Secure
The Social Security Act is capable of being one of the 

most far-reaching social measures of our times. Since it is 
just what it calls itself, a measure to provide security for 
the people, it should be carefully restricted to that.

' The President’s proposal to extend Social Security cov­
erage to another 40,000,000 people in addition to the 40,- 
000,000 now covered, will require the most careful study. 
In admitting that one of the reasons for the proposal is to 
provide money for financing the defense effort and to 
restrict inflationary tendencies, the President calls atten­
tion to a vital point. ,

* * *
The original Social Security Act was one of the most 

complicated measures ever enacted by the Congress. The 
precaution had been taken of making a most thorough 
study of all European systems of social insurance, and of 
consulting all the best American experts with actuarial 
and relevant experience. The act was most carefully drawn 
in an effort to incorporate the best features of known and 
proved legislation of the kind all over the world. It is in­
tended to be a permanent feature of the American ordeP, 
not a makeshift effort to meet an emergency.

Since that is true, it ought to be amended only in the 
same way. There were valid and excellent reasons for ex­
cluding from the act those now outside its provisions. It 
has always been contemplated that the coverage should be 
extended, but it ought to be extended only in such direc­
tions and to such an extent as experience has proved work­
able.

* * , ♦
Money paid in under the payroll taxes for Social Se- 

cuilty coverage is, it should be recalled, not kept in a fund, 
bqt spent by the government, which is then under general 
obligation to pay it when due. The temptation to get rev- 
eriue at will by such means, without due regard to the 
future obligations involved, is great, especially at a time 
like this.

! The experts who helped write this legislation in the 
first place ought to be recalled and consulted as to its ex­
tension, so that it may be built solidly, not for the emer­
gency but for the future.

Let’s pay for defense as de:^ense, and for social security 
as social security. Any other coiurse may lead to disastrous 
confusions now and later.
