Paul Brashear, state representa­
tive from the 76th District, left 
Monday for Austin where he will 
begin his second term in the House 
of Representatives with the open­
ing o f the Texas Legislature to­
day.

Brashear said he will again in­
troduce a bill which would add Cal­
lahan County to the 91st District 
Court, which presently includes 
only Eastland County. His bill 
would also add Shackelford Coun­
ty to 'the Stephens County District 
Court. Brashear introduced a simil­
ar bill at the last session, but it 
failed to pass. The Cisco legislat­
or said he felt the move would 
strengthen the Eastland court. 
Brashear won his first term of of­
fice by crusading against doing 
away with the 91st District Court, 
after Omar Burkett, then repre­
sentative from this district, had in­
troduced a bill which would have 
abolished the court.

Brashear, who took office in 
January 1955, served on the com­
mittees on agriculture, military 
and veterans affairs, penitentiar­
ies, examinations of comptrollers

and treasurers accounts, and legis­
lative districts during the past ses­
sion of the legislature.

The first two weeks of the leg­
islative session will be devoted 
principally to organization and ap­
pointment of committees, Brash­
ear said.

“ The Legislature will be faceed 
with many problems,” he said. “ It 
is impossible to forecast the exact 
events of a legislative session, but 
the water situation will likely be 
the major problem this session. Ap­
propriations, insurance laws, 
workmen’s compensation, safety 
laws and other factors will be 
brought before the body. It is obv­
ious that an increase in appropri­
ations and salaries will bring an 
increase in taxes.

“ During the last session ap­
proximately 2000 bills were intro­
duced, and this, session is due to 
follow much the same pattern. It 
is almost physically impossible for 
members of the House and Senate 
to be thorougnly familiar with 
every bill they are to vote on; 
therefore, we must rely on those

County to Realize Half 
Million from Oil Hike

An orchard field day will be 
held in Rising Star either Thurs­
day, Feb. 14 or the following 
Thursday, J. M. Cooper, county 
agent, revealed this week.

Cooper said the program would 
be in line with the series of farm 
meetings which the Rising Star 
Chamber of Commerce is sponsor­
ing to stimulate interest in a 
sounder and more diversified agri­
culture.

The orchard field day will con­
sist of a forenoon of talks and 
discussions of peach, grape and 
other fruit growing led by A&M 
Extension department state work­
ers, and an afternoon of on-the- 
grounds demonstrations of orchard 
practices in a Rising Star orchard.

Invited to appear on the pro­
gram are U. Randolph of t h e  
Grape Exepriment Station at Mon­
tague, known as the leading grape 
research specialist in the country;

-Scranton won the tournament 
after downing Ranger in the finals. 
The Bulldogs went into the final 
quarter of the- last game leading 
by 10 points, but the lads from 
Scranton managed to stage a full 
court press and Ranger seemed to 
lose all-control o f the ball.

Humble announced an increase 
which averages about 35 cents a 
barrel.

ing the oil and operating t h e  
leases.”  Other area oil men joined 
in agreement that the increase 
would be a great help in Eastland 
County.

The price increase went into im­
mediate effect. This is the first 
general increase in crude purchase 
prices since June, 1953. Humble’s 
annoucement said the immediate 
cause of the hike was the firm’s 
inability to meet demand require­
ments which have developed since 
the start of fhe Suez crisis. Since 
1953 the average price of crude 
has been $2.82 a barrel.

Eastland County has been more 
active during the past two or three 
months than at any other period 
in several years. Harding Brothers 
of Dallas have several exceptional­
ly good wells completed within the 
past month on some of their leases 
north o f Eastland. On the Jim 
Beard farm north of Eastland, 
Stanley Pirtle and associates have 
completed an “ excellent”  well. A 
deeper completion has just been 
made between Eastland and Rang­
er, and a number of other wells 
have been completed in Eastland 
County within the past three or 
four months. -

Local oilmen also pointed out 
that the increase put new life in­
to the stock market. Porter said 
that many manufacturing concerns 
are now acquiring oil stock to save 
tax money.

Oil shares boomed in late trad­
ing after Humble Oil posed the 
increase. On the American Ex­
change prices rose on volume of 1;-
020.000 shares compared with
670.000 Wednesday. Standard Oil 
of New Jersey, of which Humble 
is an affiliate, was up 1 3-8 at 
59 3-8.

It didn’t hurt Ranger a bit in 
the world whenAhe major oil com­
panies finally decided to increase 
prices of crude oil, because Ran­
ger and Eastland County producers 
will increase their gross income by 
at least a half-million dollars in 
4957, it has been estimated by a 
number of prominent producers in 
the area. .

Mr. Harrell was a member of 
the First Christian Church and the 
Ranger Masonic Lodge No. 738. 
He was also a past Worshipful 
Master of the Lodge.

Survivors include his wife and 
two daughters, Mrs. Howard H. 
Oliyer and Miss Inez Harrell, both 
of Ranger; one sister, Mrs. Beulah 
Martin of Pocatello, Idaho, and 
one granddaughter, Miss Dorothy 
Ann Oliver o f Ranger.

like a big one; it is nevertheless 
within the realms of accomplish­
ment, given a few breaks and a 
streak of luck plus a lot of hard 
work and cooperation on the part 
of Ranger citizens.

A total o f 250 new jobs would 
provide an additional payroll for 
Ranger of something approximat­
ing $600,000 to $750,000 a year.

In going after- this new busi­
ness, the Chamber of Commerce 
and the Industrial Committee has 
several factors in its favor. In the 
first place, small manufacturing 
concerns are being forced to leave 
the, larger cities. .

In the Dellas-Fort W orth  area; 
for exam ple, small m anufactur­
ing plants are h a v in g -to -c o m ­
pete with such commercial giant* 
a* Chance-Vought A ircraft,
Temco A ircraft, Convair ■- A ir  
C raft and General Motor* for  
labor, and they can’ t begin to 
match these big companies in 
the matter o f wages.

The smaller Companies are 
therefore being left holding the 
bag as far as securing person­
nel is concerned, and they are 
being forced t °  move to areas 
where the wage scale is within 
their means.

The smaller plants are also 
being hit hard by big-city taxes 
and insurance rates and this also 
cuts into thei^ operations to such 
an extent that they are having 
to seek cheaper places in which 
to do business.

There are literally hundreds of 
smaller concerns ready to move to 
more favorable locations and many 
Of these firms are known. As a 
matter of fact, lists are available 
in which they are named, and it, is 
these smaller manufacturing plants 
which the Ranger Charrtber o f 
Commerce wishes to interest in this 
city, more especially plants which 
specialize in the manufacture of 
textiles.

Within a reasonable radius of 
Ranger, there is a large pool of 
labor available, as brought out by 
a survey made by the Chamber of 
Commerce several months ago. The 
tax rate in Ranger is very favor­
able to small industry compared to 
what it is in the large cities, and 
there are plenty o f ready-made
