The Eastland by-pass hear­
ing will be to inform citizens 
of changes in the design in 
regard to requests made be­
fore the Commission. Only 
change is the addition of 
frontage roads from 2.5 miles 
east of the east city limits of 
Cisco, east to one mile of 
Eastland.
