Where coastal fertiliza-
tion for grazing is being 
considered, keep these 
points in mind: 

1. Do not apply nitro-
gen too early. Allow the 
springgrowth tobe grazed 
off. 

2. Controlled or rota-
tional grazing is impor-
tant to utilize forage effi-
ciently. Animals prefer 
grazing that portion of a 
pasture which has been 
fertilized. 

3. Time the nitrogen 
applications to produce 
forage when needed. 

4. Minimum nitrogen 
rates should be about the 
same as for hay. Phospho-
rus and potash may not 
be needed unless the soil 
is very low in these nutri-
ents. 

For those producers who 
have increased livestock 
numbers, hence high 
stocking rates by fertili-
zation, the de'cision may 
be between reducing live-
stock numbers and mini-
mum fertilization to sup-
port the remaining live-
stock.

The Texas Parks and 

Wildlife Commission 
voted to approve the use 
of Triploid grass carp on a 
permit basis for the con-
trol of vegetation in pri-
vate ponds or tanks. 

"The Triploid grass carp 
is not a cure for all aquatic 
vegetation problems," 
according to James T. 
Davis, Fisheries Special-
ist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Serv-
ice. They will eat most 
submerged vegetation, 
but like any grazing ani-
mal, prefers some plants 
over others.
