800 number, the ladies 
noted. 

At first it was sup-
posed that the phone 
number would kc used 
the most by rape 
victims, Mrs. Mehaf-
fey said. But it was 
soon found that most 
calls were coming in 
because of family vio-
lence. They dealt most-
ly with the battering of 
a wife by a husband. 

And most of the calls 
were not coming in by 
the hot-line, but were 
referrals from Law 
Enforcement officers 
or medical personnel. 

Family violence is a 
problem that seems to 
cut through all socio- 

economic, racial, eth-
nic and religious 
groups, the volunteers 
said. About 60 percent 
of the times alcohol and 
drugs are involved 
with the violence. 

Battering is against 
the law, and if it be-
comes too severe the 
abuser generally has to 
face legal interven-
tion. Many times the 
battered wives (or chil-
dren) need to leave 
home and seek shelter. 

Mrs. Mehaffey said 
that the public needs to 
be aware of family vio-
lence, an get help for,it. 
The Crisis Center vol-
unteers are ready to 
counsel with persons in 

an abusive situation. 
Sometimes the violence 
can be de-fused, or 
other solutions can be 
found. 

Persons at the 
County Resources As-
sociation meeting ex-
pressed admiration for 
the Crisis Center vol-
unteers - those dedicat-
ed people who are will-
ing to help others in bad 
situations.

" We had hoped it 
would show that the 
pipes could be cleaned 
and wouldn't have to be 
replaced,"Catoe said. 
"This would have 
saved the City a lot of 
money. "

The City learned the 

results of the demon-
stration even sooner 
than expected, the City 
Manager explained. 
On the weekend a 
water pipe began leak-
ing in the E. Conner St. 
area where the lines 
were chemically treat-
ed last Wednesday, 
Feb. 15. 

A section of the line 
was pulled out, and it 
was plain that the rust 
and sediment was still 
in the pipe. 

"I was very disap-
pointed," said Catoe. 
"When the Company

the demonstration had 
been successful."

William Jackson has 
contracted with the Cisco 
Chamber of Commerce to 
demolish and remove the 

old Chamber building in 
the 600 block of Conrad 
Hilton Ave. The building, 
which is considered to be 
structurally unsound, is 
to be removed within 90 
days. 

The good news is that 
thp Eastland County firm 
Et'IAA Iron is so success-
ful and the demand for its 
products so great, the 
company is going to have 

to expand drastically to 
keep up with demand. 

The bad news is that 
the major expansion 
might not be in Eastland 
County although the 
company's growth would 
be reflected in more jobs 
at the local facility as a 
result of the planned ex-
pansion. 

A great number of enti-
ties and individuals are 
concerned, naturally pre-
fen-ing that the expansion 
be in this county, and 
plans are being discussed 
to help make it happen. A 
proposal aimed at encour-
aging the company to 
expand within the con-
fines of the county is ex-
pected to be completed 
within 30 days or sooner. 
Many are working to-
gether to hammer out 
details of what can be done 
to "keep the local company 
here." 

All the details were put 
on the table at noon 
Monday when the Eco-
nomic Development 
Board hosted members of 
the Industrial Founda-
tion, the Eastland Cham-
ber of Commerce, the City 
of Eastland, interested 
individuals and principals 
of EBAA. 

E.D.B. Chairman Jim 
Moylan presided. From 
EBAA, were President 
Earl Bradley, chiefexecu-
tive officer, and Earl Bra-
dley Jr. and John Bolt. 

Mr. Bradley was asked 
to give a brief report on 
the decisions being faced 
by the company at this 
time. He explained that 
the company needs to 
double it foundry produc-
tion capacity to keep up 
with sales, and that new 
equipment to accomplish 
this goal is now on order, 
and should lift the pro-
duction from 60 tons per 
shift up to 120 tons. "But 
the new equipment will 
not be delivered until July 
of 1996," he said, "and the 
meantime, EBAA has got 

to make some important 
decisions." 
,.The facility was moved 

to the old Texas Electric, 
Plant at the Power Plant 
Lake about 20 years ago, 
and grown phenomenally 
since. The property was 
made available to the 
Eastland Industrial Foun-
dation when it was no 
longer needed by TESCO, 
and the Foundation made 
it available to the Bradley 
firm, which relocated 
there. Mr. Bradley and his 
family moved here as did 
a number of his key 
people. The company also 
operates a plant in Geor-
gia. 

Their primary products 
are large utility bite con-
nector devices which are 
bought and used by mu-
nicipalities all over the 
world. The connectors are 
made in sand molds from 
molten iron, originally in 
rather primitive proce-
dures, but now in the 
state-of-the-art foundry 
equipment. 	The 
company's old, original 
foundry here has been 
phased out and executives 
come from around the 
world to see the equip-
ment now being used to 

produce the connectors. 
Alas even this fairly new 

equipment isn't able to 
keep up with the world-
wide demand, Mr. Bra-
dley explained, and that's 
what brings the company 
to the present Catch 22 
position. One of the major 
points to be considered is 
the fact that the regula-
tory agencies which set 
the rules for such firms, 
isn't expected to approve 
the additional foundry 
equipment at that one 
central site. Mr. Bradley 
quoted the rhyme: "The 
solution to pollution is 
dilution." 

There are also a num-
ber of factors being con-
sidered by the company 
executives as theyface the 
decisions, and they've 

been doing some explora-
tory work. The foundry is 
a fuel-intensive proce-
dure, and in looking at 
the possibility of looking 
for a new site, the com-
pany is "shopping fuel 
rates" in order to get the 
best prices possible. 
They've looked in Shack-
elford and Callahan Coun-
ties, and talked with West 
Texas Utilities and Co-
manche County Electric 
Co-Operative regarding 
rates. Naturally Texas 
Utilities (the present 
supplier) is attempting to 
do what they can for the 
firm. 

Available labor is an-
other important factor, 
and more than half of the 
EBAA work force comes 
from outside Eastland, it 
was pointed out. Could 
you get the labor force 
somewhere else? EBAA 
was asked. We have to be 
selective, they answered, 
but %Pah our pay scale, 
they'll come. Workers 
start at $5.15 an hour and 
can get up to $8 to $10 an 
hour, with some five hours 
of overtime a week. Some 
are up to $12.50 and most 
net from $300 to $500 a 
week, Mr. Bradley said. 

A dissatisfaction was 
also registered against the 
county government, 
which was described as 
being "100 years behind 
the times." The company 
official spoke in favor of 
the unitized county gov-
ernment system rather 
than the "four commis-
sion" system practiced 
here. (The unitized sys-
tem is used by a number 
of counties in the state). 
The displeasure with the 
county government obvi-
ously came as the result 
of the method used last 
year in upgrading the 
county road leading from 
farm-to-market road 570 
to the plant at the old 
power plant. The state 
and county were asked to 
pave the road because of 
the heavy daily traffic 
which was a dangerous 
condition. The road is also 
used by heavy materials 
trucks so it has extensive 
wear and tear. 

The State couldn't pave 
the road because it is a 
county road, and the 
Commissioner for that 
precinct couldn't, within 
his budget bear the ex-
pense of the paving, so an 
agreement was reached to 
get the road made safe. In 
a shared-expense pro-
gram, EBAA, the Indus-
trial Foundation, the 
Economic Development 
Board, Vulcan Materials

More on Lake Cisco 
In my article on Lake 

Cisco I did not mention 
some things about this 
recreational area that are 
of interest to all. In con-
nection with this being a 
recreational area, the city 
of Cisco maintained a zoo 
for years. They had some 
exotic animals, some 
dangerous and some that 
weren't displayed. The 
thing that caused the end 
of the zoo was really the 
meat rationing program 
produced by World War 
II.. The city gave all of the 
animals to people who 
might have need for them.

Most of the things valu-
able to a zoo were given to 
the Fort Worth Zoo which 
had the facilities to take 
care of and the funds for 
feeding these animals. In 
the case ofthe meateaters, 
the cost of feed got rather 
expensive, fast. 

Also more than one 
Christian denomination 
had youth camps in the 
rugged terrain below the 
dam. This area was a 
wonderful place for a 
back-to-nature type of 
encampment that taught 
youngsters about the time 
of life and the kind of life 
the rugged old timers 
encountered. 

There was the State 
Fish Hatchery composed 
of several fish ponds be-
low the present highway. 
Incidentally at that time 
the highway used the dam 
itself for a bridge across 
this canyon. I remember 
visiting this hatchery one 
day when Ray Judy was 
doing some wok on one of 
these ponds. Each of these 
ponds had a large electric 
light bulb hanging just 
above the water and the 
bulb had to be replaced 
frequently. This bulb 
burned all night and at-
tracted insects that would 
fly around the bulb. From 
time to time insects fell 
into the water giving the 
fish a source of food they 
might not have if the bulbs 
were not burning. 

Since I mentioned Lake 
Cisco in one ofthese pieces 
I have been asked what I 
though about the story 
that there was a dead man 
buried in the concrete 
used to build the dam. 
This was the first time I 
have ever heard of such a 
thing, and I don't believe 
it happened. There are 
several reasons for my not 
believing in this so-called 
rumor. First, I never 
heard of it in all of the 
years since the dam was 
built until the other day. 
Second, my paternal 
grandparents lived in 
Cisco at that time with 
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three of my aunts and one 
uncle. None of them at 
any time in all of my life 
has ever mentioned any-
one being buried in the 
concrete of the dam. And 
third, my father was the 
one who kept up with the 
news as well as anyone. If 
it had happened I am sure 
thathe would have known 
of it. I don't remember the 
day when we did not get 
at least two daily newspa-
pers and Dad had one of 
the first radios in town, 
although radio news 
didn't become popular 
until about the time of the 
kidnapping of the Lind-
bergh baby in the early 
'30's. So that is a rumor 
that I don't believe. 

Here's another. There 
was a rumor circulated to 
this same effect and it 
could be possible that 
some people somewhere 
down the line got the two 
dams mixed up. I had 
always heard that some-
one was killed in the build-
ing of Hoover, or Boulder 
Dam, whichever one 
wants to call it, that a 
body was left in the con-
crete of this structure. So 
as a result of this rumor 
when my mother and I 
took the tourist tour 
through this dam I per-
sonally asked the guide 
who directed our touring 
party about this rumor 
and he emphatically de-
nied it. He said that that 
had been going on ever 
since the dam was con-
str-  -ctioned, but there was 

uth to the rumor. 
s dam was a federal 

bt 	dam started during 
the Hoover administra-
tion but not finished until 
the Roosevelt administra-
tion. That is the reason 
for the conflict in names. 
Actually Congress has 
changed the name of this 

dam a time or two. I think 
they finally settled on 
Hoover, but it is interest-
ing that the nearest town 
located just a few miles 
from the dam is named 
Boulder City. Congress  

might be able to rename 
the official name of the 
dam but it did not have 
any control over the spell-
ing of the name of the 
Nevada town nearest the 
dam. I therefore do not 
believe the rumor that a 
man was killed during 
construction, which could 
have happened, but if the 
government says no bod-
ies are in the dam, that's 
good enough for me. Our 
government isn't perfect 
but there would be no 
purpose in lying about a 
thing like this. 

But here is the most 
significant of all rumors 
that I don't believe and I 
came across it in a most 
unusual way. Back in 
1940 when I was working 
in Fort W-:rth one of my 
fellow workers who was 
somewhat of an oddball 
himself complained to me 
about the Methodist 
spending all the money 
they did, accordingto him, 
on the First Methodist 
Church of Fort Worth. 
Their building at that 
time was fairly new. It 
was built as result of their 
selling their old location 
to business interests in 
downtown Fort Worth 
who were interesting in 
building the building th at 
came to be known as the 
Fair Building. The lower 
two or three floors in this 
building housed the Fair 
Store until it went out of 
business. 

This friend of mine who 
brought up this question 
knew that I was a Meth-
odist and I guess that he 
was attempting to chas-
tise me for some reason in 
his warped mind. He said 
what we Methodist should 
have done, was forget 
about this church build- 

ing and we should have 
given their price of this 
church to the poor. That 
according to him would 
have been the sensible 
thing to do. 

I have thought about 
that and I don't agree with 
his premise. This church 
is a *wealthy church. 
However in the interven-
ingyears since ithas been 
built it has given more 
food, clothing, shelter and 
money to the poor than 
several times the cost of 
the original building. But 
this was not the only 
complaint he made 
against us. He said if his-
tory had been a little dif-
ferent we would be speak-
ing German because in the 
early days of this nation

ence was drawn up and 
every member of the 
Constitutional Congress 
were proud English citi-
zens.

AUSTIN — State Scn. Bill 
R-Mount Pleasant, filed 

legislation last week which would 
allow local school districts to buy 
whatever textbooks they please 
with state money. 

Ratliff, who chairs the Senate 
Education Committee, said elimi-
nation of the state textbook adop-
tion process is part of his 1,088-
page proposal to overhaul the Texas 
Education Code. 

"I think there arc about four 
or five textbook companies in the 
world large enough to go through 
the long, arduous expensive pro-
cess of being approved for a text-
book," Ratliff said. 

"There's millions of dollars 
spent in that process, and small 
publishine houses can't afford to 
try to get a textbook approved," he 
said. 

But Jack Christie, chairman of 
the State Board of Education, 
voiced concern about doing away 
with the present method of adopt-
ing textbooks. 

Under the current system, school 
districts can use state funds to buy 
books approved by the state. They 
can use local funds to buy other 
books if they choose. 

"My basic feeling is textbook 
selection still should be a statewide 
function because half the districts 
don't have the experts to peruse 
those books and choose what's best 
for the kids," Christie said. 

Ratliff said that under his pro-
posal, regional education service

Education Commissioner Lionel 
"Skip" Meno said shifting text-
book adoption to local districts 
would cut 46 members of the 
TEA's staff, out of a total 1,133 
employees. He said about 30 states 
have local textbook adoption. 

Ratliff's bill is considered a 
starting point for senators and 
House members, who are drafting 
their own proposal to make schools 
more accountable to local conunu-
nities. 

Other provisions of the education 
reform bill include: 

• Teacher's minimum pay scale 
would be increased and tied to 
growth in per-pupil spending; 

• A new State Board for 
Certification would give educators 
the same right of self-regulation 
that most other professions have; 

• School district superintendents 
rather than school boards would 
develop district budgets, which 
then would be approved by the 
boards; and 

■ Limit school superintendents to 
12 months of severance pay. 

"Sen. Ratliff's proposals show a 
clear movement toward innovation 
and expanded local control of our 
Texas schools," said Gov. George 
W. Bush. 

Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock concurred: 
"I support the entire bill as he has 
introduced it." 

On another subject, Sen. Ratliff 
said he has pledges of 11 "hard 
no votes" against casino gambling, 
the exact number needed to defeat 
thc proposal. He also vowed to 
filibuster a casino bill if it reaches 
the Senate floor. 

Richards Joins Law Firm 
Former Gov. Ann Richards last 

week became the senior advisor 
to the Washington-based law firm 
of Verner, Liipfert, Bernhard. 
McPherson and Hand in its newly 
opened Austin office. 

Rosemary Freeman, director of 
the firm's public affairs, said 
Richards. who is not a lawyer, 
would advise both public and 

private clients with the firm in areas 
of public policy and comprehensive 
business strategy. 

The firm recently hired former 
U.S. Sens. Lloyd Bentsen and 
George Mitchell. 

Lottery Funds to Schools 
A major portion of lottery 

revenues would he dedicated to 
public education under a bill 
proposed by Scn. Jeff Wentworth, 
R-San Antonio. 

Under the measure, 80 percent 
of lottery revenues would go toward 
funding public education and the 
remainder to the state's General 
Revenue Fund. 

Wentworth said the bill would do 
"what most voters believed more 
than three years ago would happen 
when they voted in favor of a 
lottery." 

Bill Limits Side Jobs 
State legislators would be pro-

hibited from representing paying 
clients before state agencies under 
an ethics reform bill approved last 
week by a Senate committee. 

The measure, approved by the 
Senate State Affairs Committee on 
a 7-4 vote, would halt legal activi-
ties that earned certain lawmakers 
$680,000 in fees during a recent 
three-year period. 

"I think there is a widespread 
perception that state legislators rep-
resent clients before state agencies 
for pay and have undue influence on 
those agencies," said Teel Bivins, 
R-Amarillo, author of the bill. 

Other Highlights 
I. State Sen. Jane Nelson, R-

Flower Mound, is proposing a con-
stitutional amendment that would 
give Texas voters the power to ap-
prove measures by petition. Under 
the proposed amendment, voters 
also could petition to repeal laws 
passed by the Legislature. "The 
power of the people should not be 
limited to the name they check at 
the ballot box," Nelson said. 

• Gov. Bush nominated Houston 
businesswoman Brenda Arnett to 
he executive director of the Texas 
Department of Commerce. He 
announced the nomination after 
Deborah Kastrin, an appointee of 
former-Gov. Richards, resigned.
