This little boy is 17 
month old Dustin 
Wilcoxen of Cisco, pic-
tured in the Ambulatory 
Care area of the Hospital. 
He is being treated by Dr. 
Ted Dyer, Ear, Nose and 
Throat Specialist of 
Abilene. Dr. Dyer travels 
to Eastland Memorial for 
periodic visits. 

Dustin is the son of 
Melvin and Bridgett 
Wilcoxen of Cisco, and he 
has a 2 1/2 year old 
brother, Colin. His grand-
parents also live in Cisco: 
Dwayne and Senita 
Welch, and Melvin and 
Claudine Wilcoxen. 

The Eastland Hospital 
Auxiliary purchased this 
sturdy little wagon about 
six weeks ago, after Am-
bulatory Care personnel 
suggested it would be a 
good idea. 

Hospital procedures can 
be frighteningto children, 
and it is especially dis-
tributing to be strapped 
on a stretcher and 
wheeled into a surgical 
area.

Spring turkey season, 
which has just closed, is 
about thirty days long now 
and is becoming popular, 
Game Warden Kenneth 
Payne told members of the 
Cisco Rotary Club at their 
Thursday noon luncheon. 
"Many turkeys are being 
killed here," he said. In 
addition to a hunting li-
cense, a $5 turkey stamps 
is required. 

Payne, a Game Warden 
for 29 years, 26 in 
Eastland County, re-
ported that 18 inch flat 
head yellow cat and 9 to 
12 inch channel cat may 
be caught at Lake Cisco. 
Butyou must have a Coast 
Guard approved wearable 
life jacket when fishing 
from a boat even if it is 
less than 16 feet long. 

Dove season opens Sep-
tember 1, and he says that 
there is good cover and he 
is seeing lots of dove. But 
too much hunting will 
make local doves moves 
south. All day hunting 
also makes it hard for 
Game Wardens to check 
hunters and enforce game 
laws, as it must be done 
morning and evening 
both. 

In Eastland County, 
hunters may kill 1 buck 
and 2 antlerless deer, but 
they can't be killed in bow 
season and gun season 
both. Bow season is from 
September 30 to Oct. 31, 
and gun season is from 
Nov. 4 through Jan. 7.

Sixty percent ofdeerkilled 
here are does and forty 
percent bucks. At present 
hunters from Fort Worth 
are paying $5 to $10 a day 
to hunt here, and are 
overhunting the deer, 
Payne says he believes. 
Killing two does and four 
turkey are too much. 

Quail hunting was poor 
last year, but should be 
better this year as there 
are more quail. Fire ants 
are destroying the quail 
and hurting hunting in 
much of Texas. But mo-
tels are usually full in 
Eastland County during 
quail season. Three 
hundred licenses were 
sold in Eastland County 
last year to out-of-state 
quail hunters, mostly 
from Louisiana. 

Only two or three per-
cent of the hunting is ille-
gal says Payne, and meat 
from illegally or acciden-
tally killed animals is 
given to the needy. 

Game Wardens have 
been having fun with a 
deer decoy. It seems that 
some who hunt illegally 
just can't resist shooting 
at it, and it has been hit 
many times. Of course it 
is being watched, and 
some hunters are still 
taking illegal shots at it 
as the Game Warden ar-
rives. As much as $500 in 
fines have been collected 
in a day. Hunters who are 
trespassing with a gun 
may be fined two or three

:word 'Pentecost' mean? 
-Why is the word 
::Pentecostal incorporat-
-ed into the name of 
:your church?" 

This, I hope, from a 
:historical view will 
.help solve some of the 
questions. 

The 	word 
--"Pentecost" is found on 
three different occa- 
sions in the bible, all in 
the New Testament. 

We first discover the 
word "Pentecost" in 

'Acts 2:1-4, "And when 
: the day of Pentecost 

was fully come, they 
were all with one ac- 
cord in one place. And 
suddenly there came a 
sound from heaven as 
of a rushing mighty 

_ wind, and it filled all 
the house where they 
were sitting. And there 
appeared unto them 
cloven tongues like as 
of fire, and it sat upon 
each of them. And they 
were all filled with the 
Holy Ghost, and began 
to speak with other 
tongues, as the Spirit 

gave them utterance." 
The day of Pentecost 

was one of the three 
= major feast days on the 

Jewish calendar. The 
day of Pentecost or the 

-- "Feast of first-fruits", 
as it was often called by 

7 the Hebrews, was a cel-
ebration of the giving 
of the Mosaic Law to 
Israel in Sinai. Every 
Jew was obligated by 
the law to make the an- 

- nual pilgrimage to 
!Jerusalem for the ob-
servance of this most 
hallowed day. It is esti- 

• mated by scholars that 
anywnere from two to 

- three million Jewish 
- pilgrims were within 

the gates of Jerusalem 
on the particular "day 
of Pentecost" as record-

.' ed by Luke in the book 
of Acts. 

It is most significant 
that God chose the day 
of Pentecost to bring 

:birth to the New 
:Testament Church. 
The law, given to 
Moses, after the exodus 
from Egypt, was the be-
ginning of the old 
covenant, which was 
limited to the Jews 
alone. The day of 
Pentecost, held fifty 
days after the most sa-
cred of Jewish days, the 
Passover, was in cele-
bration of the giving of

maintenance. All you have to do is watch. 

the law of Moses, or the 
old covenant. God 
chose, that on the exact 
day when man would 
be celebrating the old 
covenant, to usher in 
the New Testament of 
grace in the birth of the 
church on Pentecost. 

Every student of the 
Bible will unanimous-
ly agree, that the 
church was born and 
brought to life on 
Pentecost. 

What happen on 

Pentecost? One-hun-
dred and twenty, in-
cluding the twelve 
apostles, and Mary, the 
mother of Jesus, were 
gathered in an upper 
room in Jerusalem, 
waiting for the promise 
of the father. All of a 
sudden they began to 
speak in an unknown, 
unlearned language, 
or tongue, as the evi-
dence of the Spirit bap-
tism. People around 
them, who had quickly 
gathered upon hearing 
the great commotion, 
were amazed, because 
that all those who were 
speaking in these un-
known tongues were 
Galileans, yet they 
were speaking clearly 
and distinctly in for-
eign or unfamiliar 
languages. 

Some have futilely 
tried to explain this su-
pernatural occurance 
by saying that the only 
reason the one-hun-
dred and twenty spoke 
in tongues was so that 
God could speak to 
every man present in 
his native tongue. This 
claim is erroneous for 
three reasons. 

First, all Jews, no 
matter where they lived 
were required to be flu-
ent in the Hebrew 
tongue, therefore var-
ied tongues wouldn't 
have been necessary. 
Secondly, Peter the dis-
ciple to whom Christ 
gave the keys to the 
kingdom, preached an 
impromptu sermon to 
all those gathered.  
They all must have 
been able to under- 
stand, for the third rea- 
son which I will ex- 
plain. Lastly, they all 
asked, "Men and 
brethren, what shall we 
do?. . . " (Acts 2:37) 
Tongues was not given 
for the purpose of spiri- 
tual instruction, but 
was the evidence of the 
Holy Spirit infilling.

Some 58 deaths and 
240 injuries could easi-
ly have been prevented 
last year if Thxahs had

sioners Carole Keeton 
Rylander and Charles 
R. Matthews. 

Eastland, Callahan, 
and Comanche Coun-
ties each had one crash 
during 1994, with one 
injured in each. Brown 
County had grade 
crossing crash with no 
injuries. 

The commissioners 
urged motorists to focus 
on the danger and play 
it safe as they cross 
railroad tracks during 
National Transporta-
tion Safety week, May 
14-20. If more people re-
alize how deadly car-
train crashes are, they 
might keep themselves 
from becoming part of 
the statistics that boost-
ed Texas to the top of'the 
crossing crash list in 
1994, the commission-
ers said. 

"Stop, look, listen, 
and live, it's as simple 
as that," Chairman 
Williamson 	said, 
"Please do not try to 
beat a train. You can't. 
The train will beat you, 
and it will beat you 
badly." 

Texas led the nation 
with 553 rail crossing 
crashes in 1994, fol-
lowed by Illinois (335), 
Indiana (281), Ohio 
(238), and Louisiana 
(225). Within the state, 
Harris County topped 
the car-train crash list 
with 65, followed by 
Tarrant (29), Dallas 
(25), Webb (21), and 
Bexar (18). 

" We can't just hope 
for safety at rail cros-
sings, we must plan for 
it," Commissioner Ry-
lander said.

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AUSTIN — House and

Bill Ratliff, R-
Mount Pleasant, Senate 
Education Committee 
chairman, said that dis-
tricts would have a free 
hand to make changes 
they think are desirable.

State Comptroller John 
Sharp last week formerly 
initiated a new system of 
electronic welfare benefits 
for Dallas. 

Sharp, Mayor-elect Ron 
Kirk and other Dallas 
officials 	formally 
launched the new Lone 
Star card system at a 
grocery 	store 	in 
Lakewood, near Datias. 

The Lone Star card 
works like a charge card, 
allowing welfare recipi-
ents to purchase food 
without stampg and to 
receive monthly cash 
benefits without waiting 
for a check from Aid to 
Families with Dependent 
Children. 

Officials believe all 
Dallas welfare recipients 
will have received their 
cards by June 1, when 
more than 200,000 fami-
lies in the Dallas area will 
switch to the cards. 

Other Highlights 

•The Senate has sent 
Gov. Bush a bill that 
would deregulate the 
state truckingindustryto 
conform with federal law 
and transfer regulatory 
authority over registra- 
tion and safety from the 
Texas Railroad Commis-
sion to the state depart-
ments of Transportation 
and Public Safety.

Bush Likes

Meanwhile, Gov. Bush, 
who had been critical of a 
welfare bill that emerged 
from conference commit-
tee, said he is pleased that 
lawmakers changed the 
bill to require a five-year 
wait before reapplying for 
welfare benefits. 

The bill was voted out of 
conference committee 
with a three-year wait, but 
Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, 
R-Kerrville, persuaded 
some lawmakers to 
change the wait to five 
years. 

"I am very pleased that 
'happened, " Bush said. 
"Texas must say to the 
able-bodied, 'You can be 
on welfare for a limited 
period of time, and then 
you're off.' The five-year 
time limit recognizes some 
may need to recycle on for 
legitimate needs."

Damage to the Federal Building In Oklahoma City: these pictures were taken with 
telephoto lens from two angles by former Ciscolan Mark Kurklin to show damage 
caused by the explosion which killed 167 or more people. Mark had driven within five 
blocks of the Federal Building that morning but was more than twelve blocks away 
when he heard the explosion, which hurt his ears. Two more people are believed to 
be under the pile of rubble shown around the bottom of one footing. The building was 
to be demolished Tuesday so that the pile of rubble could be removed safely to gain 
access to the bodies. The extensive damage to the massive masonry and steel 
components of the building point out that It was truly a miracle that 170 or fewer 
people were killed. Usually more than 900 people would be in the building at that time, 
but fewer than 600 were present due to a number of unusual happenings. Several of 
those killed were In other buildings nearby. The blast blew out both near side and far 
side windows in buildings within two blocks Including a very tall one. The insides of 
the nearby buildings were wrecked also. A large lady who was friends with Mark and 
Joanne Kurklin was in the Social Security office and was one of probably only three 
there who survived. She had to climb over a five foot high wall to escape, ordinary an 
impossible feat for her, but she reportedly cleared it with plenty of room to spare.
