“ JUST US”
Serious and Otherwise

The strategic importance o f So- 
ai-ora from a military viewpoint 
has not been given proper consid­
eration by the civic leaders of So­
nora. At least, indications are that 
not enough attention has been giv­
en to the considerable benefit 
•which could result to the city and 
county if every effort were made 
to. bring to this area all the po­
tential -development which will re­
sult from the completion o f the na­
tion’s defense measures.

One of the first thoughts: of vis­
itors to Sonora is the important 
and strategic location of the city, 
While we -have known all along 
that we are placed at the cross­
roads o f two of the nation’s heavi­
ly  traveled highways, we have not 
.given much .‘thought to the fact 
that these two arteries are so sit­
uated they will become within the 
course o f a very short time key 
military routes. Why are these 
Toads so important in the nation’s 
defense,?

It has been generally agreed 
that our southern border is one of 
our weakest lines from the stand­
point of defense. The Old Spanish 
Ttail, or as it is designated on 
military maps, Federal Highway j 
No. 290, parallels the border for a 
great distance, and is far enough 
„from the border to be safe from 
infantry and artillery attack, yet 
close enough to permit troop con­
centrations. It provides a paved 
route for the 'transportation of 
men and equipment. It gives easy 
access to any point on the border 
from San Antonio to El Paso. So 
Situated, it would become one of 
¡the most heavily traveled mili­
tary routes in case of war coming 
from a southern invasion.

The other route, Federal High­
way 277, is an important feeder 
road, permitting transportation of 
{supplies from the interior o f  the 
nation over an all-paved route. 
The highway goes directly from 
the extreme edge of the nation at 
¡Del Rio to the interior by way of 
Port Worth ¡and Dallas-, thus per­
mitting vast stores of supplies 
likely to be found deep in the in­
terior to be moved- to the border 
¡with facility and speed. A  few 
years, perhaps sooner than ex­
pected, will see both these roads 
beaome military roads, with double 
pavement and other safeguai-ds.

1 Sonora, because of its location 
at the crossroads, enjoys the poss­
ibility o f a huge potential develop­
ment. Not only will the,highways 
be rapaired and! improved and in- 
creasd .in carrying capacity, but 
fhe establishment of other mili­
tary necessities, including ah air­
port, lies within the realm of poss­
ibility.

Sonora needs to keep these 
things in min'd. The leaders o f the 
community should -realize that 
from San Atonio westward, every 
town along Highway 290 is im­
portant from a military point of 
view. Not only are Kerrville and 
Junction and -Sonora o f strategic 
importance. -Ozona, Fort Stockton-, 
Alpine and Marfa are also of vast 
importance, and in the develop­
ment of the military might o f the 
nation, Highway 290 and the key 
towns along the route will come 
in for their'share o f  deveopment.

Sonora should begin now to 
I work on -the development o f this 
¡section by pointing ontrto Federal 
‘ commissions and boards the ad­
vantages the city possesses, so 

; that in. any future consideration, 
i the city will be properly recog- 
' nized for what it is.

It was said by County Agent 
Atchison, who has been watch­
ing the progress of the work with 
much interest, that the preparation 
of the ensilage will continue until 
the feed becomes too dry. He also 
said that unless the weather 
changed and rains came soon to 
halt the drying up-of the feed, an­
other ten days would see the end 
of trench silo filling.

AIRPORT GROUP , 
MEET MONDAY AT  
CORPUS CHRISTI

Under the national defense pro­
gram, a ten-year development plan 
has been placed in- effect by the 
Federal government, which will 
permit the construction-, improve­
ment and maintenance of -numer­
ous airports over the -nation. Pre­
sent plans call for the establish­
ment of 171 airports in Texas of 
various classifications-, and com­
pletion -of -the ten-year program 
will give the state 277 classified 
airports.

The -plan drawn up with the 
approval o f the Civil Aeronautics 
Authority, is sponsored- by the 
Texas Aeronautical Advisory 
Board, with J. J. Hurley of Fort 
Worth as chairman. Final approv­
al of the ten-year state plan is 
expected to be given at a meeting 
to be held in Corpus Christi Aug­
ust 5.

All the proposed airports in the 
State will be divided into four 
groups, with number one group in­
cluding all the lower class airports 
and with group four including the 
largest and most improved. In­
cluded in the tentative list of air­
ports is the development now un­
derway at Eldorado, with other 
towns and cities to be given con­
sideration,.. It is thought that ■ such 
a development for Sonora may be 
included in the final plans of the 
board.

The Corpus Christi meeting will 
he the last one ¡at which cities- may 
appear to present airport claims 
end plans before final adoption 
of the ten-year plan is submitted 
to Governor O’Daniel, it is report­
ed.

State Committee On 
Bitterweed Control 
Here Thursday

A subcommittee from the State 
A-AA -offices were in . Sutton Coun­
ty yesterday making an inspec­
tion in regard to -bitterweed- con­
trol. The group, accompanied by 
County Agent Clay Atchison, visit­
ed ranches in the county where 
bett-erwed control and eradication 
measures had been in effect, the 
purpose of the investigation being 
-to devise -some plan under which 
control and eradication o f the poi­
son weed could be recommended 
to the -state and: national AAA as 
a certfied range improvement 
practice.

The -committee spent Wednesday 
a-t the Barnhart Bitterweed Con­
trol Station, coming .to Sonora 
Wednesday afternoon, to spend the 
night, Thursday morning the 
group journeyed to ranches -own­
ed by Bryan Hunt, E. F. Van-der 
Stucken, X. M. Vander Stu-ckeri, 
Thomas Espy, the Ranch Experi­
ment Station, and -other sections 
where bitterweed control and era­
dication had been effected. Meth- 
o f -control and eradication were 
studied and noted to the -end that 
the plans might be passed- on to 
the state and national AAA offices 
form which information some re­
commendations could be made if 
the poison weed control is includ­
ed in the range improvement -prac­
tices for next year.

Details concerning- the investa- 
ga-tion and -results will -be included 
in next week’s issue of the News.

Brooks led1 with 161 votes, -Olio 
Culberson was second with 118 
votes. Trailing the two leaders 
were Copeland with 76, McDonald 
44, Hardin 47, Terrell 21 and Bait- 
terson 19. Six other candidates -re­
ceived no votes. -

Airport W anted Here
In connection with the vast airport expansion and development 

plan being considered in the State o f Texas, it is highly important that 
Sonora citizens work out some means to have a local airport plan sub­
mitted, Some work has been done on the project by a committee named 
by the local Lions Club, the committee having made examination of 
several feasible sites, but it is not thought that the final necessary 
steps to have the proposed airport here given consideration have been 
taken.

■It is essential to Sonora that the airport question is thoroughly 
threshed out and the matter presented to the meeting o f the State 
Board at Corpus Christi next Monday. That date represents the last 
possible time when plans for an airport can be submitted to the Texas 
Aeronautical Advisory Board which is sponsoring the ten-year develop­
ment plan. If we as citizens neglect to prepare our airport plans and 
have a committee in Corpus Christi at that time to present the plans, 
it is likely that future airport development here will meet with diffi­
culties in having such plans adopted. It might result in Sonora not re­
ceiving proper consideration for airport development.

Due to the location of Sonora on important highway routes, and 
the importance o f the town from a military standpoint, it would be 
almost a catastrophe for the town to sit idly by and make no efforts to 
secure an airport which would lend additional prestige to the com­
munity as to military value. An airport here would add the final touch 
which would assure proper consideration for Sonora in any military 
development under the federal government’s great defense plans; now 
being put under way. Without facilities for an airport, Sonora would 
lose much o f its military value, and the development we have a right 
to expect for Sonora would go to some other town along the route of 
the Old Spanish Trail or Highway 290 if  you prefer.

With an airport properly arranged for, and developed, other con­
siderations would be cared for as occasion demanded, and the citizens 
o f  the town could assure a long-time period o f development for Sonora 
'which would increase the revenues o f the city, cause a huge growth in 
population, bring about a large expansion and development of natural 
resources, and make Sonora one o f the key towns in defense measures 
being called1 for under the national defense plan.

The people of the town ought to work together on this problem, 
and make every possible effort to secure airport development, the 
construction of military roads through the County along the present 
routes of Highway 290 and Highway 277, thus assuring not only a 
huge growth in economic welfare, but a corresponding growth in popu­
lation and increase in development of our resources.

stitution shall not apply to ap­
pointive olfices of any municipal­
ity placed under the terms and 
provisions of Civil Service.”

The sum of Five Thou­
sand Dollars' ($5,000) or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is 
hereby appropriated out of any 
funds in the Treasury of the State 
of Texas not otherwise appropri­
ated. to pay the expenses o f such 
publication and election'.

A JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an amendment to Art­
icle V of the Constitution o f the 
State of Texas giving the Legis­
lature authority to provide for 
appeal direct to the Supreme 
Court in case» involving injunc­
tions granted or denied on the 
grounds o f constitutionality or 
unconstitutionality o f any statute 
or on validity or invalidity of ad­
ministrative orders; providing' for 
the submission of this amendment 
to -the voters of this State; and 
providing for the necessary pro­
clamation and expenses o f publi­
cation.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article V of the 
Constitution of the State o f Texas 

,be amended by adding thereto a 
new section to be known as Sec­
tion 3-b, which shall read as fol­
lows :

“ Section 3-b. The Legislature 
shall have the power to provide 
by law, for an appeal direct to the 
Supreme Court o f this State from 
an order o f any trial court grant­
ing or denying an interlocutory or 
permanent injunction on the 
grounds of the constitutionality or 
unconstitutionality o f any statute 
o f  this State, or on the validity 
or invalidity o f ally admiriistra- 
tive order jssued by any state a- 
gency under any statute o f this 
State.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Consti­
tutional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to the qualified voters o f 
the State of Texas at the general 
election to be held on the 5th day 
o f November, 1940, at which elec­
tion all voters favoring such pro­
posed amendment shall write or 
have printed on their ballot the 
words:

“ FOR THE AMENDMENT TO 
THE CONSTITUTION OF THE 
STATS OF TEXAS AUTHORIZ­
ING THE LEGISLATURE TO 
PROVIDE FOR APPEALS DI­
RECT TO THE SUPREME 
COURT IN INSTANCES IN­
VOLVING THE CONSTITU­
TIONALITY 0 F CERTAIN 
LAWS AND ORDERS.” 
and those opposed shall write or 
have printed on their ballots the 
words:

“ AGAINST T H E  AMEND­
MENT TO THE CONSTITUTION 
OF THE STATE OF TEXAS

CHUKARS STILL 
QUESTION MARK

While a few reports o f Chukar 
Partridges doing fairly well have 
been received, the majority o f  the 
Texas Game Department Biolo­
gists and other field men who 
have worked with this bird, which 
is native to India, are not opto- 
mistic over the future of Chukars 
in the Lone Star State. However, 
they are witholding final judge­
ment on them until they have had 
mors time to determine the birds 
ind adaptability to Texas.

It appeal's that if the birds are 
lo thrive at all, they will do so 
in West Texas, The following re­
port to the executive secretary of 
the Game Department is typical 
of many received:

After a year and a half o f ex­
perience in Orange County on a 
chukar and quail project, the game 
keeper in charge is very pessi­
mistic about the possibilities of 
adapting Chukars to iSoutihwes-t- 
enn Texas conditions. At present, 
he is attempting to raise them on 
wire, using bantam hens to incu­
bate. Last season 200 adult Chuk­
ars were given free range on 
2,000 acres of good- quail land and 
they hatched1 o ff approximately 
75 young birds. However, last fall 
these could not be found. When 
the birds were finally trapped 
early this year only 60 remained. 
What happened to the others is 
not known. Predators could hard­
ly have taken many as intensive 
control o f opossums, house cats, 
stray dogs and other such animals 
is practiced. No signs of predator 
kills were found in diligent search­
es over the area.

WILD TURKEY INCREASE 
Here is another specific in­

stance in which it is proved that 
wild turkeys, if given porper pro­
tection and food will materially 
increase their numbers... Reports 
to the Game Department indicate 
a recent survey of a Brown Coun­
ty area shows there are now 400 
wild turkeys in a section where 25 
were planted in 1934.

Highway Department 
Operates Yearly On 
Economy Basis

The State Highway Department 
is operated on .a cash basis. Now, 
and for the past 10 years, lower 
construction prices are a result o f  
the Department’s «'edit rating, 
Texas’ contractors seek State 
Highway contracts through keen 
competitive bids, knowing they 
will be paid promptly. Mainten­
ance equipment and materials are 
purchased on competitive .bids, and 
all discounts allowed are saved for 
the State by payment within the 
discount period. Laborers are paid 
within 10 days and highway war­
rants are not discounted or held.

Yearly contracts are awarded 
on items used in large quantities 
such as gasoline, oil, grease, tires, 
tubes, batteries, grader blades, 
and large savings are effected. 
Small purchases, such -als several 
pounds of nails', etc. are made loc­
ally, but only after several quota­
tions are obtained, and thie pur­
chase is made from the lowest bid­
der.

The department operates on a 
budget system. The State Highway 
fund must contain at all times 
several million dollars for the ex­
penditures of the Department av­
erage $3,000,000 a month. At times 
a larger cash balance accumulates, 
but with millions o f dollars of con­
struction work under contract, 
'there must he money on hand1 and 
in sight through predetermined, re­
venues to pay all obligations as 
they -become due.

The money spent by the Depart­
ment finds its way through var­
ious business channels into every 
walk of life. The contractor pur­
chases materials, pays his labor; 
the Department does likewise for 
maintenance work, and thousands 
of families and business houses 
throughout the State share in the 
business created.

England doesn’t wiant America

to enter the war, all we want is aid 
in materials. The U. S. A. is hot 
stuff once they start doing any­
thing and our papers are full of 
thanks.

As perhaps you know, it is now 
under discussion where to eva­
cuate our children next. John is at 
Poole, with hundreds of other boys 
and girls, but now it is considered 
a dangerous area (for a start, 
there is a German mine field in or 
near the harbour) and they will 
all have to be moved again, either 
to Wales or Canada. John is of 
course, delighted at the latter sug­
gestion, and it is quite likely it 
will be carried out though surely 
very few parents would allow 
their children to go as far awiay 
as that.

But even today taking care of a home is no light undertaking. It is 

a full-time job; It takes time and demands intelligence and skill of a high 
order. But it does'not demand drudgery, if you have modern equipmem 
and follow riibdern methods.

Rugs and carpets should be cleaned regularly. Your carpet sweepe* 
will quickly remove surface litter when doing the morning work, am* 
the regular use of your vacuum cleaner will keep the dirt from settling 
into the pile of your rugs. It gets the dirt while it is still on the surface 
of the rug! In using your vacuum cleaner, be sure the nozzle is adjusted 
to the rug; then it will'not be'necessary to go over the rug more than 
twice to remove threads, dog hairs and other litter. When in time carpels 
and rugs gather a soil that can not be. removed by sweeper or vacuum 
cleaner, théy should be sent to a good rug cleaner to be washed.

Floors which are waxed regularly will remain in good condition. Worn 
spots can be renewed with a new coat of wax. Buff well with the electrj» 
polisher or a weighted brush. Non-rubbing waxes, of course, need no 
buffing.

Linoleum floors are kept looking well' by protecting the surface. 
Here a non-rubbing wax is excellent and easy to apply. Put the wax or 
the floor when it is clean and dry, and it will prevent dirt and grit from 
grinding down into the linoleum.

Daily dusting goes far in the care of your furniture. Paper dusters 
are very convenient as they may be discarded after they are used. When 
using the vacuum cleaner, it is a simple matter to get out the upholstery 
tool and dust the upholstery of the furniture. Now and then, as they need 
it, table and other wood surfaces should be polished. First be sure the 
surface is clean, then apply the polish very sparingly and evenly; let :t 
dry and polish to a soft gloss. When’ it cobles to white spots or rings cn 
furniture, prevention is easy but cure is difficult. Always use coasters 
under glasses on bare tables and wipe up drops of water or other bever­
ages at once. Protect the dining room table from hot-dish marks by 
placing an asbestos mat under the linen directly beneath hot dishes.

Stains oh the upholstery of furniture should be removed at one«. 
For grease or oil stains use a cloth moistened with a little non-inflam­
mable cleaning fluid; for sugary stains, one moistened slightly'with luke­
warm water; and work with light, straight strokes to prevent a ring. 
When the upholstery gathers a general soil, it should be sent to a good 
cleaner. Washable materials can be shampooed with soap or one of the 
soapless-lather type of cleaners.

We all love the gleam of brass or copper, pewter or silver, but r.o 
one wishes to spend hours in polishing them. To clean, use a fine silver 
polish or a metal polish definitely intended for brass or copper Newlv 
polished candlesticks, vases and other ornaments may be evenly covered 
with a thin coat of colorless lacquer to keep them from tarnishing. Go 
over the piece with denatured alcohol before applying the lacquer Or 
you may use a preparation which gives a protective coating on siiv« 
This product washes off with hot water and soap.

TRAFFIC DEATHS 
SHOW INCREASE 
FIRST 6 MONTHS

An increase of 54 traffic fatal- 
itiees for the first six months of 
1940 over the same period inl939 
was discloser today by the State 
Highway Engineer. He stated that 
this increase can be attributed 
largely to one fatal accident— the 
•train-truck collision in March of 
this year at Alamo, Texas, in 
which 29 persons were killed and a 
number injured.

Table Salt Will 
lelp To Prevent 

Heat Cramps
If your work is such that it 

-auses excessive perspiration, add 
i pinch of ordinary table salt to 
.ach drink of water you take to 
help prevent heat cramps. This is 
■ 'dvised by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, state, 
health officer, to forestall a poss­
ible increase in the number of heat 
victims as the Texas thermometer 
hits 90 degrees and above.

Laborers, mechanics, farmers, 
and white collar workers whose 
work causes them to sweat pro­
fusely are in danger of having 
their body salt content become de­
ficient, with resulting heat cramps 
or hea fag. Salt is a prominent 
constituent of sweat; the body 
may lose as high as forty to fifty 
grams of salt during hot days.

In industry, a method o f pre­
venting heait cramps is to take a 
tablet of pure salt or a mixture of 
sal and dexrose wdh each drink 
of water. Workmen whose duties 
require muscular exertion should 
be especially careful t oadd more 
than the usual amount o f salt to 
what they eat and' drink.

Salt deficiency may be prevented 
by taking salt in various ways. 
Where prepared 'salt tablets are 
not available, table salt may be 
added to each drink o f water. Milk 
is a source of salt and will help 
to make up for the deficiency caus­
ed by sweating. Alcoholic drinks 
should he avoided:

Heat cramp is characterized by 
■pains in the abdominal region, 
headache, and in severe cases, by
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nausea and vomiting. The body 
temperature remains about nor­
mal, likewise the pulse rate. Body 
salt losses occur without the 
knowledge o f the individual until 
there is a deficiency; then the ab­
dominal muscles begin to cramp.

ARE GAR GOOD TO EAT?

Since the drive by the State 
Game Department to got anglers 
fishing for gar with a wire noose 
has spread so rapidly throughout 
Texas the question is often being 
asked as to whether gar: are good 
to eat.

The answer, according to the 
Department’s chief aquatic biolog­
ist, is that they are good to eat 
The difficulty of dressing a gar is 
the major hindrance to exploitation 
of the fish for menu purposes. 
Heavy clippers or wire cutters are 
almost mandatory to make tne 
abdominal incision 'to remove the 
viscera. The tough, scaly skin can 
hardly be dented with a knife. 
Some fishermen beat the carcass 
of gars on a tree before attempt­
ing the skinning process. This 
loosens the skin and is said not to t 
damage the meat, which is white.

The fishy odor will be missing 
if one is careful to prevent any of 
the slime on the gar skin from 
coming in contact with the car­
cass.

Should a sufficient number of 
sportsmen indicate a desire for 
recipes on how to cook gar to 
make tasty dishes, the Game De­
partment will distribute such re­
cipes.

QUAIL NEED WATER
An example o f the necessity for 

an adequate water suppply if  quail 
are to prosper, especially in West 
Texas is shown by a report of 
Game Department’s biologists. In 
LaSalle County along a four-mile 
strip bordered by ponds, 253 bob- 
white and blue quail were counted. 
However, in a 171-mile drive 
through areas overgrazed and with 
little water only 17 quail were 
counted.

Texas farmers and ranchers re­
ceive 30 cents in oil lease and roy­
alty payments for each dollar they 
get for farm crops and livestock.

Present oil-well drilling equip­
ment is designed to penetrate the 
earth to 17,500 feet, or nearly 3% 
miles.

Texas oil wells produced a daily 
average of 14% barrels each in 
1939 compax-ed with over 18 bar­
rels in 1937.

Value of Texas crude oil at the 
wells in 1938 exceeded the value of 
all Texas farm crops and iivstock, 
including government payments, 
by: more than S127,000,000.

Texas led all States in mineral 
wealth last year with production 
worth $740,000,000. Texas oil, gas 
and natural gasoline represented 
over $540,000,000 of tips.

Texas motorists consumed1 an 
average of 778 gallons o f gasoline 
per car last year, or 46 gallons 
more than the national average of 
732 gallons.
