The new addition to
Parmer County Community
Hospital is nearing

completion.

' So much so that the Friona
Clinic division was looking
toward the possibility of
moving at least one of the
doctors’ offices into the new
addition over the weekend.

Dr. Jeff Dickson, Friona
native, will begin his practice
on Wednesday, August 1, so
the clinic was needing a new
office anyway. Dr. Dickson
has trained as a family
practitioner (see below).

Bill Neely, PCCH
administrator, said Thursday
that there are still several
things that need to be
completed. "This move may
take more than a day or two.
It is a tremendous job. There
is a lot of equipment to be
moved, plus there will be
some new equipment and
furniture. It will not be an
easy task," Neely said.

The hospital administrator
asked for the public’s
understanding during the
period that the move will be
taking place. "It may be a
bit inconvenient (for hospital
patients) for awhile. But we
are as anxious and excited as
the community seems to be,
to get into the new facility,"
he added.

Dr. Jeff Dickson is a 1987
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DR. JEFF DICKSON
raduate of Y¥riona High
chool. He received his B.S.
degree, Magna cum laude,
with a biomedical science
major from Texas A&M
University in 1994,

Dr. Dickson received his
M.D. degree from the
University of Texas South-
western Medical School in
1998.

He completed his residency
at the Methodist Medical
Center of Illinois at Peoria,
1998-2001, where he also
completed his family practice
residency.

The Friona native received
his Illinois medical licence in
2000-2001, and his Texas
license in 2001-2002.

He has also completed
advanced life support training
in the following fields:

*Advanced cardiac life
support; *Pediatric Advanced
life support; *Neonatal
advanced life support, and
*Advanced trauma life
support.

He holds memberships in
the American Academy of
Family Practice, and the
American Medical Assn.

Was So Hot That.....:

HOT ENOUGH FOR YA? And don’t you
hate it when folks say that? The month of
July is drawing to a close with every day so
far having been in the 90s or 100s except for
one day when it hit only 88°. It has been 100°
or more for over 10 days so far this summer.
Last year we hit the 100° mark only one day
all summer long.

I was in a very hot parking lot in Amarillo
on Monday afternoon, when the digital in my
car read 110° for the outside temp. The seat
belt would have made a good branding iron,
and I found out that I could drive with only
two fingers on the steering wheel. I could
have cooked my lunch out on the hood of that
car.

How did our pioneer ancestors make it
driving around in those covered wagons with
no air conditioning? I nearly had a heat
stroke driving six or seven blocks while
waiting for the cool air to kick in.

When the temp drops below 95° it suddenly
feels like we're having a cool spell. We still
have to get through August, which is usually
our hottest month. At this rate, there won't
be any need to pull the old (or new) Fall
wardrobe out of the back closet until late
November.

In years to come, old timers will tell
stories to their grandkids about the really hot
summer of '"ought-one" in the Texas
Panhandle. . .

"Why, it was so hot that summer, we ate
raw hot chili peppers just to cool off the old
innards. We could put a jar out on the back

porch and make instant sun tea. The same
with baked potatoes. We'd just wrap 'em in
foil and put ’em out in the yard for awhile.
Hot water would come out of the faucet on
both the hot and cold sides.

"A friend of mine found out that you could
throw a frozen hamburger patty up in the air
and it would come down cooked. But you
didn’t want to throw it up too high or it would
get burned.

"Talk about burn. . .you could burn your
hand just opening the car door and we all
discovered that we could sunburn right
through the car window. We'd rather walk
than have to drive a car with vinyl upholstery.
There were a lot of crunched fenders from
people fighting over the few parking spaces
that had any shade. The asphalt melted and
all the streets were running with liquid tar.

'"The heater went out on the city swimming
pool and the water stayed so warm that
nobody noticed any difference. Birds left their
nests to sit under lawn sprinklers and just let
their eggs hatch out by themselves in the heat.

"In the morning, you'd step outside to go to
work at 7:30 a.m. and break into a sweat that
wouldn’t quit until 11 o’clock that night. It
was too hot to go out to the box to get our
mail in the middle of the day, so we waited
until after dark to bring in the day’s mail.

"The cows at the new dairy farm over in
Hereford were giving condensed milk. Folks
who had a few chickens, were feeding them
crushed ice to keep 'em from laying hard
boiled eggs. One farmer had some acres plant-
ed in popcorn and lost the whole crop when it
got so hot that it all popped in the field.

"Somebody got the idea to punch holes in
the bottom of an empty coffee can and pour
water in it so the children would know what
rain looked like. When it finally did come a
rain, an old fellow was walking across the
street, and it shocked him so much that he
passed out when the first drops of rain hit him
in the face. The EMS guys had to throw two
buckets of dust on him before he came to."

Okay, this has all been pretty silly stuff,
but we might as well laugh about it while we
sit around fanning ourselves.

Hot Dry Spell Lingers On & On

The hot, dry spell has
continued unabated the past
week, with temperatures 94
or over every day.

Although the official
recording station in Friona
has logged just five days over
the 100-degree mark, there
have been ten other days
when it topped out at 97 or
over (four 99s), and other
thermometers in the area
may have shown 100s many
of the other ten days.

For the month of July,
there has not been even a
trace of moisture in Parmer
County’s official guage. The
26 consecutive days without

even a trace is the longest of
the calendar year, and unless
somthing blows in moisture-
wise over the next few days,
we may well log the first
month with no moisture.

The month of April might
as well have been considered
moisture-less, since only .04
inch was measured on April
7, and a trace on the 17th.

The last time the local rain
guage was tested was on
June 29, when .74 inch was
measured.

The year’s total rainfall
stands at 11.79 inches,
probably above average, but
the summer months are

For First Time Since '1930s

Parmer County's John
Deere dealer, Texas Equip-
ment Company, closed its
doors on Jqu 14.

Texas Equipment, head-
quartered in Seminole, had
been operating John Deere
dealerships in Friona, Here-
ford, Dimmitt, Amarillo and
Plains. The Plains location
will also close.

Since Texas Equipment
has been operating under
Chapter 11 bankruptcy, the
fate of the other locations will
be determined in 60 days, a
spokesman said.

A representative of Deere
and Co.'s Dallas division office
said that Deere had no
comments on the Friona loca-
tion due to the bankruptcy
proceedings, but verified the
closure of the local dealer.

The John Deere location,
west of Friona, covers 12
acres and several buildings.
There are no present plans to
reopen the dealership at this
time. 4

It will be the first time
since the 1930s that Parmer
County is without a John
Deere dealer.

Many area farmers with

John Deere equipment had
already been doing business
with the Deere dealer in
Muleshoe due to the
continuing financial problems
of Texas Equipment over the
last year.

Bob Hurst, owner of the
Case IH dealership, said the
closure would no doubt help
his business but did not have
an opinion at this point on
how much business he might
gain,

Hurst has sold John Deere
parts through his parts
department for some time
and will probably continue.

Former John Deere dealer
D.C. Herring of Friona, who
sold the business and prop-
erty to Texas Equipment,
said he felt the dealership
would be reopened at some
point because of Deere's long
history in Parmer County.

Others, however, do not
share that optimistic outlook.
A Texas Equipment employee
on Monday said that an
investor group in California
had decided to drop its efforts
to buy the location and that

there are no other.potential
owners at this time. | | .

Lariat's Paul Crume Wrote
Of Life In Parmer County

Early in 1958, 1
discovered the newspaper
columns of Paul Crume.

I had moved to Dallas
from Hillsboro and became a
fan of Mr. Crume's daily
column, "Big D" which
appeared on the front page of
the Dallas Morning News.

It was a must-read for
thousands of newpaper
readers. I remember thinking
what a great job it must be
to get paid for writing a
column every day.

It was a long time later
that I realized writing is not
the easy task most people
think. Writing entertaining
social and political material
under a daily deadline can be
a stressful occupation.

He wrote his column from
1948 until 1975 and was
considered the most quoted
newspaper columnist in the
state of Texas and thE most
reprinted by other papers in
the Southwest.

His writing talent moved
to the front page of the
Dallas Morning News in
1952. Not bad for a boy who
grew up in Lariat, Texas.

His father, Charles
Crume, sold his mountain
farm in Arkansas and moved
the family to Lariat, Texas,
about 1919. He covered the
distance from Arkansas to
Lariat in a covered wagon
with five boys and a girl and
a wife.

Paul Crume was seven
years old. The year was
1919. He grew up "in the

‘suburbs of Lariat" he once

wrote. Much of his writing
over the years was about his
growing up years and the
characters he knew in Parmer
County.

He graduated from the
University of Texas in 1936.
Two of his journalism class-
mates were Walter Cronkite
and Lady Bird Johnson. After
graduation he had planned to
go to New York to get a
newspaper job.

One of his college
professors, Walter Prescott
Webb, told him to stop off at
the Dallas News on the way.
He did not know that Webb
had called Ted Dealey at the
News and told him one of his
real college journalism stars

was coming by for a visit.

Dealey hired Crume and
except for four years as a
Navy officer during World
War II, he worked at the
Dallas News until his death
in November, 1975.

I became aware of Paul
Crume's connection to Parmer
County when I moved here
six years ago. Crume's sister,
Mary Lou Taylor, still lives in
Friona. A niece, Judy Gurule,
also lives in Friona.

Paul Crume was one of
my early idols. I liked him. I
read his columns. I respected
him and was in awe of him
because he wrote a column on
the front page of a major
newspaper like the Dalfas
Morning News.

A book entitled "The
World of Paul Crume"
features 250 of the 8,000
columns Crume wrote in his
lifetime.

In the future we will be
reprinting a few of Paul's
columns, especially the ones
that pertain to Lariat and
Parmer County.

The column below,
"Witch's Sabbath in Bovina,
Texas" appeared in the
Dallas Morning News on May
25, 1975, six months before
his death at the age of 63.

If any old-timer knows if
there was such a place as
Barney's Dance Hall & Soda
Pop, I would appreciate
knowing more about it.

Witch's Sabbath

In Bovina, Texas

BY PAUL CRUME

It seems that witches are
coming back into fashion after
a couple of hundred years.
So, if you see a well-dressed
young woman walking
through the downtown and
carrying a broom, think
nothing of it. She is merely
taking care of her
transportation.

e prevalence of witches
right now, however, raises the
question of whether we the
public are getting authentic
witches. Anybody can claim
to be a witch and carry a
broom. She cannot necess-
arily take the hair of an
enemy and rub it against her
pet cat and send him to his
grave. Probably, Ralph
Nader should start an inves-

tigation to find out whether
the consuming public is
etting the best quality witch
or its money. There are
some very inferior witches
who loaf on the job half the
time.

Luckily, the ordinary
householder can test his witch
if he likes. All he has to do
is truss it up, the witch, from
shoulder to ankles and throw
her in the swimming pool. If
she floats, she is a witch. If
she sinks, you may as well
walk off and forget her; you
don't have a witch of value
at all.

I learned all this from a
close study of Matthew
Hopkins, a great English
witch-hunter of the sixteenth
century, who executed all his
witches on the basis of this
evident.

Later, people gave him
the same kind of bound-up
trial, and he floated, and
they chopped off his head for
beinﬁ a sorcerer.

s a child, I actually had
very small experience with
witches. Getting caught by
your dad was bad enough.

As a teenager, I believe I
once observed one witch's
coven. It was called Barney's
Dance Hall and Soda Pop
and was located several miles
outside Bovina, Texas, where
it wouldn't disturb the town's
morning prayer.

It was a long, unfinished
hall, the studs still bare to
the sight, with a three-man
handstand at one end and an
office and ticket-taking
structure at the other. Here
a kind of Witch's Sabbath
was held every day of the
week except on the Sabbath,
which was a closed down day
in our country.

People cavorted around in
unrestrained orgies of the fox-
trot and ducked out occasion-
ally to sample hell's brew out
of a fruit jar with one of
Barney's pops as a chaser.

It was a witch's Sabbath,
all right, according to the
dictates of Bovina, Texas.

As early teenagers, we
were not permitted to join the
witches and the warlocks on
the floor, but a rude stair led
up over Barney's office to a
small balcony from which you
could watch.

When I look back at it, I
think Barney's place was a
coven. Covens are supposed
to be run over by snakes and
hellhounds. There were
glenty of snakes around

arney's place. When a
booted man went out to get
some hell's brew, he would
often kick a rattler away
from his feet.

Barney also had a three-
legged wolfhound, who was
probably a hellhound, though
he traveled incognito on a
pallet outside Barney's office.

As for Barney, he was
thin, knotheaded, and
equipped with a thin white
goatee. He might have been
The Goat.

_-Fifty Years Ago, August 5, 1951--

One of my top priorities
as your representative in
Congress is to ensure that our
veterans are treated fairly.
One of the best ways to help
our veterans is to ensure that
they receive the health care
that they have earned and
need.

Recently, I have become a
cosponsor of H.R. 1 1367 the
"Veterans Prescn?tlon Access
Improvement Act," which will
improve health care delivery
in rural areas, ease access to
prescription drugs for veterans
and reduce the burden- on
crowded VA facilities.

H.R. 1136 would provide
veterans with the option of
having medication prescribed
by their local private
physicians.

Under current law, only
veterans who are
permanently house bound or
in need of “regular aid and
attendance" are allowed to
obtain prescriptions from their
private physicians. All others
must go to the nearest
Veterans Administration (VA)
facility and see a VA doctor
before a prescription can be
written or approved, even
though their local private
physician may be just
minutes away. Likewise, to
acquire the cheaper drugs
provided by the VA, a
veteran will often undergo
duplicate exams by a VA
doctor, even after having
already been seen by a
private physician.

Last year, the office of the
Inspector General of the
Department of Veterans
Affairs (IG) made a key
recommendation on how the
Veterans Health
Administration could reduce
the cost impact of providing
prescription drugs to
Veterans, make additional
resources available for
veteran health care and
enhance the delivery of
prescription services to
veterans.

The IG found that many
veterans’ visits to VA clinics
or hospitals were primarily for
the purpose of receiving a
prescription order. Veterans
often see their local doctors
and have prescriptions
written, but the medication
cannot be filled by the VA
without an examination by a
VA physician.

This simple change in the
law, under H.R. 1136, would
ease the burden faced by
many rural veterans who
must travel long distances to
VA facilities to receive a
prescription. In West Texas,

many veterans in smaller
towns and rural areas must
drive up to 200 miles round
trip to obtain a prescription
from a VA doctor. I have
heard from many of my
constituents who are
concerned about this
inconvenience and financial
burden.

This bill provides that
prescriptions would still be
filled by the VA, but this
flexibility would give all
veterans the choice of paying
for a visit to their local
doctor’s office as an
alternative to making a trip
to a VA facility. Veterans
would still have to pay for
the private physician visit,
but it would be more
practical and cost efficient
than having to drive to the
closest VA health care facility.

The recent investigation
by the IG suplports the need
for this legislation. Their
report found that "the costs of
re-examining the Veteran in
order to fill privately-written
prescriptions are significant

and could be reduced by a
more streamlined process.

In allowing the VA to fill
prescriptions written by
private physicians, the IG
determined that the VA could
save over S1 billion a year by

eliminating waste and
inefficiency.

Besides saving tax
dollars, H.R. 1136 would

enable the VA to be more
responsive to the many men
and women who have served
our country. It will provide
veterans the option of
obtaining their prescriptions
from a physician outside the
VA who, in many cases, has
cared for the individual
veteran for decades and
knows the patient’s medical
history. Regardless of who
writes the prescription, the
VA pharmacy system would
fill the prescription order.
Currently, VA medical
centers and clinics are filled
with patients who must wait
extended periods to see a VA
physician. H.R. 1136 will

reduce the backlog at VA
facilities by allowing patients
to choose an alternative
method of care.

The VA’s drug purchasing
power, which enables it to
provide low cost prescription
drugs to veterans, will not be
diminished, because the VA
will still purchase and provide
the prescription drugs. In
fact, it is expected that the
VA’s purchasing power will
increase since more veterans
will likely take advantage of
the VA’s pharmaceutical
benefit if the process is made
easier by the enactment of
this bill.

We owe our veterans
more than we can ever repay.
We have a duty to ensure
that they are taken care of in
their time of need. I am
proud to be a cosponsor of
this common sense legislation
that will enable our veterans
to have the access they need
to receive the best care
possible.
