March, April, and May are con­
sidered the best months to plant 
grass seed, so ranchmen planning 
to seed grasses should make 
plans to start as soon as possible.

G. T. Rode is planning to root- 
plow 30 acres of mesquite for 
Billy Galbreath This acreage will 
be seeded by hand. Edwin Sawyer 
has completed pitting on 30 acres 
and will seed it this week.

The beautiful “petaya” or 

strawberry cactus is approaching 
full bloom in most of the District. 
This cactus, resembling very 
closely a number of bananas ar­
ranged in a compact circle with 
the concave surface pointing up­
ward, has a mass of beautiful red 
Dowers. Camera enthusiasts can 
make some beautiful color photo­
graphs from this plant.

All cactus plants, of which 
there are many kinds and vari- 
tie^ are historically associated 
with deserts. They have a wide­
spread, shallow, fleshy root sy­
stem which can quickly drink up 
and store larg-e quantités of water : 
from small showers. During long ] 
droughts I the roots gradually 
shrink up as the stored water is 
used by the plants.

Cactus is especially adapted to 
desert oonditioi^ hecapse the 
plants have either no leaves or 
veiy small leaves that., quickly 
droup off when dry weather 
comes. The enlarged stems ai-e 
green and serve the purpose of 
leaves, but loss of water through 
transpiration from the leaves is 
greatly reduced. The brilliant 
flower colors common to all cac­
ti is a special adaptation of Na­
ture to enable insects to find and 
help pollinate the plants in the 
wide open desert areas.

Generally speaking the better 
the grass the less cacti, parti­
cularly pickly pear^-The young 
pear seedlings must stai't from j 
a very tiny seed, and cannot come 
up and thrive among good grass. | 
Observations also indicate that 
mature pear plants will usually 
die if good grass is developed to 
compete with them. The competi­
tion of grass probably involves 
at least three principles: (1)
Grass enables the soil to store 
more moisture than the desert- 
loving cacti can stand (2) Insects 
which prey on pear are fuimished 
protection from their enemies. (3) 
The excellent root system of 
grass furnishes direct competi­
tion for nutrients, water, and soil 
space

A good question being asked is: 
why this sudden switch? My own 
guess is that it’s prompted by a 
scheme, to be fully exploited, to 
make the world think the new 
rulers have good intentions. And 
it’s probably, a popular line at 
home where millions who know 
have never been sold on that 
hero stuff.

The thing to remember is: 
These men who now denounce 
Stalin as a monster a very few 
years ago were his willing hatchet 
men and loyal agents in an era 
of murder and tyranny unmatched 
(except perhaps for a time by 
Hitler) in modern world history. 
The blood still drips from the 
fingers of these Johnny-come- 
lately harbingers of alleged good 
will and crusaders against crime!

From Jessie Schmidi, Twisp, 
Washington: I remember when we 
children got to go to town only once 
or twice a year. Before leaving 
home we had a thorough scrubbing. 
Necks, elbows, ears, knees and feet 
gave up their accumulation of rust 
and grime under the vigorous rub­
bing of the washcloth yielded by 
our mother. Having a naturally 
dark-looking neck, I would just 
about as well stay homa as under­
go the scrubbing.

We girls wore long-waisted white 
dresses, black stockings and black 
shoes (if we happened to have shoes 
that would fit us, for all summer 
long we went barefooted).
