Regional Contest

A Sonora High School student 
has been named a winner in the 
22nd annual Save the Soil and Save 
Texas essay contest sponsored by 
the Fort Worth Press.

A medal will be awarded to Tom 
Trainer for his 10th place essay in 
Region 11 competition at an awards 
dinner in Uvalde May 9.

Most Sonorans will find that one 
hour has escaped them when Day­
light Saving Time goes into effect 
-April 30. The lost hour will not be 
gained back until October 29, when 
the state returns to standard time.

The measure is designed to pro­
vide more hours of daylight time 
during the spring, summer and 
fall months.

A federal measure passed by the 
legislature, the Uniform Time Act 
of 1966, places all the states on 
Daylight Saving Time during the 
specified period unless each state 
exempts itself with specific legisla­
tion. Only Michigan has taken that 
measure.

An exemption bill introduced into 
the Texas House of Representatives 
was debated for one hour before it 
was defeated 90-56.

Broadcasters, airlines and rail­
roads throughout the state opposed 
any exemption, stating that there 
was need for uniform time through­
out the country.

On the other hand, theatre opera-

tors, restaurants and fanners were 
in favor of the exemption.

There was concern expressed in 
Texas’ chances of getting off Day­
light Saving Time once the state 
went on it. -Amendments to the ex­
emption measure p e r m i t t i n g  
a “trial run” were also defeated.

Locally, most of the businessmen 
and governmental offices will ob­
serve the hour advance in time. 
Sonora’s school system will observe 
the measure as will the county 
clerk’s office and sheriff’s depart­
ment.

Hillman Brown, owner of the 
Bronco Drive-In Theatre, said he 
did not expect the time change to 
effect him. He said, “The sun in­
fluences the time we start the 
movies, not the clock. We will 
continue to start our movies at 
dusk.”

Albert Ward, owner of radio sta-

tion, KCKG, said that the change 
over would present few big prob­
lems for the station but would 
prove to be inconvenient. He said, 
“While most television stations are 
for the change, most radio stations 
are opposed to Daylight Saving 
Time. The small, daytime only, 
stations will have to operate at 
reduced power during the morning 
when programming is best.”

Ward concluded, “I might add 
that our representative, HiUary 
Doran, voted for the exemption.”

Mrs. Lea Roy Aldwell, office 
manager of the Agriculturai Stald- 
lization and Conservation Service, 
said that her office would also 
observe the change.

She added, “The one’s that wiH 
really benefit from this are the 
golfers.

Editor’s note: This editorial con­
tains exerpts from a speech made 
by Lieutenant Governor Preston 
Smith on March 16, to the Austin 
Lions Club. It was submitted by 
Sutton County Sheriff Herman 
Moore.

One of the subjects uppermost 
in the minds of Texans and Americ­
ans today is law and order—or 
the absence of it.

For the first time in their mem­
ories, many Americans are finding 
themselves afraid to leave their 
home in the dark—or the light, 
either, for that matter, in many 
places.

We read every day of terrible 
crimes committed upon the persons 
of inoffensive men and women— 
children—policemen.

We read about riots and “Dem­
onstrations,” as they are called, 
and see scenes of domestic violence 
on TV that outdo the battle shots 
from Viet Nam.

We look—we listen—and we won­
der: are these things really happen­
ing here in the United States of 
America? In Texas? In our own 
home towns?
' We know the answer to that 
question, all too well: yes, they 
are happening here.

And then other questions come 
quick and fast: Why? Who? And 
why doesn’t somebody do something 
about it?

No doubt you have heard many 
eloquent speeches by well-informed 
speakers on these very topics. You 
have read the statistics that prove 
what you have already observed- 
that crime, organized and unorgan­
ized, is climbing at a rate consider­
ably faster than the population 
growth, and the latter is far from 
slow.

The vast and varied problems of 
the city, for example, couldn’t even 
be inventoried in the time at my 
disposal. In relation to crime, we 
recognize the elementary fact that 
the more people there are in a 
limited area, the more crime there 
will be. But it is not simply a mat­
ter of say, doubling the population 
and doubling the crime rate; the 
crime rate grows out of proportion 
to the population growth.

As for the role of the courts, 
particularly the Supreme Court, 
in the progressive breakdown of 
law and order, a great deal has 
been said about that—perhaps too 
much of it somewhat emotional 
in nature. Legal historians may 
well declare that the era of the 
“Warren Court” was the one in 
which the Bill of Rights reached 
its zenith .as a pronouncement and 
a guarantee of individual liberties.

The popular reaction t o d a y ,  
though, is that the court went faster 
than the machinery of justice was 
geared to turn. Long established 
concepts were wiped out suddenly. 
Police and other peace o f f i c e r s  
found themselves having to re­
learn a lot of things and no time off 
for adjustment. Rather, the new 
day of interpretation dawned si­
multaneously with other new days, 
days of street violence and “Civil 
Disobedience” t h a t  e n d e d  im­
measurably to their work load.

I have been among those who 
critized the Supreme Court for its 
rulings, not as a m atter of law 
entirely but as an obvious and 
unfortunate contribution to t h e  
state of uncertainty that now per­
vades our law enforcement pro­
cess. I  hope, and believe, that 
the Legislature in its present ses­

sion will help clear the Texas at­
mosphere with suitable amend­
ments to our two-year-old revised 
Code of Criminal Procedure.

With that I am going to pass 
on and deal with equal brevity 
on the matter of “Selective Obe­
dience” to the Laws of the Land. 
Back of the public disorder now 
rife in many of our cities in ad­
dition to the basic causes of dis­
satisfaction is the spreading of 
a theory that each person has a 
right to disregard laws he doesn’t 
like. This view has been literally 
preached from some of our pul­
pits, literally taught in some of 
our schools, a n d  literally prac­
ticed by some of our prominent 
citizens who have participated in 
demonstrations of “Civil Disobe­
dience".

I can defend the right of free 
speech without condoning this kind 
of “Direct Action.” To me it is 
a very short step this side of 
anarchy. I just don’t believe it 
can, or should, work.

Because law and order are break­
ing down in this country, the age- 
old cry has gone up:

“Why don’t they do something 
about it?”

If by “they” we mean the po­
lice, the sheriffs, the mayors, the 
state and federal officials, the con­
gress and the state legislatures, 
the commissioners, the city coun­
cils, and the courts from t h e  
justice court to the supreme court 
it is unquestionably true that 
they not only ought to do some­
thing about it they m u s t  do  
something, and quickly.

But let’s ask a more personal 
question;

“What can you do about it?”
One man against the forces of 

crime and disorder? It does sound
one-sided................but the truth of
the matter is that' you and I, as 
citizens, are really the only ones 
who can do anything about it- 
we and several million citizens 
like us.

I agree heartily with Colonel 
Homer Garrison, Director of the 
Texas Department of Public Safe­
ty, who has said:

“Probably the most important] 
factor in law enforcement is the 
individual citizen’s attitude, be­
cause in the end it is what the 
public gets in law enforcement 
as in other things.”

Yes each and every o n e  of 
us can “do something about it.”

I respectfully make the follow­
ing suggestions for each of us:

1. Think of the problem in terms 
of individual responsibility.

’That has to be the first step. 
Stop blaming others; stop looking 
to others for a moment. Let’s re­
late ourselves to the problem.

2. Let’s obey the law ourselves.
I  mean, consciously and con­

scientiously. I t’s very doubtful that 
anyone here is going out of this 
room with any intention of com­
mitting a crime. But what about 
the little things? What about traf­
fic laws, and game and fish laws, 
and the liquor control laws? And 
you might put in there, the in­
come tax laws. Add all the little 
things together, and you have a 
great big thing-the plain im­
plication that the law is for the 
other fellow. . . something to be 
disregarded or evaded, if it is 
inconvenient to obey it. This loose 
and easy attitude of “Good People’’ 
toward the law contributes more 
than we can ever calculate to the

climate of disrespect for law in 
this nation.

3. See, to the best of our ability, 
that our families and others for 
whom we are responsible obey the 
law. And if your reply to that is, 
“I just can’t do anything with my 
children” — brother, you are in 
trouble—and you are part of the 
problem.

4. Demand that the law be en­
forced. Whenever and wherever 
you get a chance to speak u p -  
even if it’s just in a friendly con­
versation-speak up f o r  main­
tenance of law and order. And 
don’t change your tune when the 
law trips up somebody you know. 
You can be sorry; you can be 
helpful; but don’t blame the law 
or the people whose duty it was 
to enforce it. The influence-wielder 
and ticket-fixer is a menace to 
law and order— because he wants 
to make his own law.

5. Let’s support the law, and 
the enforcers of the law— especial­
ly our local officers. The p o l i c e  
of this country are taking a ter­
rific beating, physically and men­
tally. In my opinion, this is part 
of a deliberate campaign to weak­
en law enforcement. So— if you 
are on the side of the law— 
don’t join in the campaign by ech­
oing the usually false charges of 
“Police Brutality” -  or by re- 
ing silent when you should speak up 
and at least say to the folks who 
vyatch out for your life and property 
“Thanks— you’re doing a good job, 
and I appreciate it.”

6. Let’s help enforce the law. 
Most of us will never be called 
like a courageous civilian did here 
several months ago— walk into 
the gunsights of a crazy killer 
on top of a tall building. But we 
are asked, from time to time, to 
serve on the grand jury, or a 
trial jury. It is human nature to 
ask: “How can I get off?” Rather 
than to pitch in and perform, for a 
day or two, or a month or two, 
a  high constitutional duty— that 
of providing for an accused per­
son a trial by a jury of his peers. 
The man or woman who evades 
the duties of citizenship is a threat 
to law and order, or at best a 
non-contributor.

“What can you and I do about 
law and order?"

The answer is, “Just about every­
thing.”

Editor’s note: The Devil’s River 
Philospher on his bitterweed ranch 
on Dry Devil’s River apparently 
has a fishing problem, his letter 
this week indicates.

Dear editar:
The other morning I got my 

fishing gear together picked up 
a copy of The Standard Times to 
sit on in case the bank was wet, 
and headed for my favorite spot.

But when I  got there, got the 
paper spread out, settled down 
and looked up, I  found two other 
men already fishing ahead of me, 
so I picked up the paper, after all, 
everybody knows it can be read as 
well as sat on, and came on back 
home.

On the inside page I found an 
article that got me to thinking. If it 
was telling about the opening of 
the trout season in some state, 
Virginia I think it was, and accom­
panying it was a picture showing 
hundreds of people lining the banks 
of a small stream casting away, 
the odds being I  calculated about 
three fishermen per trout.

What I would like to know is why 
the Supreme Court sitting on it’s 
h a n d s  i n  t h i s  connections?

Why hasn’t it come out with a 
one-man, one-fishing-spot ruling?

It’s one thing to rule that a man

in the country is no longer entitled 
to four votes for a man in the city, 
although you’ll have to admit the 
nation came a long way under this 
arrangement, but just as fundamen­
tal is the right of every man to his 
private fishing spot. One man, one 
pond, that’s the way it ought to be.

I don’t quarrel with the Court’s 
ruling on t h e  one-man-one-vote 
proposition, after all, there are 
some people in the state and na­
tional government I  don’t want to 
take four times the responsibility 
for, which is why I  suppose the 
Supreme Court made the ruling. 
It relieves the country voters of a 
lot of embarrassment, and we ap­
preciate the Court’s thoughtfulness.

But back to the subject at hand. 
If you agree with me on this one- 
man, one-fishing-spot idea, get hold 
of our congressman and let’s get 
the ball rolling.

It’s spring, and there’s nothing 
worse than trying to fish elbow-to- 
elbow with some city man who 
thinks that just because his vote is 
now as good as mine he has the 
right to my fishing ground too.

“The sole fact that an employee ar® available on request free of day for more details,
providing such surveillance gen- ! ' ‘
erally returns to his place of resi­
dence at the end of each day, how­
ever, would not be held to affect 
the application of the exemption.

“Only those employees in occu­
pations in which they are princi­
pally engaged in such surveillance 
on the range, as defined, are in­
cluded in the exemption. The pri­
mary duty and responsibility of 
such a range employee must be 
to take care of the animals active­
ly or to stand by in readiness for 
that purpose.

“An employee who Is principally 
engaged in range production wiU 
remain within the exemption even 
though he engages in such activi­
ties as fence maintenance or trans­
portation as part of his duties.
On the other hand, there is no 
basis for exemption. . .for an em­
ployee who is employed at the 
headquarters ranch in activities 
connected with range production, 
if he is not principally engaged 
on the range in range production 
activities which require constant
