Ombudsmanship. A strange word,
a meaning foreign to the Amer-
jcan sense of integrity in public
administration, but nevertheless an
intriguing concept.

Very simply, ombudsmanship (or
an ombudsman) is an independent,
high-level government officer who
receives complaints, pursues in-
quiries into the matters involved
and makes recommendations for
suitable action. In other words: a
watchdog. He uses the weapons of
criticism and publicity.

It has been recommended by the
32nd American Assembly at Col-
umbia University that the office
of ombudsman be established in
state and federal governments. The
recommendation carries only to
agencies of the government and
not the chief executive, legislative
and judicial bodies.

An office of this sort would not
be an answer to each an every
problem of a citizen but could hand-
le many complaints which could
not be corrected except by costly
and time-consuming legal action.

It would be a difficuit thing to
properly organize and would be
foreign to us as Americans. In con-
cept, though, the idea has merit.

Remember, any industry first
and foremost must make a profit.

Therefore, to the industrialist
there is no such thing as a ‘“‘good”
labor force, or a ‘“good” water
supply, or a “good” tax structure.
He wants to know exactly what
the labor force is; men, women,
skilled, unskilled; what is the wa-
ter supply in gallons—the con-
sumption; what the tax structure
is in detail...he will want to
know the facts and figures on sub-
jects such as these for the past,
present and projections for the
future.

In short, the industrialist, your
prospect, must have the data ne-
cessary to decide whether or not
a town offers a profitable picture
for his particular operation.

Texas A&M and the Uni-
versity of Texas have the resourc-
es to do an admirable job at a
relatively low cost.

When the basic research and an-

alysis has been done, you will
have an accurate picture of your
community in facts and figures
for presentation to an industrial
prospect. You also will have a
valuable tool for analysis of your
prospecting program. This means
matching what your community has
to offer with what different types
of industries are looking for.

A breakdown of the specific needs
and requirements of industries can
be obtained from the Texas Indus-
trial Commission.

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Hunters talk of deer season and
shooting fatalities like the two are
synonymous. Most believe that the
[novice is largely to blame for the

| hunting accidents.

{ But, many a careless veteran
| hunter has been involved in a need-
|less mishap simply because he
failed to realize that hunting ac-
cidents are not the select happen-
ings of a few beginners.

In the typical hunting accident
it is not the tyro who is to blame.
It is the veteran hunter! Usually
the beginner is wary of his weapon
and treats it with respect. On the
other hand the veteran has hunted
too long to be concerned. Famili-
arity often breeds carelessness.

It also is irczic to know that
most shooting accidents do not oc-
cur during the deer season. In
fact a great majority happen while
hunting birds or other small game.

Nationwide statistics reveal that
the typical person who causes a
hunting accident is a male over
20 years of age with more than
three years of hunting experience.
At the time of the mishap he was
not under the influence either of
drugs or alcohol. Most such inci-
dents happen between the hours
of 1:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m.
and in clear weather. Typical wea-
pon is a shotgun. Victim was stand-
ing between 11 and 50 yards from
the shooter and discharge of the
gun was accidental. Only one out
of five victims survive.

These statistics debunk a lot of
the popular theories about shoot-
ing accidents.

Very few accidents happened be-
cause the victim was mistaken
for game. Most of them were the
direct result of careless gun hand-
ling.

Often when a veteran hunter
brings a weapon into camp or en-
ters a vehicle, the gun is loaded.
It shouldn’t be! Or he throws it
around haphazardly as he slips
under a fence—never bothering to
check the safety device. Or he
props it idly against a tree or stump
or fence post . . . where it can
easily fall . . . and the jar set off
the primed cartridge.

Every hunter owes it to himself
and to his friends to acquire safety
discipline. He must be on the alert
and never guilty of gun misman-
agement. Good gun manners are
acquired through discipline and de-
termination . . plus consideration
of the safety of others.

Most hunting accidents can not
be blamed on the young and in-
experienced. Statistics prove that
the accident levels among shooters
usually reach their high peaks af-
ter a person has been hunting and
using firearms for years. Some-
time, after three or four years of
hunting, a shooter reaches a point
of casual acceptance of gun hand-
ling. When that happens. . . watch
out!

People are all too quick to shrug
off careless gun handling.

In a party of hunters, anyone
quilty of such careless violation
should be reprimanded. Unfortun-
ately it isn’t the careless one who
is likely to suffer. Usually it’s the
innocent bystander who gets hurt.
All of us know that alcohol and
gunpowder do not mix. Yet we too
often condone the person who nips
on a bottle while out with a gun.

“What should I bring with me
when I file my application for so-
cial security retirement benef’ s?”’

That’'s a question Bob Logan,
social security field representative,
hears often.

Logan states that proof of age
will be needed. The best evidence,
he says, is an original birth certi-
ficate or baptismal certificate is-
sued before the claimant was five
years old. Many people have nei-
ther but should bring with them
the oldest evidence they may have
relative to their age or date of
birth.

And, if the claimant worked last
year, he should bring with him his
copy of Form W-2; if he was self-
employed, he should bring a com-
plete copy of his 1966 Federal tax
return and the cancelled check
with which the tax was paid.

Seedlings are sold on a “first
come-first served” basis and prices
auoted are F.0.B. the Indian Mound
Nursery plus state sales tax.

Windbreak seedlings are $1.50
per hundred plus sales tax and
are shipped postpaid. Species still
available include Austrian, ponde-
rosa and loblolly pines, black lo-
cust, black walnut stratified seed,
catalpa, Chinese elm, cottonwood,
mulberry, Osage orange, redcedar,
sycamore, euonymus, buffaloberry,
and multiflora rose.

Seedling shipments will begin a-
bout December 20 and continue
through the end of February. Seed-
lings may not be resold nor used
for ornamental purposes.
