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Council Tackles Tough Water Problem
Members of the City Council and 

other city officials met with Randy 
Rector and Fred Teagarden, SK 
Engineering representatives of San 
Angelo, Tuesday morning to seek a 
solution to the city’s immediate 
water problem.

Although city water superinten­
dent Gene West told the council 
that with the last few days of cool 
weather and the recent rainfall, the 
city’s storage tanks are full, just a 
few days of hot weather will drain 
them.

Rector told the council that well 
no. 4, located in the draw behind 
Cahill Mobile Home Park, is the 
answer to the problem if there is an 
answer.

He gave the city two alterna-' 
tives...one to purchase a new 
pressure pump for that well or to 
purchase a rebuilt one, or to drill 
another well.

The council approved the 
purchase of the rebuilt pump that 
will more than double the gallons of 
water pumped daily from well no. 
4. Cost of the pump, plus 
installation and re-vamping the 
electrical outlets to operate it, will 
cost in the neighborhood of 
$30,000.00. ____ ___

This well provides water to the 
Castle Hill and Meadowcreek 
additions, as well as other areas of 
town.

The facility will also pump water

into the storage tanks located on 
the hill behind the hospital.

Aldermen also asked the engine­
ering team of any progress in­
determining what was wrong with 
the new city well which was 
planned to alieveate any water 
problem the city might encounter.

It was noted in a meeting of 
Aldermen July 18 that water from 
this well contained an unidentified 
ingredient that caused a foul odor.

Teagarden told the council that 
instead of improving, the water had- 
in face, gotten worse.

Council was advised to not 
abandon the well at this time as 
professionals throught the water 
might eventually clear up.

City water users maŷ  look for an 
improvement in water pressure 
within the immediate future.

Discussions of the next step in 
the city’s sewer construction was 
also discussed.

Teagarden suggested immediate 
changes in the proposed plant that 
was designed to accomodate
350.000 gallons of sewage daily and 
at the present time is flowing in 
excess of 400,000 gallons daily, 
causing an overloading situation.

He stated that the oxidation 
system he propoes is what 90% 
cities are using.

He says that the system would 
increase the daily flow to over
60.000 gallons daily and will more 
than be adequate to serve Sonora’s 
needs for years to come.

At the time the present plant was 
planned, it would more than 
accomodate the 2,000 plus popula­

tion. Now Sonora’s population far 
exceeds that number.

Monies for the plant were 
obtained firom a federal grant and 
the engineer told the council that 
the money they have available for 
the next phase of the plant would 
be adequate for the new proposal.

It was mentioned that this type of 
plant could possibly eliminate the 
need for the land leased from Rip 
Ward, thus saving the city 
thousands of dollars each year.

Aldermen voted to retain the firm 
of SK Engineering as the city’s 
engineering firm, at the request of

Teagarden and Rector.
Dispensing of alloted revenue 

sharing monies and the proposed 
city budget for the coming year, 
were discussed by the council at 
length.

Taxpayers will be advised later 
as to the city tax rate. At the 
present time the council is 
considering dropping the city’s tax 
rate from the $1.35 per hundred 
dollar assesment to 85c. This would 
be a reduction of 37 percent.

Attending the meeting were 
Mayor Doyle Morgan, Mary 
Owensby, Jack Kerbow, James 
Trainer, Hershel Davenport, 
Lemuel Lopez, Gene West, Pat 
Robbins and City Manager Bob 
Nevill.

School Board Votes 
to Reduce Tax Rate

In a special meeting, trustees of 
the Sonora I.S.D. adopted a budget 
for the 1978-79 school year and 
reduced the tax rate from $1.29 to 
$1.19 per $100 valuation. This is 
the fourth consecutive year that the 
tax rate has been reduced.

The 1978-79 budget of $4,749,048 
represents approximately 8.8 
precent increase over the previous 
year. The new budget provides for 
additional presonnal, increased 
costs of operation and maintenance 
and an improved sal'.ry schedule.

Approximately 47.5% of the total 
is budgeted for new construction 
such as a new jr. high school, 
($1,650,000), renovation of the old 
gym, ($249,280), and dressing 
room facilities for boys and girls, 
($359,5141.

To try to clarify the method the 
“ Board of Equalization’’ for the 
“ Sonora Indendent School Dis­
trict’’, used in setting 100% Values 
see the following examples.

1. On all land appraised by the 
Southwestern Appraisal Co. use 
37.5% of recommended value.

EXAMPLE-Tract 1 recommended 
value of $10,000; times 37.5%, 
equals 100% value of $3,750.00; 
times ratio of assessment of 50%

' equals taxable value $1,875.00; 
equals 1978 tax rate of $1.19; 
equals taxes for 1978 of $22.31^___

2. On all Improvements and 
Inventories appraised by the firm 
Use 70% of recommended value.

EXAMPLE-Recommended value

of improvement $10,0(X) times 70% 
equals $7,000.00 or 100% value 
times ratio of assessment 50%; 
equals taxable value $3,500.00; 
equals 1978 tax rate $1.19; equals 
taxes for 1978 $41.65.

For Ranch Property-Average 
100% Value of ranch land is $30.00 
per acre. Average 100% Value of 
ranch Inventory is $5.00 per acre.

EXAMPLE-5,000 acre ranch 
times $30.00 equals $150,000.00; 
5,000 acres times inventory $5.00 
equals $25,00.00; equals total value 
$175,000.00; times assessment ratio 
of 50%; equals $87,500.(X) taxable 
value; equals 1978 tax rate of 
$1.19; equals taxes of 1978 of 
$1,041.25.

their continued support, in my 
coaching capacity and of my family. 
We hate to leave the many friends 
we’ve made here but there comes a 
time for change and we feel this is 
the time.”

Lemmons and Ann Cowley.

Patton coaches 7th grade in 
Sonora Junior High and is moving 
to San Antonio where he will coach 
at North Side Independent School 
District.

Lemmons has been assistant to 
band director Ed Martinez for one 
year and is moving to Abilene.

Ann Cowley has been teaching 
art and will be moving to Austin 
where she plans to work on her 
master’s degree.

Reflections
by The Rev. Jim Miles
A very good friend of 

mine pointed out during 
a recent meeting that if a 
church was really concern­
ed about moving forward 
then it should cease to 
dwell on its liabilities and 
begin to concentrate on its 
assets.

His theory is that the 
assets will overcome the 
limitations. The longer I 
reflect on this the more 
convinced I am of the 
truth in his position. When 
we dwell on the detra- 
ments, the hinderences, 
and the roadblocks, we 
become discouraged, we 
pull in our outreached 
hands, and we embrace 
ourselves, trying to protect 
what we have.

If, on the other hand, 
we concentrate on what we 
have going for us, then we 
are free to reach out and 
to share that which we

have with those around us.
The same train of 

thought would work as 
well on the community 
level. If we as Sonorans 
concentrate on the nega­
tive, then those who might 
be led to come here might 
easily be discouraged. If, 
on the other hand, we can 
see the opportunities af­
forded in this situtation 
and have the ability to 
articulate them, then 
others will be led to want 
to share these opportuni­
ties.

This is not to say that 
we should seek to portray 
a distorted, one sided, 
myoptic view of things, 
but rather that we should 
be able to portary our­
selves and our “ size” , our 
situation, in a truly 
objective light which looks 
forward in an optomisitc 
way, rather than back­
wards in a pessimistic 
manner.

Glen Fisher’s
Wool and M ohair Report

Mohair grades in Texas 
are nsnally quoted in 
spinning counts but In­
creasing use of microns for 
fiber diameter is resulting 
from our sales to England 
where those measure­
ments are used. The 
following table compares 
the systems and also 
shows our rough name for 
these grades:

Grade, 40’s; Micron
22.50- 24.50; Name, Super 
Kid; Grade, 36’s; Micron,
24.50- 26.50; Name, #1 
Kid; Grade, 32’s; Micron,
26.50- 28.50; Name, #2 
Kid; Grade, 30’s; Micron,
28.50- 31.00; Name, Low
Kid [Super Yearling]; 
Grade, 28’s; Micron,
31.00- 33.00; Name, Yearl­
ing; Grade, 26’s; Micron,
33.00- 35.00; Name, Fine
Adult [Low Yearling]; 
Grade, 24’s; Micron,
35.00- 37.00; Name, Aver­

age Adult; Grade, 22’s; 
Micron, 37.00-39.00; 
Name Average to Low 
Adult; Grade, 20’s; Mi­
cron, 39.00-41.00; Name, 
Low Adult.

Naturally, combinations 
of these spinning counts 
occur in any given bag 
such as 28’s/26’s or 
22’s/24’s. Normally our 
mohair is sold in about 3 
to 4 grades and then 
discounts are applied for 
deviations. The three main 
grades of course are kid, 
yearling, and grown and 
depending upon the cur­
rent demand these estab­
lished price determinants 
can vary from clip to clip.

Right now, most quotes 
for fall kid are for 
36’s/40 ’s with discounts 
for lower grades. Fall 
yearling is expected to be 
28’s/26’s and average fall 
adult is 24’s.

In some periods, it is 
best to try to make most of 
the grades [i.e. 40’s down 
to 22’s] and price them 
individually. This is done 
through grading and can 
be very expensive compar­
ed to the rough Job that 
can be done by a grader at 
the shearing pen. Under 
today’s market, we feel it 
best to make the three 
main grades.

Uniformity of grade is 
important for each bag 
because the buyer tends to 
discount bags for even a 
small amount of a lower 
grade and unlike wool, all 
of each bag of mohair is 
examined closely- by the 
buyer.

Minimum length of 
mohair is about 4 inches. 
Fibers shorter than this 
cause problems to the 
mills and of course results 
in lower prices. Most of

our 6 months clips are 4V̂  
to 5 inches and sometimes 
even longer. Longer fibers 
are not a problem, but 
again uniformity is the 
key.

Mohair up to 12 inches 
is used well by the mills 
when sufficient quantities 
are available to warrant 
setting up for this use. 
Our 12 months mohair and 
tops or capes are typical of 
the longer length mohair. 
Prices for the longer 
mohair are slightly under 
others mainly because this 
moh:-.r is almost always 
matted and difficult to 
comb and because it takes 
a little more effort to 
process it.

Both on grade and 
length, the thing that 
cannot be overly impress­
ed is uniformity in each 
bag. When put up in a 
uniform manner, the top 
price is easily obtained 
for any grade or length.

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Evaluate Watering Methods For Efficiency 4-H Offers Rabbit Project Operation

Has your water bill 
reached astronomical pro­
portions? Maybe an eval­
uation of your watering 
methods will result in 
more efficient use of the 
available water and at the 
same time reduce the

amount you are usinjg, 
suggests Clint Langford, 
county agent with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

First, check your 
methods of application. 
There is no use applying 
water any faster than the

soil will soak it up. If 
applied faster than this, 
the surplus will either run 
down the curb into the 
street or else flood out 
your neighbor. Sandy type 
soils will usually take 
water almost as fast as it 
can be applied, but tight 
clay soils, such as we have 
in Sonora, will take it up 
slowly. A method of slow 
application is best suited 
to our soils.

Secondly, use a mulch 
wherever possible. A good 
mulch conserves moisture, 
prevents compaction, 
keeps soil temperature 
lower, reduces weed pop­
ulation and, in case weeds 
do get a start, allows for 
easier pulling. Check the 
depth of the mulch 
material. Organic mulches 
tend to decompose or 
sometimes wash away, so 
frequent checks and re ­

placement where neces­
sary will help conserve 
moisture.

While night-time water­
ing is conductive to 
development of plant dis­
eases, water use efficiency 
does increase in the early 
morning and late evening 
when evaporation rates are 
lowest, points out 
Langford.

Last but by no means 
least is the practice of 
doing a through job of 
watering whenever the 
need arises. A through 
watering at 7 to 10 day 
intervals encourages deep 
root penetration and full 
use of the available soil 
moisture. Just because

plants wilt during the heat 
of the day doesn’t mean 
the soil is dry. Check the 
moisture content with a 
soil probe or stake to 
determine if the soil is dry 
rather than depending on 
the appearance of the 
plant.

Regardless of the size of 
the water bill, don’t stop 
watering completely as 
plants can die due to 
moisture shortage during 
periods of high tempera­
ture and high wind 
movement. Just try to use 
the precious resource as 
efficiently as possible, 
reminds the County 
Agent.

About 3,800 youth in 
4-H rabbit projects are 
learning money manage­
ment, animal husbandry 
practices and “how pride 
of ownership feels,’’ says 
Clint Langford, county 
agent with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Boys and girls between 
the ages of 9 and 19, with 
32 square feet of space in 
their backyard and two 
hours of free time per 
week, also can experience 
these same opportunities 
with a minimum financial

requirement of $255-5300 
for a small rabbit opera­
tion.

The investment includes 
two does, one buck, 
annual supply of feed, 
housing, and equipment, 
points out Clint.

Youngsters starting with 
two does and one buck 
can expect to produce 
30-40 fryer rabbits a year.

Using a marketing 
weight of two-and-a-half 
pounds and a market price 
of $1.50 per pound, rabbit 
producers can except to 
gross $225-5300 the first

year.
4-H membership entitles 

boys and girls to expert 
advice and help from 
volunteer 4-H rabbit lead­
ers and the opportunity to 
participate in 4-H sponsor­
ed shows, educational 
clinics, and workshops, 
adds Langford.

Boys and girls interest­
ed in enrolling in a 4-H 
Rabbit Project may call or 
contact their county Exten­
sion office. Mr. Dennis 
Dunnam is the 4-H rabbit 
leader for Sutton County.

By Tom Driskell
woman viewing the new

We 
adults do not like change, 
but let us not put 
ourselves into the spot of 
not recognizing its inevit­
ability.

Fruit Tree Death May 
Be Caused by Root Rot
Fruit trees dying this 

time of the year may be 
victims of cotton root rot.

Cotton root rot is a 
soil-borne fungus that 
attacks a large number of 
fruit trees throughout 
Texas, particularly in 
areas with alkaline soils, 
points out Clint Langford, 
county agent with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

Infected plants wilt for a 
day or two and by the 
third day the foliage is 
dead. An examination of 
the root system shows that 
the outer bark has been 
decayed and tends to fall 
away from the inner part 
of the root.

Cotton root rot attacks a

large number of plants. 
And once it is present in 
the soil, it will likely 
remain there for many 
years.

There is no control for 
the fungus once it gets in 
the soil or once plants 
become infected, points 
out Langford. The only 
thing to do is to remove 
the plants from the area.

Although there are a 
few ornamentals which are 
resistant to cotton root rot, 
at this time no fruit plant 
has been found to be 
resistant to the disease.

Further information on 
cotton root rot and other 
plant diseases is available 
at the county Extension 
office, adds Langford.
