Sonora Softball 
Team Receives 

National Invitational
Jim Edwards, president of the 

Texas Association of the U.S. Slow 
Pitch Softball Association, has 
extended an invitation to the 
Sonora slow pitch team to compete 
in the National Tournament in 
Cincinnati, Ohio. The tournament 
will be held Labor Day weekend.

The Sonora team represents the 
Sonora Men’s Softball League. The 
team recently won third place at a 
tournament in Odessa qualifying 
them for the State Tournament. 
However, the invitation to the 
National Tournament will make it

possible for the team to go straight 
in the national Tourney, instead of 
competing in the State Tourney.

At this time, team spokesman, 
Bruce Kerbow said that there will 
be a problem in getting enough 
money to send the team to the 
tourament. Kerbow estimates it 
will take $4000 to send the team to 
Cincinnati for three nights. “This 
is a good opportunity for us to 
represent Sonora in a National level 
of competition,”  Bruce stated, the 
added, “ there is no telling when 
we would get another opportunity 
like this.”
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Council Meets
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The Sonora City Council met 
Tuesday, July 17. City Manager, 
Jim Dover, discussed several items 
with the Council.

Jim informed the Council that 
701 funds were again available to 
the City and that he was making 
application for use of the funds. 
The funds are available for use in 
planning for housing, streets, 
water, etc.

Dover also told the Council that 
Barbara Sparks of the Housing

Division would come to Sonora 
upon request to assist in 
development of a Housing Autho­
rity.

The Council also discussed 
Senate Bill 621 that requires the 
combination of City and School tax 
offices. ’ The bill requires that a 
central tax office be durational by 
January 1, 1982.

The new engineers handling the 
sewer plant for the city feel that 
plans can go ahead and that they

will be able to meet State deadlines 
in submiuing plans for the sewer 
project. The Council voted to sign 
the agreement authorizing the firm 
to do the work on Step I of the 
project. The cost will be less that 
$7,000, for this planning stage..

In other action, the Council 
appointed Mary Owensby to 
coordinate zoning problems with 
the county in respect to the Airport. 
Plans are underway to make

improvements but before Federal 
funds can be received the area 
around it must be zoned to prevent 
any building of obsticales that 
might be a hazard - to aviation 
around the airport. However, since 
much of the area in queston is 
outside city limits, the County will 
have to be brought into the zoning 
process. '

In other zoning matters, the 
Council approved zoning Committee 
action with one exception. Ruben 
Flores’ petition to put a mobile

home next to the Boarder Patrol 
Office was given approval for six 
months only. The Council directed 
that a letter be sent to Mrs. 
Ashley, owner of the property, 
saying that any home on that 
location must meet zoning ordi­
nances. The home must be at least 
25 feet back from the street on both 
ends. About two years ago, a 
mobile home was made to move 
from the location because it was to 
close to the street.

The petition to allow Image to 
stay where it is now was approved. 
Frank Adkins’ request to change 
classification of his property East of 
Bond Road from Ranch and Estate 
to C-1 Retail was also approved.

The last action the Council took 
was to approve a motion to put a 
six inch water line to the back of 
the Hospital .' T h e  line'is taecessary 
to allow the Hospital enough water 
to install a sprinklet system. The 
City’s cost will be about $2,000 
using City crews.

now in its 27th year and is 
the largest exchange stu­
dent program in Latin 
America. I.F.I. also main­
tains chapters in Europe 
and in the Orient.

These youngsters, sched­
uled to arrive between Sep­
tember 1 and January 1, 
will need host homes. They 
want to live with U.S. 
families for 3, 6, or 9 
months, and attend the 
high school to which the 
children of the neighbor­
hood go. High schools, as a

rule, are anxious to partici­
pate in exchange programs 
when there is no cost 
involved.

The students range from 
14 to 18. They are recom­
mended by their own 
schools, screened by the 
foreign chapter of I.F.I. and 
for the most part, speack 
English. They come, not as 
guests but as members of 
the family, sharing in the 
tasks, and the family host­
ing them may claim them 
for income tax purposes.
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Students have their own 
money for personal expen­
ses and are insured against 
accidents, illness, prescrip­
tions. The receiving family 
agrees to provide a bed, 
three meáis daily, trans­
portation to school and 
church, and laundry. Stu­
dents may share a room.

For each froeign student 
attending a U.S. High 
School, that school is elig­
ible to send a student 
abroad. The scholarship 
fee includes transportation 
both ways, room, board, 
tuition, insurance and the 
services of the I.F.I. chap­
ter in the foreign country.

Families willing to host a 
student may write or call 
collect to the Western 
Office of International Fel­
lowship, Inc., Post Office 
Box 1212, Sedona, Arizona 
86336, or call the principal 
01'  other concerned educa­
tor at your High School and 
ask him to contact the I.F.I.

In an era when peaceful 
international relations de­
pends more and more on 
one nation’s sympathetic 
understanding of another’s 
culture and problems, such 
programs can be valuable.

Bullock recently said re­
bates to Texas cities of the 
one-percent optional city 
sales tax during 1979 is 
running about 10 percent 
ahead of payments for the 
same period last year.

Bullock said Texas cities 
have received $241.5 mil­
lion in rebates during the 
first seven months of this 
year compared to $216.3 
million through July of 
1978.

Bullock said the July 
allocations for the more 
than 900 Texas cities who 
share in the rebates will 
amount to $23.5 million.

The secret to proper 

lawn and garden irrigation 
lies in the soil’s structure, 
says Oint Langford, coun­
ty agent with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Uni­
versity System.

At first, irrigation satur­
ates the soil’s top layer, 
the water’s downward 
movement is then influ­
enced by soil structure.

explains Clint. In a tight, 
compact soil, water move­
ment is slow. Therefore, 
if you apply water faster 
that the soil can absorb it, 
it will run off the surface 
and be wasted.

Qint says professional 
golf greens keepers use 
special timing mechanisms 
to repeat 5 to 10 minutes 
irrigation every 20 to 30 
minutes until soil is wetted. 
to a depth of 10 inches.

Depending on soil type 
and amount of vegetation, - 
the soil won’t require 
water for about 10 days. 
'This system allows water 
to saturate the top soil, 
then redistribute itself 
uniformly in the soil 
below.

Sprinklers covering lar­
ge areas but with a slow 
discharge rate are also 
efficient, says Clint. It 
may require six hours to 
saturate soil to the 
necessary depth, but there 
will be little or no surface 
runoff.

To check moisture pene­
tration, push a 18 to 
Viinch thick steel rod into 
the soil, suggests Lang­
ford. In a freshly-watered 
lawn, it can easily be 
pushed to the wet soil 
depth. Pushing becomes 
more difficult when reach­
ing dry soil.

Deep watering at infre­
quent intervale encourages 
deeper plant root penetra­
tion since roots move only 
through moist soil^ ex­
plains a in t. Roots don’t 
“ grow down’’ to find 
water.

In turn, light watering 
at ft’equent intervals mere­
ly encourages shallow 
roots which push above 
the surface, making lawn 
mowing difficult.

'Therefore, to get maxi­
mum benefit with mini­
mum watering keep ffie 
soil’s structure in mind 
when irrigating, empha­
sizes Langford.

Candy is dandy, but we 
aren’t eating any more of it— 
or sugar — than we did 50 
years ago.

In 1927, th e  a v e ra g e  
A m erican consumed about 
100 pounds of sugar (sucrose) 
per year, and just under 15 
pounds of candy. Last year, 
each of us ate 95.7 pounds 
of sugar, and 15.4 pounds of 
candy. And the 50-year aver­
age has stayed in that range.

Long summer days 

mean many children may 
be playing in these and 
other areas at twilight, 
ers have trouble seeing 
during this time of day, 
parents should make sure 
children have reflectors on 
their bicycles and wear 
lightcolored or reflective 
clothing. For riding at 
night, the law reuires that 
bikes have a white 
headlight in front and a 
red reflector in back, 
reflectors attached to 
spokes, reflective tape on 
fenders and reflective 
armbands also can in­
crease visibility.

Even under the best 
visibility conditions, child­
ren have little chance of 
avoiding accidents if their 
bicycles are in bad shape. 
A quick maintenance

check should include: 
making sure major nuts 
and bolts are tight, 
especially the ones for 
handlebars, pedals, wheels 
and seat; making sure 
brakes work well enough 
to skid on dry, hard 
pavement; inspecting tires 
for cracks and adequate 
tread; checking the bicycle 
frame for loose places or 
spots so rusty the frame 
might break. To operate 
smoothly, a bicycle may 
require other maintenance 
but these checks, along 
with necessary reflectors, 
are minimum steps to 
insure safety.

After giving a child the 
necessary equipment for 
safe bike riding, about the 
only other insurance from 
accidents is education. 
Most children are told to 
“ be careful” but not many

fully realize what that 
means. Since bicycles 
have to follow the same 
laws as cars, one of the 
best ways to educate, 
children is to discuss 
traffic situations with them 
while vou are driving.

Whalen Lake Reopened For Disposal Of Salt Water

The Railroad Commis­
sion recently authorized the 
reopening of Whalen Lake 
in Andrews County for the 
disposal of salt water pro­
duced in oil and gas fields 
in the West Texas area if 
operators comply with aj 
slate of 13 conditions per­
taining to content and vol­
ume of discharges and site 
maintenance.

An interim order, signed 
by Chairman John H. Poer- 
ner and Commissioners 
Mack Wallace and James 
E. (Jim) Nugent during 
their wekly conference on 
Oil and Gas Division mat­
ters, opens the way for 
removal of a ban of almost 
nine months duration on 
the use of the play lake as

a discharge site for produc­
ed brines. The ban was 
imposed last Oct, 23 after 
'the division reported sub­
stantial oil and grease pol­
lution in the desert-like 
basin.

“ The Commission is of 
the opinion that permitting 
the discharge of produced 
brines into Whalen Lake is 
necessary to prevent the 
physical waste of oil and 
gas and that such discharge 
can be accomplished with-i 
out causing pollution by 
requiring compliance with 
the water quality standards 
established by the Texas 
Water Development
Board,” the order states.

The October shutdown 
closed the Whalen Corp.’s

skimming facility and Phif 
lips Petroleum Co^s South 
Fullerton Field salt. water 
disposal facility. Also, it 
halted Petroleum Corp. of 
Texas’ limited use of the 
lake as a brines disposal 
site.. Whalen and Phillips 
facilities accounted for vir­
tually all of the 200,000 
barrels per month of salti 
water discharges into the 
lake. The produced brines 
came from 624 wells with a 
monthly oil allowable of 
709,930 barrels.

Under the interim order 
prepared and recommend­
ed by Comission General 
Counsel Rex H. White Jr. 
and Chief Legal Counsel 
John G Soule, RRC permis­
sion to resume disposal

operations at Whalen Lake 
are subject to these condi­
tions:

Before resumption of dis­
posal operations, ' lean-up 
of the area in and around 
the lake shall be completed, 
inspected and approved by 
commission personnel.

Waters in the lake shall 
at all times comply with 
water quality standards set 
by the Texas Water De­
velopment Board or its 
successor, with particular 
attention given to the ‘‘gen­
eral criteria” provisions re­
lating to oil and grease 
content and toxidity.

Unskimmed salt water, 
raw crude oil, or other 
similar materials shall not 
be discharged into the lake.

Oil and grease content of 
produced salt water dis­
charged into the lake shall 
not exceed an average of 35 
milligrams per liter over 
any 48-hour period, meas­
ured with the fireon extrac­
tion method, and shall nev­
er exceed 72 milligrams per 
liter.

Total volume of brine 
discharged into the lake 
shall not exceed an average 
of 200,000 barrels per mon­
th for any 12-month period.

Clean-up operations on 
the lake and its perimeter 
shall be continued and re­
quired to ensure compli­
ance with the interim order.

In the event pf a “ upset” 
the affected facility shall be 
shut down and the dis­

charging of salt water into 
the lake shall be discontin­
ued until the “ upset” has 
been corrected.

Adequate security shall 
be provided to prevent 
unauthorized use of dis­
charge facilities or disposal 
into the lake.

Operators using the facili­
ties at the lake must comply 
with RRC Statewide Rule 
051.02.02.056(b). The rule 
requires accountability for 
oil contained in produced 
salt water.

Pending the commis­
sion’s final order in the 
proceeding, a floating bo­
om shall be placed around 
each discharge point so as 
to ensure containment of 
any visible film of oil or

months may determine the 
economic and political 
future of our nation.

Nugent outlined the 
recent decline of oil and 
gas production in Texas, 
and told a large court­
house lawn gathering that 
the energy shortage is the 
result of worldwide con­
sumption outrunning pro­
duction capabilities. He 
called for a responsible 
energy policy from the 
Carter Administration 
which will encourage en­
ergy production, promote' 
conservation, develop al­
ternate energy resources, 
and protect supplies of 
fuel for farmers to handle 
crops.

The 29th Texas Railroad 
Commissioner observed 
that his predecessors have 
done an outstanding job 
for Texas in regulation of

oil and gas. “ The history 
of the Commission shows 
that energy-development, 
production, and conserva­

State and federal leases 
in offshore and coastal Tex­
as petroleum provinces pro­
duced 156,9'73 barrels of 
crude oil during April 1979 
in contrast to 132,561 bar­
rels in the same month of 
1978 and 130,695 barrels in 
March 1979, according to 
operator renorts to the Rail­
road Commission’s Oil and 
Gas Division and data com­
piled by the U.S. Geological 
Survey that pertains to runs 
of wells in federal waters.

Gas well gas production 
on state and federal leases 
amounted to 60,567,387 
Mcf in April against 
19,241,026 Mcf a year ear­
lier and 60,563,174 Mck in 
March.

Casinghead gas produc­
tion totaled 288,604 Mcf in

In the findings of fact 
section of a recent order,' 
the commission reported:

1) Whalen Lake is a 
natural, playa lake created 
bv wind deflation over mil­
lions of years of geologic 
time that has been, used for 
salt water disposal since 
1967.

2) Tests prior to Whalen 
Lake disposal operations 
showed a salt content in the 
lake of 119,000 parts per 
million—some six times 
saltier than sea water. 
Also, prior to brine disposal 
'operations, the small am­
ount of water that occasion­
ally accumulated in the lake 
was so highly saline and 
mineralized that it had no 
useful purpose.

3) Oil and gas operators

in the Andrews County area 
have become highly depen­
dent upon Whalen Lake as 
an economical disposal site 
for produced salt water.

4) The loss of Whalen 
Lake as a disposal site 
could lead to the loss of 
production resulting in 
physical waste of at least 
4.2 million barrels of other­
wise recoverable crude oil.

5) Since brine disposal 
operations began, the lake 
has been utilized occasion­
ally by wildlife, including 
migratory birds, as a temp­
orary resting place. How­
ever, the lake has never 
been utilized as a habitat,- 
feeding or nesting place.

6) Whalen Corp. has 
initiated clean-up of the 
area in and around the lake. 
Also, Whalen has proposed 
an extensive modification 
of its skimming facility^
which would dramaticafiy 
reduce the oil and grease 
content of produced salt 
water going into the lake as. 
well as the iron sulfide 
content.

The interim order further 
states in the conclusions of 
law section that the Rail­
road Commission has sole 
jurisdiction over the dispos­
al of salt water produced in 
connection with the produc­
tion of oil and gas in Texas 
and that the Texas Water 
Development Board has 
sole Md exclusive jurisdic­
tion to set water quality 
standards for “water in the 
state” . Whalen Lake is 
“ water in the state” as set 
forth by the Texas Water 
Code.

Stockmen and livestock 
industry groups who’ve 
attempted to keep track of 
rapidly escalating federal 
control over private mat­
ters have cast many 
nervous glances in the 
area of endangered plants. 
They’ve done so after 
seeing the often insane 
developments surrounding 
so-called endangered 
animals.

It’s the Texas Sheep and 
Goat Raisers’ Associa­

tion’s happy task to inform 
interested parties that the

excesses prevalent in

much of the government’s 
wildlife protection schemes 
don’t  appear to have 
migrated to endangered 
plant regulations. At least 
not so far.

The U.S. Interior De­
partment’s recent regula­
tions concerning endan­
gered or threatened plants 
apparently won’t go near 
as far as they could have 
toward disrupting livestock 
production.

Most notably, there i§_ 
not prohibition against the 
their land, so what should 
they care about whether or 
Naturally, stockmen as a

rule have no desire to 
around massacreing^ rare 
and endangered plants on 
“ taking” of such plants. 
In other words, intentional 
or accidental destruction of 
obscure but officially pro­
tected plants will not be 
illegal. Comments in the 
test of the new regulations 
notes that the laws under 
which they are drawn up 
don’t allow for “ taking” 
prohibitions.

,not that type of practice is 
illegal?

Seriously though, had 
“ taking” prohibitions 
been included in the

regulations, it could have 
led to nightmarish compli­
cations. Consider the case 
of range plants toxic to 
livestock; given the federal 
penchant for extravagantly 
expanding protection lists 
to include undeserving 
species, stockmen might 
have been prohibited by 
law from controlling such 
poisonous range plants.

There are numerous 
other potential problems 
stockmen have escaped. 
One thing they apparently 
haven’t escaped, however, 
is the possibility of losing 
federal cooperative pro­

grams is cases where they 
might conflict with listed 
plants. This obviously 
includes ASCS cost-shares 
on range improvements as 
well as SCS planning 
services and the like. As 
for graziers on public 
lands, well, there’s no 
telling what new head­
aches they’ll end up 
suffering.

The important thing, 
however, is that it could 
have been worse-much, 
much worse. Thank 
heaven for little miracles, 
and Washington for big 
ulcers.

Get “The Regulators Out Of The Energy Business”
The Federal govern­

ment’s efforts to regulate 
energy production, distri­
bution and use have 
caused the current energy 
shortage and it’s time to 
get “ the regulators out of 
the energy business,” 
says the Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Rais­
ers Association.

Carter and his energy 
advisors calling for dereg­
ulation of U.S. energy so 
that “ this country’s vast 
energy resources may be 
located, developed and 
distributed to the Ameri­
can consumers in the most 
expeditious and equitable 
manner ever devised by a 
civilized society.”

Texas Railroad Commis­
sioner Jim Nugent of 
Kerrville told the 410 
cattlemen in attendance

that the long-term energy 
picture for Texas is bleak 
unless alternate sources of 
energy are developed. He 
pointed out that Texas is 
the leading state in lignite 
coal supplies, has a 
burgeoning gasohol in­
dustry, is rich in shale oil 
and has an excellent 
potential for solar and 
geo-thermal energy pro­
duction.

In a bullish short-term 
outlook on cattle prices.

Dr. Ed Uvacek, Texas 
A&M University livestock 
economist, warned that 
double-digit inflation was 
short-changing cattlemen 
and deflating current cat­
tle prices.

A 10 percent decrease in 
beef supplies for consum­
ers in 1979 will be offset 
by an almost two percent 
increase in total red meat 
production. He also said 
cattlemen are beginning to 
rebuild depleted cattle

Work Under Way To Provide 
Better Community Serviees For Rural Areas

Rural residents in Texas 
often feel they must accept 

■ poorer community facilities 
and services than their 
urban counterparts. The 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, in coopera­
tion with the investor- 
owned electric utiltiy com­
panies in Texas have been 
working to change thi 
through the Texas Com 
munity Improvement Pro 
gram, says Tim Shaunb 
community improvement

' specialist.
According to the special­

ist, the major obstacle 
faced by most rural 
communities is the need 
for organization in t ^ n g  
to deal with their prob­
lems. The Texas Com­
munity Improvement Pro­
gram has developed plans 
to assist in the organiza­
tion and has built-in 
awards and recognitions 
for those communities that 
follow through on the

plans.
TCIP is designed to 

assist the local citizens 
work on their problem^ 
without including the 
usual “ red tape” . While 
the program does not have 
funds available, there is 
an abundance of free help 
for.tlmse.who seek.it. ,lhe-, 
local I'county gstens^on. 
agent is the contact person 
and he has other assist­
ance available as needed.

. With this guidance and

.help, many rural commun­
ities in Texas have been 
able to offer their resi­
dents adequate facilities 
and services, continues 
Mr. Shaunty.

If you feel your com­
munity could be improved 
and are willing to work to 
improve it, perhaps the 
Texas Community Im­
provement Program is the 
place to begin.

Handling Excess Forage, 
Key Decision For Stockman

Due to good moisture 
conditions over much of 
Texas, forages are becom­
ing more abundant. 
Handling excess forage is 
a key management deci­
sion for stockmen.

Don Dorsett, area forage 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Uni­
versity System, advises 
baling excess forage rather 
than leaving it for live­
stock to graze in late '

summer when grazing 
usually gets short.

Although leaving excess 
forage for later grazing is 
a normal grass manage­
ment practice because it is 
a free, simple technique, 
there are some drawbacks, 
contends Dorsett.

For example, grass 
protein, palatability and 
digestiblity drop sharply 
when grass accumulates in 

. pastures. Spot grazing.

results, with livestock 
preferring tender, high 
protein, young growth in a 
previously grazed area.

Both leaf area and crude 
protein drop sharply as 
grass ages. Studies with 
coastal bermudagrass have 
shown leaf area dropping 
from 86 to 51 percent and 
crude protein decreasing 
from 19 to 9.7 percent as 
cutting intervals increased 
from 3 to 12 weeks, 
respectively.

Dorsett says baling

preserves a grass’ nutri­
tive value for later use. It 
also provides young grass 
growth for livestock.

Baling, however, re­
duces the drought insur­
ance aspect of a grazing 
system, although hay from 
excess forage early in the 
season could be fed if 
grazing becomes short.

From a livestock nutri­
tion standpoint, Dorsett 
recommends baling excess 
forage now for good 
quality hay.
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Feeder cattle this fall 

will not be in tight supply 
as expected earlier. Light 
calves should bring no less 
than 85 cents a pound this 
fall. He expected feeder 
prices to follow the fed 
cattle market, but with 
higher grain prices, that 
market’s margins will be 
slim.

J. Evan Goulding, legal 
counsel for the National 
Cattlemen’s Association in 
Denver, reviewed cattle­
men’s struggle to remove 
a ban on 2,4,5-T, a 
herbicide used in brush 
control for decades. NCA 
and other livestock as­
sociations have joined Dow 
Chemical Company in a 
lawsuit to overturn the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency ban. Goulding 
warned that negative pub­
licity and attempts to link 
the t-saving tool to the 
con. 'Versial Agent 
Orange of Vietnam notor­
iety by the media, 
environmentalists -and e- 
motional elements within 
t'le Veterans Administra­
tion could force manufac­
turers to abandon produc­
tion entirely.

Dr. George Race, spec­
ial advisor to Texas 
Governor Clements on 
human and social dis­
eases, reviewed his report 
to the governor on the 
brucellosis eradication pro­
gram. His recommenda­
tions were similar to those 
prepared by TSCRA Presi­
dent John B. Armstrong of 
Kingsville for the Senate 
Committee on Appropria­
tions recently.

The cattle raisers passed... 
three other resolution:

-Opposition to anv 
limitation of hide exports 
which would have a 
negative effect and cause 
financial losses to the 
cattle industry.

-Endorses efforts of 
National Cattlemen’s As­
sociation and other cattle 
organizations to have 
hexaclorethane reinstated 
or the delay of a ban by 
the Food and Drug 
Administration until ad­
equate substitutes are 
provided. . The drug is 
used in thé treatment of 
liver flukes in cattle.

TSCRA also endorsed 
efforts to procure for 
Texas cattlemen the Bri­
tish nroduct Valbazen, a

drug used in 20 countries 
and available in Mexico 
for the treatment of the 
costly and debilitating 
parasites.

-Asked for a postpone­
ment of the ban on DES, 
an estrogenic drug used to 
promote growth in cattle, 
and the possible ban of 
Synovex, a similar drug, 
until a high-level, impar­
tial study by a qualified 
organization is made on 
the merits and demerits of 
both.

A detailed explanation 
of the recent law allowing 
agricultural lands in Texas 
to be taxed on productivity 
rather than speculative 
cash value was made by 
Ed Small, TSCRA attor­
ney. Agricultural land- 
owners have until July 16 
to file for this valuation in 
1979.

Authorizes Quo-Half Gallon Pricing for Petroloum Products
Agriculture Commis­

sioner Reagan V. Brown 
recently announced regula­
tions which allow certain 
retailers in Texas to price 
petroleum fuel products in 
one-half gallon incre­
ments.

The action was taken to 
ease the growing problem 
of dispensing fuel costing 
$1 or more a gallon 
through pumps which can 
register only 99.9 cents. 
An estimated 90 percent of

retail pumps in the state 
fall into this category. 
Brown said.

The regulations will 
become effective gn July 
3, after publication in the . 
Texas Register.

“The emergency rule 
will provide for a uniform 
method of sale where fuel 
prices are $1 or more a 
gallon,’’ Brown said. “ It 
will help eliminate confu­
sion for the consumer 
about tlie per-gallon co^

of fuel and the methods of 
calculating this cost at the 
pump.”

Of Inheritance Taxes

will help eliminate consumer confusion.

Grasshoppers 
Stripping 
Rangeland

Hordes of grasshoppers 
are stripping rangelands in 
the Texas Panhandle and 
have their sights on pas­
tures, ranges and crops to 
the south and east.

Some 1.5 million acres of 
rangeland have already 
been treated or will be 
treated shortly in the Texas 
Panhandle, report Dr. Mike 
McWhorter and Dr. Phil 
Haniman, entomologists 
with the Texas Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Uni­
versity System. Counties in 
the spray area have a 
grasshopper count ranging 
from 32 to 54 per square 
yard. A count of eight adult 
grasshoppers per square 
yard is considered serious 
enough for control mea­
sures.

According to McWhorter 
and Hamman, the spray 
program for rangeland in­
volves use of the insecticide 
malathion and is being 
conducted on a cost-share

basis with ranchers, the 
Texas Department of Agri­
culture, and the Animal 
and Plant Health Inspection 
Service of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. Spray 
applications are made after 
grasshoppers hatch and be­
fore females start laying
eggs. , . ^

The entomologists en­
courage farmers and ranch­
ers as well as homeowners 
to check for grasshopper 
infestations along road­
sides, fence rows or idle, 
undisturbed ground where 
the pests may be hatching. 
A key to effectively sup­
pressing grasshopper num­
bers is to treat these hatch­
ing areas early before 
young hoppers begin to 
migrate.

A bait mixture using 
toxaphene has been effec­
tive in controlling grass­
hoppers along field mar­
gins and roadsides, point 
out McWhorter and Ham-

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock Friday said he has 
authorized a simple decla­
ration form for certain 
beneficiaries to use in lieu 
of an inheritance tax return • 
for estates less than 
$200,000.

Bullock said the declara­
tion of no tax due from 
Class A beneficiaries will 
replace the additional step 
of filing a more complicated 
return and having the Com- 
troller’s Office issue a no 
tax declaration.

A Class A beneficiary is 
defined as a person most 
closely related to the de­
ceased person, including 
the surviving spouse, child­
ren, grandchildren and 
great grandchildren. Sons- 
in-law, daughters-in-law, 
parents and grandparents 
of a deceased person are 
also included in the 
definition.

“ The new form is an 
effort to cut down on the 
amount of paperwork for 
small estates on which no 
Texas inheritance taxes are 
due and make our inheri-

' man. The formulation calls 
for 100 pounds of mill-run 
bran, 1 1/3 pints of Toxa­
phene 6E, 7 to 8 gallons of 
water, and 2 gallons of 
blackstrap molasses. Saw­
dust may be substituted for 
up to 3/4 of the amount of 

bran. Distribute the bait 
while still moist at 10 to 20 
pounds per acre.

Another product, Hi- 
Plains Border Bait, is a 
ready-to-use formulation 
that is registered in Texas 
but currently has no distri­
butorship.

tance tax division a little 
liiore "efficient and respon­
sive at the same time,” 
Bullock said.

Estates which have a 
gross value of less than 
$200,000 are exempt by law 
from state inheritance taxes 
for Class A beneficiaries. 
Beginning, September 1, 
1982, this figure will be 
increased to $250,000, and 
to $300,000 on September 
1, 1985.

Preliminary estimates 
show that nearly 80 percent 
of the more than 50,000 
inheritance tax returns sent 
to the Comptroller’s Office 
each year could be handled 
with the one-page declara­
tion of no tax due.

The new form is being 
made available in all county 
courthouses and through 
Texas attorneys.

It is also available from 
the Comptroller’s Inherit­
ance Tax Division as well as 
the Comptroller’s field off­
ices located throughout the 
state.

Inheritance taxes paid to 
the Comptroller during thei

last fiscal year amounted to 
$77.9 million.

Consult respective in­
secticide labels for specific 
rates of application and use 
precautions, advise the en­
tomologists.

McWhorter and Ham- 
man emphasize that the 
above insecticides will kill 
only those- grasshoppers 
present at spraying time or 
a short time thereafter. 
Followup applications will 
be needed, particularly in 
areas of high infestations, 
to control migrating grass­
hoppers.
