each year by all aliens in
the United States, with few
exceptions.

Forms on which to sub-
mit the reports are avail-
able at any Post Office or
Office of the Immigration
ialization Service. Persons
who are unable to pick up
forms because of illness, or

19 Tax Forms
OnThe Way

Approximately 374,471
Federal tax packages are on
their way to West Texas
taxpayers this week. The
IRTS sends taxpayers eith-
er a 1040 or 1040A package,
depending on the form the
taxpayer filed last year.
Taxpayers who need to file
a different form this year
because of a change in tax
status, can pick up the
proper form and schedules
from their local IRS office,
or from one of many post
offices which stock them.

Whether taxpayers use
the form the IRS send
them, or order a different
one, the IRS encourages
use of both the peel-off
label and pre-addressed,
coded, return envelope pro-
vided in the originally mail-
ed tax package.

return, lessen the chance of

making mistakes, and pro-
duce a faster refund for the
taxpayer.

The peel-off label, which
should be placed at the top
of the return, contains the
name, address and Social
Security number of the
taxpayer and, like the re
turn envelope, is specially-
coded to speed up the
sorting process.

If there is a mistake on
the label, or if the envelope
is marked with the incorrect
form number, the IRS said
the taxpayer should simply
make necesscary changes
in ink.

The step-by -step and
more spacious format of the
tax forms, retained from
last year, should make it
possible for most taxpayers
to complete their returns
with the aid of their in-
structions, according to the
IRS. The instructions take
the taxpayer through each
step of return completion
and are number-coded to
correspond to the lines on
the return.

Taxpayers who need ad-
ditional information before
deciding what credits, de-
pendents, or deductions
they should claim can order
any of some 70 specialized
IRS publications by using
the same order blank used
to order forms. These
publications are also avail-
able from most IRS offices.

An Ordinance of the City
Council of The City of
Sonora, Texas creating the
examining and supervising
board of electricians and
prescribing its powers and
duties; creating the office of
electrical inspector and pre-

Section 100

Examining and Supervis-
ing Board of Electricians.
101. That there is hereby
created a Board for the
examination of electricians
within the City of Sonora,
Texas, to be known as the
Examining and Supervising
Board of Electricians. Said
Board shall consist of three
members, one member
shall be a citizen of Sonora,
one member shall be the
Superintendent of City
Utilities of Sonora, Texas,
one member shall be a
AMaster Electrician of
City Utilities of Sonwora,
Texas, one member shall be
a Master Electrician of
Sonora, Texas. The mem-
bers of such Board shall be-
appointed by the ‘Mayor of
the City of Sonora, Texas,
within five (5) days after
this ordinance takes effect.

105. That any applicant
who fails to pass the written
examination shall not be

106. That no license shall
be issued for more than one
gear, and such license may
e renewed from year to
Kear upon application of the
older of such license and
approval by the examining
board.

Section 200

Electrical Inspector:

201. That the office of
Electrical Inspector in and
for the City of Sonora is
hereby created and said
office shall be filled by
appointment made by the

ayor with the approval of
the Council, within sixty
(60) days after the passage
of the ordinance,.and said

« Electrical Inspector shall

hold office for such time as
the Council shall direct.
Said Electrical Inspector
shall be well versed in the
rules and requirements of
the National Electrical
Code. Before assuming
authority conferred by this
ordinance, the Electrical In-
spector shall take an oath
usually administered to
other City Officials,” and
shiall give a bond to the City
of Sonora in the sum of One
Thousand Dollars
($1,000.00), conditional
upon the faithful perfor-
mance of his duties; said
bond to be issued by a
reputable bonding company
licensed to do business in
the State of Texas.

202. The Electrical In-
spector shall not engage in
the business of Master Elec-
trician as defined in this
ordinance, either directly or
indirectly within the City of
Sonora, Texas.

203. The salary of the
Electrical Inspector shall be
determined by the City
Council.

204. That the duties of the
Electrical Inspector shall be
as follows:

The Electrical Inspector
shall have entire super-
vision over the electrical
inspection of all electrical
work within the City of
Sonora, Texas and all ser-
vices outside the City limits
of Sonora served by the City
of Sonora Municipal Power
and Light.

205. The Electrical In-
spector shall have the au-
thority to appoint one or
more assistants to assist in

Electrical inspections, such
appointments to be approv-
ed by the Cité Council.

206. The Electrical In-
spector or his assistants
shall, upon application on
proper forms for the install-
ation of electrical wiring,
devices and equipment, and
upon payment of required

fees, make inspections of
all new electrical installa-
tions at such time as he may
deem necessary for the
urpose of the safe guard-
ng life and oroperty within
the City of Sonora, Texas.
207. That the Electrical
Inspector or his duly author-
ized assistants shall have

such Installations are found
dangerous to life and pro-
Eerty or to the work of the
ire Department or other-
wise not in conformity with
the existing or past ordi-
nances, he Is hereby em-
powered to disconnect such
parts of installations or to
order disconnection of elec-
tric service to any building
after having given notice in
writing, to the parties con-
cerned, and such defective
electric wiring shall not be
again connected until made
safe as directed by the
Electrical Inspector.
208. That it shall be
unlawful for any person to
interfere with the Electrical
Inspector or his assistants in
the discharge of their duties
or to prevent or in any
manner attempt to prevent
them from carrying out the
provisions of this ordinance.
209. That the Electrical
Inspector shall decide all
disputed questions pertain-
ing to the installation of all
electric wiring, devices and
equipment, hereinafter pro-
vided for in this ordinance,
shall be by said Electrical
Inspector interpreted by
taking into consideration
the National Electrical Code
and the National Safety
Code, and in the light of the
Standards generally recog-
nized by the trade concern-
ing the safe and proper
installation of electrical wir-
ing, devices and equipment.

210. That the Electrical
Inspector shall have the
right and authority to sus-
end the license of any

aster Electrician, upon
the violation of any portion
of this ordinance, and the
Electrical Inspector shall,
upon suspension, file with
the City Secretary a state-
ment setting forth the rea-
sons for such suspension, a
copy of such report to be

filed with the Secretary to
be delivered to the Master
Electrician, upon his re-
quest. If the Master Electri-
cian shall feel aggrieved by
such suspension, he may
notify the Clt?/ Council in
writing by delivery to the
City Secretary such notice
that he feels aggrieved, and
‘at the next"meeting of the
City Council, he may appear
and be heard. If, upon full
hearing before the City
Council, it is determined by
the City Council that such
suspension is not well
founded, such suspension
shall be rescinded by the
Council, or if the Council
shall determine that such
suspension -is well taken, it

shall by order, enter into the

sentative and qualifying for

Definitions:

401. That the term
““Master Electrician’’ as
used in this ordinance is
defined to mean and include
any person, firm or corpora-
tion engaged in the busi-
ness of installing or repair-
ing or contracting to install
or repair wires, conductors
and equipment used within
or on buildings for the
transmission of electrical
current for electric light,
heat, air conditioning or
signaling purposes, to-
gether with the fittings for
same necessary for the pro-
tection of such wires, con-
ductor and equipment.

402. That the term
‘““Journeyman Electrician”’
as used in this ordinance, is
defined to mean and include
any person who does not
contract with the owner of
any building (or other per-
son procuring the services
of an electrician) but works
for and under the direction
of a ‘“‘Master Electrician’’
and has a minimum of four
years experience as an
electrician.

Section 500

Permits:

501. That no wiring, de-
vices or equipment for the
transmission, distribution
or utilization of electrical
energy for light, power, air
conditioning or heat, shall
be installed within or on any
building or structure, not
shall any alteration or addi-
tion be made in such exist-
ing wiring, device or equip-
ment without first securing
a permit therefore from the
City Secretary and no such
permit shall be issued un-
_less the applicant. is the
holder of a license issued by
the City of Sonora to per-
form the class of work
described in such permit or
is otherwise authorized by
this ordinance.

502. Application for such
permit, describing the work
to be done, stating the
jocation of the work,
whether the work will con-
sist of a new installation,
or addition to, or alteration
of an old installation, and
the name of the owner or
occupant, shall be made in
writing to the City Secretary
by the person, firm or
corporation installing the
work, and permit, when
issued shall be to such
applicant. The person, firm
or corporation making appli-
cation for such permit shall
state in the application the
sizes of conductors to be
used in or upon any building
for all services, mains, feed-
ers, and sub-feeders, the
areas to be served by such
conductors, also showing
the basis used in computing

the required size of such
conductors and shall, when
required by the electrical
inspector, file with him
complete plans and sreclfi-
cations for the installation
necessary to determine
whether the instaliation as
described will be.in confor-
mity with the requirements
of this ordinance. It shall be
the duty of the applicant of
the permit to furnish a
detailed list, as required in
the ordinance, of all items
subject to permit fees be-
fore a permit will be issued
and electrical work can be
started by the applicant.

load. No branch circuit or
switch shall be installed
with-wire smaller than No.
12, B&S Guage.

704. That in no instance
shall the main service en-
trance be small than three
(3) No. 6, copper conductor
or equivalent.

705. That each service
entrance shall be grounded
at the meter or service
switch. The ground shall be
No. 6, or larger, and sup-
ported along its entire
length.

sulate them at all points of
