Jaycees Begin Ambulance Trust Fund
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The Sonora Jaycees have initiated 
a drive to raise funds for the 
purchase of a new ambulance for 
Sutton County. The Jaycees made 
the announcement during Monday’s 
Commissioners Court meeting.

The Jaycees voted last Thursday 
to begin the drive with a $200 
donation. The funds will be kept in 
the Sutton County Trust Fund at the 
First National Bank. The estimated 
cost for the new ambulance ranges 
between $30,000 and $37,000 de­
pending on the type purchased.

“ We felt that something needed 
to be done now to begin gathering 
funds for the purchase of a new 
ambulance,” said Jaycee President 
Steve Swift. “ While the county has 
allocated funds for substantial re­
pairs to the present ambulance, the 
need for an additional emergency 
vehicle has become painfully ob­
vious recently. The County Govern­
ment does not, at this time, have 
funds available for the purchase of 
another ambulance and this is an 
excellent opportunity for the citizens 
of Sutton County to ban together

and provide this needed service” 
Swift went on to say.

Prices have been received on two 
different vehicles which would be 
useable. One is built on a dual rear 
wheel van frame and would cost 
about $30,000. The other is built on 
a one ton truck frame with dual rear 
wheels and four wheel drive at a 
cost of about $37,000.

All donations are tax deductible. 
Checks should be made payable to 
the Sutton County Community Trust 
Fund and earmarked for purchase of 
the new ambulance.
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Commissioners Court Held Monday 
Humorous Proposals Heard

The Sutton County Commission­
ers held their regular monthly meet­
ing in the Courthouse Monday to 
consider numerous proposals on 
their agenda.

The most intriguing issue on the 
agenda was a disagreement be­
tween two ranchers who share the 
Davis Ranch Road north of Sonora 
off Hwy. 277.

Jimmy Cahill asked the Commis­
sioners to classify this road, which is 
county maintained into one of three 
existing classifications and request­
ed permission by the Court to erect 

j a gate across the roadway to prevent 
his livestock from crossing the 
existing cattleguard and getting into 
the neighboring ranch. . According 
to his attorney, Truett Smith of San 
Angelo, “ at the present time, there 
is nothing to keep the goats on the 
Cahill ranch from crossing cattle- 
guard after cattleguard and on up to 
Hwy 277.”

the County now maintains three 
classes of roads. Classes one and 
two are essentially the same, roads 
must have cause ways of not less 
than 40 feet in width and 100 feet 
from barditch to barditch, while a 

, class three road, which is designat- 
^ed as a public road and maintained 

by the county must be not less than 
20 feet wide with a cause way of not 
less than 12 feet wide.

Ranchers who share the Davis 
Ranch Road were divided over the 
issue. Holland Beck, the daughter 
of Mr. Bacon, a neighboring ranch­
er, stated that her father felt that a 
bump gate is dangerous to personal 
vehicles who travel the road. O.R. 
McWhorter, another rancher stated 
that he felt that a gate was neces- 
scary to keep Mr. Cahill's goats on 
his ranch and off his feed lots.

The Commissioners agreed that 
the road in question was undoubted­
ly a class three road and gave Mr. 
Cahill permission to erect a gate 
across the roadway with the follow- 

! ing stipulations. 1) the gate must

be at least eight feet wide 2) the 
gate must remain unlocked, and 3) 
the gate must have a post to hitch it 
so that the person traveling on the 
road will be able to prop the gate 
open to get through it.

The County Commissioners a- 
greed that all county maintained 
roadways should be classified to 
prevent anay future confusion. A 
public hearing will be set at a future 
date to gain input from all ranchers, 
about the classification of all ranch 
roads. The Court expects to have all 
roads classified within the next 60 
days.

Dennis Robertson, Hospital Ad­
ministrator and Mike Stallard and 
Pat Campbell, ambulance atten­
dants requested the Commissioners 
to consider their difficulty at the 
hospital with their ambulance situat­
ion. The ambulance which serves 
Sutton County at this time, was 
purchased in 1974. It presently has 
approximately 78,000 miles on it 
and the chassis is in complete 
disrepair. The module in which the 
injured patient is carried is in good 
condition, but the chassis will have 
to be replaced. The Commissioners 
agreed to replace the chassis with a 
new one, and granted the request 
by the Hospital representatives to 
purchase a new portable suction 
machine for the ambulance at a cost 
of $385.00. The County Commiss­
ioners discussed the Hospital’s 
problem of getting payment from 
patients who use the Ambulance 
service and the possible need for a 
rate increase.

The Commissioners were then 
briefed by Don Wilson of the Texas 
Wildlife Department on the propos­
ed regulations for the coming hunt­
ing season. The proposal with the 
most impact on Sutton County 
concerns the harvesting of Antler­
less Deer. According to Mr. 
Wilson, there have been only 20 
percent of the Antlerless Deer 
Permits issued. The proposal would 
make it legal to hunt for doe or

female deer.
Other proposals of interest to 

Sutton County residents concern the 
deletion of a javelina hog hunting 
season. The only stipulation is that 
the hunter kill no more than 2 
javelina per hunter per day. Turkey 
hunters will be pleased to note that 
the Wildlife Department has made it 
legal to kill two turkey of either sex 
with a bag limit of two per day. 
Quail season bag limits will not be 
set until September when the Wild­
life Department has completed it 
survey of existing quail population. 
Fur traders will have five days after 
the end of trapping season to sell 
their green pelts. The Commission­
ers approved the proposals from the 
Wildlife Department.

The Commissioners also discuss­
ed the problem with the erection of 
the new jail. To date, the new 
facility has cost $923,567,54. There 
are still many difficulties to be 
remedied, however. The drainage 
of rainwater around the new jail is 
yet to be satisfactorially completed. 
Commissisoner Juan Carlos Gon­
zales proposed that the Commis­
sioners request that all the black 
dirt utilized by the contractor at the 
site by removed immediately at the 
contractors expense.

The Fire Department Budget was 
discussed with City Manager Jim 
Dover. The City and County half 
the expenses of the Fire Depart­
ment. The County , however, has 
not in the recent past, been able to 
consider the proposals of the De- ■ 
partment, and are handed a bill at 
the end of a quarter without any 
consideration of the proposals of the 
Department. County Auditor Char­
les Graves requested that the Coun­
ty Commissioners be informed of 
the activities and acquisitions of the 
Department in the future.

The Commissioners Court will 
begin soliciting bids from bus­
inesses for the purchase of radio 
equipment for County Road and 
Bridge Department crews.

Screwworm 
Eradication 
A Success

Steady progress is being 
made in eradicating screw- 
worms, a flesh eating para­
site of all warm blooded 
animals, from the United 
States and northern Mex­
ico, says a U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture 
(USDA) veterinarian.

“The Rio Grande Valley 
is the only part of the 
United States being treated 
with sterile screwworm 
flies now,” reported Dr. 
James E. Novy, Director of 
the Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection Service 
(APHIS) Screwworm Lab­
oratory. Mission based air­
craft are dispersing sterile 
flies in northeast Mexico.

On the >vest slope the 
most northerly area being 
treated is more than 100 
miles south of the Arizona 
and U.S. border.

“This makes it even 
more important than be­
fore that samples of all 
worms found in wounds in 
any warm blooded animal 
be collected and sent to the 
Screwworm Laboratory for 
identification. Early de­
tection will give Program 
officials the best chance to 
prevent massive screw­
worm outbreaks in the 
southwestern United 
States,” says Novy.

No lab confirmed screw­
worm cases from Arizona 
have been collected since 
November; from New Mex­
ico or Texas since Septem­
ber; and California’s last 
known case came in Au­
gust.

A 50 percent cut in the 
number of sterile screw­
worm flies packaged at, 
and dispersed from, the 
Douglas, Arizona, distri­
bution center was made 
Dec. 1. By the end of 
January all packaging and 
distribution work at Doug­
las had ceased.

The number of sterile 
flies being distributed by 
the center at Hermosillo, 
Mexico, is being reduced 
by half as of Feb. 1. ^

In December and Janu­
ary two new distribution 
centers, at Mazatlan and at 
Culiacan, opened in north­
west Mexico. The Mexico 
- United States Commiss­
ion for Screwworm Eradi­
cation started packaging 
sterile flies at Guadalajara 
for distribution in north­
west Mexico.

A supervisory staff is 
being maintained at Doug­
las. They will be involved 
in sterile fly distribution in 
Mexico and also watching 
for appearance of the para­
site in New Mexico, Ari­
zona, or California. They 
will be ready to start con­
trol measures for any out­
break that threatens these 
states.

Hightower Begins Campaign 
For RRC Chairman

The Connally for Presi­
dent Committee qualified 
John Connally for a spot on 
the Texas Republican bal­
lot for president by turning 
in 27,000-plus names to the 
State Republican Party of­
fice, more than five times 
the number of qualified 
voters needed.

Texas Campaign Chair­
man Paul Eggers person­
ally delivered the signa­
tures to the party head­
quarters after holding a 
news conference at the 
State Capitol.

“ There are actually 
more than 30,000 qualified

voters on these petition,” 
Eggers said, “ but we had 
the workers stop counting 
at 27,000 because they 
needed to get to work on 
the big upcoming nation­
wide telethon Governor 
Connally will hold February 
14.”

Eggers said the Com­
mittee gathered 3,488 
pages of names to turn in 
to qualify Govenor Con­
nally for a spot on the May 
3 Primary Ballot. He said 
some had more than the 10 
signatures each page had 
lines to accommodate and 
some were half-filled.

“ I would say there are 
well over 30,000 names of 
qualified voters,” he said. 
“ There is no doubt that the 
people of Texas support 
Govenor Connally, and 
they are the people who 
know him best.”

Eggers said workers had 
obtained enough signa­
tures in Harris County a- 
lone (5,600 names) to qual­
ify Connally for the ballot. 
He added that 4,200 names 
were turned in from Dallas 
County.

Eggers said more signa­
tures were coming in daily, 
but would not be included

in the total.
“ We are obviously quite 

pleased with this express­
ion of widespread grass­

Railroad Commission 
candidate Jim Hightower, 
citing “ strong grassroots 
support,”  last Monday 
turned in petitions bearing 
more than 5,700 signatures 
as he filed to place his 
name on the May 3rd 
Democratic primary ballot.

“Voters are finding out 
what the Texas Railroad 
Commission is and what 
i t ’s been doing to the 
consumers of this state,” 
Hightower said. “ And once 
they know, we’ve got them. 
The commissioners can run 
but this time they can’t 
hide.

“We’ve collected signa­
tures from voters in more 
than 55 counties, from

Orange to El Paso, from 
Texarkana to Laredo, from 
Denison to McAllen, and all 
points in between. We’re 
generating stronger and 
earlier grassroots support 
than a Railroad Commis­
sion campaign ever has 
before, and that’s a sign of 
the voters’ discontent with 
this agency, which has 
been taking money from 
every Texan’s pocketbook 
while taking its marching 
orders from the utility 
giants and other industries 
it’s supposed to be protect­
ing us from.

The Railroad Com­
mission’s Natural Gas Poli­
cy Act Section reported 
this week that as of Feb.l 
oil and gas operators have 
filed 19,849 applications 
for determinations of new 
gas well production and 
pricing categories under 
the federal Natural Gas 
Policy Act of 1978.

The Commission initiat­
ed the well classification 
program in December 1978 
pursuant to NGPA man­
date and guidelines set 
forth by the Federal Ener­
gy Regulatory Commiss­
ion.

Under the federal rules 
and corresponding RRC 
policies, the section is re­
sponsible for processing 
applications filed by oper­
ators requesting gas well

determinations under one 
of five different producing 
and pricing categories of 
the NGPA.

Operator applications 
are reviewed through sect­
ion statistical checklists fol­
lowed by public hearing 
and ultimately are brought 
before the Commission for 
final action.

Through Jan. 28, the 
Commission has approved 
3,765 applications for the 
requested NGPA produc­
ing and pricing categories, 
according to the section 
report. Five applications 
have been denied.

A total of 3,448 of the 
applications have been 
transmitted to the FERC. 
The federal agency has the 
power to reverse or re­
mand applications acted on 
and transmitted by the

RRC Another 312 applicat­
ions are in the microfilm­
ing status before being 
sent to the FERC.

Energy Cutback Spells Disaster
Any cutback in available 

energy supplies would 
have a. majo.r effect on the 
industrial production and 
military capabilities of the 
U.S., as well as on trans­
portation and the heating 
or cooling of the nation’s 
homes and offices. Rail­
road Commissioner Mack 
Wallace said today.

■ “ We are also talking 
about the energy which is 
consumer in great quanti­
ties by the petrochemical 
industry to make office 
machinery and office sup­
plies, eyeglasses, clothes, 
carpeting, furniture.... the 
list goes on and on,” 
Wallace said in an address 
to the 22nd Annual County 
Judges and Commissioners 
Conference.

Wallace gas maintained, 
since 1973, that depend­
ence on foreign crude oil 
supplies would leave the 
United States “ wide open 
to blackmail,” that our 
armed forces have remain­
ed potent because of do­

mestic energy production, 
and that we must do every­
thing possible to prevent 
the nation from becoming

more dependent on foreign 
/rude oil.

Unfortunately, he added, 
our oil impotts have more 
than doubled since 1973, 
and the Middle Eastern 
and African nations which 
supply most of our oil are 
now threatened by the So­
viet Union while the United 
States is being held hos­
tage to a “ convoluted Aya­
tollah and a band of guer­
illas posing as student.”

Wallace pointed to the 
Straight of Hormuz as one 
of the weakest links in the 
oil supply line to the U.S.

“Through this straight, 
every 21 minutes on the 
average, a tanker exits on 
its way to Europe, Japan or 
the United States,” he 
said. “ Only since the 
Soviet invasion of Afghani­
stan have the people in 
Washington paid much at­
tention to it.”

The Commissioner add­
ed that production incen­
tives, in addition to conser­
vation, must be provided 
as the backbone of any 
national energy policy if 
the U.S. is to keep its 
position as leader of the

free world.
However, he said, “ un­

realistic Environmental 
Protection Agency stand­
ards have shut down 700 
foundries and 275 coal­
burning utility plants in 
recent years.” he explain­
ed that domestic coal pro­
duction has dropped from 
16.8 tons a day to 7.6 tons 
a day in the last nine 
years, while the number of 
nuclear reactors ordered 
has dropped from 35 in 
1973 to none last year.

Wallace told the group 
he agreed with Secretary of 
Agriculture Bob Berg- 
land’s assessment that 
“the way to control inflat­
ion is to produce.” The 
Commissisoner added that 
“neither fighter planes,

nor tractors, nor destroy­
ers, nor combines will get 
very far without the diesel 
or gasoline to run them.”

Although Texas has pro­
duced 43.5 billion barrels 
of oil in its history, the 
state’s production is not 
limitless, accor^ng to Wal­
lace who provided these

statistics:
In 1972, nearly 3.5 mill­

ion barrels of oil per day 
were produced in the state 
from 167,000 wells, as well 
as more than 26 billion 
cubic feet of gas from 
23,000 wells. By 1979,
Texas produced an esti­
mated 2.7 million barrels 
of oil per day from more 
than 168,000 wells, and 
about 19 billion cubic feet 
of gas per day from 33,000 
wells.

“ So as you can see, it is 
taking Texas more drilling 
to produce less oil and 
gas,” the Commissioner 
said, adding that deregu­
lation and the use of the 
free enterprise system has 
been proven itself in the 
past.

Some Congressmen be­
lieve that regulating ener­
gy prices is the cure-all to 
the nation’s problems, 
Wallace said, “but you 
don’t have to go to Har­

vard or Yale or be a 
Congressman to know 
that’s not ture.” He ex­
plained, using the home- 
spurn logic of Dugan Porter
of Athens, that deregulat­
ion is not the ogreit is 
sometimes made to be.

Porter was paid one dol­
lar for a 12-hour work day 
at a gasoline station in 
1940. “ But,” Porter said, 
“ if you stop to think about 
it, gas is not as high now 
according to what we’re 
making as it was then. I

made eight cents an hour, 
and gas was ten cents a 
gallon, so I had to work 
more than an hour to buy 
one gallon of gas. Now 
most people make four to 
five dollars an hour, but

gas is only one dollars or 
so a gallon, so you can get 
several gallons with an 
hour’s wages.”

In conclusion, Wallace 
maintained that the U.S. 
must be prepared, “ with 
the energy to make (pre 
paredness) real,” to meet 
military challenges and to 
insure the health of our

domestic economy. The 
nation must unite “ as one 
wheel with many spokes, 
all determined to move the 
United States in the direct­
ion of energy production, 
self reliance, domestic 
prosperity and national se­
curity,” he said.

John Poerner Announces For Re-Election
John Poerner of Hondo, 

Chairman of the Railroad 
Commission of Texas, has 
announced for re-election 
to a full six year term. He 
filed last week to run in the 
May 3 Democratic primary.

The former Texas legisla­
tor and administrator was 
appointed two years ago to 
fill the unexpired term left 
when the late Jim Langdon 
resigned. Poerner was later 
elected in the next series of 
elections, winning all but 
about ten counties in Texas 
over a field of Democratic 
and one Republican oppo­
nents.

“ 1 am running on my two 
year record of service on 
the Railroad Commission, 
which 1 am proud to present 
to the people of Texas who 
elected me in 1978,” Poer­
ner said. “ My pledge is to 
continue with my duties as 
a sound conservative state 
administrator, and as an 
advocate of a strong Texas 
economy,” he stated.

Poerner also said he is 
convinced th a t the Railroad 
C om m iss ion  m u s t ag a in  
pay grea ter attention to

passenger train service, in 
view of the high costs of 
transportation today. H6 
has ordered a study of high 
speed “ bullet trains” to 
connect Dallas, Fort Worth, 
Houston and San Antonio, 
making the trip in about 
two hours. He says that 
Japanese success with the 
idea over the past fifteen 
years, and its high profit­
ability, makes it something 
needed in Texas to help 
eliminate traffic congestion 
and to save on high fuel 
costs.

At a series of press 
conferences around the 
state last week, Poerner 
said that Texas needs to 
make more aggressive ef­
forts in developing all 
forms of energy, including 
gasohol, synthetic fuel, lig­
nite, coal, and also solar 
and nuclear energy. He 
also feels that wherever 
dams and water supplies 
permit, Texas must install 
hydro-electric generators.

He is also asking for 
improved public transpor­
tation services, including 
better bus schedules for

small communities across 
the state. “ My number one 
goal, if re-elected, is to 
make it possible for trans­
portation services of all 
kinds to move people where 
they need to go faster and 
cheaper, and to use less 
energy, wherever it is prac­
tical and possible,” Poer­
ner said.

Poerner also emphasized 
the major conflict of in­
terest issue in the forth­
coming race for the Demo­
cratic nomination with a 
wealthy young legislator 
from ^ s t  Texas. Poerner 
said there is no way Buddy 
Temple can separate his 
family’s vast conglomerate 
interests from those of the 
Railroad Commission, since 
the empire controlled by 
the multi-millionaire East 
Texas family includes the 

■use of regulated motor 
carriers, freight trains, pro­
duction and use of oil and 
gas on the millions of acres 
of timber lands and in their 
manufacturing.

The commission chair­
man said he has no con­
flicts, personal, family or

corporate--in contrast to 
those of his opponent’s 
family.

A professional land sur­
veyor, Poerner served three 
terms in the Texas House of 
Representatives from 
March 1979 to January

1975, and also as Director 
of the Governor’s Com­
mittee on the Aging. He 
has served on other state 
boards, and has been the
recipient of many honors 
and awards.

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Tower Blocks Hospital Regulations
FROM THE OFFICE OF 

SENATOR JOHN TOWER.
U.S. Sefiator John Tower 

(R-Texas) onpe again has 
pone to bat for rural hos­
pitals. ,

Tower is co-sponsoring 
legislation to block regulat­
ions which set unrealisti­
cally high certification re­
quirements for laboratory 
personnel. The U.S. De-1

partment of Health, Edu­
cation and Welfare rulse 
would be a crippling if not 
fatal financial blow to 350 
small hospitals in Texas, 
the senator explained.

“ The bureaucrats who 
wrote these rules would 
require the 50-bed rural 
hospital to meet the same 
personnel standards as a 

“major metropolitan medical

center,’’tower noted. 
“They show no awareness 
for the role of the small 
hospital and the vital ser­
vices it provides to people 
who otherwise would have 
to travel many miles for 
emergency care.”

“ We fought the same 
mantality in 1977, when 
HEW was trying to impose 

. guidelines which would

have closed scores of Texas 
hospitals,” he added.' 
“ But we stopped them 
then, and we expect to 
block this latest foray in 
ill-conceived over-regulat­
ion.”

The new rules in essence 
would require a medical 
doctor, or a person of 
equivalent training and ex­
perience, to be hired as

technical supervisor, and a 
person with a college de­
gree to be on duty any time 
lab work is performed.

“ Many hospital admini­
strators have told me there 
is a real shortage of people 
with these qualifications, 
and that the salary require­
ments would bankrupt they 
laboratory operations. 
Small hospitals are able to

provide the kind of labora­
tory work they need to 
serve their patients with 
skilled technicians who can 
call on consultants when 
they need assistance,” the 
senior senator from Texas 
said.

' “ There rules could be 
interpeted in such a way 
that a skilled technician 
couldn’t come in at night to

run an emergency room 
test without the presence 
of a supervisor who meets 
HEW standards,”  Tower 
noted.

“ No one, least of all the 
dedicated people who pro­
vide rural health care, 
wants to allow poor labora­
tory service. But I am 
convinced doctors and ho­
spital administrators know

the capabilities of their 
staffs and facilities, and 
maintain high standards in 
their work,” Tower con­
cluded.
