CATTLE! They foresee for *4.5 an increase in the num­
ber of cattle and calves slaughtered, partially as a 
result of the tendency to reduce the size of herds. 
'ITiey also expect an increase in the number ef cattls 
fed for slaughter. From 1946 to 1949, they expect a 
gradual decline in slaughtering, with yearly slaughter 
around 28 to 29 million heed.
