The National Geography Bee is a
nationwide contest for students in
grades four through eight.
Sponsored by National Geographic
WORLD and Amtrak®, the Bee is
under the direction of the National
Geographic Society. With a first-
place prize of a $25,000 college
scholarship--and other prizes
totaling more than $100,000 in
additional scholarships, cash, and
classroom materials--the Bee is
designed to encourage the teaching
and study of geography. Students
from all 50 states, the District of
Columbia, Guam, Puerto Rico,

American Samoa, the Northern.

Mariana Islands, the U. S. Virgin
Islands, and Department of Defense
Dependents Schools are
participating in the 1991-92
National Geography Bee.

There are three levels of
competition: school, state, and
national. To compete for
advancement from the school to the
state level, the winning student in
each school must take a written,
multiple-choice Qualifying Test.
As many as a hundred of the
highest scoring students in a state
or territory advance to the state
level. The first-place winner in
each state and territory advances to
the national level.

The National Geographic Society
provides the questions and answers
for the Bee. Questions at all levels
of the Bee address the subject of

The
total tax for a month will be listed
as a separate item on the bill.

A typical WTU residential
customer who uses 600 kilowatt
hours will see about a 30 cent

knowledge of place-names is basic
to geography.

The state and
national levels of the Bee may
include questions requiring
interpretation of maps, graphs, and
photographs.

increase on their monthly electric
bill as a result of the new tax. The
factors used to collect the tax will
vary according to the type of
customer. For example the amount
of tax a commercial and a
residential customer pays will be
different.

These recent actions cap off a
ycar of activity involving the PUC
and WTU. Most of the activity
was initiated by WTU and centered
around reducing customer’s bills or
stimulating the West Texas
economy.

In June and October customers
received good news f[rom the
company in the form of reduced fuel
factors and a fuel credit. These
reductions were a direct result of the
company’s efforts to reduce fucl
costs.

In December the company filed a
request to offer three new services
designed to attract new business and
help existing businesses. The three
ncw services were in the form of
tariffs or rates which cover
economic development,
interruptible service and curtailable
service. If approved by the PUC,
these services would strengthen
efforts to maintain a viable West
Texas economy.

If your freezer has ever stopped
running due to a power failure or
mechanical problem, then you
know the panicky feeling you have
when you think about losing a
freezer full of food.

The most important thing to
remember is that if the freezer door
is kept closed, a fully loaded freezer
will keep foods frozen for two days;
a freezer partially filled will keep
food cold for only about a day.

If the power will be off for
several days or if your freezer can’t
be repaired quickly, you may want
to check with neighbors or a food
locker plant in your area to see if
your food can be stored there.

(When transporting food, wrap in
newspapers and pack in cardboard
boxes to help prevent thawing.)

If neither of these options is
available, use dry ice. Place ice in
the freezer as soon as possible; 25
pounds will keep the temperature
below freezing for three to four days
in a full 10-cubic-foot freezer and
about two to three days in a half-
full freezer the same size. (Locate
dry ice by checking the Yellow
Pages.)

Never touch dry ice with bare
hands, as it will burn; always wear

f your freezer goes out

gleves. Wrap the ice block in
several thicknesses of heavy paper,
and place wrapped block on heavy
cardboard or small boards over the
food packages but not directly on
them.

Once the power is restored or
your freezer is repaired, check foods
carefully to determine the extent of
thawing. Get rid of any food that is
off-color or has a strange odor.

You may safely refreeze food if it
still has ice crystals or if the freezer
temperature is below 40F. and has
not been at that temperature longer
than one or two days. Foods
warmed to 40F. or higher are
probably unfit for refreezing.

You can refreeze thawed fruit that
still smells and tastes good. Or use
it: immediately for ‘cooking and

smaking jam, jelly, and preserves.

Meats and poultry should be
examined carefully. If they still
have ice crystals, they may be safe
to refreeze. Look carefully at the
color, and check the odor. If there
is any question, get rid of them.

Shellfish, vegetables, and cooked
foods such as TV dinners, leftovers,
pies, and ice cream spoil quickly.
Once thawed, don’t refreeze-throw
them away.

It’s kind of strange moving to
Sonora, Texas. There is nothing
that can truly prepare one for the
experience.

As a probationary member of the
Southwest Texas Annual
Conference of the United Methodist
Church, I knew that I could be
assigned to a church anywhere from
Brownsville to north of Austin,
from Columbus and Victoria to as
far west as McCamey. That’s a lot
of territory. While waiting out my
first assignment, my wife, Sheryl
and I spent many evenings with a
map speculating about where the
Lord and bishop would send us.
Oh, there was the rumor mill. It
was a lock. I was going to Corpus.
“Now I can’t say how I know,” said
one well-placed source, “but its a
lock, you’re on your way to
Corpus.” Sheryl called U-Haul,
Ryder and every other rental truck
outfit seeking a good rate for the
move to Corpus. When the official

" word came down, it turned out that

I was on my way to Austin. “We
look forward to having you in
Austin,” said another well-placed
source.

“This is a lock.” The next day,
after Ariel (our six year old) had
been promised ice skating lessons
and other exotic city things, and
Sheryl had spend the day on the
phone rearranging our truck
reservation, I got another call.
“Well how are you Clay?” said the
familiar voice. Uh oh, perhaps we
should find a new locksmith. “We
have had a change in plans, you’re
going to Sonora.”

Sonora? Where is Sonora. Well
it took a while but we found it
there on the map. A way out I 10
from San Antonio and south of San
Angclo.

We packed up the truck and
moved on to Sonora. Two days
cross country with two dogs, a cat,
a three month old, a six year old,
my wife, my dad and me.  We
pulled into Sonora around one in
the afternoon, tired, hungry, and
dreading the unloading of the
biggest rental truck on the market
filled beyond capacity. We were
expecting a welcoming party of 4
or 5 faithful souls, but we never
expected what awaited us. There
was a group of women on hand to
make sure the house was clean,
there was a group of folks there to
make sure we were fed. And there
was a group of young and not so

- young men ready to help us unload.

We were not met by three or four
folks, but 15 or 20. It took us less
than an hour to unload a truck that
took 12 to load. It was also
surprising that not all of folks who
helped us were Methodist. There
were folks from several different
churches equally baking, sweeping

and sweating. Robert Gallion is a
good example. He can move more
than just defensive linemen. You
ought to see him grab a hold on an
antique piano. And, he’s a Baptist!
We knew then that we were going
to like it here.

Then I met my colleagues. The
Episcopal priest has an alter ego
that is a chuck wagon cook. The
Baptist minister is a gunsmith and
member of the Texas Army, and the
Church of Christ minister doubles
as a wildlife and wedding
photographer. Talk about a unique
group. I proved my uniqueness
when I showed up at the dinner
theater in a genuine coon skin hat.
My fellows are not only a little
strange but they are all wonderful
men of God. It’s kind of hard on
Lewis Allen and Father Bill being
SO sane.

My most difficult problem has

‘been dealing with the issue of rain

prayers. For many years there was
a saying among computer
professionals “you’ll never get fired
buying from IBM.” The corollary
for ministers in West Texas was
“you’ll never get in trouble praying
for rain.” Neither are true anymore.
After my first sermon here a fine
fcllow came up to me and said,
“preacher, that was a good service,
it might be a good idea though if
you would make it a practice to pay
for rain.” I can take a hint, so each
week I besieged the creator for rain.

Everything was fine for the first
couple of months, then it was
shearing season. “Let us pray, Oh
God please let it rain.” I was proud
of me, but you know how God
feels about pride, and I soon
discovered how ranchers feel about
rain during shearing. “Preacher,”
said my advisor, “now about that
prayer for rain.” Yes, I thought to
myself it was rather a good one.
“Now, if it rains and my goats die I
won’t have any money for offering,
and we both might go hungry,
‘cause if my goats die so do all of
the other ranchers’ goats and we are
all in trouble. I'll let you know
when to pray for rain again.” So I
got it, pray for rain unless its
shearing season, or maybe I should
let the spirit move.

Sonora is wonderful! We love it
here, but for more reasons than you
might think. After we had been
here several months we were having
dinner with a family. In the middle
of the meal Ariel, who is six going
on forty, pipes up and says, “My
daddy loves it here in Sonora.” The
local family was bursting with
civic pride when they asked her
why. Surely it was the people or
maybe the climate, or maybe the
church. “He could not wait to get
out the last place we were in.” Out
of the mouth of babes.
