Espy to cut bureaucracy before 
closing USDA field  offices

W ash ing ton  , J a n . 27 - to promote farm income and newJ a n . 27
Proclaiming his intention to send a 
'■powerful message to the American 
taxpayer and the American grower 
and producer," Secretary o f 
Agriculture Mike Espy said today 
that he will propose reorganizing 
the Washington-based bmeaucracy 
o f the U. S. Department o f 
Agriculture before he supports 
closing any state field offices.

In an interview today with USDA 
Radio, Espy said, "The first thing 
we must do at USDA is to re-visit 
the issue of restructuring, both at 
the Washington level and out in the 
field. As I have already stated, 
before I review any plans that 
would close field offices, I would 
first like to send a message to the 
Am erican taxpayer and the 
American grower and producer that 
we are going to look after our shop 
in Washington by cutting and 
consohdating and reducing oveifaead 
in Washington first. Then, we can 
consider looking toward closing or 
consohdating our divisions out in 
the field and promoting regulatoiy 
simplification.

"The Department has come under 
criticism recently — and over a 
number of years — for the bloated 
nature o f its bureaucracy," Espy 
continued. "The fact is that the 
Department is perceived by many in 
the field to be archaic and outmoded 
in many ways. I realize that in 
many ways perception is not 
reality, for we have many fine 
employees at USDA working hard

"I think that it is very important 
that, as the first action o f the new 
USDA, we show our new president.

the Federal Register by the 
outgoing Bush Administration. 
Espy is expected to announce his 
own reorganization plan in the near 
future.

BEWARE: Killers in the kitchen
by David R. Smith, M. D.

These days, the Jolly Roger's 
skull and crossbones have been 
replaced by Mr. Yuk and several 
more sophisticated, international 
symbols for various types of 
toxins. But poison, behind any 
label, remain a serious threat to 
human life--especially to very 
yoimg life.

For sale in the U. S. there are 
hundreds o f common household 
products, containing thousand of 
chemicals, many of which are toxic 
to humans. Chances are good that 
a dozen or so of these products are 
stored under your kitchen sink.

In Texas, the threat posed by 
these toxins is especially dangerous 
because we do not have an adequate 
system o f poison prevention and 
control. Last year, an estimated 
160,000 Texans were victims of 
accidental poisoning. More than 60 
percent were children younger than 
6 years old.

Most of these poisonings could 
have been prevented~or the effects 
o f the poison more quickly 
counteracted—if information about 
poison were more readily available. 
But this state has only two such 
somces of information: the Texas 
State Poison Center in Galveston 
and the North Texas Poison Center 
in Dallas. Both are underfimded and 
overwhelmed.

Both centers employ poison 
specialists who respond to 
emergency phone calls 24 hours a 
day. Both were certified by the 
American Association of Poison 
Control Centers, but the Galveston 
facihty, receiving more than 32,000

calls a year, has now lost its 
certification because its poison 
control specialists' workloads are 
thought to be so heavy that quahty 
is compromised. And the Dallas 
center, responding to about 70,000 
calls a year, has appealed to 
outlying cities and counties to 
assume financial responsibihty for 
calls from their areas. The service 
will be discontinued for those not 
agreeing to share the cost.

In 1989, the state legislature 
recognized the impending problem 
and au thorized the Texas 
Department of Health (TDH) to 
develop a statewide network of
regional poison centers. The 
legislation also established the 
Poison Control Coordinating 
Committee to help the department 
set up the network. However, no 
funding was provided.

Despite this stumbling block, the 
coordinating committee has met 
regularly and has developed a plan
for the network—including six 
regional centers. In addition to 
stabiUzing the centers in Dallas and 
Galveston, the committee is 
proposing poison control centers in 
Amarillo, El Paso, San Antonio 
and Temple.

Now TDH, upon the advice of 
committee members, is requesting 
$2 m illion to support the 
development of this network for the 
next two years. That may seem 
like a lot of money, especially in
such financially strapped times, but 
i f  is a life-saving, cost-saving 
investment.

Poison control ceiiters often 1 
provide information that allows 1 
victims to be treated at home, thus 7 
avoiding costly ambulance calls and. j
trips to overburdened emergency '  
rooms. For example, poison- j 
related problems in 80 percent off;

rooms—saving perhaps $25,000 int; 
needless transporta tion  and~; 
treatment costs.

In addition, a 1991 study founcÇ; 
that poison-related self-referrals t(ÿ, 
health care facihties were four times^ 
higher in areas without poisorf 
centers, resulting in health c a r i  
costs three times greater than the; 
amount needed to operate a poisom 
control center. ;

As the father of young children; 
as a pediatrician and as your stately, 
health official, I hope the 
legislature honors our request for 
funding a statewide poison control 
network in Texas. Such a networls 
would be cost effective as well as 
health effective, and it would make 
good common sense.

In the meantime, if  you thinks 
your child  has sw allow em  
som ething tha t m ight be 
poisonous, call 214-590-5000 in 
Dallas or 409-765-1420 in 
Galveston. But don't be surprised if 
you get a busy signal. Be reacfy for
