After Dr. Johnson called the 
meeting to order, the Oath of Office 
was given by Kathy Knight, Notary 
Public, to the elected officials, 
Virginia Epps and Sherrill 
Dannheim. They were also present­
ed with a Certificate of Election.

Motion was made by Claire 
Richards, seconded by Sherrill 
Dannheim. to elect Alvis Johnson, 
Jr., as President and Ray Smith as 
Vice-President hy acclamation. 
Motion carried.

Kathy Knight was reelected as 
Board Secretary and Carolyn Lara as 
Alternate Board Secretary.

After the previous meetings’ 
minutes were approved. Dr. Johnson 
reported that he had visited with Rex 
Ann Friess and the only new infor­
mation is that Louis Dreyfus reject­
ed the offer that the Appraisal 
District made to them, to settle the 
lawsuit for $2.15.

Discussion was held regarding 
the vacancy of a Director for Pet. 2. 
The list of residents in Pet. 2 was 
reviewed and several names were 
discussed. Paul Chevalier was con­
tacted and he stated that he would 
consider the appointment if his 
employer would allow him to hold 
an office.

Mr. Hendrus reported that he 
had recently visited with Thomas E. 
Stallard, representative for 
Transworld Systems, Inc., who pro­
vides collection services. 
Transworld is associated with 
TORCH. Mr. Stallard addressed the

Board, iidvising that they not only 
work private pay accounts but also 
work with insurance companies. 
State law requires insurance compa­
nies to pay a claim within 30 days, 
unless additional information is 
needed, but most claims are paid in 
60 days. The charge is approximate­
ly $8.00 per account and the 
accounts are worked for 90 days 
before being turned back over to the 
client, at which time the client can 
either charge the account off or turn 
it over to another collection agency 
that works on a percentage basis. 
Transworld Systems is not located in 
every state and their collection 
efforts are geared to the laws of the 
state in which the debtor or insur­
ance company is located. 
Transworld Systems also provides 
the computer software for a charge 
of $100 and training to use the pro­
gram. Claims are downloaded by 
computer to Transworld Systems. 
The minimum number of accounts 
to be purchased is 500. Mr. Hendrus 
recommended that 500 accounts be 
purchased. Motion was made by 
Ray Smith, seconded by Claire 
Richards, to enter into an agreement 
with Transworld Systems and pur­
chase 500 accounts, to be reviewed 
after 90 days.

Discussion was held regarding 
remuneration for Lewis Allen for 
attending the Rural Community 
Health Systems meetings in Austin. 
Motion was made to reimburse 
Lewis .31 per mile for his trips to 
Austin with the understanding if he 
is reimbursed by the Rural 
Community Health Systems, he will 
pay back the money paid out by the 
District.

Mr. Hendrus reported that sev­
eral months ago, the Hospital 
District had received information on 
Physician Grants for Medically 
Underserved Communities, to be 
administered through the Center for 
Rural Health Initiatives. The grants 
are matching incentive programs, to 
provide matching funds of $15,000

to $25,000 to be used as start-up 
costs for a primary care physician 
practice site. The community is 
required to provide matching funds 
of at least $15,000 and must contract 
with a primary care physician eligi­
ble to participate. The application 
packet has been received and is pret­
ty extensive. Dr. Calderon stated that 
the grant might provide funds to pur­
chase equipment needed for his 
office, and he is willing to complete 
his portion of the application. 
Motion was made to proceed with 
the grant application.

Mr. Hendrus reported that he 
had been contacted about the 
Summer Jobs for Youth Program. 
Discussion was held regarding the 
liability with young people working 
in the facility without training. No 
action was taken on this matter at 
this time.

Discussion was held regarding 
the need for two new computers, one 
for the Director of Nursing in the 
hospital and the other for the 
Director of Nursing in the nursing 
home. Beverlee Williams and Ram 
Perez each reported on their needs 
for computers for their own use, 
which would not have to be shared 
with several other employees. 
Motion was made by Claire 
Richards, seconded by Virginia 
Epps, to purchase two computers, up 
to $3,000, at the best price available.

In executive session, the Board 
discussed personnel contracts and a 
letter from the attorneys regarding 
the asbestos class action suit, which 
seems to be reaching the point of set­
tlement.

Reconvening in open session, 
motion was made to accept the con­
tract proposal from Demi Casiano, 
laboratory supervisor and to accept 
final settlement figures of 
$34,864.38 in the asbestos cla.ss 
action suit.

The Board then heard from 
Beverlee Williams with a report 
from the nursing home and various 
reports from Mr. Hendrus before 
adjourning.

weighs in on 
behalf of 

lamb
producers

WASHINGTON - U.S. 
Congrassman Henry Bonilla (R-TX- 
23) recently wptte Agriculture 
Secretary Dan Glickman requesting 
Section 32 funding assistance to 
help ease the struggling lamb mar­
ket. Section 32 funding provides 
federal government assistance in 
purchasing commodities for pro­
grams like the school lunch pro­
gram.

In the past six to nine months, 
the lamb market has taken a beating. 
Traditionally Easter is a strong mar­
ket period for the industry. However, 
this Easter prices hit critically low 
levels. Many producers are facing 
returns of only 50 percent of actual 
production costs.

“Our producers cannot continue

to stay in business with these loses. 
The lamb industry has been hit very 
hard and is in serious need of sup­
port,” Bonilla said. ‘The purchase of 
lamb under Section 32 would help 
lessen the burden for sheep ranchers 
in Texas.”

The American Sheep Industry 
Association reports that increased 
lamb imports are only making the 
domestic lamb industry situation 
worse. Subsidized lamb from 
Australia, for example, is 10 percent 
less expensive now than four months 
ago. Such low prices make it hard 
for sheep ranchers in the United 
States to compete in their own 
country.

“Lamb would be a nutritious 
addition to the school lunch pro­
gram,” said Bonilla. “ We must give 
sheep ranchers in the United States 
the boost they need to survive 
through this down swing in the lamb 
market and to remain competitive in 
the global lamb industry.

Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison 
is urging Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) Administrator Carol 
Browner not to punish Texas 
because of air quality problems that 
are a result of smoke drifting north­
ward from forest and agricultural 
fires in Mexico.

“Our first priority has to be 
ensuring Texans are aware of the 
health risks this situation may 
cause,” Senator Hutchison said 
Thursday. “These conditions are 
especially bad for the young, the ail­
ing and the elderly.”

“I saw the heavy smoke first 
hand in Houston over Mother’s Day 
weekend,” she said. “It was the 
worst I’ve seen in the area where I 
grew up and spent the first 30 years 
of my life.”

Smoke from ongoing fires in 
Mexico and Central America is 
drifting into Texas from the Gulf 
coast, adversely affecting the air 
quality of the entire region, A public 
health advisory has been issued for 
51 Texas counties, including the 
cities of Houston, Victoria, Corpus 
Christi, Kingsville, Brownsville and 
Laredo. The National Weather 
Service is predicting that conditions 
may worsen for the cities of Austin 
and San Antonio.

In a letter to Administrator 
Browner, Senator Hutchison and 
other members of the Texas 
Congressional delegation wrote they

are, “...greatly concerned about the 
effect of this natural event on the 
ability of Texas to meet federal clean 
air standards.”

Senator Hutchison said Texas 
has worked diligently to greatl.v 
improve its air quality. An ongoing, 
drought and unusual weather condi­
tions attributable to El Nino, she 
said, have exacerbated Texas’ prob­
lems.

San Antonio is now in attain­
ment for ozone, but due to the fires, 
may move into a nonattainment cat­
egory under the Clean Air Act with­
out the relief requested.

“Our communities should not 
be punished for a situation they can 
do nothing to alleviate when they’ve 
worked so hard to remain in compli­
ance with the law,” Senate, 
Hutchison said.

“The negative effect of fires 
across international borders, which 
is wholly beyond the state’s control, 
should not negate these efforts,” the 
letter to Administrator Browner said. 
Specifically, the letter said, any 
changes in the data should not bear 
on attainment classifications for par­
ticulate matter and ozone under the 
Clean Air Act.

The letter asks the administrator 
to keep the delegation informr-l 
about any specific actions the EPA 
may plan to undertake, “...to cooper­
atively put an end to the fires and the 
resulting pollution.”

My friend suggested that my headaches 
could actually be caused by a back or 
neck problem.

My belated thanks to L.R. Burks. 
Acting Director of the Department of 
Veterans Affairs in Waco. Texas. 
Burks was quick to reply to a 
November 2.8, 1997 column in which 
a veteran worries about possibly 
being denied benefits because he did­
n’t hold valid U.S. citizenship when 
he enlisted. (L.R. Burk’s letter arrived 
in a timely fashion but was misfiled 
in one of those SNAFU situations that 
restore our faith in gremlins.)

Burks notes that first, the validity 
of an enlistment is made by the 
branch of service in which the indi­

vidual serves. If the enlistment is held 
valid, and the service is honorable, 
the Department of Veterans Affairs 
(VA) accepts that decision without 
question. If an unfavorable decision 
is reached concerning validity of 
enlistment or character of service, the 
VA has authority in some circum­
stances to make a favorable disposi­
tion of the case.

any action taken b\' the chief appraiser, appraisal

Informal Re\ iow
Property owners are urged to eoniaci the appraisal district and 
use the informal re\ iew process if the\' ha\'c questions about, or 
disagreements with a \ a!ue placed on their property. Steps 
included in the informal process are:
• contact the appraisal district either by phone or in 

person
• meet with an appraiser to review tiae \ alue and discuss 

your propem'
• If you are still not satisfied w ith the outcome of the 

review you may tile a foimal protest with the appraisal 
re\’iew board.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board
If you can't resohe \our problem infoimally with the county 
appraisal di.strict (C.A.D) siatT, you may have your case heard h> 
the appraisal res'icw board (ARHi

The ARB is an independent hoard of citizens that re\'iews 
problems with appraisals or other concerns listed above. It has 
the power to order the CAD to make the neeessaiy changes to 
soh'e problems. If you tile a written request for an ARB hearing 
(called a notice of protest ) bel'ore the deadline, the AlCB will .set

vour case for a hearing. You'll recen e wntten notice of the tune, 
date and place of the heanng. If necessary, you may request a 
heanng the ex ening. Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your heanng. 
you may a.sk to rex icw the evidence the CAD will use to uphold 
their detennination The CAD may ask you for a copy of the 
evidence you plan to present. The hearing will be informal.
You or a designated agent may appear in person to present 
ex idence or you may send notarized ex’idence for the ARB to 
review at y our heanng. The CAD representative will present 
ex'idence about your case. You may cross-examine the CAT) 
representatix'c The ARB will make its decision based on the 
ex'u'encc presented. The CAD has the burden of e.stabli.shing the 
property 's x alue bv a preponderance of the ex'idence presented.

No'c: You shouldn't try to contact .ARB members outside of the 
heanng.

Review by the District Court
/After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy of its 
order by certified mail. If you're not satisfied xvith the decision, 
x'ou hax e the right to appeal to district court. If you choose to go 
to court, you must start the process by filing a petition within 45 
days of the dale you receix'e the ARlB's order.

Tax Payment
If x ou appeal and y our case is pending, you riiust pay the lesser 
of ih'e amount ol'taxes due on the portion of the taxable x'alue not 
in dispute or the amount of taxes due on the property under the 
order from xvhich the apjieal is taken

ARB has informed you of a change that increases your tax 
liability and the change didn't result from a protest you filed), the 
deadline is before the 30th day after the notice of the 
dctcmiination x\ as mailed to you.

If y ou believe the appraisal district or ARB should hax'e .sent you 
a notice and did not. you may file a protest until the day before 
taxes become delinquent (usually Febnjary 1). The ARB 
decides xvhether it xx ill hear your case based on ex'idence about 
whether a required notice xvas mailed to you.
