Mrs. Yoas lived in
Sonora until approximately 1914.
Her son, Buddy, was a bookkeeper
for the Sonora Mercantile Co. at one
time. Two other sons, Bird and
Henry, live in Arizona. A daughter,
Mrs. Lee King lived in Brady at that
time.

Sutton Co. Marriage records
indicate on page 137, vol. 001 that
L.H. King and Lizzie Yoas were
married on March 10, 1909 and in
vol. 001, page 158, that Henry W.

Cash and Alpha Augusta Yoas were
married on November 5, 1911.

In the 1948 issue it states: Henry
Yoas, Arizona ranchman who was
born and raised here and left Sonora
in 1901, paid his first return visit last
week. Now in his 70’s, Yoas,
observed that Sonora has certainly
undergone some drastic changes
since he lived here. Yoas attended
school here and his parents owned
what is now the Judge Walker ranch.
He is a cousin of C.T. Jones.

I wonder if anyone has a picture
of the Yoas family or any of its mem-
bers. If you do, could you make a
copy next time you are at the mall
and we will run it in the column one
week?

Donnie Weaver and two representa-
tives from = Xerox presented the
board with a proposal for a 3 year
lease of 6 new copiers to be imple-
mented throughout the schools.
There would be 2 machines at the
Elementary, 1 at-the Middle School,
2 at the High School (1 being in the
High School Library for student
use) and 1 machine at the adminis-
tration building. The contract
explains that Xerox would cover all
aspects of usage except the paper.
This includes the mainténance and
the replenishment of supplies.
Weaver showed that by going with
this lease plan and doing away with
the older machines and their mainte-
nance costs it would save the SISD
about $10,000.00 annually. He
expressed the fact that many schools
in the area, including San Angelo,
Ballinger, Bronte, Eden, Eldorado,
and Grape Creek currently have the
Xerox plan in affect. Dr. Harlan
asked what would happen at the end
of the lease contract he was
informed by the representatives that,
depending on the schools needs, the
lease could be upgraded to larger
machines. Tom Clifton questioned
what the price difference would be
if the machines were purchased
rather than leased, what the cost dif-
ference would be with only one
machine at the high school (remov-
ing the one in the library), and what
other companies may have to offer.
After much deliberation it ‘was
decided to table the item until more
information is gathered.

Al Elliot, representing the
Sonora Booster Club, expressed
concerns regarding the condition of
the track and the tennis courts. Elliot
explained that 3 of the parents pre-
sent had children who were injured
because of the poor conditions.
Elliot stated that he and the Booster
Club strongly encouraged the board
to spend the money to make the nec-
essary renovations. To show that
they are very serious and supportive
of this project the Booster Club has
started what they are calling the
"Century Club" as a type of fund
raiser to help raise the money for the
renovations. The Booster members
will be asking for $100.00 donations
from members of the community.
Elliot said that with the support of
all the parents and the citizens that
use the track and tennis courts, he
believes a very significant amount
could be raised. Clifton said that he
was very much in agreement with
Mr. Elliot and that this was one of

i

those issues that either had to be
done right or not at all and he strong-
ly believes that it needs to be done.
Dr.Harlan -agreed that he also
thought a motion should be made
and the renovations should take
place. Clifton' made a motion that the
bid from Southwest Manufacturing
for the track and tennis courts reno-
vations, that was proposed by Coach
Favila and Coach Jennings at the
May 8 meeting be approved. The
motion was passed and approved by
all.

The budget was again dis-
cussed at length. Diane Jacoby
passed out what she referred to as
the "unedited" version of budget
requests’ from the High School and
the Junior High for the board to look
over. There were questions on sever-
al different request from certain
areas. It was suggested that Mr.
Mccarn be allowed to look over the
request and submit a revised request
at the next meeting. Dr. Harlan said
that the phones and intercom sys-
tems must be improved. John Barker
asked for information on the renew-
al of the group insurance and Jacoby .
explained how the choosing process
was done. More questions were
asked about the requested budgets -
how do they figure a projected bud-
get for meals? What are the "sup-
plies" that are purchased for athlet-
ics? How do they figure an amount”
for repairs in the Band department?
Clifton said that by the next board
meeting he would like to get the pay-
roll issues figured and that hopefully
the principals would have a break-
down on the requested budgets so
that all the information could be
plugged into a formula of sorts so as
to see if going to $2800. above state
base for teachers salaries is possible.

The idea of going back to a tra-
ditional 7 period schedule was
brought up. When questioned about
possible problems in the spring
because of students missing the
same class too much, Mr. Mccarn
said that the issue would have to be
looked at more closely. After more
questions about possible spending
on a new bus, repair of the visitors
side bleachers, and on implementing
a computerized accounting system
in the cafeteria, the board went into
closed session. '

The board reconvened for pub-
lic meeting and announced that
Katherine Healy had been hired as
an English teacher.

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1 Mohair Council strives to put mohair

where it has never been before

Officials of the Mohair Council
of America are striving to put
mobhair fiber where it has never been
before.

“We have started . an apparel
development project which should
help make the industry more stable
and produce apparel that is timeless.
The ups and downs of fashion have
not been good for our product,” said
Zane Willard, the council’s execu-
tive director.

In recent weeks, a new type of
sweater has been developed con-
taining-30 percent adult mohair and
70 percent acrylic. Willard said the
council is calling the garment the
“No hair Mohair” sweater because it
does not have the traditional fuzzy
look. :

“This is a heavy Shetland type
of sweater that has a softer feel and
is more affordable. It is not a fashion
sweater,” he said.

The apparel development pro-
ject was initiated by Dick Pactor of
the council’s New York marketing
office and Willard, working together
toward reaching customers in the
mass market.

The yarn for the garment is
being spun in the United Kingdom,
and knitting machines in Taiwan,
Hong Kong, China and South Korea
are producing the sweater in a num-
ber of different styles and colors.

“We are really excited about
this,” Willard said. “We are trying to
get away from one dimensional
products and get new products on
the retail shelves.”

Another new apparel product is
a hunter’s vest or jacket made of a
boiled wool and mohair blend. The
boiled wool vest, popular for years
in New Zealand as an all weather
garment, has a felted look. It is
lightweight but warm. Another out-

door type of garment the council is
working to produce is a loden cloth
coat containing mohair.

“We are trying to diversify, and
these garments should do well for
rugged outdoor activity,” Willard
said. The first garments will be
arriving in August for the fall 1998
market.

One of the best selling items in
the apparel market is a fuzzy looking
garment made of 100 percent syn-
thetic fiber called “polar fleece.”

According to Willard, the coun-
cil is working to develop a yarn con-
taining 25 to 35 percent mohair that
can be used in making a type of
“polar fleece” for the active wear
industry.

Other areas that the Mohair
Council is working on include a
washability study, additional yarn
and fabric development and a possi-
ble consumer preference study.

With the recent rains I've enjoyed seeing
the white rain lilies (Zephyranthes) popping up
all over town. The Mexican Hat (Ratibida
columnaris) wildflowers have replaced the yel-
low asters along the roadsides & fence rows.

our incubator & checking the library for infor-
mation on days-to hatching.

Trauma: When Every Second Counts

Trauma is the US’s most impor-
tant, expensive, and tragic health
problem, costing more years of life
than cancer, heart disease, or AIDS,
and the country’s 4th leading cause
of death. It is the #1 killer of resi-
dents under 37, accounting for
100,000 deaths per year, temporarily
disables 11 million others, and per-
manently disables 470,000. The
effectiveness of trauma care
depends upon early notification,
prompt dispatch, skilled extrication
and field resuscitation, clear com-
munication, and orderly transport to
the appropriate medical facility.

What is trauma?

An injury caused by physical
force, most often the consequence of
motor vehicle crashes, falls, drown-
ings, gun shots, fires and burns,
stabbings, or blunt assault.

Factors that can influence the
outcome of a trauma injury

1. Severity of the injury

2. The age of the patient

3. Pre-existing medical condi-
tions

4. Time

of blood, not from the severity of
their injuries.

How to prepare yourself for an
emergency

- Learn how to recognize emer-
gency warning signs---these signs
include difficulty of breathing,
chest or abdominal pain or pressure,
fainting, sudden dizziness, weak-
ness or change of mental status,
sudden, severe pain, bleeding that
won’t stop, severe or persistent
vomiting, suicidal or homicidal
feelings.

- Know when you should call
for emergency dispatch--ask your-
self the following questions:

* s the victim's condition life-
threatening?

* Could the condition get
worse and become life-threatening
on the way to the hospital?

* Does the victim need the
skills or equipment of paramedics
or emergency medical technicians?

* Would distance or traffic con-
ditions cause a delay in getting to
the hospital?

If the answer is yes to any one
of these questions is yes, or you are
unsure, call your emergency num-
ber immediately.
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Know where to get help--
many communities utilize the 9-1-
1 emergency system. If your com-
munity doesn’t, make sure you
know what your area’s emergency
number is, keep it posted near the
phone, and teach your children
how to dial it.

- Know what information to
give EMS personnel--you will be
asked to give the name, address,
phone number, and location of the
victim. Be prepared to tell what
has happened and where.

- Learn what to do until help
arrives--this includes CPR, chok-
ing rescue procedures, and basic
first aid.

- Know what not to do--some
actions do more harm than good.
Never move anyone who is uncon-
scious or has been struck on the
head or was injured in a car crash,
unless he or she is in immediate
danger of further injury. When
treating burns, don’t use ice, butter,
or petroleum jelly. Do not give the
victim anything to eat or drink and
protect the victim from the envi-
ronment by keeping him or her
covered.

Reducing the odds--tips for

saving time and saving lives

- Make sure your business or
house numbers are at least four inch-
es tall and are clear and visible from
the street.

- If you need emergency ser-
vices at night, turn on your outside
lights to help the EMS responders
find your location,

- When the emergency dispatch-
er answers your call, answer ques-
tions as best you can. and stay on the
line until you are instructed to hang
up.

- When help arrives, stand to the
side of the road, well out of the way
of ambulances and other emergency
vehicles.

- If you know the victim, pro-
vide EMS personnel with any perti-
nent medical information, e.g., dia-
betes, allergies, uses a pacemaker,

Independent Cattlemen urge support for beef program

The independent Cattlemen’s
Association of Texas (ICA) is call-
ing on the state’s cattle producers to
reject a move by a national livestock
trade group to kill the state’s pre-
mier beef promotion program.

If successful, the move against
the Beef Checkoff Program by the
Livestock Marketing Association
(LMA) would land a serious blow to
the industry’s efforts to remain
aggressive in an increasingly com-
petitive marketplace, ICA officials
said.

“The Beef Checkoff Program is
100% producer controlled and has
been an excellent investment for the
cattle industry during the last
decade.” said ICA President John
Brown of Luling, an auction barn
owner himself. “To terminate beef’s
only promotional program would
give the chicken, pork and foreign
beef industries a dramatic lead in the
market share going into the 2lst
century.

“We can’t let that happen, he

¢ *| added. “The fact is, demand for beef

1 is slipping and without the checkoff

| program it won’t get any better. We
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urge Texas cattle producers to reject

any effort to end this vital program.”

The LMA is urging cattle pro-
ducers to sign a petition calling on
Texas and other states to terminate
their checkoff programs.

The checkoff program works
this way: A dollar from the sale of
every bovine animal in Texas is ear-
marked for promotional activities of
the Texas Beef Council. These activ-
ities include:

* A homepage showcasing beef
as a healthy, low-cost food.

* Showing beef consumers
through television and print adver-
tising how to achieve savings by
buying beef in bulk.

¢ Agricultural-promotional pro-
grams for students.

* Providing low-fat beef recipes
to grocery stores across Texas.

e Teaching Texas chefs about
beef, food safety and other related
issues.

“Our world is changing daily
and the beef industry must learn to
change as consumers needs change
in the marketplace,” Brown said. “
The checkoff program is our best
tool to do this.”

While LMA has taken a stance
questioning the benefits of the

checkoff, other organizations such
as the National Cattlemen’s Beef
Association (NCBA) agrees with
the ICA on the need to keep the pro-
motional program. NCBA, which
represents more than 230,000 cattle
breeders, producers and feeders
across the country, enthusiastically
endorses the checkoff program as a
part of their “Year 2000” work to
stabilize the demand for beef.

“It is important that we stay
unified as an industry,” said Jim
Selman, ICA's past president and a
livestock producer from Gonzalez.
“In the end we all want what is best
for the beef industry.”

The LMA has one year to col-
lect signatures from 10 percent or
roughly 120,000 of the nation’s beef
producers as is required by the U.S.
Beef Promotion and Research Act
to call for a referendum.
Meanwhile, LMA’S petition drive
at best estimate will consume $3
million of checkoff funds -- money
that could and should be spent on
beef promotion. If the LMA is suc-
cessful in retaining all signatures,
the petition is submitted to the
USDA Secretary who has 12
months to call a referendum.
