Treva McReynolds from EMS need­
ed approval to transfer money to 
cover $800.00 in repairs on emer­
gency vehicles. The meeting then 
came to a close a 9:36 P. M. with a 
motion and a second.

the 1948 papers and came across an 
interesting article that stated that 
Social Security was now 12 years 
old for paying in 1% of earnings up 
to $3,000 into the plan. They then 
stated that Insurance payments 
under Social Security are never large 
and not intended to replace the need 
for thrift and savings.

This 
was from Devil’s River News, May 
7, 1948.

Since we didn’t, have any ques­
tions this week we will take a look at 
June 18, 1948 Devil’s River News:

Hospital Board minutes continued from page 1
ing that he wanted the Board to know 
that the audit went well and had full 
cooperation with the Staff. Mr. Richey 
stated that Mrs. McDonald would give 
the audit report. Mrs. McDonald gave 
an overview of the final combined 
financial for the Hospital and the 
Nursing Home for 1997. Mrs. 
McDonald advised that they had sub­
contracted the Hospital’s cost report to 
Healthcare Financial Advisors, Inc. in 
Dallas. They are very experienced in 
preparing cost reports for Hospitals. 
Mrs. McDonald advised that our facil­
ity will be receiving approximately 
$12,000 from Medicare from the cost 
report figures. Mrs. McDonald went 
over the management letter with the 
Board The Board thanked Mrs. 
McDonald and Mr. Oliver for attend­
ing the meeting and giving a very 
informative presentation of the final 
audit for 1997. Lewis Allen made the 
motion to accept the final 1997 audit 
report. Ray Smith seconded the 
motion. Motion carried.

Mr. Hendrus stated that he had 
asked Guy Cauthorn with Doyle 
Morgan Insurance, to come address 
the Board regarding the insurance 
coverage the facility is required to 
have. Mr. Cauthorn went over the 
commercial, medical professional lia­
bility, dwellings, automobile and pub­
lic officials insurance policies, and the 
cost of each policy. The Board 
thanked Mr. Cauthorn for attending 
and explaining the policies and what 
the coverage’s for the facility are.

The Texas County & District 
Retirement System had sent their 
annual letter for the Board to make 
any changes in the plan, if they so 
desired. Discussion was held regard­
ing the retirement plan for the 
employees. At the present time the 
employees contribute 4% of their 
gross pay and the District contributes 
2.33%, with an extra 17% for supple­
mental death benefits. It was the con­
sensus of the Board that no changes 
would be made at this time.

Lewis Allen presented a letter 
from the Rural Community Health 
System stating that all rural hospitals

had received the attached letter 
requesting financial participation in 
the program. Mr. Allen advised that 
the RCHS is a vital asset to the state, 
not only to ensuring the health of rural 
Texas, but also in upholding and pro­
moting strong rural economies. The 
RCHS was developed to provide rural 
communities an alternative to urban- 
based HMO’s operating. Medicaid 
managed care in rural Texas.
Given commercial health plans’ 
steady migration into rural areas and 
the increasing prevalence of Medicare 
and Medicaid HMO’s, many rural 
providers recognize a need to reestab­
lish a new managed care model that 
will allow them to compete in a 
changing health care environment 
while remaining responsive to the 
challenges of rural medicine. 
Discussion was held regarding the 
RCHS’s program and the need for 
financial participation in the program. 
Upon motion by Ray Smith, seconded 
by Claire Richards, the Board 
approved a donation to the RCHS of 
$2,000.00 (these moneys will be cred­
ited to the future dues payable for par­
ticipation in the program.)

Discussion was held regarding 
the Joint Conference Committee, 
which attends the Medical Staff 
Meetings quarterly, and reports back 
to the Board. Dr. Johnson appointed 
Lewis Allen and Virginia Epps as 
Committee members, with Alvis 
Johnson Jr., alternate.

Dr. Johnson advised that it was 
felt that the Board needed more infor­
mation and more input into the budget 
prior to the budget presented to them. 
Primarily, an estimated 70% of the 
budget is salaries.Dr. .Johnson advised 
that he was going to appoint a com­
mittee for reviewing salaries for bud­
geting purposes. This committee will 
do a review of salaries and compare 
our salaries with the area hospitals. 
Dr, Johnson advised that the appoint­
ment of this committee does not man­
date to increase the salaries. Dr.. 
Johnson appointed Ray Smith, Lewis 
Allen, Sherrill Dannheim, Joe 
Hendrus, a nd Kathy Knight to the

committee. Dr. Johnson also advised 
that this committee should look at the 
continuing education for the employ­
ees, how often employees should go, 
what is required and budget for these 
expenses. It was the consensus of the 
Board that the employees meet the 
minimum requirements for compli­
ance and not go to everything that 
comes up.

Mr. Hendrus reported that the 
Nursing Facility had had a follow-up 
survey on May 19, 1998. Mr. Hendrus 
reported that the inspectors cleared the 
four deficiencies and at present the 
Nursing Facility is deficiency free. 
Mr. Hendrus commended Beverlee 
Williams, RN, Director of Nurses, and 
Anne Balardo, RN, Assistant Director 
of Nurses for a fine job they have 
done.

Mr. Hendrus reported on the 
billing investigation. Mr. Hendrus 
advised that the Department of Justice 
is putting in place procedures to pre­
vent anything from happening again in 
the future. Mr. Hendrus also advised 
that he had heard that Big Lake had 
settled with the DOJ; he has not been 
able to confirm this information, but it 
was positive news.

Mrs. Williams reported that the 
Nursing Facility has 29 residents at 
the present time, and one resident in 
the Hospital in San Angelo. Mrs. 
Williams advised that they are not sure 
this resident will return to this Facility, 
but mat go to one in their home town. 
Mrs. Williams reported that physical 
therapy has trained two restorative 
aides in the Nursing Facility and it has 
ret^y been beneficial. There are resi­
dents up and walking, with the help of 
the restorative aides, that have not 
walked in a while. Mrs. Williams 
reported that she had to let one RN go, 
and the Facility needs one RN and 2 
CNA’s.

Mr. Hendrus reported that the 
office for Home Health has been set 
up. Judy Rowland with Healthcorp 
will be here to get all the paper work 
done this week. Mr. Hendrus advised 
that there is an issue of the surety bond 
and we may have to get, is is for

$50,000.00 Mr. Hendrus advised that 
he has had two opinions, one we have 
to get it and the other is that we don’t 
have to. Mr. Hendrus advised that he 
was going to have to get this clarified. 
Mr. Hendrus advised the Board that he 
would be on vacation from July 3rd to 
July 13th. Discussion was held regard­
ing the regular meeting date of July 
13th. It was the consensus of the 
Board that they would leave the 
meeting date as scheduled.

Mr. Hendrus gave the financial 
report for April. Mr. Hendrus reported 
that the Nursing Home showed a loss 
of $25,218.05, which is $17,859.23 
over budget. The Hospital showed an 
operating loss of $70,948.32 and a net 
income of $38,806.71, which is 
$28,375.97 under budget.

Kathy Knight reported that the 
District has $300,000.00 in CD’s and 
one for $100,000.00 will be maturing 
on Friday. Mrs. Knight reported that 
after the bills are paid, the District 
might be able to put $50,000.00 of this 
CD back into another CD.

The Board then went into 
Executive Session, under article 
#6252-17(VATS), as amended by 
Citation #496. Purpose of said session- 
Personnel/contracts under Texas Open 
Meeting Act. subsection G.The Board 
reconvened into open session. Dr. 
Johnson advised that personnel had 
been discussed and no action was 
needed at this time.

Discussion was held regarding 
the May expenditures. Upon motion 
by Claire Richards, seconded by Ray 
Smith, the Board approved the May 
expenditures.

There were no visitors comments.
Dr, Johnson welcomed Paul 

Chevalier, Sherrill Dannheim, and 
Virginia Epps to the Board. Dr. 
Johnson also advised that the Board 
did appreciate all three new Directors.

With no further business, Ray 
Smith made the motion to adjourn. 
Sherrill Dannheim seconded the 
motion. Motion carried.

A Warning Call
by Henry Bonilla

In recent news story, a Navy 
squadron commander reported that 
only two of his 14 Fighter jets were 
safe enough for his pilots to lly. 
This unacceptable situation is only 
one of many alarming examples of 
what we are doing to our military by 
continuing to expect our forces to 
operate with less and less money.

Our armed forces are in worse 
shape now than they have been 
since the end of the Vietnam War . 
The United States military is 
squeezed into the dangerous posi­
tion of having to do more with less. 
Because of that, our military readi­
ness is compromised and our ability 
to decisively win a potential war is 
at risk.

Part of the problem is that the 
defense department budget has been 
cut every year for over a decade.

With less money available, military 
pay and benefits are only a fraction 
of what they should be, base housing 
is unfit, recruitment is down and 
more and more soldiers are being 
sent on back-to-back, overseas 
deployments.

Navy and Air Force pilots, tired 
of senseless deployment and low 
morale, are being lured away by 
commercial airlines which pay more 
money, have better benefits and 
require less extended time away 
from the family. The Air Force is 
reporting an expected shortage of 
835 pilots this year and says it will 
not reach its requirement of 14,000 
pilots for the year. On top of that, 
the Navy says only 10 percent of eli­
gible carrier pilots will take bonuses 
and continue to fiy for the Navy this 
year.

Not only are qualified, well-

trained servicemen and women leav­
ing the armed forces, but recruit­
ment numbers are down as well. We 
are sending our Navy ships to sea 
undermanned because the Navy 
needs 18,000 more sailors than it 
has. But we will never be able to 
recruit good people to join the mili­
tary with lousy pay, poor benefits 
and long periods of time away from 
home as incentives.

Our inaction in giving our sol­
diers the incentive they need to stay 
in the military and our inability to 
recruit the number of qualified peo­
ple needed to properly sustain our 
forces is very dangerous trend. 
Instead of scaling back defense 
spending, we need to increase the 
defense budget and eliminate unnec­
essary and expensive peacekeeping 
missions like Bosnia and Haiti.

These unending peacekeeping

missions are compromising our abil­
ity to be able to effectively maintain 
our forces properly train our troops 
for combat. The increasing number 
of unnecessary military deployments 
and the decreasing defense budget is 
putting a strangle-hold on our armed 
forces that could cost us dearly. 
Using our increasingly limited sup­
ply of defense funds on costly 
peacekeeping missions is itself a 
threat to our national security.

If the United States is going to 
remain the top military force in the 
world, we need to immediately 
address the serious issues con­
fronting our armed forces. We have 
moral obligation to give our military 
the tools and the manpower it needs 
to succeed. We cannot properly do 
this if we constantly over-extend our 
troops, and allow our defense budget 
to be consistently raided.

Independent Cattlemen 
Decry Defective Federal 
Program

Don’t mess with Texas’ private 
lands is the message that state and 
federal leaders heard loud and clear 
recently when the Independent 
Cattlemen’s Association (ICA) of 
Texas exposed the serious defects of 
a habitat conservation plan in 
Central Texas.

The Central Texas Rare Species 
Conservation Plan, originally touted 
as a win-win agreement for 
landowners, was brought to the light 
of day by ICA and the Austin-based 
organization. Liberty Matters, as a 
flawed arid ineffective program for 
Texas landowners.

The plan, initially designed for 
the preservation of the golden cheek 
warbler and black-capped vireo, was 
supposed to allow landowners to 
“voluntarily” set aside for protection 
of endangered species with no 
strings attached. In exchange for 
safekeeping the endangered species, 
landowners would receive tax 
breaks on the reserved land.

“What sounded like a great idea 
initially was actually just a classic 
“bait and switch” sales scam if I ever 
saw one," ICA President John 
Brown said. “What the federal gov­
ernment and specifically Secretary 
of Interior Bruce Babbitt didn’t want 
property owners to know was that 
although you could opt out of state 
program at any time for any reason, 
you were required to get permission

to withdraw from the Federal 
Program”

“In essence, what the federal 
government was trying to do was 
take control of our private lands,” 
Brown said.

To protect Texas property 
rights, ICA and 27 other Texas orga­
nizations joined forces for a grass­
roots effort to educate state and fed­
eral leaders including members of 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department on the serious repercus­
sions of the plan.

ICA members visiting 
Washington D.C. for a legislative 
seminar also personally met with the 
Texas delegation armed with briefs 
detailing the inaccuracies of the pro­
gram. “Texas members were initial­
ly surprised at our opposition to the 
Central Texas Rare Species 
Conservation Plan,” Brown said. 
“Like us in the beginning, they were 
unaware of the ‘between the lines 
print’ the federal government insert­
ed.”

As the word from ICA and other 
organizations resonated throughout 
the state and federal capitals, our 
Congressional and state representa­
tives swiftly responded. Support for 
the Central Texas program was 
dropped on all government levels 
and the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department officially discontinued 
the conservation plan.

Charles Carter, Executive 
Director of ICA in Texas applauded 
the efforts of their members and 
organizations who fought to protect 
landowners’ rights. “We could not 
have succeeded without the commit­
ment of our members and the other 
participating organizations,” Carter 
said. “This is a victory not only for 
our organization, but for all Texas 
property owners.”

Blistering disease con­
firmed in Texas horse

Texas animal health officials 
have confirmed that a horse in 
Reeves County in far West Texas has 
Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). The viral 
infection, the source of which is not 
known, causes affected animals to 
develop painful blisters and lesions 
in their mouths, on their tongues and 
around their hooves and on their 
teats. Currently, New Mexico has 
two cases of the infection in horses, 
and Arizona livestock health offi­
cials are conducting several investi­
gations. but have had no laboratory- 
confirmed cases this year.

Since 1995, New Mexico, 
Colorado and Arizona have been 
plagued by summer outbreaks of the 
disease. During VS outbreaks, other 
states may embargo or place testing 
requirements on livestock entering 
their states, said Dr. Max Coats, 
assistant state veterinarian for the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), the state’s livestock health 
regulatory agency.

“This year, Kentucky has 
already embargoed livestock from-. 
New Mexico, because of that state’st̂ s 
two cases of VS,” said Dr. Coats.v- 
“Undoubtedly, Kentucky livestock^ 
officials will also prohibit Texas-*  ̂
Livestock from entering their state-’ 
for a specific period of time. Other;- 
states may also institute restrictions,'> 
so producers should contact either.- 
their veterinarian or the state of des-'' 
tination for instructions before ship-is 
ping any species of livestock out o f ' 
state.” . ,

Dr. Coates explained that states ■ 
like Kentucky, which greatly depend ; 
on European trade, cannot risk a ' 
case of the infection in their live- ; 
stock. Europe does not have VS out- : 
breaks.

Dr. Coats advised producers and ■ 
veterinarians to contact their nearest ; 
TAHC area office or the Austin • 
headquarters at 1-800-550-8242, if ; 
they see possible signs of VS in any 1 
species of livestock. !

Dr. William R. Archer III, Texas 
Commissioner of Health, said “We 
know it is coming. We just can’t say 
when. I’m from Houston and the 
hurricane threat, literally, falls close 
to home.

“In Texas, we’ve watched the 
years go by without a direct hit from 
a category 4 or 5 hurricane,” Archer 
said. “Common sense says that 
sooner or later, another big one will 
hit. Our being informed, trained, 
equipped and ready when Texas’ 
luck runs out - when the next big 
hurricane strikes.- will make the dif­
ference in perhaps hundreds of lives 
saved.”

The Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) Division of 
Emergency Preparedness is respon­
sible for TDK’s readiness for and 
response to the health and medical 
aspects of hurricanes and other dis­
asters. Joe Stone is the division’s 
director. Stone said, “One of the 
greatest hazards of a hurricane is the 
failure of the affected population to 
grasp in advance the extent of dam­
age and human trauma such a storm 
can cause. Inexperienced people 
don’t feel the urgency of knowing 
and practicing family and communi­
ty emergency plans. They also may 
be uninformed about their communi­
ties’ formal disaster plans.”

All local governments must, by 
state law, have an emergency man­
agement director. That person, usu­
ally a city’s mayor or a county judge, 
writes and maintains the community 
or county emergency plan or dele­
gates that authority to an emergency 
management coordinator. Such 
plans should include evacuation 
routes and procedures, EMS, 
Hospital and shelter designations, 
law enforcement and other contin­
gencies. They must describe 
responses to natural disasters (hurri­
canes, floods, etc.) and technological 
mishaps (toxic spills, industrial fires, 
etc.).

Most communities along the 
coast try to keep their hurricane 
emergency plans current. However, 
local governments often give low 
priority to the task of writing and 
updating area-wide emergency 
plans. "The job of emergency man­
agement coordinator for an area

sometimes is a secondary duty for a 
fire chief, EMS director or other 
official,” Stone said. “Staff turnover 
or multiple duties sometimes inter­
fere with thorough planning.”

To help these local emergency 
management coordinators and some 
medical facility emergency plan­
ners, the Governor’s Division of 
Emergency Management (DEM) 
offers an annual schedule of courses. 
Similar to DEM’s training for emer­
gency management coordinators, 
the TDH Division of Emergency 
Preparedness offers a short planning 
course adapted to health and med­
ical personnel.

Stone said, “ Training for the 
people who hold so much responsi­
bility for health and safety is vital to 
improving emergency planning at 
the local level.”

He added citizens who are not 
sure ■ who their local emergency 
management coordinator is, or what 
the emergency plans are for their 
community, should ask local offi­
cials, EMS or hospital administra­
tors for the information.

Besides knowing their local dis­
aster and evacuation plans, everyone 
who lives in hurricane or a flood- 
prone areas need to decide on, and 
practice, a family emergency plan. 
Here are some basic tips that TDH 
and DEM jointly endorse in addition 
to what local emergency coordina­
tors advise for specific areas.

1. Stay tuned to TV and radio 
reports from the National Weather 
Service for weather watches, warn­
ings and special advisories. Keep a 
battery-operated radio and extra bat­
teries, in case of a power outage. 
Use car radios only for emergencies 
tp conserve gasoline and car battery 
power. Be sure your car’s gas tank 
always is at least half full.

2. Check on neighbors and rel­
atives, especially the elderly, the dis­
abled and children, to be sure they 
also are taking precautions.

3. When evacuating, follow 
government instructions and direc­
tions. Turn off the gas, electricity 
and water to your home before leav­
ing. Tell .someone outside the hurri­
cane’s path where you plan to go. 
Also take a supply of water, nutri­
tious snacks, cash, traveler's checks

Need for universal access 
Emergency access through 

9-1-1 has skyrocketed in recent 
years; over 250.000 calls are made 
daily. Regional data indicate that 
almost 30,000 are for EMS. and 
5,000 for motor vehicle crashes 
alone.

9-1-1: synonymous with the 
word “help"
Americans depend on 9-1 -1 for 

instant access to police, fire, and 
EMS during an emergency. When 
9-1-1 is the emergency telephone 
number, 85% of the public knows it, 
compared to 36-47% when the 
emergency number is seven digits. 

Development of 9-1-1 
Since its introduction in 

Alabama in 1968, the numbers nine, 
one, one have come a long way. 
Ten years ago, just half the U.S. 
population was covered by 9-1-1 
service. Today, 90 percent of

three-digit number.
The advent of E9-1-I in the 

early 1970's added the ability to 
automatically track the caller’s 
phone number and location. Help 
can be sent even if the caller cannot 
describe where he or she is. speaks a 
foreign language, or is cut off for 
some reason. Presently, about 95% 
of those with 9-1-1 coverage on their 
home or business phone have E9-1-1 
service.

Potential for wireless E9-1-1
Emergencies occur where there 

are people, not necessarily where 
there are phones. Wireless E9-1-1 is 
the greatest advancement in public 
access to emergency care since the 
birth of 9-1-1.

Current usage
Currently, about 50 million 

Americans subscribe to wireless ser­
vice. One hundred million are 
expected to by the year 2000. 
Surveys indicate that the leading rea­
son for purchasing a wireless phone 
is safety. Wireless users are already 
making about 60.000 emergency 
calls every day. Nationwide, over 20 
percent of 9-1-1 calls are now placed 
with wireless phones.

or credit cards, clothing, baby goods, 
blankets, a first-aid kit and pre­
scribed medications. Find protec­
tion for pets in advance, since they 
are not allowed in evacuation shel­
ters.

4. While driving, avoid low- 
lying areas, including beaches and 
valleys which may be swept by 
storm waves or flash floods. If your 
car stalls in flood waters, abandon 
the car and seek higher ground and 
shelter.

5. If you cannot evacuate safe­
ly and must weather the storm, seek 
shelter only in well-built structures 
above the danger of storm tides. 
Stock supplies of food, medicines, 
baby goods if needed, flashlights 
and batteries and make sure emer­
gency cooking equipment is in 
working order. Protect valuables 
and important papers in watertight 
containers. Board or shutter win­
dows and brace doo;s. Gather and 
store or tie down outside objects. 
Secure and fill boats with water.

6. Sterilize and fill with water 
the bathtub, cooking utensils, jugs 
and other containers in case munici­
pal water supplies become contami­
nated or inoperable. If you must boil 
water to sterilize it for cooking or 
drinking, be sure that it boils for at 
least one to three minutes.

7. Remain in shelter for the 
storm’s duration, even if the calm of 
the hurricane’s eye surrounds you, 
unless emergency repairs are 
absolutely needed. Remember that 
when the storm’s eye passes you, the 
winds will return in full force from 
the opposite direction. Also be 
aw ^e that tornadoes, waterspouts 
and dangerous hail usually occur 
ahead of hurricanes, but can occur at 
any time. Lightning and downed 
power lines add to the risk of leaving 
shelter.

8. Try to remain calm and dis­
regard rumors. Your ability to cope 
will help others. For a copy of the

Unfortunately, the potential 
benefits of wireless emergency 
access are now limited by lack of 
automatic location ability. The dis­
patcher must rely on the caller's 
direction to send help, and if the call 
is interrupted, there is no way to 
reestablish contact.

Shortening the chain of
survival
In addition to quicker access, 

wireless E9-1-1 allows bystanders to 
stay with the sick or injured, rather 
than leave the scene to find a tele­
phone. Emergency dispatchers can 
providing lifesaving care until EMS 
arrives.

The communications link 
between the emergency scene and 
the dispatcher also will serve as a 
foundation for advanced post-crash 
technology. Automatic Crash 
Notification (ACN) is being devel­
oped to enable vehicles to automat­
ically place the call the for help fol­
lowing a crash. And algorithms are 
being developed to allow the dis­
patcher to predict the severity of 
crash injuries based on data trans­
mitted with the call and then send 
the best emergency response.

Realizing the vision
The Federal Communication 

Commission (FCC) enacted a rule 
requiring wireless phone carriers to 
be capable of providing E9-1-1 by 
the year 2001. However, the rule 
states that the requirements are only 
applicable if dispatch centers can 
utilize the data and -have mecha­
nisms in place to reimburse the car­
rier for the service. This is a techni­
cal and administrative challenge for 
the dispatch centers. They need 
your help to get ready 2001.

A call to action
In May 1997, NHTSA, the 

FCC, public safety dispatch groups, 
and the wireless industry joined to 
host a “Call to Action” to start 
building support. We need to bolster 
this effort with organizational com­
mitments.
