The Importance 
of child restraints

I think it would be a good idea 

to remind the public about children 
wearing their seat belts. Recently 
the Texas Department of Health 
(safe riders program) sent the Police 
Department a video tape that helped 
the officers check to see if the child 
safety seat was properly installed. 
The video went on to state that the 
number one risk to children is motor 
vehicle if it is equipped with a pas­
senger side airbag. I would like to 
tell public if they would like to come 
by the Police Department that an 
Officer or I will inspect the car seat 
to see if it is installed properly.

Texas Law requires that chil­
dren from birth to two (2) years of 
age be in a child safety seat. 
Children between the ages of two 
(2) and four (4) years of age are 
required to wear either a seatbelt or 
child safety seat and this is left up to 
the discretion of the parent. Plea.se 
keep your children buckled up for 
their safety, and plus it’s the LAW.

Dear Editor,
On June 16, 1998, the Sonora 

City Council was approached to 
consider and/or to check into a cur­
few for teen-agers. I truly believe 
that a curfew will be useful not only 
to parents, but to both the Sonora 
Police Department and to the 
Sheriff’s Office. The curfew could 
be worked out so as to exempt those 
who are on school, religious, 
parental/guardian accompaniment 
and work. The hours suggested 
were: Sunday through Thursday cur­
few 11:00 p.m; Friday and Saturday, 
12:00 midnight. Violators on the 
first offense would get a written 
warning, the second offense would 
be community work to be deter­
mined by the judge; and the third 
offense would be a fine, community 
work by both the child and a parent, 
again to be determined by the judge.

As a health care worker, I have 
seen what drinking and driving (or 
drug abuse) does to a child and 
his/her family. Lately, there has been 
vandalism and theft, as well as other 
illegal acts done by youth of Sonora 
who were out of the home environ­
ment late at night. 1 strongly believe 
that we as parents must regain the 
habit of active responsibility and 
take more personal responsibility for 
our children’s acts. City and County 
government should see this as their 
opportunity to help the community. 
It is only by becoming active partic­
ipants in our children’s lives as play­
ers, not spectators, that a true sense 
of trust will take place. Well 
designed community work can care­
fully be linked to classrooms to 
reflect and enhance civic education 
of youngsters. Young people learn 
by example. If all they see is lethar­
gy and cynicism, the time taken to 
blame others is enormous.

We tend to minimize teen alco­
hol usage saying “It’s just beer” or 
“Thank God they’re only using alco-

hol.” The following information 
should serve as a wake-up call to the 
problems our young people are 
experiencing with alcohol.
-Alcohol kills more people every 
year than all illicit drugs combined. 
It is the second most deadly drug in 
America (after tobacco).
-13 to 15 year olds are at high risk to 
begin drinking. We often see youn^ 
people begin to experiment with 
alcohol as young as 8 years old.
-51 percent of high school seniors 
report drinking alcohol, 30 percent 
report “binge drinking”. Caucasian 
students report the highest level of 
drinking.
-Regular alcohol use has been sig­
nificantly associated with conduct 
disorders.
-37 percent of eighth-grade girls 
who reportedly are drinking heavily 
also reported attempting suicide.

There are many ways that wé 
can prevent or intervene in teen-age 
alcohol abuse. First, we as parents 
need to ask the right questions, to 
give our children the opportunity to 
discuss their alcohol use and abuse. 
We also need to react in a nonjudge- 
mental way to any admissions of 
usage or abuse. Lastly, never 
assume that a young person has not 
experimented with alcohol (or other 
drugs). The truth is, it is very likely 
that any child over age 9 that has 
significant behavioral or emotional 
problems has tried alcohol or other 
drugs to block emotional pain or to 
escape family problems.

Please voice your opinion on 
August 4, 1998 at the City Council 
meeting at 7:00 p.m. If you cannot 
attend the meeting, there will be 
forms you can fill out at various 
businesses in town. If only one life 
is saved, this will all be worth the 
effort.

failure. Thus, the best safety mea­
sure is to train bicyclists and prevent 
the. crashes before they happen; and 
have helmets on them if the crash 
occurs.

The attached article focuses on 
the importance of educating our 
children to understand and practice 
safe cycling. More than 90 percent 
of bicycle accidents involving motor 
vehicles are directly caused by chil­
dren violating the fundamental rulei 
of the road.

That’s why it’s 
important to teach bicycle safety at 
an early age.

Tina’s Chicken

To separate eggs, easily 
break the eggs into a funnel over 
a small glass. The yolk remains 
in the funnel while the whites 
pass through.

For 4 People
Serve this with buttered asparagus tips, 
green peas, green beans or noodles, and a 
bottle of chilled white Burgundy.

- Preheat oven to 400 degrees

- 4 chicken breasts •
- 1/2 tsp lemon juice
- 1/2 tsp salt
- big pinch of white pepper
- a heavy, covered, fireproof casserole 
about 10 inches in diameter
- a round of waxed paper 10 inches in 
diameter and buttered on one side
- 4 Tb butter

- 2 carrots
- 1 to 2 tender celery stalks
- 1 medium while onion

For the sauce:
- 1/4 cup white or brown stock or can beef 
bouillon
- 1/4 cup port, Madeira, or dry white ver­
mouth
- 1 cup whipping cream
- salt and pepper
- lemon juice as needed
- 2 Tb fresh minced parsley

Wash and cut vegetables in neat little 
cubes. Cook the diced vegetables slowly 
with salt and butter for about 10 minutes 
until tender, but not brown.

Rub the chicken breast with drops of 
lemon juice and sprinkle lightly the salt 
and pepper. Heat the butter in the casse­
role until it is foaming. Quickly roll the 
breast in the butter, lay the vegetables 
and then the buttered waxed paper on top 
and place in hot oven. After about 20 
minutes, press the top of the chicken 
with your finger. If still soft, return to 
oven for a moment or two. When the 
meat is springy to the touch it is done. 
Remove the chicken to a warm platter, 
and cover while making the sauce, (leav­
ing the vegetables in the casserole).

Pour the stock or bouillon and wine 
into the casserole with the cooking butter 
and vegetables and boil down quickly 
over high heat until liquid is syrupy. Stir 
in the cream and boil down again over 
high heat until cream has thickened 
slightly. Off heat, taste carefully for sea­
soning, and add drops of lemon juice to 
taste. Pour the sauce over the chicken, 
sprinkle with parsley, and serve at once.

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Upgrade to Windows 98? sh a r p  issues sp ecia l K eeping Texas C hildren  Safe in School report on P ublic School Security

Microsoft has finally released 

the upgrade to Windows 95. What 
does this mean and what is 
Windows 98? What is different and 
why should I upgrade?

Those are a few of many ques­
tions computer users are asking 
across the world.

There are subtle changes in the 
look and feel of Windows 98. 
Windows 98 now comes with 
Internet Explorer 4.0 integrated with 
the operating system in what 
Microsoft calls the Active Desktop. 
By the way, that is one reason the 
Department of Justice is interested 
in Windows 98. The DOJ contends 
that Microsoft is using its operating 
system monopoly to develop a 
chokehold on the web browser mar­
ket.

Windows 98 also has better 
hardware support in that it supports 
Universal Serial Bus (USB), 
Accelerated Graphics Port (AGP), 
DVD drives, and supports multiple 
displays to name a few. Windows 
98 also comes with many wizards to 
help walk you through problems, 
download the latest software

updates and drivers, and tune-up 
your hard drive with disk defrag and 
the system file checker.

Windows 98 is also "year 2(X)0- 
compliant", however that is no rea­
son to rushout and purchase 
Windows 98. Windows 95 will 
work fine until the year 2099.

Officially Microsoft states that 
the Minimum System Requirements 
for Windows 98 are 486DX/66, 
16MB RAM, 120MB to 295MB 
free disk space, CD-ROM or DVD- 
ROM (3.5-inch floppies available 
for additional charge), VGA moni­
tor of better, and a Windows-com­
patible pointing device, i.e. mouse,- 
trackball.

Realistically speaking, I do not 
recommend upgrading unless you 
have a Pentium 166 or better, 24MB 
RAM, and a 1GB hard disk.

If you do decide to upgrade to 
Windows 98 you can expect to pay 
$209.00 for the full version or 
$109.00 for the upgrade which is 
available for previous windows 
users. I do recommend shopping 
around if you do intend to buy. I 
have seen the upgrade version 
advertised for as low as $89.95.

(Austin) - State Comptroller 
John Sharp issued a special report 
detailing recommendations to 
increase campus security and help 
keep students, teachers, employ­
ees, and parents safe while in 
Texas’ public schools.

“Before we can teach our 
children, we must protect them,” 
Sharp said. “This report offers a 
range of recommendations to help 
public schools meet the challenge 
of making their campuses and 
classrooms safe.”

Sharp’s report, entitled 
Keeping Texas Children Safe in 
School, is based on lessons 
learned by the Comptroller and 
his Texas School Performance 
Review team since 1991. Sharp 
said that one issue has sparked the 
most parental concern, public out­
cry, and administrative frustration 
during his school reviews has 
been the crime and violence in 
and around public schools.

“In the course of our work, 
we’ve looked at districts of every 
shape and size across the state,” 
Sharp said. “And we’ve learned 
that common-sense solutions can 
help our schools do what we ask 
of them-educate our children in 
classrooms free from the threat of 
violence.”

Sharp said his report pro­
vides education officials with 
options for improving their 
school security over the summer, 
and he urged the more than 1,000 
public school districts across 
Texas to take a serious look at the 
recommendations in his report.

“Taken individually, the. 
steps outlined in the law or used 
successfully by school districts may 
not seem dramatic,” Sharp said.

sures in a comprehensive system, 
they can and do get significant 
results.”

Sharp said the state law is clear 
about local school districts’ legal 
obligations, but that differences in 
the day-to-day management of 
school safety and security programs 
often affect their ultimate success or 
failure.

Keeping Texas Children Safe in 
School offers guidelines for an effec­
tive program of safety and security 
based on three key elements:

* Prevention—helping districts 
prepare comprehensive plans for 
maintaining school safety and 
addressing warning signals before 
they turn into trouble.

* Intervention—urging districts 
to step in when crimes are commit­
ted or violence occurs.

* Enforcement--showing dis­
tricts how to enforce rules, adminis­
ter punishment, and help students 
who disobey the rules learn to alter 
their behavior.

Sharp’s report recommends 
clear responsibilities, including what 
roles teachers, principals, and other 
district personnel should play in 
security situations, and when uni­
formed, certified police officers are

appropriate.
In addition, Shaq^’s report 

reminds school districts that 
state law requires them to pre­
pare codes of conduct to give 
students clear standards for 
their behavior. Such codes 
should be prepared by a team 
including students and parents. 
Sharp suggests, and should be 
applied consistently.

Sharp’s report also offers 
specific proposals such as 
unannounced locker inspec­
tions, fenced playgrounds, 
alarm systems, and closed sec­
ondary campuses to increase 
school security. The
Comptroller also recommends 
emergency plans to address 
both natural disasters and vio­
lent situations.

Sharp addresses a number 
of enforcement options for 
schools to ensure that disci­
pline management extends 
inside and outside the class­
room.

“Enforcement must leave 
no room for double standards,” 
Sharp said. “Once standards 
are set, no exceptions should be 
allowed so that children know 
the rules and know that they are 
applied consistently.”

Since 1991, Sharp’s Texas 
School Performance Review 
has studied 28 public school 
districts across the state and 
identified potential taxpayer 
savings of nearly $340 million.

Each of Sharp’s schoo.' 
performance reviews over the

----- past seven-and-a-half years has
included detailed recommenda­

tions for improving safety and secu­
rity. The issue has gained recent 
attention in the wake of seven school 
attacks around the nation in which 13 
students and teachers have been 
killed and dozens more wounded by 
youthful suspects.

Sharp said a survey by the Texas 
Federation of Teachers (TFT) finds 
that only 34 percent of the teachers 
who responded believe their school 
districts are taking seriously recenf' 
changes to state law.

Besides requiring districts to 
prepare codes of conduct, those 
changes also provide for removing 
disruptive students from educational 
settings and for sharing specific 
information concerning students’ 
criminal conduct between law 
enforcement and local school dis­
tricts.

Sharp said his school reviews 
have confirmed the TFT survey find­
ings, which show that many school 
districts and individual campuses 
within districts are struggling with' 
the enforcement and application of 
the new state laws.

Managment Course 

Offered
COLLEGE STATION Basic 

ranch management will be the theme 
of one of the special sessions of the 
Texas A&M University Beef Cattle 
Short Course scheduled for Aug. 3- 
5.

"This year, there is a section just 
for new ranch owners and man­
agers," said Dr. Larry Boleman, 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service beef cattle specialist.

"It is kind of like everything you 
ever wanted to know about ranch­
ing," he said.

The 6-hour session is offered 
along with the other seminars and 
workshops during Aug. 3 
Cattlemen's College.

Boleman said the college is draw­
ing more than 1,200 producers into 
the short course on its first day.

The college is offering 60 differ­
ent instructional hours in cattle judg­
ing, chute-side working, beef car­
cass evaluation, a purebred sympo­
sium, genetics, reproduction, man­
aging pastures and rangeland, nutri­
tion, veterinary science, marketing, 
economics and ranch horse manage-

ment.
The regular session of the beef 

cattle short course opens at 8:15 a.m. 
Aug. 4.

One of this year's scheduled 
speakers is Dr. Temple Grandin, an 
animal science professor at 
Colorado State University. Grandin, 
who is autistic, will be talking about 
taking care of cattle through the 
principles of low stress restraints.

Other scheduled topics include 
the beef industry of the 21st century, 
bovine gene mapping, price and 
market outlook and modem market­
ing concepts. During the beef quali­
ty challenge portion of the program, 
participants actually will judge qual­
ity and yield grade in cattle.

Additionally, a panel of Texas 
auction owners will talk about the 
importance of providing top quality 
calves for the market.

The trade show will feature more 
than 70 exhibitors, and there will be 
a Texas-style prime rib dinner and 
barbecue.

A Warning Call (Part III)
by United States Congressman 
Henry Bonilla

It’s no secret that our military is 
having trouble recruiting qualified 
men and women to join. But less 
well known is the ripple effect of 
problems this is creating for our 
troops currently serving. Problems 
like too few troops to do an increas­
ing amount of work. Problems like 
troops being unprepared and units 

; undermanned to fight a war. And 
^  problems like keeping qualified, 
C' trained servicemen and women from 

leaving the military.
Men and women serving our 

country are leaving the military in 
droves for civilian jobs because in 
the military they are severely over­
worked. The fact that they can make 
a lot more money in the private sec­
tor and spend a lot more time at 
home only encourages them to leave 
the military.

Continuously sending our 
troops on questionable peacekeep­
ing missions compromises our 

«  readiness and lowers moral. Its hard 
enough on troops to have to spend 
extended periods of time away from 
home during a time of war, but that’s 
all part of the job. But it’s peacetime 
now, and repeated, long periods of 
time away from home during peace­
time is not part of the job. It only 
encourages our troops to get out of 
the military. Add to that the strain of 
open-ended missions with no clear 
agenda and it’s no wonder moral is 
down and our troops are leaving the 
military.

When I was in Bosnia visiting 
the troops a few months ago, I met a 
young soldier from East Texas. He 
had a heart-wrenching story about 
the stress repeated deployments 
were putting on his family. In the 
last two and a half years, during 
peacetime, he had been deployed so 
many times that he had only spent a 
few isolated weeks at home. The 
stress this caused on his family was 
too much. His wife was leaving 
him.

Unfortunately, stories like that

are all too common. Soldiers come 
home from months of deployment 
and are sent right back out again. 
Historically when people have 
joined our military, they know that 
war-time deployment is part of the 
package. But our troops are now 
deployed at war-time levels, but it’s 
peacetime. So we’re seeing one of 
two things happen. Servicemen and 
women are getting out of the mili­
tary so they can spend more time 
with their families and make more 
money. Or military families are 
falling apart because loved ones are 
sent on repeated peacetime deploy­
ments and are never home.

We are abusing the people who 
have dedicated their lives to protect­
ing this country. The more we take 
advantage of them, the more they 
leave the military. It’s no wonder 
retention numbers are dismal when 
we are doing everything but show­
ing them the exit door. This is a pat­
tern that won’t reverse itself. We 
have to give servicemen and women 
the incentives they need to stay in 
the armed forces. We cannot afford 
to keep a revolving door military. 
We can’t afford it money wise. 
More importantly, we cannot afford 
the lives that would be lost because 
we are not properly prepared to fight 
a war.

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Now’s the Time
Now is the time to be thinking 

of what you can do to protect your 
property during the current drought 
and when future dry seasons hit 
Texas. Take advantage of this time 
when herds are possibly temporari­
ly reduced and ponds may be dry or 
significantly below normal storage 
levels. Even though no one can pre­
vent a drought, producers can take 
precautions to lessen the impact of 
one. The responses to concerns 
when dealing with natural resource 
conservation actvities can minirnize 
negative impacts and can, in some 
cases, produce long-range resource 
benefits after the drought. Below 
are a few ideas that the USDA 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Service (NRCS) recommends you 
consider;
* Practice conservation stocking- 
Producers should maintain flexibili­
ty in stocking rates. Carrying 
capacity should be made up of about 
two-thirds to three-fourths of a base 
herd. The remainder should be 
made up of livestock that can be 
quickly liquidated to take some of 
the pressure off the grass. Replace 
part of your main cow/calf herd 
with Stockers if grazing is available.
* Change to a different type of com­
bination of livestock if applicable- 
convert some cattle numbers to 
sheep or goats.
* Consider how much forage you 
have and how long it will last if 
properly used-Forage should be 
inventoried frequently and livestock 
numbers balanced with available 
forage.
* Check supply of supplemental 
feed-Make sure you have adequate 
hay and protein supplement for cru­
cial time periods
Consider culling-Reducing herd 
size will place less strain on forage 
plants during drought periods. 
Although supplemental feed pro­
grams help producers, they may also 
encourage producers to hang on to 
livestock instead of culling. This 
may not relieve pressure on the 
grass and may even encourage 
improper grazing. As plants are 
continuously and closely grazed, 
they lose their ability to capture 
energy from the sun, root reserves 
are used up, and root systems are 
reduced. The end result, if grazing 
is not correct, is death of the plant.
* Cull deeper into the herd as condi­
tions worsen.
* Defer all livestock and lease land

for hunting-This will provide sup­
plemental income and relieve graz­
ing pressure on the grass.
* Lease grazing rights elsewhere.
* Set up small grazing exclosures 
for visual comparisons of grazed 
versus non-grazed areas as a man­
agement tool.
* Inspect water storage facilities 
(concrete, steel or fiberglass)-Check 
structure interiors, drain structures, 
remove aquatic vegetation, fix 
leaks, repair or replace floats, refur­
bish if structure surfaces are dam­
aged, replace anchors, and apply 
interior sealant or bottom surface 
roughener. This is a good time to 
consider if the entire water storage 
facility needs to be replaced.
* Do maintenance on pumping sys- 
tems-Electric, natural gas, diesel, 
gasoline, solar, and wind-powered 
pumps require maintenance. 
Service and maintain according to 
manufacturer instructions.
* Do maintenance on dry hydrants- 
While the water level is low, check 
hydrants for silt and debris that 
should be cleared. Also check for 
problems with any pipes. Paint all 
exposed PVC pipe and fitting with 
an epoxy paint to protect from dam­
age caused by ultraviolet light.
* Check windmills-Take advantage 
of the dry tirrie to check for prob­
lems with windmills, such as leaks 
or broken equipment. Replace 
windmill rods or leathers and check 
grease in gearboxes.
* Consider fencing alternatives- 
While you may have less cattle on 
your property and they can be 
moved a little easier, consider 
repairing fences or constructing the 
cross fence that needs to be done. 
Divide pastures that are too large 
into smaller, more manageable 
units.
* Install fireguards around farm­
steads and property boundaries to 
protect from uncontrolled burning.
* Provide supplemental feed for 
wildlife.
* Distribute water and salt for more 
uniform grazing in a pasture.
* Think about the long-term-Make 
sure that your grazing plans, conser­
vation plans, and drought plans are 
up-to-date.
* Get assistance from a NRCS 
rangeland management specialist in 
your area. For more ideas of things 
you can do during a drought. Come 
by your local USDA-NRCS office, 
or call the office at 387-2730.

Execution of Maximilian - July 23,1898
He Received His Sentence Calmly 

and Met Death Like a Hero
The execution had been fixed 

for June 16. At II O’clock on that 
day sentence was read to the con­
demned, who were told that it 
would be carried into effect at 3 
o’clock on the same afternoon.

Maximilian received the intelli­
gence calmly and devoted the fol­
lowing hours, which he deemed his 
last, to dictating letters to Dr. Basch 
and to his Mexican secretary. Señor 
Blasio. He then confessed to Padre 
Soria and heard mass in General 
Miramon’s chamber, where the con­
demned men received the last sacra­
ments, after which he signed his let­
ters and took leave of those about 
him. In removing his wedding ring 
and handing it to Dr. Basch he 
said,” You will tell my mother that I 
did my duty as a soldier and died 
like a Christian.” After this he qui­
etly awaited death.

The appointed hour passed, 
however, without his being sum­
moned to execution. After pro­
longed suspense, at 4 o’clock in the 
afternoon news arrived that a 
reprieve of three days had been 
granted by the president in order 
that the condemned might have time 
to make their last dispositions.

This unexpected delay natural­
ly aroused hopes among the friends 
of the doomed men. These hopes, it 
is said by those closest to him at that 
time, were not shared by 
Maximilian. He continued his 
preparations with the same calm 
dignity that had not once forsaken 
him, but he sent a telegram to the 
national government asking that the 
lives of General Miramon and 
Mejia, “who had already undergone 
all the anguish of death, be spared” 
and that he might by the only vic­
tim. The request was denied.

After making this supreme 
effort on behalf of his generals he 
employed his remaining hours in 
dictating letters, and when night 
came he slept soundly.

On the morning of his execu­
tion (June 19) he arose at 3 o’clock 
and dressed carefully. At 4 o’clock 
Pardre Soria came and once more 
gave him the last sacrament. An 
altar had been erected for this pur- 
[X)se. in a niche formed by a pas­
sageway to the cell. This religious 
duty having being performed, he 
gave instructions to Dr. Basch, 
sending greetings and last tokens to 
friends. At a quarter before 6 he 
breakfasted , and when, on the 
stroke of 6, the officer appeared

who was to lead him to execution he 
was ready, and himself called his 
companions in death. Three hacks 
had been provided for the con­
demned. The prince entered the 
first with the priest, and, escorted by 
the soldiery, the mournful proces­
sion moved through a dense crowd 
to the place of execution.

The good priest weakened 
under the ordeal. He felt faint, and 
the prince held his own bottle to his 
nose.

An officer and seven men had 
been detailed to do the deadly work.
The prince gave each of the soldiers 
a piece of gold, asking them to aim 
carefully at his heart, and, taking off 
his hat, he said: “Mexicans, may my 
blood be the last to be spilled for the 
welfare of my country, and if it 
should be necessary that its sons 
should still shed theirs may it flow 
for its good, but never by treason!
Long live Mexico!"

He then laid his hands on his ___
breast and looked straight before 
him. Five shots fired at short range 
pierced his body. Each of them was 
mortal. He fell, and as he still 
moved the officer in charge pointed 
to his heart with his sword, and a 
soldier stepped forward and fired a 
last shot. —Mrs. Cornelius 
Steven.son in Century.
