#1 That was a great football 

game Friday night, congratulations 
Broncos and keep up the good 
work!

Q. When was a system devised 
to deliver mail in our country and 
town?

A, The history books say that 
the first post office in America was 
opened in Boston in 1639. The 
General Court of Massachusetts 
gave exclusive right to receive let­
ters to and from overseas to Richard 
Fairbanks. Fairbanks was allowed a 
penny for the transmission of each 
letter to and from overseas. A 
monthly service was established 
between New York City and Boston 
in 1673 and the route ran inland by 

gl way of Springfield, Massachusetts. 
This route and later alternate routes 
came to be called the Boston Post 
Road. William Penn created a mail 
service from Philadelphia to 
Maryland in 1683.

An Englishman, Thomas 
Neale, was granted royal authority 
to establish an exclusive, private 
postal service in America in 1692. 
Mail was carried weekly from New 
Hampshire to Virginia. The British 
took over this service in 1707 and 
refused to renew Neale’s authority. 
Benjamin Franklin was the post- 

^  master of Philadelphia from 1737 to 
1753 and was appointed one of two 
deputy postmasters general for the 
North American colonies in 1753. 
He served in this post until 1774 
and did much to improve postal ser­
vice and increase the circulation of 
newspapers in the American 
colonies.

One of the first acts of the 
Second Continental Congress was 
to establish a new mail system for 
the revolting colonies. Franklin was 
appointed the first postmaster gen- 

0  eral and served in 1775 and 1776. 
He was Succeeded by his son-in- 
law, Richard Bache. Congress set 
the offwial postal routes as post 
roads ^nd only the government 
could/carry mail over these routes. 
Private carriers were free to use 
other roads of the colony to conduct 
their business.

Congress was authorized by

the U. S. Constitution to establish a 
federal post office system and in 
1789 appointed Samuel Osgood the 
first postmaster general. In 1794 the 
Post Office Dept, was organized on 
a permanent basis as a branch of the 
Treasury Dept. In 1829 the postmas­
ter general became a member of the 
President’s cabinet and his depart­
ment was separated from the 
Treasury Dept.

Pre-paid adhesive postage 
stamps were introduced in 1847, a 
switch from the former collect-on- 
delivery system, and became stan­
dard in 1855. Residential postal 
boxes began to appear in 1858. 
Private letter carriers in the larger 
cities were eliminated when all the 
streets of New York, Boston and 
Philadelphia were declared to be 
post roads in 1860. The Post Office 
Dept, was officially designated an 
executive department of the govern­
ment in 1872. Special delivery was 
established in 1885 and rural deliv­
ery in 1896. The Postal Savings 
System was introduced in 1911 and 
discontinued in 1966. In 1911 the 
first airmail flight was made from 
Garden City, Long Island to 
Mineóla, a distance of six miles. 
Parcel Post was started in 1913. 
New York City and Washington DC 
had regular airmail flights between 
them in 1918 and transcontinental 
airmail service began in 1920 and 
postage meters were first licensed in 
the same year. Transpacific airmail 
service was started in 1935 and 
transatlantic airmail service in 1939. 
Helicopter service was introduced in 
Los Angeles in 1947.

In 1970, after a massive postal 
worker strike. Congress approved 
the reorganization of the system and 
the department which had existed 
for 181 years became the U.S. Postal 
Service and was made an indepen­
dent agency. The American Postal 
Workers Union was formed in 1971 
from five separate postal unions.

In the earliest days of Sutton 
County, settlers had to go to San 
Angelo, Del Rio or Kerrville to get 
their mail. There was no town and 
therefore no post office in the coun­
ty. According to the Historian, 
Corporate Information Services of

the United States Postal Service, on 
September 19, 1889 Robert W. 
Callahan was made the first 
Postmaster of Sonora and on 
February 15, 1890 he was replaced 
by Pharis Hurst. William Cusenbary 
became postmaster on July 2, 1891 
and he was replaced by Elijah S. 
Brian! on May 19, 1893. Mike 
Murphy became postmaster on June 
10, 1897 and was replaced by 
Pharis Hurst on October 24, 1906.

The U.S.P.S. year runs from 
September to September and in 
their last calendar year they made 
approximately $370,000 in Sonora 
sales. There are five postal employ­
ees and one postmaster in Sonora. 
These dedicated men and women 
travel about 276 miles a week deliv­
ering ■ mail. This figure does not 
include the out of town trips to pick 
up and send out our mail or the rural 
delivery routes.

I’m not sure of the exact word­
ing but there was a motto for the 
post office that said "Neither snow 
nor rain nor heat nor gloom of night 
stays these couriers from the swift 
completion of their appointed 
rounds." You can tell a bunch of 
Yankees wrote that one. They forgot 
to include our temperatures of 106, 
a few blinding wind storms that 
have blanketed Sonora with a fine 
layer of sand, flooded draws, local 
dogs, snakes and spiders, at4imes 
some very rude customers and ter-

Garza today reminded Texans of 
winter propane safety procedures 
now that colder temperatures have 
arrived.

"Most of the state received the 
season's first blast of winter weather 
recently," said Chairman Williams. 
"And while the drastic drop in the 
temperature came as a surprise to 
some, it means now is the perfect 
time to make sure every member of 
your family is up to speed on 
propane safety."

"An estimated one-half million 
Texas homes use efficient propane 
as their primary energy source," 
Commissioner Matthews said. 
"Knowing what to do if you smell 
propane and think you may have a 
leak will insure reliability and safety 
for you and your family this winter."

"Knowing in advance what to 
do if you smell a propane leak is 
critical to ensuring your safety," 
Garza added. "Texans should famil­
iarize themselves with basic safety 
guidelines and have their propane 
equipment regularly inspected by a 
trained service technician."

If you think you smell propane 
in your home, camper, RV or the 
area around any gas equipment, or if 
a gas alarm signals the presence of 
propane, the Texas Railroad 
Commission suggests that you 
immediately:

* Extinguish all smoking mate­
rials and any other open flames or 
sources of ignition.

* Vacate the building, vehicle or 
area. Move everyone away without 
using any electric switches, appli­
ances, thermostats, or telephones.

* Close the supply valve on the

Turn the 
valve to the right as far as it will go.

* Call your propane supplier 
and/or your local fire department 
from a cellular telephone or a neigh­
bor's telephone.

* Even if you do not continue to 
smell propane, do not open or turn 
on the propane supply valve. Do not 
re-enter the building, camper or RV 
or area. Let a qualified propane serr 
vice technician and/or emergency 
personnel check for escaped 
propane.

* Have a properly trained 
propane service technician repair 
any leaks detected. The service or 
emergency technician should deter­
mine that the leak situation has been 
fully resolved. The propane service 
technician should check all of your 
gas appliances and re-light any 
appliance pilots.

Return to the building, 
camper, RV or area only when the 
service or emergency technician 
indicates it is safe to do so.

To help consumers properly use 
propane-fueled appliances, the 
Railroad Commission of Texas 
offers a free safety brochure entitled

W hat Is M echanical Low

Sonora Bronco Football Preview 
Quanah Indians

This week’s quarterfinal playoff game will have the Broncos (11-2) fac­

ing the District 7-2A Quanah Indians. The 10-3 Indians were their district’s 
runners up and have defeated Stamford 10-7, Sunray 31-14, and Coahoma 
21-14 to advance this far in the playoffs. In the Stamford bi-district game, 
Quanah won the game by a field goal with .08 seconds left in the fourth 
quarter. In the Coahoma game last week, the Indians scored 21 points in the 
first quarter. They then had to hold on to win the game. Quanah’s three loss­
es were to Hamlin 28-6, Holliday 18-7, and 3-A Childress 21-20. During the 
regular season, QB Jeff Ward rushed for 813 yards (8.0 average) and was 
28-54-4 passing for 719 yards and 5 TDs. RB Jonathan Hill rushed for 886 
yards (6.9 average) and 14 TDs while FB Lucas Martinez rushed for 534 
yards. The Indians top receiver is Brison Bursey with 11 catches for 211 
yards.

Quanah runs the Wing T offense. They have good team speed to the out­
side. As mentioned above, their four main offensive threats are Ward, Hill, 
Martinez, and Bursey. Last year. Ward ran the 2(X)m in 23.4 seconds. When 
his receivers are not open, he will likely tuck the ball away and head for the 
outside. Hill (6-0, 165) is both a rushing and receiving threat. He also 
returns punts and kickoffs. His brother Jason is the current 2A record hold­
er for the high jump. In the three playoff games. Hill has rushed for 520 
yards.

COLLEGE STATION - The Texas Agricultural Lifetime Leadership 
program is currently seeking applications for its eighth class.

Ear Tags for Sheep and 
Goats?

YES. Beginning November
2001, the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) requires that 
certain classes of sheep and goats 
have PREMISE identification ear 
tags applied BEFORE they are 
moved from their farm to be sold in 
interstate commerce OR comingled 
with sheep and goats from any other 
farms. Compliance action in Texas 
will not be taken until April 1, 2002.

Identification requirements 
extend to:

* ALL sheep 18 months of age 
or older.

* ALL breeding sheep regard­
less of age.

* Sexually intact show or exhi­
bition sheep and goats.

* ALL goats 18 months of age 
or older that are or have been comin­
gled with sheep.

* ALL breeding goats that are or 
have been comingled with sheep.

NOTE: Identification for goats: 
Tattoos may be used to identify reg­
istered or meat and dairy show 
goats, as long as the animals are 
accompanied by their registration 
papers. A PREMISE identification 
number should be obtained and the 
ear tags should be applied to animals 
being culled or animals no longer 
accompanied by registration papers.

Commercial goats and wethers 
that have not had contact with sheep 
are exempt from identification 
requirements.

Texas Regulations
The Texas regulations for 

intrastate movement, will be drafted 
and presented to the Texas Animal 
Health Commission in February
2002. TAHC regulations will mirror 
the USDA premise identification 
requirements.

How Much Will Tags Cost?
Aside from the time it takes to 

attach the eartag prior to loading 
sheep and goats for shipment, there 
is no cost, if you use the white rnetal 
or white plastic tags provided 
through the state-federal program. 
In meetings with industry represen­
tatives, a preference for a PREMISE 
identification system was expressed. 
Therefore, owners will be assigned a 
unique, permanent PREMISE iden­
tification number. Supplies of ear

tags will carry this number, and a 
sequential number on the reverse 
side, which owners may use in 
maintaining individual animal 
records.

A free pair of tag pliers will be 
provided with the first shipment of 
tags.

To get your PREMISE identifi­
cation number and order free tags, 
call the toll-free designated toll-free 
"tag line" at 1-866-873-2824.

Tags are shipped by UPS, so be 
prepared to provide a physical ship­
ping address.

Approved vendors offer other 
styles of official PREMISE identifi­
cation tags that may be purchased 
after you get your premise number. 
A list of approved vendors can be 
obtained by calling the toll-free "tag 
line," or checking the web site: 
www.aphis.usda.gov/vs/scrapie.htm

Tagging and Records
Identified sheep and goats may 

carry several ear tags, depending on 
how many premises or flocks from 
which they have been moved or 
sold. Tags are to accurately reflect 
the premises on which the animals 
have been comingled with other 
sheep or goats.

Federal regulations require that 
records on purchases and sales be 
maintained for five years for disease 
investigation purposes. To comply 
with record keeping requirements 
when selling sheep and goats at the 
livestock market, have your premise 
identification number recorded on 
the market check-in document.

For private treaty transactions, 
be sure the seller has met tagging 
requirements and record the seller's 
premise identification number on 
your receipt or bill of sale.

Why Identify?
In 1947, scrapie, a fatal degen­

erative brain disease affecting sheep 
and goats, was accidentally intro­
duced into the U.S.

Although older animals can be 
exposed and become infected, 
lambs and kids are most susceptible 
to the disease. Usually, lambs and 
kids are exposed to scrapie through 
fluids and tissues associated with 
birthing. Scrapie develops slowly, 
and infected animajs usually don't 
show signs of the disease — includ­
ing weight loss, tremors, loss of 
coordination, swaying, or wool 
pulling — until they are 18 months 
of age or older. Infected dams may 
shed the infectious agent -- or prion

Task Force on Homeland Security Makes Second Round of Recommendations
AUSTIN -  

Rep. Bob Turner 
( D - V o s s )  
announced today 
that the
Governor's Task 
For.ce on
H o m e l a n d  
Security met in 
Dallas to exam­

ine the security of the Dallas Water 
Utilities and the TXU Elm Fork 
Water Plant. Turner, who was 
appointed to the task force in early 
October, had the opportunity to 
meet with local utility workers.

Turner said, "I have been 
approached by many constituents 
that are worried about the security

of our water plants and electric 
facilities. The knowledge we 
gained on our tours placed my mind 
at ease and should also ease the 
worries of all Texans."

During the meeting, the task 
force voted on seven recommenda­
tions that will be sent to Governor 
Perry. All recommendations passed 
unanimously and are listed below:

1. Recommend that the 
Governor consider establishing a 
coordinating council composed of 
both public and private sector rep­
resentation to develop a plan for 
early detection and streamlining 
responses to bio-terrorism that 
avoids duplication of efforts and 
establishes well-defined duties.

responsibilities, and jurisdictional 
authority.

2. Recommend that the 
Governor consider directing the 
Texas Department of Health to 
develop a statewide plan to adminis­
ter a mass vaccination and chemo­
prophylaxis should they be required. 
The statewide plan shall include 
public and private health resources.

j  3. Recommend that the 
Governor consider directing the 
Texas Department of Health to work 
in conjunction with the Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
Division of Emergency 
Management and the Center for 
Disease Control to review and 
update plans for quarantine, hospi-

talization, and evacuation proce­
dures in the event of a terrorist 
attack with due regard to civil liber­
ties.

4. Recommend that the 
Governor consider requesting all 
health licensing organizations and 
agencies to require licensees to 
attend at least one hour of continu­
ing education requirements each 
year on reporting of medical events 
and responding to the consequences 
of an incident of terrorism.

5. Recommend that the 
Governor consider requesting all 
health licensing organizations and 
agencies to require licensees to pro­
vide business fax numbers and 
email addresses, if available, when 
completing license and registration 
forms.

6. Recommend that the 
Governor consider directing the 
Division of Emergency 
Management and the Texas 
Engineering Extension Service to 
deploy and implement a plan for 
establishing 10 Regional HazMat 
WMD Teams (Hazardous Materials 
Weapons of Mass Destruction 
Teams). The estimated cost for the 
first year of the program is $8.2 
million. This recommendation 
should receive a high priority for 
federal funding.

7. Recommend that the 
Governor request from the Division 
of Emergency Management a list of 
local jurisdictions that did not com­
plete the jurisdictional assessments 
of threat and vulnerability, which 
are being compiled by the Texas 
Engineering Extension Service as 
part of the U.S. Department of 
Justice State Domestic 
Preparedness Equipment Program.

"This task force has done some 
great work up to this point," Turner 
said. "There are still some other 
issues that need to be addressed but 
I am very confident and pleased in 
the direction we are headed."

The task force will meet in El 
Paso on December 17th. The time 
and place are not confirmed at this 
time.

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— during lambing without showing 
clinical signs of disease.

The tme prevalence of scrapie 
in the U.S. is not known. In the past, 
surveillance, animal identification 
methods and eradication programs 
haven't been successful. The 
PREMISE identification system will 
enable epidemiologists to traced dis­
eased animals to their flocks or 
herds. This is a key element in this 
disease eradication effort.

An Issue Affecting Trade
Animal industries in today's 

global marketplace must conduct 
adequate disease surveillance and 
provide accurate information on dis­
ease prevalence and eradication to 
maintain trade opportunities for live 
animals and animal products, such 
as breeding stock, semen and 
embryos.

The American Sheep Institute 
(ASI), in 1998, identified scrapie as 
an important trade issue, estimating 
the industry loses more than $20 
million each year in lost export 
sales, extra disposal costs for dead 
sheep and offal, and lost productivi­
ty. In the settlement of an ASI-filed 
trade action suit, federal funds were 
committed to support a national 
scrapie eradication program.

Eradicating the disease will 
heighten the industry's credibility 
and reputation for supplying whole­
some and healthy animals and prod­
ucts. By 2010, U.S. animal health 
officials and sheep industry leaders 
say scrapie can be eliminated.

By 2017, the U.S. goal is to be 
declared officially scrapie-free by 
international standards.

Historically, black-faced or 
black-faced crossbred sheep have 
been stricken with scrapie most 
often. For international trade pur­
poses, the livestock industry must 
prove that other sheep breeds, and 
goats, are not affected.

The benefits of eradicating the 
disease? Australia and New Zealand, 
have scrapie-free designations, and 
these nations freely sell breeding 
stock worldwide with minimal 
restrictions.

a disease detection tool. For the 
first time, this will allow the indus­
try to know the incidence of this 
disease.

The incidence of scrapie in 
goats has been extremely low, so 
slaughter sampling for this species 
will not be conducted at this time. 
However, goats are susceptible to 
scrapie, and when they are comin­
gled with sheep, registered, breed­
ing, or exhibition goats must be 
identified as discussed earlier in this 
article.

Scrapie in My Flock?
Based on the exposure risk, 

owner's needs, and applicable regu­
lations, a state or federal regulatory 
veterinarian will develop a clean-up 
and monitoring plan for diseased 
and exposed flocks. This may 
include a combination of partial 
depopulation and movement restric­
tions to prevent potential disease 
spread.

The use of pilot projects will 
provide more options to producers 
for the elimination of scrapie, while 
retaining valuable genetics.

An federal indemnity payment, 
based on fair market value will be 
available. A premium will be paid 
for registered animals, based on 
their age.

In the past, the only way to 
detect scrapie was to examine brain 
tissue. A live animal test, called the 
"third eyelid, test" is expected to be 
approved by late 2002 and will be 
used to test suspect or exposed ani­
mals. Genetic testing is also being 
evaluated to determine disease- 
resistance of animals.

Moving Sheep & Goats
As always, it is a good idea to 

check with the state of destination 
before moving livestock across 
state lines.

Keep Food Safe 
During the 
Holidays

K eeping food safe is one way 
that parents and care givers can 
protect their loved ones from  the 
consequences o f  foodbom e illness. 
Foodborne illness com es from  eat­
ing food contam inated with harm ­
ful bacteria.

The sym ptom s o f  foodborne 
illness are often flu-like and can 
occur w ithin a few  hours to several 
days a fter eating  contam inated  
food. Food poisoning, as it is often 
called, can m ake babies, young 
children, and o lder adults very sick. 
T he im m une system s o f  these 
groups o f  people are less effective 
in protecting against and fighting 
o ff infections.

Safe food handling begins at 
the grocery and follow s through 
storage, preparation, service and 
storing leftovers. Follow ing four 
key safe food handling behaviors 
can go a long way to protect your 
fam ily from  foodbom e illness.

C L E A N  - K eep every th ing  
clean. W ash hands w ith hot soapy 
w ater before and after handling 
food and after using the bathroom , 
changing diapers and handling pets. 
Teach children to w ash their hands 
for 20 seconds.

B acteria that cause foodbom e 
illness can be present throughout 
the kitchen. Wash cutting boards, 
dishes, utensils and counter tops 
w ith ho t soapy w ater after prepar-- 
ing each food. To sanitize food 
preparation surfaces, use a sim ple 
sanitizing solution o f 1 teaspoon o f 
chlorine bleach in 1 quart o f  water.

C lean fresh raw  produce under 
running water, but don 't use soap or 
o ther detergents. For hard skinned 
produce, a sm all vegetable brush 
can help rem ove surface dirt.

SEPARATE: D O N 'T C RO SS­
CONTAM INATE - Cross contam i­
nation is the w ord used to describe 
how bacteria can spread from  one 
food product to another. C ross­
con tam ina tion  can easily  occur 
w hen handling raw  meat, poultry 
and seafood. P lace raw  meats in a 
plastic bag at the grocery to keep 
the ju ices from  dripping on other 
foods. A t hom e, store these items 
on a tray or pan on the bottom  shelf 
o f  the refrigerator to keep ju ices 
from  dripp ing  on ¡other

C O O K  - A lw ays cook foods to 
adequate internal tem peratures to 
kill any bacteria that m ay be pre­
sent. A  food therm om eter is the 
m ost accurate way to m ake sure 
food has reached safe internal tem ­
peratures. If  a therm om eter is not 
availab le , visual signs can help 
determ ine doneness. R ed m eat 
should be brow n inside, ju ices o f 
cooked chicken should be clear and 
not pink, fish should be flaky, the 
w hites and yolks o f eggs should be 
firm , and reheated leftover foods 
should be boiling or steam ing hot.

C H ILL: K eep cold foods cold. 
N ever leave perishable foods in 
danger zone tem peratures o f  40 to 
140 degrees F  for m ore than two 
hours. R efrigerate leftover foods 
quickly in shallow  covered contain­
ers to prom ote quick cooling. Keep 
re frig era to r tem pera tu res a t 40 
degrees F or below  and freezer tem ­
peratures at 0 degrees F  or below.

Item s included  in the shoe 
boxes w ere A m erican and Texas 
flags, w ork gloves, toiletries, nasal 
spray, eye drops, dust m asks, socks, 
p re-paid  telephone calling  cards, 
candy, gum, hand cleansers, along 
w ith personal notes o f  encourage­
m ent, journals, letters o f  support, 
personal photos and draw ings from 
children.

A lm ost 3 ,000 decorated  and 
filled  “Shoe B oxes o f  S upport” 
w ere received  from  shoppers 
th roughou t W est Texas. M any 
schools, churches, businesses and 
organizations conducted their own 
drives to collect the needed items.

“We w ere overw helm ed by the 
generosity o f  our shoppers,” Howell 
said. “This really goes to show that 
the hearts o f folks in this area are as 
big as the state o f  Texas.”

Shoe boxes also cam e from  
m any ru r a l  com m unities such  as

S o n o ra  (pop. less th a n  3,000) in  
S u tto n  C ounty . E v ery  s tu d e n t in  
K in d e rg a r te n  th ro u g h  th e  8 th  
g ra d e s  c rea ted  a  “ Shoe Box o f 
S u p p o r t” . Schoo l te a c h e rs  a n d  
p a re n ts  th en  loaded  th e  m ore  th a n  
500 boxes in  th e  b ack s  o f  th re e  
p ick u p  tru c k s  an d  d ro v e  th e  120- 
m ile  ro u n d - tr ip  to  S an  A ngelo. 
S o n o ra  ISD  is ju s t  one o f  the 
m a n y  schoo ls , b u s in e sse s  a n d  
o rg a n iz a tio n  th e  N ew  Y o rk e rs  
p la n  to  v isit d u rin g  th e ir  stay.

“Feed the C hildren ,” a non­
profit C hristian relief organization 
based in O klahom a City, transported 
the shoe boxes free o f charge via a 
48-foot sem i-tract/trailer rig to the 
organization’s w arehouse in N ew  , 
Jersey. From  there, the shoe boxes 
w ere delivered to a staging area near 
the W orld Trade C enter site. R escue 
and relief w orkers began receiving 
the shoe boxes the w eek o f  Nov. 10.

“We coordinated this project 
out o f  our hearts and never really 
expected to hear from anyone on the 
receiving end o f these shoe boxes, 
but on Nov. 13 we received a call 
from  Capt. “R osey” Velez,” Howell 
explained.

“There w asn’t a dry eye in the 
m all office as Capt. Velez explained 
how much the shoe boxes have been 
graciously received,” said D ennis 
B ackstom , Sunset M all’s general 
manager. “We are thrilled to know 
that our efforts and the efforts o f  our 
shoppers have m ade such and em o­
tional im pact.”

The four New Yorkers also plan 
to participate in the dedication o f  an 
“E nduring Freedom ” tree at Sunset 
M all. The tree-planting cerem ony is 
set for 11:55 a.m  on Friday, D ec. 7 
at the m ail’s north entrance.

“We chose that particular tim e 
because it is the exact tim e - Central 
S tandard Tim e - that Pearl H arbor 
was attacked 60 years ago; however, 
w e w ant to honor all o f  A m erica’s 
heroes, both m ilitary and civilian, at 
this tim e,” B ackstrom  explained.

The m ail’s landscape contrac­
tor, Executive Law n & Landscape 
o f  San A ngelo, is donating a Texas 
live oak tree  as ■ the “E nduring  
Freedom ” tree. In the spring, the 
mall plans to add outdoor park-style 
seating and additional landscaping.
