Explosion in 
Japan Fatal 
To Hundreds

Army Arsenal Blows 
Up; Thousands Left 
Homeless by Blast

OSAKA, Japan, March 2. (VP). — 
A death toll of unknown proportions 
was taken by an army arsenal ex­
plosion at suburban Hirakata which 
spread fire and destruction through 
a wide residential area Wednesday, 
the war office in Tokyo announced 
this afternoon.

Police said probably 200 persons 
were blown to bits and burned to 
death.

The war office said only ten 
were known dead but that scores 
were missing and that it was im­
possible to set the death toll defi­
nitely because many victims an- 
parently had been incinerated.

The w'ar office said 472 persoxrs 
were injured.

It  added that 800 houses were 
destroyed by the spreading explo­
sions and fires and 100 damaged, 
leaving 8,313 persons homeless.

I t  was announced that a worker’s 
carelessness cansed powder to catch 
fire and set o ff munitions blasts.

The disaster, unprecedented for 
its type in Japan’s industrial his­
tory, occurred at 3:20 p. m. yester­
day (12:30 a. m CST, Wednes­
day) from an undetermined cause.

Window-s w'ere broken for miles. 
Telephone and telegraph wires 
were throw'ii down, and railway and 
street car service had to be sus­
pended.

Osaka is Japan’s second largest 
city and is 330 miles west of 
Tokyo.

Given New Wildcat

Second wildcat in as many days 
for the Masterson area of Peco was 
seen today as Culbertson &; Irwin, 
Inc., o f Midland, announced loca­
tion for their No. 1 Ed Fiomme. It 
is 330 feet from the northeast and 
southeast lines of the west quarter 
of section 106, block 10, H. & G. N. 
survey, about one mile south of pro­
duction in the pool proper. A pro­
jected 1,500-foot test, it is slated 
to start drilling with cable tools 
Saturday.

In  the Pecos River' area, O. E. 
.Schkade No. 1 Neville has been 
abandoned at total depth of 2,558 
feet in brown lime. It found six 
bailers of water hourly from 2,- 
465-67. George T. Abell et al No. 1 
O'. W. Willard, east of Imperial, is 
drilling below 1,300 in brown lime. 
Cities Service No. 1 Dorr is drilling 
at 130 feet in sand and red rock.

On the Ward county side of the 
Pecos Valley pool, DeKoch and
Lyipian No. 1 Kessler topped Yates 
sand at 1,705 feet, 16 feet high to 
Edwards and Donnelly’s large pro­
ducer farther west, and is drilling
ahead below l,7i0 in lime and
anhydrite.

Bennett Pool Oiler

Honolulu No. 10-695 Bennett, in 
the pool of that name in south-, 
easter Yoakum, on potential test es­
tablished daily rating of 1,856.92 
barrels of 32.8-gravity oil, with gas­
oil ratio of 943-1. It  had been acidiz­
ed with 7,000 gallons in pay zone 
from 5,030 to 5,250, the total depth.

Shell No. 1 Waples-Platter Com­
pany, two miles northeast of Ben­
nett production, is drilling below 
4,939 feet.

New location for the eastern por­
tion of the Denver pool in Yoakum 
is Shell No. 3-C George Baumgart, 
330 feet out of the southwest cor­
ner of section 866, block D, J. H. 
Gibson survey.

Sinclair-Prairie No. 1-A Kendrick, 
quarter-mile east extension produc­
er in the Denver pool, is flowing 
into pits while running tubing. 
Total depth is 5,144, corrected by 
steel line from 5,152. .

I t  was learned today that Ted 
Weiner, of Fort Worth and Wink, 
and associates plan immediate dril- 
ing of a wildcat in extreme south­
eastern Yoakum, six miles southeast 
of the Bennett pool. I t  will be on 
W. E. Ivey land, in the southwest 
quarter of section 874, block D, J. 
H. Gibson survey, a mile and a 
half north of the Gaines county 
line. The 600-acre block was as­
sembled by R. T. Dashner, o f Sea- 
gtaves, who turned it to Weiner 
et al for drilling. Weiner will drill 
the well with his own rotary tools.

B. W. Richardson No. 1 A. .E. 
Coe, extension producer a mile 
northeast of the Slaughter pool in 
Hockley, at plugged-back depth of 
5,088 feet swabbed 92 barrels of 
fluid, 97 percent oil and the rest 
water, on 24-hour test. Operators 
are plugging back further to shut 
o ff water. The well went originally 
to total depth of 5,182 feet.

T. G. Shaw No. 1 C. S. Dean,

(VP) — Governor O’Dainel 
stood on the sacred site of Texas’ 
birthplace today and condemned 
those who would engender class 
hatred by opposing a constitutional 
guarantee of pensions for the aged 
and needy.

On the anniversary of Texas’ in­
dependence, the governor called for 
re-consecration to fundamental 
principles of democratic govern­
ment as expressed in the state’s 
constitution.

Water Facilities Programs for 
28 West Texas Counties Slated

FORT WORTH, March 2. — Ope­
rations work is scheduled to start 
in the near future in seven new 
Department of Agriculture water 
facilities projects covering 6,000,000 
acres of land in 28 West and South­
west Texas counties, Paul H. Wai- 
ser, state coordinator for the Soil 
Conservation Service announced to­
day.

The seven new projects announced 
for planning in January and now 
approved for operations are:

Toyah Creek Watershed: 630,000 
acres located in Reeves, Pecos, and 
Jeff Davis counties.

Atascosa River Watershed; 1,- 
080,000 acres in Atascosa, Frio, 
Medina, Bexar. Wilson, Karnes and 
Live Oak counties.

Elm Creek Watershed: 1,073,000 
acres in Maverick, Kinney, Uvalde 
and Zavala counties.
Spring and Dove Creeks and South 

Concho River Watershed: 900,000 
acres in Irion, Tom Green, Crockett 
and Schlaicher counties.

Brady Creek Watershed and Mus­
tang, Salt, Elm, Cow, Cedar and 
Corn Creek Watersheds: 900,000
acres in Concho, McCulloch, Menard 
and San Saba counties.

Big Elm, Mulberry, Noodle, Bit­
ter, Dead Man’s and Cedar Creek 
Watersheds: 860,000 acres in Taylor, 
Jones, Shackelford and Callahan 
counties,

Dockum, Duck and Croton Water­
sheds: 640,000 acres in Dickens and 
Kent counties.

Mr. Walser said today that plans 
are now being made for the es­
tablishment of field headquarters 
offices in each of these projects 
areas, and that work of assisting 
farmers in the installation, con­
struction or development of small 
water facilities such as ponds, 
spreaders, reservoirs, wells, dams, 
springs, pumping works, windmills, 
stock water tanks, flood irrigation 
and small irrigation systems for 
single farms or groups of farms 
will get underway as soon as field 
establishments can be completed 
and personnel transferred into the 
new work areas.

The establishment of the new 
projects will increase the number 
of such projects in operation in 
Texas to 12, since five are already 
operative.

The water facilities program in 
Texas is a cooperative enterprise 
being carried on jointly by the 
Bureau of Agricultural Economics, 
the Farm Security Administration 
and the Soil Conservation Service

under authority granted by the 
Pope-Jones Water Facilities Act of 
1937.

Geilsral responsibility for the 
operations phase of the program es­
pecially in planning and installing 
water facilities and conservation 
farming practices has been assigned 
to the Soil Conservation Service.

The Farm Security Administra­
tion has supervision of financial 
arrangements by which the farmer 
may receive federal assistance in 
installing his facilities. The farmer 
may receive a cash loan to be used 
in the purchase of materials' or the 
government may furnish materials 
and labor needed to install facilities 
for which the farmer agrees to pay. 
Technical assistance is furnished 
without cost to the farmer. The 
farmer obligates himself only for 
materials and labor required for the 
development of his facilities.

The Bureau of Agricultural Eco­
nomics is charged with the responsi­
bility for over-all or sectional plan­
ning for water facilities in specified 
agricultural areas. This agency is 
not concerned with the planning of 
facilities for individual farms.

Working cooperatively with the 
farmer technicians of the Soil Con­
servation Service and representa­
tives of the Farm Security Adminis­
tration will work out complete plans 
covering three points, namely:

1. A plan for location, construction 
or installation, utilization and main­
tenance of water facilities.

2. A plan for the establishment 
and maintenance of a complete soil 
and water conservation farming sys­
tem.

3. A  farm and home management 
plan.

These plans will provide for the 
adoption of good land use practices 
designed to conserve soil and water 
and at the same time enable the 
farmer to produce adequate food 
and feed to supply family and live­
stock and cultivate those cash 
crops that will best enable him to 
repay his obligations and m̂ 3et 
operating expense.

Under the terms of the Act farm­
ers can make application for assis­
tance to any county agent, field 
representative of the Farm Security 
Administration or technical man of 
the Soil Conservation Service if 
he feels that income from the land 
could be increased, a more adequate 
‘live at home’ program developed 
and wiser use of the land achieved 
through the installation of water 
facilities.

Pony Express Riders 
Complete First Lap; 
Arrive Here Saturday

Seventeen saddle-wise cowboys 
and a 16-year-old girl sprinted out of 
Nocona at nine o’clock yesterday 
morning when Amon G. Carter, Ft. 
Worth publisher, fired the starting 
pistol, the event marking the start 
of the new-fangled pony express 
to the Golden Gate Exposition, a 
distance of almost 1,800 miles.

By nightfall most of the riders had 
covered the 48 miles to Wichita 
Palls, Shorty Hudson of Knox City 
leading the way into Wichita Falls. 
Most of the group spent last night 
at Arch^er City, departing early 
this morning for Abilene and points 
west. Taylor Tuck of St. Jo was 
second and Jack Clifton and Miss 
Bennie Greenwood tied lor third 
at Wichita.

The pony express riders took to the 
saddle in a race to get to Oakland 
and the Golden Gate Exposition 
where a $750 cash prize awaits the 
first rider arriving there.

Good sized crowds lined the streets 
in all towns passed through to date 
to watch the riders gallop by. I t  took 
about six hours to make the trip 
from Nocona to Wichita Falls.

The riders are picking up pony 
express mail at each town,” carry­
ing it through West Texas to El 
Paso, Las Cruces and Lordsburg 
in New Mexico and on to Phoenix, 
Yuma, Los Angeles and up the 
Pacific Coast to Oakland and the 
exposition. Each rider is allowed 
two mounts, one of which rides in 
an auto trailer while the other is 
ridden.

At their present rate the journey 
will take around 30 days. Tlie origi­
nal pony express, allowed frequent 
changes of mounts, used to make 
the trip from St. Joseph, Mo., to 
California in eight days.

The riders are scheduled to pass 
through Midland sometime Satur­
day, the exact time of the first 
arrival not having been ascertained.

WASHINGTON, March 2. (/P). — 
Southerner after southerner arose 
Wednesday before congressional 
committees to reiterate the charge 
that the freight rate structure was 
damaging to Dixie, but most of 
them declared remedies should be 
applied only after painstaking and 
thorough study.

Otherwise, they said, new injuries 
might be inflicted on the economic 
system in their section and in other 
areas.

C. E. Widen, of Nashville, Tenn., 
the concluding witness today before 
the senate interstate commerce sub­
committee studying several freight 
rate bills, opposed the bill intro­
duced by Senator Hill (D-Ala), 
chairman of the sub-committee. 
He said it would be an unjust and 
dangerous experiment.

W iden is traffic manager of the 
Tennessee Products corporation.

Senator Hill interrupted Widell’s 
testimony to remark that his bill 
had received “very little support” 
from witnesses before the commit­
tee this week and indicated it might 
be abandoned.

“I  just introduced the bill to be 
shot at, so to speak,” he said.

“ One serious objection to the 
pending bills is that congress would 
arbitrarily fix  specific rates and 
rate levels by legislative declaration 
without hearing or appropriate pro­
ceeding for determination of facts,” 
Widen stated.

“I f  tile nortlierii general level of

rates mile-for-mne should be im­
posed upon the southern rate struc­
ture, it would adversely affect the 
southern iron industry, founders, 
all industries using products of for­
ests such as chemical plants, furni­
ture factories, paper industries and 
lumber mills.”

J. C. Murray of Little Rock, Ark., 
who announced he appeared for the 
governor of Arkansas and Arkansas 
industry, provided the committee 
with numerous examples which 
showed, he said, how the south was 
handicapped in competing in north­
ern territory.

Murray said the present center 
of population located west of 
Cincinnati had moved only 48 miles 
westward in 40 years and added 
“so long as we have the theory 
of freight rates based on density 
the center will remain where it 
is.”

Murray said Baltimore could ship 
canned tomatoes to South Bend, 
Ind., for 53 cents per hundred 
pounds while Fayetteville, Ark., had 
to pay 77 cents to reach the same 
destination, which is equidistant 
from both supply points.

“We can of course compete with 
Baltimore, but we have to pay the 
grower less,” he said.

Asked for his “cure” of the situa­
tion, Murray said the ideal would be 
a scale under which weaker trans­
portation lines would provide them­
selves with revenue through divi­
sion of tfie business.

VATICAN CITY, Mar. 2 (Æ’)— 
Eugenio Cardinal Pacelli today was 
elected the two hundred sixty sec­
ond Pope.

The new pontiff, papal secretary 
of state under Pope Pius X I. suc­
ceeded to the throne of St. Peter’s 
on his sixty-third birthday. He will 
take the name of Pope Pius X II.

The new spiritual head of the 
Catholics is an Italian.

Camillo Cardinal Caccia Dom- 
inioni made the announcement 
election from the central balcony 
of St. Peter’s.

Cheers from a great crowd in the 
piazza greeted the amiouncement.

The new pope is a mqmber of an 
Italian noble family whose rela­
tions with the Vatican have always 
been intimate. He visited the Unit­
ed States in 1936.

His election on the third ballot 
with without precedent. in modern 
history of the church. Not since 
1623, when Benedict X V  was chosen, 
has the conclave acted so prompt­
ly.

The new pope had served as head 
of the church since Pope Pius X I 
died. He called the world conclave 
of cardinals that chose him- for the 
high office.

The new pope imparted his first 
papal benediction from the central 
balcony to a wildly cheering throng 
shortly after his election.

The new pope had had one of the 
most distinguished careers of any 
man in the present College of 
Cardinals, He was born in Rome, 
March 2, 1876, and comes of a
family which has long had close 
connections with the Vatican. His 
father, Filippo Pacelli, was dean 
of the consistorial advocates.

His brother Francesco, played
a considerable, part in the nego­
tiation of the Lateran treaties be­
tween the Vatican and Fascit
Italy, and for his service was
made a Marquis and a councillor 
of the new Vitican state.

Eugenio Pacelli was ordained to 
the priesthood in 199. After get­
ting his degrees of Doctor of Di­
vinity and Doctor of Canon Law, 
he was assigned td Pope Leo X I I I  
in 1900 for duties in the offices of 
the papal Secretariat o f State, In 
1908 he was made professor of 
diplomacy in the Academia dei No- 
bili. He had also served in the 
Sacred Congregation of Extraordi­
nary Ecclesiastical Affairs, t h u s  
coming to the notice of the great 
Cardinal Gasparri who for so many 
years conducted the foreign affairs 
of the Vatican.

Pope Pius X  and, later, Pope 
Benedict XV, made Pacelli Sec­
retary of the Congregation. Later 
Pope Benedict consecrated him as 
bishop in the great Sistine Chapel 
and in 1917, in the midst o f the 
"World War, sent him as Papal 
Nuncio to Bavaria.

Here, among other things, he 
worked hard to further the Pope'.s 
last effort to bring thé -w arring 
powers together and to end the 
war. "When the Germans lost the 
war and the Bolsheviks for a 
short time, ruled Bavaria, Pacelli’s 
life was in danger and he finally 
left. But later he returned and 
secured a concordat between Ba­
varia axid the Vatican.

He was consecrated Archbishop 
of Sardes and in 1920 was sent as 
first Papal Nuncio to the new Ger­
man republic. In Berlin he worked 
so well that he secured a concor­
dat between Russia and the Vati­
can.

Returning to Rome he became 
understudy to Cardinal Gasparri, 
He was created a cardinal in 
1929. I ll 1930 he succeeded Car­
dinal Gasparri as secretary of 
state a n d  succeeded Cardinal 
Merry del Val as archpriest of St. 
Peter’s. In these posts he was 
brought into especially close touch 
with Pope Pius X I, who had an 
increasingly warm regard for him 
and entrusted him with many im­
portant missions o f the Vatican.

perfectly willing to get tough, if 
he has to, in order to enforce the 
wages and hours law. The first 
grand jury indictment against an 
offender, just returned at Boston, 
is a good indication of that.

Nevertheless, the law thus far 
has met much less opposition than 
might have been expected. There 
has been nothing like the tidal 
wave of litigation that greeted the 
national labor relatione act. No 
one has gone to court to challenge 
the law’s constitutionality. Mr. 
Andrews has only gone to court 
six times to obtain compliance.

Considering the fact that ap­
proximately 11,000,000 workers are 
covered by the act, that record is 
a trifle .surprising.

Not that all is sweetness and 
light. - Some 8000 complaints have 
been filed by workers. The Wage 
and Hour Division recently added 
two dozen field inspectors to its 
force, giving it a staff of 128 men 
who spend all their time checking 
complaints.

GOVERNMENT  
HOLDS H IGH  CARDS.

MAYBE one reason the record 
to date is rather mild is that 
in any scrap the Wage and Hour 
División holds all the aces. I t  can 
proceed against an employer in 
criminal court, and the penalty 
lor an employer convicted can be 
a fine of $10,000—or, for a second 
offense, six months in Jail. Or the 
division' can get a federal court 
injunction restraining an offend­
ing ernployer from breaking the 
provisions of the law. I f  he goes 
ahead and breaks them then he 
can be punished forthwith for 
contempt o f court.

HERE ARE THE
SIX  SUITS.

SO far, the Wage and Hour 
Division has filed six injunction 
suits. They include:

SUIT to restrain the Harwood 
Manufacturing Corp. of New 
York from paying less than 25 
cents an hour to its 400-odd 
workers in factories at Marion 
and Christianburg, Va. This 
firm is the biggest yet sued.

SU IT against the Powers 
Manufacturing Co. of Waterloo, 
la., makers o f athletic uni­
forms. This injunction was 
granted in a consent decree; the 
Company also agreed to pay 
$2200 to employes as difference 
between what they got and what 
they should have got since the 
law went into effect.

SUIT against the Ti'ueworth 
Manufacturing Co., Inc., of New 
York, which employ around 100 
people in a plant at Jessup, Ga., 
making shirts and pants.

SUIT against four affiliated 
laundry and dry cleaning sup­
ply companies in Philadelphia 
—the Sterling Supply Corp., 
Carson Textile Co., Inc., Cres­
cent Chemical Corp.—alleging 
violation of overtime provi­
sions.

SUIT to restrain Race Broth­
ers, of Philadelphia, makers of 
paper boxes, from violating the 
wage and hour provisions.

SU IT against the Central 
Weaving and Spinning Corp. 
of Fayetteville, N. C., a silk and 
rayon concern accused of paying 
some of its workers less than $10 
a week.

bring suit to recover unpaid min­
imum wages or unpaid overtime 
compensation. He can collect twice 
the sum that is owed him; in ad­
dition, the employer can be as­
sessed, for the court costs and for 
“ reasonable attorneys’ fees.’’

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Texas Today

The appropriations committee of 
the Texas house of representatives, 
which handles all money bills ,be- 
fore they reach the house floe«’, "is 
most unusual in that its member­
ship of 21 does not include one leg­
islative freshman. Nearly half the 
members of most other committees 
are first-termers.

It  is no novelty for appropriations 
committeemen to talk ecoiromy in 
government and the current house 
group has been acting the part 
splendidly so far. A requested large 
supplemental appropriation for the 
livestock sanitary commission and 
several suggested emergency allot­
ments for colleges v/ere turned down. 
The nearly $3,000,000 requested to 
supplement rural school aid funds 
was cut to $336,000.

The situation go*t so tough that 
one representative seeking a small 
appropriation to replace a school 
house destroyed by fire tried to 
have the bill transferred from the 
appropriations group. His colleagues, 
however, laughed him down.

A member of the house appropria­
tions committee on the same com­
mittee two years ago, remarked on 
the contrast between the two groups.

Very few requested allotments 
were killed outright by the com­
mittee of the preceding legislature, 
he said, although many were trim^ 
med. Several money bills got past 
the entire legislature only to en- 
coui|ter Gov. James V. Allred’s 
much - used veto axe. Legislators 
seeking appropriations for this or 
that now refer to 1937 as “ the good 
old days.’ ’

The extreme paucity of house in 
house investigations in the first 
one-third of the legislative session 
were noticeable. Speaker R. Emmett 
Morse of Houston strongly inti­
mated at the outset of the session 
that a person introducing an inves­
tigation resolution would not be 
placed on the investigating commit­
tee because he would be considered 
partisan. That appeared to dull the 
ardor of house members who other­
wise would have wanted investiga­
tions with themselves playing major 
roles.

The only investigation the house 
authorized in the first six weeks 
was one on the need for a new state 
office building. The controversial 
matter of old age pensions even got 
by without the expected inquiry 
into some of its phases.

Two years ago there were legis­
lative inquiries into the claimed 
cement trust, administration of 
school funds by the state depart­
ment of education, pensions, al­
leged ■ price discrimination against 
West Texas oil, administration of 
the school for the deaf here and 
several other subjects.

DEDUCTION FOR BAD DEBTS.

Bad debts constitute a consider­
able item in the returns of many 
taxpayers and may be treated in 
one of two ways—either by deduc­
tion from gross income in respect 
to debts ascertained to be wprthr 
less either in whole or in part, or 
by a deduction of a reasonable ad­
dition to a reserve for bad debts. 
Taxpayers were given an option for 
1921 to select either of the two 
methods. 'The method used in the 
return for 1921 must be used in re­
turns for subsequent years unless 
permission is granted by the Comr 
missioner of Internal Revenue to 
Change to the other method. Ap­
plication to change must be made 
at least 0 days prior to the close 
of the taxable year from which the 
change is to be effective. However, 
a taxpayer filing a first return in 
1938 may select either of the two 
methods, subject to the approval 
of the Commissioner upon exami­
nation of the return. Permission to 
adopt the reserve method is limited 
to taxpayers having a large number 
of accounts where credit is extended 
over a considerable period of time. 
It is not granted for the purpose of 
handling one specific debt.

What constitute a “ reasonable 
addition’’ to a reserve for bad debts 
must be determined in the light of 
the facts and will vary as between 
classes of business and with condi­
tion of business prosperity. It 
will depend primarily upon the to­
tal amount of debts outstanding as 
of ihe close of the taxable year, 
those arising currently as well as 
those arising in prior taxable years,, 
and the total amount of the exist-- 
ing reserve. In case subsequent re­
alizations upon outstanding debts 
prove to be more or less than estir * 
mated at the time of the creation of 
the existing reserve, the amount of 
the excess or inadequack in the 
existing reserve should be reflected 
in the determination of the rea­
sonable addition necessary in «the 
taxable year. A taxpayer using the

Good Cooking Musi 
Conserve Vitamins 
Presen! in Food

Editor’s Note: The following 
article from “The Market 
Basket” of the Ü. S. Department 
of Agriculture is submitted by 
Miss Helen Weatherford, home 
management supervisor of the 
Farm Security Administration in 
Midland, Ector and Andi^ew's 
counties. —0—
I t ’s not only what vitamins come 

to the kitchen via the market basket 
or the garden that comrt in the 
tamily’s nutrition— b̂ut also how 
much of. those vitamins reach the 
table in foods served up so appeal­
ingly that the family can’t resist 
them.

There are many forces at work 
to destroy vitamins en route from 
garden to table. Unnecessary vita- 
mi.n losses often occur in tlie kitch­
en. For if a cook does not take pre­
cautions she may unknowingly des­
troy some of the very food value 
she planned for so cartfully in her 
menu.

Almost everyone recognizes tire 
culinary tragedy of a tender, juicy 
piece ’of meat being put through 
the ordeal of sizzling fire through­
out its roasting, at the hands of an 
inexpert cook. The destruction of 
good fla'\0r—the shriveled, charred 
remains—bear witness to wrong 
cooking methods.

Just as tragic, though not so evi­
dent, is the cabbage that has been 
oyer-cOoked' until it has lost much 
o f . its valuable vitamin C. Or the 
carrots chopped into minute pieces, 
submerged in cooking water, then 
served up minus the water—and 
consequently minus much of their 
vitamin and mineral content.

To sum up the situation, food 
values that may be lost in cooking 
aye certain vitamins and minerals. 
Minm*als are not destroyed, but 
may dissolve in the cooking water 
and be lost if that is not used. Some 
vitamins also may be dissolved in 
the cooking water, namely Bl, C, G, 
and the pellagra-preventing factor. 
Vitamin B l or thiamin, and C or 
ascorbic acid, are in double danger 
of being lost, for they also may be 
destroyed by heat.

To assure the preservation of the 
most vitamins and minerals in the 
cooking of fruit or vegetable follOAV 
the simple, easy-to-observe rule —  
“cook quickly, in as short a time as 
possible, using the smallest amount 
of liquid that is practical. Make 
use of the cooking water.”

This, of course, is no revolutiu'a- 
ary idea to the good cook. It  is 
what she does anyway—to get the 
most pleasing texture—to preserve 
the natural good flavor and color of 
fruits and vegetables. She doesn't 
need special kettles or fancy equip­
ment. I t ’s just a matter of method 
and timing.

Slie knows, for instance, that it is 
not necessary to flood vegetables 
during cooking. For many, a ¿»mall 
layer of water in the bottom of the 
pan will be enough to form steam 
to cook them. Then when the cook­
ing is done, there’ll be about enough 
cooking water to furnish liquid for a 
butter sauce or to be combined with 
other fats and seasonings and served 
with the vegetables. I f  consider­
ably more water must be added.

often it may be put in soups, gravies 
and sauces.

All of the vitamins are more eas­
ily destroyed in a solution that as 
alkaline than in one that is acid. 
So nutrition experts put “ thuiaior, 
down” on the adding of soda to 
preserve the color in green vege­
tables. Even though this practice 
may bring out the gi'een color it 
destroy vitamins—especially vita­
min C and vitamin Bl. A recent ex­
periment with green beans .showed 
that the very least amo'ont of soda 
that would pre.serve the color des­
troyed nearly 13 of the vitamin Bl 
content.

When cooking vegetables, heat j 
them quickly to remove air in ..heir j 
tissues. Avoid any unnecessary con- j 
tact of air with the vegetables dm- ( 
ing cooking. Stirring air into hot 
food during cooking or sieving in­
creases vitamin destruction by oxi­
dation.

Another vitamin-saving practice is 
to use vegetables as soon as possible 
after buying them or bringing 
them in from the garden. Buy 
green vegetables from day to day if 
that is practicable, from a dealer 
who gets in a fresh supply of vege­
tables frequently. Under ordinary 
storage conditions there is a grad­
ual loss of vitamins C, A, and Bl. 
'ITie vitamin C losses are most seri­
ous—especially in nonacid vege­
tables, and these include practically 
all vegetables but tomatoes. Keep­
ing vegetables in the refrigerator or 
a very cold pantry helps to cut down 
on vitamin loss in storage.

Vegetables that have been preserv­
ed by commercial quick freezing or 
“ frosting” are best cooked without 
preliminary thawing to protect their 
vitamin content. They should be 
taken out of the package and drop­
ped immediately into boiling ŵ ater. 
Considerable vitamin C is lost when 
the vegetable is allowed to thaw in 
the air. There is no evidence that 
quick freezing with storage after­
wards at low temperatures has any 
destructive effect on vitamin con­
tent.

Such are the general rules for all 
of the vitamins. Three of them, C, 
Bl, and A need special mention.

Vitamin c, often called ascorbic 
acid, is one nutrient in which many 
diets are low. It is necessary for good 
tooth nutrition and lor the preven- 
titon of scurvy. It  must be provided 
daily, because the body cannot store 
it. Best sources are tomatoes, citrus 
fruits, and raw leafy vegetables. It 
it the most easily destroyed of the 
vitamins in cooking, but foods that 
are an excellent source of it when 
raw retain significant amounts of it 
if cooked according to the rules al­
ready suggested. It is fortunate that 
the acid in fruits, especially citrus 
fruits, and in tomatoes protects the 
vitamin C—in storage, canning, and 
cooking.

Vitamin B l or thiamin Is neces­
sary to keep muscles in good “ trim” 
and for keeping tlie digestive tract 
and the appetite in good order. Vita­
min B l is very soluble in water and 
may be destroyed in cooking. I t  is 
widely scattered in nature, but there 
are few really excellent sources. The 
richest plant sources are whole- 
gTain cereal and legumes. But 
green leafy vegetables and many 
fruits rate as good sources. '

Vitamin A does not present the 
same cooking problems as vitamins 
C and Bl. In vegetable cookery prac­
tically none of it is destroyed by 
heat or goes into solution in the 
cooking water. Yet American diets 
often contain too little of it. It has 
long been known to be necessary for 
good tooth and bone formation, to 
stimulate growth, and for well being 
at all ages. Recent experiments 
have shown that an insufficient 
amount of vitamin a  causes “nutri­
tional” night blindness, or the in­
ability of the eyes to adjust to 
dim light.

Inexpensive sources are the plants 
that contain provitamin A, which is 
changed to vitamin A in the body. 
Tliese are the green leafy vegetables 
and the yellow vegetables. Other im- 
portaii sources are liver, egg yolk, 
butter, cream and whole milk, oily 
lish, ana of course, fish liver oils.

A committee of 
three senators was appointed today 
to formulate a tax program for con- 

Sub-Group Appointed.
Named on the sub-group of the 

Senate constitutional amendments 
committee were Olan R. Van Zandt 
of Tioga, A. M. Aihen, Jr., or Paris 
and Clint C. Small of Amarillo. 
They were asked to report an old 
age pension financing plan to the 
main committee by March 13.

The House put a $1,095,000 sup­
plemental appropriation for rural 
school aid in position for floor con­
sideration next week. Advocates ob­
tained the necessary vote to take 
it up out of regular order. .

The House oil and gas committee 
recommended a bill to extend Texas’ 
participation in the interstate oil 
compact two years beyond next Sep­
tember 1. A two-year extension of 
the state’s market demand oil pro 
ration law had been recommended 

i earlier.
There were no developments on 

the truck load limit issue. A  meet 
ing of the Senate highways and mo 
tor traffic committee scheduled for 
today was postponed until Monday 
Member of a sub-committee study­
ing proposals to boost the maximum 
load allowed by trucks said they still 
were unable to agree on a new maxi­
mum figure.

The House highways and motor 
traffic committee probably will vote 
Monday on a motion that one of 
the load limit increase bills befori: 
it be reported adversely. Such action 
will be necessary before advocates 
can move to print on minority re­
port. The group voted yesterday, 11 
to 10, against a favorable report on 
one of the proposals.

Joe Monkhouse of Uvalde, chair­
man OÍ' the House committee, an­
nounced it and the Senate commit­
tee would hold a joint hearing next 
Wednesday on the bill sponsored by 
county judges to provide for state 
assumption of many additional road 
bonds. On the following day, the 
two committees will consider a new 
drivers’ license law. All driver’s li­
censes heretofore issued will remain 
in effect until the Legislature acts 
again on the question.

The Legislature voted an addi­
tional $275,000 appropriation for ex­
penses of the current session. This 
brought the total to $525,000.
