System of Nogatlvsa Dovlasd by 
Frcnc:- Scientist Should Aid 

In Oetoctlng Crime.

Dr. Ba It hazard nt the recent con­
gress of legal medicine in Paris de­
scribed hi* experiment* on the iden­
tification of revolver bullets. He has 
formulated a system for identifying 
them very like that of l)r. llortillon 
for identifying human beings.

WASHINGTON NEWS.
Representative McGuire's bill to ap­

propriate $2,200,(ton for government 
buildings on state fair grounds 
throughout the country was rejected 
Wednesday by tho house agricultural 
committee.

The rivers and harbors appropria­
tion bill, carrying $40.900,doo, passed 
the house Friday after days of spirit­
ed debate.

A feature of the tariff revision pro­
gram of the extra session of congress 
may include the raising of $100,000,-
000 from an income tax, including the 
corporation tax, as part of the $309.- 
000,000 basis of revenue from the tar­
iff. Representative Hull “of Tennes­
see, a democratic member of the com­
mittee on ways and means, who has 
been active in income tax problems, 
plans to introduce a bill which would 
provide such a source of revenue.

The senate Tuesday passed the 
house bill creating a new division of 
the western judicial district of Texas 
and providing for terms of court at 
Pecos. Texas.

The Norris bill to authorize govern­
ment seizure of imported merchandise 
controlled by a trust or imported un­
der such trust was approved by th* 
senate judiciary committee .Monday. 
The measure is aimed at the Brazilian 
coffee monopoly, which has had thou­
sands of sacks of co ffee ' stored in 
New York in bonded warehouses, but 1 
of reach of the government's anti- 1 
trust machinery.

John D. Rockefeller, Jr., Tells of Its 
Origin, Work and Plans for the 

Investigation of Vice 
Conditions.

New York, Jan. 27 —In order that 
(he public ̂ Blight better understand 
the Bureau of Social Hygiene, John 
D. Rockefeller, Jr., today gave out a 
statement explaining the origin, work 
and plans of that institution. The 
bureuu, he said, came into existence 
about two years ago as a result of the 
work of a special grand jury ap­
pointed to Investigate the white slave 
traffic In New York city. This Jury 
recommended that a public, commis­
sion he appointed to study the social 
evil.

Mr Rockefeller was foreman* of
that grand juty and ho thereafter 
gave the subject deep thought and 
conferred with a large number of lead­
ing men and women- "These confer­
ences," says Mr Rockefeller, “devel­
oped the feeling that a public commis­
sion would labor under a number of 
disadvantages, such as the fact that 
it would be short lived, that its wink 
would he done publicly; that at best 
it could hardly do more than present 
recommendations So the conviction 
grew tliut i,n order to make a real and 
lasting Improvement in conditions, a 
permanent organization bliould be 
created, the continuation ul which 
would not he dependent upon a tern 
horary wave of reform, nor upon tin* 
lit* of any man or group of men, bqt 
which would go on, generation after 
generation, contitiuously making wur- 
iare against Ihe forces of evil. It also 
appeared that a private organization 
would have, among other advantages, 
a certain freedom from publicity and 
from political blus. which a publicly

SECRETARY NAGEL CLOSED BARS 

TO CIPRIANO CASTRO.

Refuses to Answer Questioni Put 
Him and That Conititutee Ad­

mission of Felony.

Washington —t'ipriano Castro, for­
mer president of Venezuela, was 
Thursday denied admission to .the 
United States as a visitor by Charles 
Nagel, secretary of commerce and 
labor.
