No single poem In the English lan
guage perhaps has contributed so
many lines that have passed into cur-
rency of quotation as Gray's famous
Elegy. It is a veritable mine of epl
grammatic nuggets that have enriched
the language of orators and writers
and become such familiar property
that their origin is almost forgotten
and they seldom now receive the
credit even of quotation marks. Here
are a few of them that will be recog
nized as old friends:

“The paths of glory lead to the
grave.”

“And freeze the genial currents of
the soul.”

“Full many a flower is born to blush
unseen and waste Its sweetness on the
desert air.”

The inspirational influences of the
poem have been far-reaching, says the
Kansas City Star. Thomas Hardy's
most famous book--and the best of
his earlier novels—"“The Madding
Crowd,” derived its title and perhaps
its Inspiration from one of the oft-
guoted lings of the elegy. It Is told
of Danlel Webster that when he was
belng driven to the ecapitol to deliver
his reply to Haynes he was heard by
