There is no saying what be tie- 
lo ves until be defines for himself 
his positions, and even then it is 
not possible in every instance to de­
termine hia belief very clearly. The 
minds of "theistie evolutionists,’ ’ 
for example, are generally quite 
misty and their theory very indefi­
nite, not to say incomprehensible:

The popular uuderstanding o f 
what is meant by evolution is the 
theory of Charles Darwin's -Descent 
of Man’’ resting on his trgma of 
the "Origin of Species," "Natural 
Selection and "The Survival of the 
Fittest." From the first that the 
ory was rejected by many of the 
most eminent scientists, and now a 
still larger number refuse to accept 
it. However, many do bold what is 
left of it after it has been qualified 
by numerous and material modifica­
tions.

No Christian man should he criti­
cized adversely for refusing to be 
lieve it. To say the least of it, the 
facts of nature stem tc he ngaiust it 
and common sense inclines one to 
reject it.

Moreover, as has been said, very 
mauy of the most eminent scientists 
repudiate it as utterly unscientific.

Here ts what some of the scien­
tists say about it:

Flciachiuan, who at one time in­
clined to accept it, says; "The 
Darwiu theory ot the descent of man 
has not a single fact to confirm it in 
the realm of nature. It is not the 
result of scientific research, but 
purely ihe product of the imagina­
tion. "

Virchow says. " I t ’ sall nonsense.
It cannot he proven by science that 
man descended from the ape or from 
any other animal. Since the an­
nouncement of the theory, all real 
scientific knowledge has proceded in 
the opposite direction. The attempt 
to find the transitiou from animal to 
mao has ended in total failure,1’

Tra v is  County Solon Says Matter

Austin, Texas. —  Representative 
John T. Smith of Travis County says 
the free textbook amendment to the 
Constitution was not published In 
twenty-nine organized and seven un 
organized counties preceding the 
election on Nov. 6, 1911.

He has made a study of the mat 
ter, and says while he ia not going 
to attack the validity of the amend 
ment, lie understood others will do 
so. HU impression Is that the 
amendment was not legally adopted 
under the Attorney General's rul­
ing condemning the highway amend­
ment. which requl ed complete pub­
lication to start n« t later than three 
months before the election.

Mr. Smith says the publication 
was started in the counties before 
three months, except the twenty 
nine organized counties and the sev­
en unorganized counties where there 
was no publication at all.

He ulso declared that the aggre­
gate of the vote In the twenty-nine 
counties was enough to have chang­
ed ths result. He did not name the 
twenty-nine counties, except to tap 
that one was Tarrant.

More Than Honesty Needed
Honesty Is not the only factor in­

volved iu credit. For instance, Mr.

Ho 
requires financial assistance. He calls

To this point Dr. Vau Dyke speaks 
most pointedly when he says: “ Fes 
simism exudes from fatalism like 
sepia from the cuttle tisb.
