.1 miction City to Kerrville,* follow I had beeu ^ ‘ »g  with his face in this
ed by a rail journey to San Anton­
io, Sheriff W. W. Taylor of Kim­
ble County, John O’Neal, alleged 
safeblower and postofiice robber, 
and Heorge E. Lewis, special Post- 
office Inspector, arrived in this city 
at 9:30 o’clock yesterday morning, 
and turned O ’Neal over to the Fed­
eral authorities. He was formally 
arrested hen* by United States 
Marshal Nolte.

Before Earl D. Scott, United 
States Commissioner, in the Fed­
eral <»rand Jury room, shortly af­
ter the arrival o f the three, Inspec­
tor licwis preferred formal charges 
o f mhhiug the Junction City Post- 
office,’« gainst O ’Neal. Asked by 
Assistant District Attorney Cres- 
son if he would care to plead any­
thing or waive examining trial aud 
be placed j  under bond, O ’Neal 
drawled: “ I ’ ll give bond if you’ll 
make it about $3.”  He waived ex­
amining trial, no bond being fixed, 
owing to the prisoner’s confessed 
inability to make bond aud he was 
remanded to jail to await the actiou 
Federal Grand Jury at Austin iu 
June

WOUNDED IN RUKNINH KKIHT.

Tlie charge againsJ^John O’ Neal 
alleges that licdidTouor'hbout May- 
14, in Junction City, Kimble Coun­
ty, “ willfully, feloniously and for­
cibly break into aposinffice and in­
to that part o f a certain building 
used ss a post office, with inteut to 
commit therein lurceney; and did, 
hi violation o f Section 5475 of the 
Revised Statutes o/ the United 
States, steal, purloin and embezzle 
$300, more or less, o f the postal 
and money order funds, the saniG 
being property belonging to the 
Postoffice Department, and did for 
lucre and gain appropriate such 
property of the value of more than 
$25 to his’ own use.”

O ’ Neal was exceedingly glum 
yesterday. H e w a s suffering 
slightly from birdshot wounds iu 
the calf of his left leg, inflicted 
during the running fight in Junc­
tion City last Thursday morning, 
following the blowiug of the post- 
office safe and its subsequent rob­
bery, O’Neal’ s either cheek ap­
pears badly burned as the result of 
an alleged Attempt to end his own 
life in the Junction City jail Satur­
day night.

SHUT OUT THE AIR.
The prisoner declared yesterday

burning paper. His face was all 
blackened and burned, aud we at 
first thought him dead. He was 
very hard to wake up.”

O ’Neal, in answer to questions 
of an Express representative, said 
that, he is a socialist, and is a me­
chanic by profession. lie  has 
traveled considerably. When ask' 
ed in Junction City if he would 
like to have something to read, he 
asked tor a Scientific American 
aud for the official organ o f social­
ism, the Appeal to Reason. Sher­
iff Taylor was away yesterday at 
oue time when a Secret Service 
agent desired to take the handcuffs 
off of O’ Neal. O ’Neal asked to be 
allowed to look over a bunch of 
keys iu the Secret Service agents 
hand, aud iu a moment remarked 
that “ none of them will unlock 
’em.”

ANOTHER ONE WITH HIM.

“ 1 dou’ t deny anything,’ ’ said 
O Neal. With his two manacled 
bauds he pulled a crumpled news­
paper out of his inner pocket, and 
handed over the Junction City 
Citizen, saul, “ that tells it about 
straight. There was another fel­
low with me at Junction—I don’t 
care whetherthey believe it or not. 
His name was ‘ Red’ ; that’s all I 
know. All that I know is that I ’m 
in for it.

“ I could tell you a lot of things 
that would fill a column, and be in­
teresting, too, and it wouldn’t be 
about stealing, either.”  About his 
wounds, he said: “ They’re only
srnull shot; they dou’t amount to 
anything.”

O’Neal even iu the midst of a 
tragic situation is uot without a 
little dry humor. Fred Lincaster 
Deputy United States Marshal,ask­
ed him if he had ever beeu arrest­
ed before. “ I ’ ve had a little 
trouble,”  said he, “ hut I 'l l tell 
you more when I know you better.”

To lusjiector Ioiwis, O ’Neal said 
it is a little dangerous to rob a safe 
without beiug armed. He said he 
had nothing, but “ Red”  had a 
pistol “ I think ‘ Red’ blew wiien 
the shootiug commenced.”

O’Neal stoutly refused to be 
photographed yesterday morning. 
He weighs 135 pounds, is rather 
abort and thick-set, with ainaU
