only 1,072,000, or 1.5 per cent. By 
natural propagation the loss on the 
same number of eggs would liuve 
been about 0 0  per cent., or, in other 
words, of the 6 8 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  salmon fry 
only about 6,800,000 would have 
been successfully hatched into young

Members of the Citnitnlsslmiers’ Court 

Express Themselves In Favor 

of the Sun’s l l o n d  Issue 

Propaganda.

In the issue of the SuN of Septem­
ber 1 2 , there appeared an editorial 
upon the matter of good roads anti 
their importance to communities

do not feel that the burden, of the 
bond issue will be heavy for the 
people compared to the good that 
will result. The men who are 
bearing the burdens of the coun­
ty ’s affairs now are, m the main, 
the men who developed it, and 
made road building possible. We 
have invested much labor-and all 
the money we could make in the 
country, and good roads, the best 
that can he built, are, in my opin- 
ion.nu more than a fair recompense 
for the investment we have made. 
1 think that by all means we 
should have good, permanent 
roads, and that every day we do 
without them is a loss to the peo­
ple of the county.”

Commissioner Rees, who has re­
cently had some experience iu the 
matter of building macadam road, 
said :

‘‘I have jnst completed the 
building of half a mile of macad­
am road iu my precinct, near the 
railroad station at liauahl’. Thisand to commonwealths. There 

has never been any doubt in the) l),ece of road hfta au «ri»teéu-fuot
minds of those interested in the 
good roads problem in Kerr coun­
ty, that the citizens of the county 
would be almost unanimously iu 
favor of n bond issue for the pur­
pose of building permanent roads 
if the matter was placed before 
them. In matters of this kind it 
is always necessary for some one 
to make a start. This publication 
believes strongly in the theory that 
it is the duty of a reputable news­
paper to become a public conveyor 
of the opinions of prominent men 
upon important topics.

To thateud , a representative of 
the Sun gave special attention to 
the matter of getting the opinion 
of the members of the Kerr county 
commissioners' court, at its sitting 
last Saturday. Each member was 
approached upon the matter of 
permanent, road building. T h e  
first interviewed was Judge Lee 
Wallace, who said :

‘•Yes, I am heartily in favor of 
a bond issue for u sufficient amount 
to build permanent roads through­
out the county. Had bonds been 
floated twenty years ago for that 
purpose, increased values would 
long since*have repaid the amount 
invested. Had the money that has 
been spent in repair w ork; in 
building wooden culverts, and 
grading places that "get mighty 
bad when it raius.”  in the last 
twenty years, been spent in a lump 
in building permanent roads, the 
returns to the people wohld be a l­
most incalculable

road bed, and in my judgement is 
pvrment for many years to come.
This road was constructed of a 
kind of -“ doby” clay and gravel.
The material was dug out of the 
bauk, hauled and put on the road 
at a cost of $2">0 for the half-mile.
There arcsome places in the county 
perhaps, where the inuterial would 
be more convenient that it was 
there, and the cost loss; while at 
other places the building matter 
might be less convenient, and tlie 
cost g rea ter; but on the whole, I 
am sure that permanent roads can 
tie built in this county for an av­
erage cost of $(»00 per mile. By 
this 1 do not mean roads that are 
merely passable, but I mean roads 
that will be as good when com­
pleted as any block of street iu 
Kerrville, and will last for gener­
ations to come, with very little re­
pairing.

‘ ‘ 1 am ,” continued Mr. lte e s ,
“ heartily iu accord with tin* Jde 
ot road building that the Sun lias 
ad vomited it, not merly because 
that publication d o e s advovate 
it, but b ( c a u s e  
mg of roads, e v e r  y 
which a farmer can pull a full load finished 
over,;s,id my judgement the great­
est step of progress any country 
can make. I am for the bond is­
sue, .personally, and I believe there 
is no doubt that such a measure 
would carry by a large majority iu 
my precinct.”

Commissioner Wiidenfield dis­
cussed the matt £ from a business

ease of “ eating our cake, and 
keeping at the same time. There 
is no doubt iu my mind that the 
bond issue matter is tie* only fea­
sible road building plan.” 

Commissioner Sprouid sa id :
“ I am u new member of the 

court, and am averse to making any 
statement in regard to public 
matters just at this time, but the 
time has come wLen something 
must be done foi tlie roads in the 
upper part of tlie couuty. The 
divide country is in a deplorable 
condition iu the matter of public 
thoroughfares. What would be 
the best means of attaining the de­
sired end I am, at this tune unable 
to say, but every citizen of my 
precinct is ugreed upon the mat­
ter that roads of a l*etter charac­
ter are much needed.

“ As to the matter of buildiug 
permanent macadam roads, it can 
be «lone cheaper in that country 
perhaps than in any other part of 
the county, because the material is 
convenient, and with proper crush­
ing and grading machinery could 
be handled at the luiuiinuu cost of 
road buiMing.”

Thus we found the entire court 
in favor of the enterprise. Since 
the publication of the editoral re­
ferred to at the beginning of this 
article we have discussed the pro­
blem with many citizens of the 
county, and up to this time have 
heard no word of dissent. If there 
is a good thing to l*e had Kerr 
county wants it and should have 
it. Acting upon the opinions ex­
pressed by the members of the 
court the Sun will circulate a pe­
tition between this date and the 
regular February 'erm of the court 
requesting the calling ot au elec­
tion to determine whether or not 
u boml issue shall be made.

Everything that is done for the 
good of the county should be 
thoroughly discussed by all the 
people of the county before the at­
tempt is made. To this end the 
coluins of the Sun are open for the 
publication ot articles discussing 
the bond issue, pro and con. Our 

jislogan in this matter is; “ Conic, 
let us reason to get her.”
