Promiscuous soliciting is not
satisfactory, and the donor has no
way of knowing whether or not the
contribution accomplishes what is in-
tended to be aided. By turning over
tc the Associated Charities all ap-
peals for help, the worthy can be re-
lieved at less cost and more effectively.

The Associated Charities will pub-
lish amounts contributed and also to
what sources aid is given, though
names of beneficiaries will not be
given, except in instances where no
embarrassment would result.

According to Mr. Koenig,
the pecan crop will exceed the cotton |
crop in value within the next few
years, provided trees are planted and

and in steel we are today facing anl
opportunity which has possibilities of
bringing greater wealth than either
of these for the reason that agricui-
ture has little competition in the way
of industries.

“From land, the most permanent
basis of wealth, immense fortunes of
today and tomorrow are being drawn.
When James J. Hill saked his all,
in apples, and received in return a
profit of $10,000,000, he was merly
& pioneer in the new type of farm-
ing, ‘Tree Raising.’

“California’s wealth is in its tree
crops. Luther Burbank, the Edison
of horticulture, once said: ‘The Per-
sian walnut has made our State more
money and has made it easier than
any other one crop, but your improved
varieties of the paper shell pecan are
far superior to our walnuts.'

Marriages are
limited to near relations and resalt
