For this work the assistance of local
fishermen will be needed as Mr. Riley
will be unable to help any further,
owing to the rush of work at San Mar-
cos and Medina Lake. Several an-
glers have already volunteered their
services and any others who desire to
assist in this work are asked to get
in touch with C. E. Salter, chairman
of the Hatchery Committee.

While most of the citizens general-
ly understand that the fish installed
at the Hatchery are for breeding pur-
poses only, it is well to point out that
anyone found fishing in the ponds will
be prosecuted to the full extent of the
law, and the Federal law at that,
as the Federal Bureau of Fisheries is
now in charge. Signs to that effect
will be posted as soon as same can be
secured from Washington, D, C.

Mr. Riley was well pleased with the
rogress made, as the ponds are hold-
ing well and filling up nicely. As
goon as the breeders are installed the
work of putting in the upper under-
ground flume will be rushed to com-
pletion, which will add greatly to the
flow of water into the ponds. Two

HUDSPETH AFTER FEDERAL
BULDING FOR KERRVLE

Congressman From This District Puts
Up Bill for Post Office—Is Before

Public Buildings Committee,

Congressman Claude B,
representative from the 16th Con-
gressional District, has introduced a
bill in Congress for the erection of a
Federal building here to accomodate
the local post office, says a letter re-
cently received from Mr. Hudspeth.
The measure has been referred to the
Committee on Public Buildings and
Grounds and if reported out by the
chairman Kerrville will stand a good
chance of securing the building, it is
thought.

Mr. Hudspeth introduced such a
bill several years ago, but due to the
financial slump which had struck the
country at that time, no appropria-
tions were made for new government
buildings, hence the measure was not
acted upon.

Conditions have improved consider-
ably and it is believed that the new
bill will be carried and Kerrville will
get a handsome Federal building teo
cost not more than $75,000. Mr. Hud-
speth wyites that he is making every
possible effort to get the measure
through at this session of Congress.

Texas Commercial News: A few years ago a well-meaning indi-
vidual spent a few thousand dollars on an expedition of peace against
warring nations. A bunch of idealists went along. Our own people
hooted at him and his idealism.

H2 was right. He was acting at the right time.
gesting the right practices of individuals for nations.
time when peace should have been talked.

When my neighbor and I are living in peace and harmony, it is a
poor time to offer peaceful amenities: nothing is needed then.

The time that oil should be poured on the waters is when they
are troubled. This idealist attempted it, and was snubbed by the
swarring nations, and the neutrals (?) hooted. What they wanted
was ammunition, What the “neutrals” wanted was to sell ammunition!

We, as nations, talk peace and sell munitions of war. At the pres-
ent time Uncle Sam is playing the noble role of handing a bludgeon
to the weaker of two fighting individuals—we have no right to sell
either faction in Mexico ammunition, If we have a work at all in this
case, it would be to see that neither faction receive munitions of war!

This is the setting of the “referendum” Mr. Bok’s peace enjoys
We are enjoying (?7) the spectacle of a government abetting inter-
necine strife, in a sister republic, while its people are “voting” on a
world peace plan.

It is very much like the mother and son indulging in plans to
keep peace between neighbors while the father is busy handing
bludgeons to one of the bellicose citizens.

We are told that Mr. Bok’s committee has selected from many
Lroposed peace L)lann No. 1469, and that they have awarded him or
r the half of the $100,000 prize offered, with the promise that he or
she shall get the other $50,000 if the people of the United States ratify
his or her proposals.

“The vast area covered by irrigation
in Southern California, Arizona, Utah,
Idaho, Oklahoma and Texas have
made nature change her habits.

The
great attraction whiech Colorado ana
Wyoming used to furnish for draw-
ing storms from their natural path
| has shifted to the desert lands of the
| Southwest, principally in Southern
