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ORGANZATION OF TRUCK,
CROWERSTOBE PERFECTED

Meeting Scheduled at Chamber of
Commerce Tuesday Afternoon,
August 5th.

A meeting of truck growers of Kerr
County is scheduled for Tuesday aft-
ernoon, August 5th, at the Chamber
of Commerce roorrfms in this city for
the purpose of perfecting an organiza-
tionpto enable the growers to better
market their ‘produce.

Truck growers attending the meet-
ing were J. W. Bailey, J. L. Hender-
son, C. H. Webb and J. W. Mayhugh
of the Sunset community; Lee Mosty
of Center Point, and Prentiss Swayze,
Harvey Mosty and R. S. Hunt of near
Kerrville. 0. W. Hinds of the U. S.
Veterans’ Hospital and J. C. Yeary,
County Demonstration Agent, were
also in attendance, as was a large
number of members of the two com-
mercial organizations of the city.

After marketing facilities of the
city had been discussed at length by
retailers and farmers, Mr. Hinds was
called on, as being the purchasing
agent for the largest consumer of
produce in the community. Mr. Hinds
stated that the community was not
by any means producing enough to
supply the demands at the hospital
and that he was compelled to pur-
chase, in addition to what he could get
locally, produce from the San Antonio
markets amounting to approximately

per month. owever, he stated
the test obstacle in the way of
purchasing locally was the fact that

the growers in a majority of instances
woufd not contract produce in ad-
vance, which would enable him to
plan accordingly for his supplies. In
other words, tie hospital purchases
their produce several days in advance
of delivery in order to be sure of a
constant supply. When he cannot
contract these supplies locally, he is
of necessity compelled to go to San
Antonio markets for them.

After a thorough discussion on the
subject, dealing with hucksters and
local growers who have been flooding
the local market to the detriment of
prices, Walter Saenger, who presided
over the meeting appointed a commit-
tee from the retailers to meet with
a like committee from the farmers
to go into the proposition more fully
and devise ways and means of better-
ing the situation. Messrs. Pampell,
Noll, Yarbrough and Yeary from this
city participated in this special con-
ference, with Lee Mosty, J. W. Bailey,
J. L. Henderson and C. H. Webb rep-
resenting the truck growers.

The special committee discussed at
length the feasibility of a permanent
organization among the truck grow-
ers for the purpose of marketing their
produce, and a temporary organiza-
tion was perfected with Lee Mosty as
president and J. W, Bailey as secre-

tary.

County Agent Yeary stated that R.
Lancaster, rural organizer of the
State Extension Service, would be

available for the meeting next Tues-
day, and ‘it was voted to perfect a
permanent organization of the truck
growers at this time. It is planned
to have every truck grower and pro-
duce raiser in the county present at
the meeting if possible.

At this meeting will be discussed
the feasibility of pooling all produce
under the management of some re-
sponsible man selected by the grow-
ers and letting him handle all sales
of same, shipping the surplus to out-
side markets. It may be necessary
in this conhection to utilize cold stor-
age facilities to care for the produce
until the market conditions are favor-
able, but if so arrangements can
easily be made for same.

An illustrtion of the value of this
method of marketing was brought out
in the sale of tomatoes. At the time
of the meeting Friday, local market
prices. on these vegetables were
quoted at between 50 cents and $1.00

r bushel, while Dallas, and Fort

orth markets were paying from
$3.50 to $4.00 the same day.

A community canning factory was
also discussed at length and it is pos-
sible that the temporary officials will
have some facts and figures from
other points where such factories are
in operation to present to the meeting
next week, as well as copies of consti-
tutions and by-laws of similar organi-
zations.

The truck growers realize that co-
operative selling is the only solution
that will enable them to market their
goods and realize full value on same,
as at present overs?rly tends to glut
the local market and lower the prices.
Under co-operative selling, the sur-

lus would be either held and placed
ocally when it would not break the
prices, or would be shipped to outside
points.

same will be perfected next Tuesday
and will be of untold benefit not only
to the members themselves, but to the’
entire Hill Country.

The speaker stated that the Klan
had only three foundation stones: Re-
ligious prejudice, politics and graft,
and that members of the organization
were modern Pharisees, comparing
them to the old-time Jesuit Fathers
of the Catholie Church. He said that
not a single official of the order was
known by a Christian or an American
name, but that all were names derived
from unhallowed sources, citing “Cy-
clops,” “Grand Dragon,” “Wizard,”
ete., in support of his contentions,

Mr. Evans said he held nothing
against members of the Klan person-
ally, and that there were many good
men in the rank and file of the organ-
ization, but he expressed in an em-
phatic manner his contempt for the
leaders of the movement, stating that
99 per cent of them were grafters
and crooks.

He declared the Klan to be the most
intolerant of all religious menaces
and that it was not a Catholic but a
Protestant apostesy—a problem for
the Protestant churches to settle,
among which bodies the movement
has created a hopeless division, and
at the same time given stimulus to
the Catholic religion by creating sym-
pathy for them and uniting them
more firmly than ever.

The speaker referred to the fiery
cross as the “Cross of Hate,” exactly
opposite to the sentiment associated
with the cross on which the Lowly
Nazarene suffered for the cause of
humanity. The greatest need of the
members of the order, according to
Mr. Evans, was more charity for
others and less brag for themselves.

He concluded his address by quot-
ing portions of the Klan oath and ex-
plaining them by reading sections of
the constitution and by-laws of the
order.

UVALDE ATTORNEY SLAIN
IN ELECTION QUARREL

San Antonio Light, July 28th: Fred |
McKenzie, held in connection with the |
shooting Sunday morning of Levi 0Old, |
45, prominent Uvalde attorney, was
transferred to the Bexar County jail |
last night for safekeeping, according |
to Jailer Tom Donohue. |

Old was shot to death at 7 o'clock
Sunday morning in the offices of the
Mahaffey Abstract Company, follow-
ing what is said to have been a dis-
pute over the election at Uvalde Sat-
urday.

Old is declared by officers of
Uvalde County to have been a promi-
nent official of the Ku Klux Klan and
had been active in politics for a num-
ber of years. He was shot four times
with a 45-caliber automatic, the fatal
shot striking him in the head.

A tense situation developed imme-
diately after the killing and four
rangers, Fisher, McConneﬁ, Hollis and
Covington, were rushed to Uvalde by
Capt. B, C. Baldwin, upon request of
the sheriff and mayor of Uvalde, The
rangers left here at noon Sunday and
retwrned Monday morning.

It was believed late Sunday after-
noon that the feeling had subsided,
but owing to Old’s prominence in the
community, officers feared some kind
of mob action and the prisoner was
brought to Bexar County.

If any confidence could be placed
in statistics, it could be said that the
schools have done well, for the illiter-
acy rate in the United States was
cut 10.7 per cent in 1900 to 6 per cent
in 1920,

But various things go to show that
there are many spoils among the
fruits of our schools. Within the last
five or six years voluntary criticisms
of the school product have come to me
from business and professional men,
many of them college trained. These
criticisms are summarized thus: The
young men and women coming from
the schools within recent years do not
compare favorably with earlier prod-
ucts; they are lacking in thorough-
ness and industry, cannot spell, guess
at things, seem to think more of
sports, amusements and frivolities
than of duties, desire to leave their
work for amusements, etc., have ex-
pensive habits, are impatient for ad
vancement, and have an exaggerated
idea of the importance of their eda-
cational equipment. Here is a typical

somewhat coldly.”

In attempting to account for the
lowering in the quality of the school
product, I quote indirectly from Dr.
Pritchett, who says that parents
largely have ceased to perform their
parental duties, and the colleges are
dealing with flabby young men and
women, miseducated below.

There are faults in the school pro-
gram throughout, the result in part
of unfortunate but generally well
meant efforts to adjust the schools to
a changed world Having gotten
numbers and a fat curriculum, the
schools are using the factory system
and are engaged in mass production.
Teachers must deal with children en
masse and according to rote. They
get about as much joy out of their
work as do machine operators in large
factories. Personal relations and the
personal equation are suppressed, An
effort is made to give the pupils a

It is fair to say not all of the stu-
dents taking the vocational courses
are deceived. Many enroll for them
because of the obvious opportunity to
get “creds” easily and ﬁecuuse they
have been “wished on to the schools.”
It is also true that B’rkis has been
rather willing. These 'criticisms are
largely in harmony with the expres-
sions, public and private, of thought-
ful and sincere men and women in the
teaching profession, and it is to them
that we must look in the main for ap- |
lication of remedies.

If we are to solve the school prob-
lem, we must begin with frank recog-
nition of the great social and econom-
ic problem that has resulted from the
wholesale use of machinery, This
problem is two fold. First, jobs must
be found for all persons willing to |

seemingly is futile to think of junk-
ing the machine, shorter hours of
work are indicated as the only pos-!
sible way of giving every willing
worker an honest job. This remedy
applied, of course, would intensify the
second branch of the problem, for our |
already abundant leisure would be in-

ought to serve chiefly, concentrating
upon training for the wholesale util-
ization of leisure, rather than train-
ing for work, for money-making. All
of us know pretty well what to do in
working hours, but most of us are
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not dollars, but, instead, sense—com-
mon sense.

The curriculum ought to be
and cultural training ought to be put
ahead. Intercollegiate athletics ought
to be abolished.

Under such a program, attendance
might dwindle. It ought to dwindle.
It i1s wrong to tax the le to sup-
rt places of amusement, in which it
is difficult or impossible to do serious
work. The idea that schools can sub-
stitute for parents ought to be dis-
pelled, so that parents may be im-
pelled to resume the performance of
their duties.

No boy or girl ought to be suffered
to remain in a school unless he is
there with serious purpose to learn.
For a long time I gelieved that the
test of purpose should be a require-
ment that every student in schools
above the elementary grades should
work his way through, But now I
believe that the Antioch plan pro-
vides a better test.

Students enroll in Antioch college
in co-operating pairs. A pair has one
place in college and a joint job out-
side. The two members alternate in
college and on the job. The course
is six years. In the six years, the
young men learn both in school and
on the job. At the end of that period
they are college-trained men with six
years of business or industrial ex-
perience.

The prominent school officer to
whom I referred early in this paper
as saving that “A lot of stuff has!
been wished on to the schools,” added
the following: ‘“There is much more

of this stuff than you have listed, but |
what you say and what Dr. Pritchett |
is saying will have no effect. The |
people are filled with the idea of ‘de- |
mocracy in education’; they are de-
manding that every child shall have |
an equal educational opportunity, and |
that education shall be free from bot- |
tom to top. Much more money will be |

To solve the school problem calls
for an outside job principally, for the |
schools are in trouble largely because
of widespread false ideas concern-
ing them. If the schools are to be
redeemed, we must come to an under-
standing of what schools are for and
what education is. We have proceed-
ing upon the theory that educational |
work is confined to schools, and that
it is the mission of schools to furnish
knowledge upon many subjects.

schools to train persons to think. Dr
Arthur T. Hadley says: “Bad educa
tion teaches us to know, while good
education teaches us to know how.”
