ASSURED OF WARM
WATER FISH HATCHERY

At a conference last week between
representatives of the various game
protective  association representa-
tives of Eddy, Lea and Chaves coun-
ties and the state game commission,
it was definitely decided to locate a
warm water fish hatchery in south-
eastern New Mexico. A sum of
$5,000 has been appropriated by the
commission for the construction of
the proposed hatchery. A prelimi-
nary survey of the southeastern sec-
tion of the state is soon to be made
under the direction of E. L. Perry, |
game warden to determine the most
feasable location. Construction of
the hatchery it is said will start
within forty days.

One thing of prime importance is
that the proposed location of the
hatchery must be rid of all undesir-
able fish, such as carp and gar. One
representative from Chaves county
suggester a finger trap for ridding
the fish hatchery site of all undesir-
ables, another is to use dynamite,
Work on ridding all streams of the

PRACTICAL CRIME PREVENTION

Major crimes of violence have decreased mater-
ially in New York City since 1925, according to a re-
port by the Baumes Crime Commission. Where there
were 308 cases of murder and manslaughter in 1925,
the number dropped to 289 in 1926, and in 1927 went
down still further, to 278.

Of the Baumes Law provisions the most important
is that which provides life imprisonment for criminals
on fourth felony conviction. In New York it has
proven a restraining influence, and a thoroughly justi-
fied Logic would tend to show that a law-
breaker who attempts four major ravages is a habitual
crimnal who must be permanently removed from so-
( i(‘|\.

A modern movement in crime suppression and pre-
vention has been toward gathering crime statistics that
afford a ready and accurate survey of the crime situa-
tion. This work cannot be overestimated, and Senator
Knight. chairman of the subcommission, says of it:
“The commission believes that complete and accurate
slatistics of crimes committed is absolutely necessary
to determine the cause of crime and to permit the en-
actment of the best legislation to prevent and punish
the commission of crime.”

New York has demonstrated the success that comes
from scientifically and practically fighting the menace
of the criminal. Quick justice and sure punishment
are certain deterrents,

MORE BUTTERFAT -
MUCH MORE MONEY
Increasing the butterfat production
of a dairy herd will also inecrease
the income over cost of feed, and at
a much greater rate. Records kept
by the department of agriculture on
more than 100,000 dairy cows were
sorted into groups having an average
yearly butterfat production of 100
pounds, 200 pounds ete. As the but-
terfat production increased from 100
to 500 pounds per year, the average
annual income over cost of feed per
cow increagsed from $14 to $178; or,
in other words, as the butterfat pro-
duction increased five times, the in-
come over cost of feed increased al-
most thirteen times.

Ushers clad
in blue gold rimmed coats, red vel-
vet breeches and white silk stock-
ings, directed the plenipotentiaries
to their places and conducted guests
to their seats. A superbly uniform-
ed Swiss guard with a halberd, an
inheritance of the court procedure
of centuries ago, led the solemn pro-
cession of statesmen from the recep-
tion room of Aristide Briand, foreign
minister of France, to the clock room,
where the signing took place.

While this colorful proceeding was |
taking place, forty cameras were
clicking, eelor picture machines were
working and microphones were
gathering the faintest sounds of the
spectacular program and broadcast-
ing them throughout Europe and to
other continents.

The plenipotentiaries took their
seats at the horseshoe shaped table
just as the beautiful clock, which
gives its name to the apartment,
struck the hour of three. Before
this moment came, distinguished per-
sons from many nations were gath-
ering. The scene was very like an
afternoon reception, with salutations,
introductions and gossip.

Premier Poincare had an informal
levee, when he entered, all who
were seated arise. He particularly
took note of Ambassador Von Hoesch,
of Germany. He spoke with
each of the few ladies present, talk-
ing several minutes with Mrs. Kel-
logg, wife of the United States sec-

As the reading of the pact ended,
Beco de Fourquieres, master of cere-
monies for the foreign office, and
his adjutant, De Cartier, stepped for-
ward and spread the official text,
bound in green leather, upon a small
table placed within the curve of the
horseshoe.

A red ribbon ran through wax
seals of the signatories, which had
been .affixed to the document in ad-
vance. This was carefully straight-
ened by the master of ceremonies.

As Gustav Stresemann,
minister of Germany, came forward
to affix the first signature to the
document, he was handed a huge gold
pen, presented to Secretary
by the city of Havre. One by one
the various signatories went to the
small table, each being given the
same writing instrument,

Dr. Edouard Benes, foreign minis-
ter of Czecho-Slovakia, was the last
to sign. As he finished writing his
name, M. Briand arose as a signal,
that the great international event
had ended.

The Swiss guard headed the retir-
ing procession, but he led the signa-
tories into the garden, where M,/
Briand served tea. The statesmen |
were grateful for the breath of fresh
air after the ceremony, for the tem-
perature in the clock room under the
intense artificial lights used by the|
movie cameramen had become trop-
ical.

Herr Stresemann, emaciated and
pale from his recent illness, seemed
to feel the heat most of all. He
looked especially wan under the glare
of the reflectors.

It is expected that at least a year
will elapse before the pact will be
completely ratified by those countries
whose legislatures must pass on it.
Meanwhile it is to be open to adher-
ence by all other civilized nations.

The potency of the treaty, it was
remarked after the ceremony, was,
shown by the fact that the original!
signatures were still wet when See-
retary Kellogg began receiving tele-
grams from countries not represent-
ed. These messages announced de-
sire of these other governments to
join the original signtaories in the
renunciation of armed conflict.

No military note was present to
mar the civic peace character of the
proceedings. Floating flags of all
nations adorned the foreign minis-l
try building, but not a single bay-
onet was in evidence.

SPECIAL WORK FOR
HANDICAPPED CHILDREN

The program of the New Mexico
Bureau “f Child Welfare includes
special work for handicapped child-
ren—blind, deaf, crippled and the
mentally defective. A plan is now
in operation whereby Miss Lillian
Franzen, of the staff of the bureau
of child welfare, is giving one half
of her time for four months to the
state schools for the blind and the
deaf, which will partially reimburse
the bureau of child welfare for the
expense involved. The primary pur-
pose of her work for these schools
will be to locate blind and deaf chil-
dren and secure their enrollment. It
is often necessary to do much educa-
| tional work with the parents before
they are willing for handicapped chil-
dren to leave home, even after they
recognize the benefits of specialized
instruction and training offered in

these state schools.
Since the appropriation from the
Eighth Legislature of §75,000 to

the state home and training school
for mental defectives and to provide
maintenance until the appropriation

able, the director of the bureau of
child welfare has worked closely

| with the board of that new state in-

stitution. The board has located this
institution a mile and a half from
Los Lunas, on a good highway from
Albuquerque. Part of the one hun-
dred acres, a gift of Mr.
Otero, is included in the Middle Rio
Grande Conservancy project. The
superintendent, who will begin his
new duties in New Mexico approxi-
mately December first, is a trained
and experienced psychiatrist. Dr. M.
0. Blakeslee will come to New Mexico
from Lapeer, Michigan, where he is
now assistant superintendent of a
state institution with three thousand
feeble-minded patients. The first
cottage of the New Mexico institu-
tion, which the board expects to
open in December, can care for fifty
girls and women of child-bearing age
who are middle grade or high grade
feebleminded. With the limited facil-

| ities available, it was necessary for

the board to decide what group con-
stituted the greatest social menace
and hence whose needs should be met
first. There will be no provision for
feebleminded boys until an additional
appropriation is made for another
building.

A large number of crippled chil-
dren reported to the bureau of child
welfare constitute a serious prob-
lem, especially in view of the lack
of facilities for their care and treat-
ment in this state. Before a detail-
ed program is worked out for this
group, we feel the need of a careful
state-wide survey of the situation
which it is planned Miss Franzen
will make as soon as her special
work for the state schools for the
blind and deaf has been completed.

SUNLIGHT BENEFICIAL TO
HEALTH BUT EXTENSIVE
SUNBURN TO BE AVOIDED

Almost every new discovery in the
scientific or medical field becomes a
fad and is often carried to the ex-
treme. Scientific workers have re-
cently shown the necessity and im-
portance of sunlight for the main-
tenance of the health of children and
adults. The beneficial action of sun
light in the cure of certain diseases
| of children and adults has also been
pointed out.

One of the things which have been
advocated a great deal recently and
which has proven of much benefit for
children, is the sun bath. These sun
baths are healthful not only because
wthe child receives the beneficial di-
rect rays of the sun, but also be-
cause of the fresh air which it is
thus bound to receive regularly.

Scientists have shown that direct
sunlight not only prevents rickets
but if given regularly, will ward off
many of the illnesses which are com-
mon in children. Tuberculosis would
lsulfer a sharp decline among chil-
dren if all mothers gave this simple
treatment to their children.

In giving sun baths to the chil-
dren, it is well to keep the following
facts in mind:

1. Exposure to the sun must be
gradual or else the child may re-
ceive a sunburn.

2. At first give the baby direct
sunlight for about ten minutes, in-
crease this bath from three to five
minutes daily until he receives ex-
posure one hour in the morning and
one hour in the afternoon. This will
