EXPLOSION WRECKS THE
CASINGHEAD PLANT OF
PHILLIPS PET. GO, TODAY

Explosion Makes A Total
Wreck Of Engine Room—
Caused When High Re-
compressor Blows Up—
Damage $15,000,

Two employees of the Phillips Pet-
roleum Co., casing head plant were
severely burned and the engine room
at the plant totally wrecked in an
explosion, which occured about 8:30
this morning. Details as to the
cause of the explosion are not fully
known as this is written, however,
officials are investigating.

The injured employees are A. H.
Smith, about 35 years of age, plant
chemist, who sustained severe burns
on one hand and about his head and
shoulders. A. T. Crosby, age about
38, plant engineer, was burned about
the face and shoulders and on both
hands. Mr. Crosby was rushed to
town and was given medical aid at
the Hardwick annex. It was said
Mr. Crosby came out of the engine
room his clothing afire including his
cap. He was able to pull off his
burning clothing and walk to his
home near the plant. Mr. Smith's
injuries, however, proved more ser-
ious and he had to be carried from
the wrecked room.

The explosion occured in the engine
rom when the recompressor blew up
and burned out all other engines.
The estimated damage is placed at
$15.000, although it may run higher
when the official check up is made.

TRAFFIC GROWS AND GROWS
by K. W. Bennett

In wuiuf one’s self for an hour’s light reading
one ordinarily does not pick up the World almanac or
a report of the congressional committee on taxation.
Yet, figures in certain combinations and viewed from
from the standpoint of
traffic and transportation form an intensely interest-
ing subject and present a definite problem for immed-
iate solution. For traffic is growing more rapidly than
highways are being improved.
In taking the annual traffic census this year, the
Highway department selected the week of September
30th to October Oth, almost one month later than the
1927 count. The reason for this was threefold: First,
to avoid, if possible the wet weather encountered dur-
ing August and Seplember counts in 1926 and 1927;
Second, to obtain an average count rather than a high
count, such as would ordinarily be obtained in August.
and September which are “peak” months from the
standpoint of traffic; and third, a corollary of the sec-
ond reason, to obtain the ratio of foreign traffic to lo-
cal traffic during an-average period rather than dur-
ing a “peak” period. The results of the census were
in the main satisfactory and upheld observations and|
nplniuns on pres lous counts.
One hundred and fifty separate counts were taken|
by ninety enumecrators. The Federal highway system |
and principal state roads were covered in the week’s|

Some generalities in regard to the census are u(I
interest:  Notwithstanding the fact that the counting
was done nearly a month later than last year, a sub-
stantial increase is noted. Traffic as a whole increased

MICROSCOPE IS UTILIZED
IN SOUND MEASUREMENT-—
It 1s certainly odd that the micro-
scope is better than the ear for
measuring some sounds, but this
Is true. In determining the
pitch of very high notes, it has
been found that the ear cannot
be depended on, and more than
one Investigator has therefore
turned to the microscope for ald.

Sound Is a phenomenon of vi-
bration, and the pitch of any
musical note can be determined
If the sound wave corresponding
to it Is in any manner rendered
weasurable,

One authority has solved the
problem in this way: He eovers
a plate with a thin layer of a
mixture of olive oll and stearine,
the surface slightly ridged by
rubbing it delicately with the
finger, To a high-pitched tuning-
fork a short hair 1s attached and
a similar bhalr 1s fastened to an-
other vibrating body, such as a
rod, whose pitch is known, The
ends of these halrs trail across
the prepared plate as it Is passed
rapidly over them, and thus is
marked upon its surface a double
series of wave lines correspond-
ing to the perlods of vibration
of the fork and the rod. The
microscope s then called Into
action in order to compare the
length and depth of the waves,
and thus determine the musical
piteh of the vibrating fork, with
an accuracy not attainable by
the ear alone,

The suspected presence of dogs
showing symptoms of rabies, and an
evident surplus of ownerless dogs
has prompted the Board of Trustees
of the Town of Hagerman to take
the following action:
