EVERY BIRTH AND DEATH j

The following letter received from 
M. W. Steuart, director o f census in 
the Vital Statistics department of 
the United States Department of 
Commerce, is self explanatory and 
follows:

August 1, 1929. 
Editor, The Mesenger:
Dear Sir:

The importance o f birth and death 
registration is now universally rec­
ognized. Vital records have become 
indispensible to the adjustment of 
problems involving heredity, ligit- 
imucy, property rights and identity. 
In certain o f our states and terri­
tories, the qucsQon o f citizenship 
itself may be determined upon the 
basis of birth records. Federal reg­
istration, however, is accomplished 
wholly through the cooperation of 
the states in furnishing transcripts 
o f their records to the - bureau of 
the census, the federal government 
paying for the transcripts at an 
established rate.

New Mexico, Texas and Souh Da­
kota are the only states not now in­
cluded in the federal registration 
area. This bureau is now making 
a test to determine whether birth 
and death registration is sufficiently 
complete to justify New Mexico's ad­
mission into the area. Post cards 
like the samples inclosed herewith 
are being mailed in Washington to 
all postmasters in the state who will 
see that they are distributed to all 
private homes.

To insure a large proportion o f re­
turns, it is earnestly requested that 
you give publicity to the importance 
o f the work. In this way you will 
render a valuable service to the 
state o f New Mexico and to the fed­
eral government.

In each of your articles or refer­
ences to the test, please request that 
each family in which a birth or death 
has occured during the past year 
fill out the card and mail it promptly. 
Please lay special stress upon the 
fact that we desire the cards to be 
filled out and returned even though 
the family knows the birth or death 
has already been registered locally.

Recreational values and water­
sheds will be taken care o f by the 
forest service, if they take over the 
management of the timber harvest 
on state lunds, but at the same time 
there will be no unreasonable restric­
tions of timber cutting, according toj 
M. M. Cheney, assistant forester ini 
recreation for New Mexico and Ariz­
ona, w ho is at Alamogordo in the in -1 
terest o f state timber sale scheduled 
for August 12.

Forest rules provide that certain 
recreational strips be left undisturb­
ed. Upon application of an Alamo­
gordo lumber company for state 
timber in the Sacramento mountains 
near the New Mexico Girl Scout 
camp, Pecos valley citizens protested 
and petitions asked the state land 
office to stop the sale entirely.

The matter was turned over to 
the forest service by the State 
Land Department for investigation 
and leading forest experts were in 
conference Monday at Alamogordo. 
Besides Cheney, the group includes 
Assistant Forester E. E. Carter, 
Washington D. C., in charge of lum­
bering operations of national head­
quarters; Hughes Calkings and Quin­
cy Randels, head o f lumbering op­
erations in New Mexico and Arizona, 
and O. Fred Arthur, supervisor o f 
the Lincoln forest.

The committee spent Monday in the

SOUTHWESTERN TO
MAKE IMPROVEMENTS

Feed sileage to the dairy cow im­
mediately after milking. It may 
Oavor the milk if given before or 
during milking.

"Dehorning, castrating, branding 
and marketing beef cattle” is the title 
o f a recent Farmers’ bulletin, 1000- 
F issued by the U. S. Department 
o f Agriculture. It can be obtained 
by writing to the department at 
Washington. D. C.

The time-worm theory that "sheep 
having a covering o f wool over 
their faces are the best,”  is now 
being exploded. Studies made by the 
U. S. Department o f Agriculture 
show that ewes o f the ramboullet 
breed that are free from heavy face 
covering yield the heaviest fleeces, 
both scoured and unscoured.

The only redeeming trait that cock­
roaches have, according to ento­
mologists o f the U. S. Department 
o f Agriculture is that they some­
times eat be>dbugs, hut most people 
don’t want to keep roaches for this 
purpose. Fortunately it is easy to 
kill them, by sprinkling powdered 
sodium flouride or sodium fluosilicate 
wherever they appear.

There are in the United States 
more than one thousand dairy-herd 
improvements associations which pro­
vide for the testing anil classifying 
o f nearly a half-million dairy cows. 
The cows entered in these organiza­
tions produce an average of 2U5 
pounds o f butterfat yearly while 
the average production o f all cows 
in the United States is hut 180 
pounds o f butterfat a year.

Chocolate that appears white on the 
outside has been kept in an over­
warm place, so that some of the fat 
has melted and come to the surface. 
It is not injured in any way for use.

A wire basket is a good ac- 
cesory to have in canning tomatoes 
or peaches. As these fruits must be 
scalded to get the skins off, use 
the wire basket to lower the material 
quickly into boiling water and out 
again.

Fried okra is one of the vegetables 
that can be enjoyed from time to 
time during the summer. Select 
young okra, wash it, and cut it cross­
wise in pieces between a fourth and 
a half inch thick. Allow G table­
spoons o f  butter or 1 cup of salt 
pork, diced, for cooking 2 quarts of 
okra. If salt pork is used, cook it 
in a skillet until crisp. Then re­
move the pieces and use 6 to 8 table­
spoons of the fat. Put in the okra, 
cover and cook about 10 minutes, 
stirring frequently to prevent burn­
ing. Remove the cover and continue 
to cook until the okra is tender and 
slightly brown. Add the crisp pork 
and serve at once.

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A runaway team can not he stop­
ped with weak reins, nor will weak 
tugs and straps on the harness with­
stand heavy work. Harness should 
be looked over to see that the lea­
ther parts have no cuts, holes, brands 
thin places or other imperfections 
that impair its strength. New har­
ness leather that shows cracks on 
the grain aide when sharply bent 
is practically worthless, and cracks 
in old harness show that it is rotting. 
Breaks and rips in the leather should 
be repaired promptly.

A grain mixture for cows on good 
pasture as a rule need not have as 
high a percentage of protein as the 
winter ration. The two following 
grain mixtures for supplementing 
pasture, without other roughage, are 
recommended by the U. S. Depart­
ment o f Agriculture: Ground oats,
100 pounds, wheat bran, 100 pounds, 
and com  meal, 50 pounds; or wheat 
bran, 100 pounds, corn meal, 100 
pounds, and cottonseed meal, 25 
pounds.

’Docking” the losses from dockage 
in spring wheat can be accomplished 
by the use of a self-cleaning screen 
at threshing time, says the U. S. De­
partment o f Agriculture. The self

The average feeding value 
of dockage produced each year in 
the spring wheat area from wheat, 
flax and rye is about $10,000,000. 
If this dockage is removed as part 
of the threshing operation, it can 
be used as livestock feed and handling 
charges for it will be saved. All 
dockage fed to livestock should be 
ground to prevent spreading weed 
seed on the farm.

GARLOCK FINANCE EXPERT

True thrift is gained neither by 
too much economy nor by too much 
spending.

When waste is eliminated, we fo l­
low the principles o f sound thrift but 
it must be recognized that over­
economy or hoarding sometimes leads 
to types of waste that are unwise 
in their results as are results o f ex­
travagance.

False economy, carried to the point 
o f hurting the delicately adjusted 
balances o f business, means event­
ual waste. Loss of trade by the re­
tail merchant is passed along to 
the jobber who in turn passes it on 
to the manufacturer. The result 
is unemployment, a form o f waste 
that is undesirable for everybody 
and harmful to all.

Thus under-spending can if car­
ried to excess, produce unwholesome 
economic conditions that are as dis­
tressing as the consequences o f over­
spending.

Too much spending meuns at once 
a waste all along the line* It leads 
to over-expansion and speculative 
activities which continue in their nat­
ural cycle until they end in sharp 
reaction and acute business depres­
sion.

Thrift consists o f prudent saving 
and judicious spending.

If you are uncertain as to whether 
a particular transaction is within the 
laws o f sound thrift or economic 
principles, you can usually determine 
the solution by finding, in the last 
analysis, whether your decision will 
mean elimination o f waste.
