EXTENSION SERVICE
TO AID FARM BOARD

LUMBER HARDW.
The federal farm board met in 

Chicago, November 14th, with rep­
resentatives from the 49 land grant 
colleges and universities, and accepted
the offer of these institutions with 
their 6,700 extension workers, to 
assist them in putting over their 
program. By this combination of ef­
fort, the board can avoid setting up 
agencies in duplication of existing 
machinery.

The board’s funds are limited to 
those economic phases of agricul­
ture that relate to marketing. The 
board advised the representatives 
from these institutions that their 
policy, under the authority of the 
agricultural marketing act, is to de­
velop national cooperative marketing 
organization, grower-owned and con­
trolled, to a point where a sufficient 
amount of the various agricultural 
commodities may be regulated to af­
fect prices thru better bargaining 
power and better distribution and, 
thru the handling of a large volume, 
to market at low costs. Most co­
operatives have failed because of in­
sufficient percentage of control and 
therefore too high an overhead. In 
short, they could not make a show­
ing to members that warranted sup­
port from producers.

The board believes that the quick­
est approach to this is tru con­
solidation of existing cooperatives 
into national organizations, without 
specifying the qualifications of lo­
cal associations, other than that they 
must comply with the requirements 
of the Capper-Volstead law. They 
feel that the college of agriculture 
and extension service can render 
valutable assistance in advising ex­
isting cooperatives and growers to 
join any national sales organization 
or locals that are a part of any 
national sales plan endorsed by the 
farm board.

The board told of the progress 
thus far made toward the develop­
ment of national commodity associa­
tions for grain, livestock, wool and 
mohair, and other agricultural pro­
ducts.

Noticed a statement in a newspaper the other day 
that twenty-four >ljte« were now selling prison-made 
products in competition with free labor. That doesn’t 
listen just right, doesn't sound just right, doesn’t taste 
just right and isn't right by any manner of means or 
by any manner of thinking.

Free lal»or is taxed, and taxed a plenty, for the
support of the penal institutions, then to have them 
come into competition in the open market isn’t at all 
fair to the men furnishing the munitions of war for 
the battle.

Congressmen Hawes, of Missouri, and Cooper, of 
Wisconsin, who have had plenty of experience in their 
own states with manufacturing plants behind prison 
walls, introduced and had enacted a law which be­
comes effective January 19, 1934, and provides that 
the sale anil use of all articles manufactured in penal 
institutions t prison made goods) lie governed by the 
laws of the state into which they are imported.

The date was set so far ahead in order to allow
state legislatures plenty of time to enact laws to regu­
late the sale of such goods.

I he Amerii an federation is now urging upon legis­
latures the enactment of laws prohibiting the importa­
tion of nu h goods, and it is to be hoped state legis­
latures will listen to the federation, thus confining the 
sale of the goods to the stales in which they were man­
ufactured.

It is only fair, just and equitable to laborers as a 
whole that each state enact such laws.

The manufacture of goods that come into com­
petition with the man who supports the institutions in 
which crimnals are confned should be stopped, and if 
the convicts must he put to work, and they should work, 
put them to building highways.

By using them for road construction the entire 
country will lie lienefitted instead of at present a part 
of the people being compelled to compete with them 
along the wage and price of products line.

W. D. Lit.Te, publisher of the Ada, (Oklahoma I 
News, states:

Under the present law, which requires land owners 
in the artesian belt to make application to the state 
engineer's office before permission is granted to the 
owner to drill an artesian well, the application is usual­
ly granted with the undestanding that the land owned 
take care of any leaky or abandoned well on his prem­
ises. In this way, the water level situation may eventual­
ly adjust itself in the artesian belt. If means could be 
found to plug all abandoned wells and repair all 
leaky wells without too much expense to the land 
owner, it is conservatively estimated that at least 10,- 
000 acres in the north Pecos valley would be reclaimed 
for farming purposes.

If however, the present regulations continue we 
may look forward to an improved condition within 
the next few years.

The 
Capitol of Norway dropped the name 
Christiana, for the ancient version, 
Oslo, but here we have the edge on 
the old world, for Minnesota had 
her Oslo long before the change took 
place. Texas, the bulletin points out 
has u tendency to adopt the correct 
original spelling of its namesake 
towns, and harbors within its bor­
ders a Korns and a Milano. Wiscon­
sin an̂ j Missouri have never settled 
a lung mooted question as to whether 
the tormers Belgium of the latter’s 
Belgique is correct. If the inhabi­
tants of towns such as these actual­
ly became stirred up in a meticulous 
zeal for propriety there will be end­
less confusion and adjustments.

RYE CHAMBERS CASE
IS DISMISSED AT ROSWELL

District Judge C. A. Richardson 
dismissed the case against Rye Cham­
bers, Tuesday, who has been held in 
jail since September 21, charged with 
driving a car recklessly, and while 
intoxicated, the night of September 
14th, when Forrest Bramblett of 
liagerman was killed in a collision 
between the car Chambers was driv­
ing and a Studebaker driven by L. 
D. Dalgren, of Dexter.

The case was dismissed because 
of lack of evidence. At the inquest 
here here on the death of Forrest 
Bramblett, several whiskey bottles 
were displayed as belonging to 
Chambers. It was testified that he 
was driving on the left side of the 
road at the time the accident oc- 
cured. The coroner’s jury, however, 
returned a verdict that Bramblett 
came to his death by means of an 
unavoidable accident.

The two young men were returning 
to Lake Arthur from liagerman in 
a Ford coupe which they had bor­
rowed. About two miles north of 
luike Arthur, their car collided with 
the Studebaker head on, causing For­
rest Bramblett to be thrown through 
the wind shield, severing the jugu­
lar vein.

FEDERAL HIGHWAY AID 
IS IN C R E A S E D  OVER 
$50,000,000 1931-32

SANTA FE—Governor Dillon Mon­
day called a special meeting of the 
state highway commission for Tues­
day, November 26, to consider Pres­
ident Hoover's appeal for aid to in­
dustry and labor by speeding up state 
and county construction work.

The principal construction work in 
the state which involves employment 
of labor by the state on any scale 
is the work of the state highway 
department, and the governor said 
Monday the he would place Mr. 
Hoover's letter before the highway 
commission.

Replying to Mr. Hoover's letter 
of November 23, Governor Dillon 
said:

“1 am requesting all state, muni­
cipal and county authorities to be­
gin as speedily as possible to carry 
forward all building programs which 
have been decided upon and for which 
funds are available. Our state 
highway department is ready to put 
on and carry to completion next year 
a road building program costing five 
million three hundred thousand dol­
lars. The Rio Grande conservance 
district confidently expects to begin 
its vast engineering plans early in 
the new year costing ten million dol­
lars for drainage, flood control and 
irrigation, in the Rio Grande valley.”

WASHINGTON. D. C.—Repeal of 
the federal water power act and of 
the homestead law was suggested 
Monday by Chairman Garfield of 
President Hoover’s public lands com­
mission in a statement.

The question was raised as to 
the field the commission should en­
ter in its consideration of a possible 
turning over of public domain to 
the eleven western states within 
which most of the public land lies.

Garfield said President Hoover had 
asked a complete report on public 
lands and added, in his opinion, a 
recommendation on the homstead and 
water power acts might properly 
come within the commission's pro­
vince.

The water power act, he said, is 
not at present in a satisfactory 
state of operation, its appropriation 
having been insufficient for the 
proper carrying on of its work in 
disposing of power sites.

He asserted that homestead and 
timber laws appeared to have out­
live dtheir usefulness, and that the 
homestead law, especially in its sol­
dier's preference phase, had worked 
actual hardship.

"Nothing is worse than to give 
land preference to a man who is 
not a natural farmer,” he declared.

Other commission members also 
criticized the homestead law, saying 
the homestead in the states concern­
ed is not an economic unit, and has 
offered false promises to settlers.

while for 1920 it dropped to sonu 
50 per cent. This is accounted foi 
by opening up new sources of rev­
enue, such as the gasoline tax, the 
bulletin says:

"It will be noted that the total 
expenditures increased 247 per cent 
in the 15 year period, 1915-1930, 
while general property taxes increas­
ed 185 per cent.” During the last 
11 years these increases have been 
118 and 72 per cent respectively.”

The only other year in which 
property taxes reached the eleven 
million dollar figure was in 1921 
when $11,002,036 was levied. Dur­
ing the next few years this dropped 
as low as $8,333,497 in 1923.

For the year 1929, all but six 
counties showed increases over 1928.

It may be interesting to note that 
the 1929 tax levy for Eddy county 
is $410,326.44, an increase of $1,- 
733.03 over the previous year. The 
Chaves county levy is $634,009.83, 
representing an increase of $10,- 
504.63.

In selecting a livestock sire, there 
are three main considerations to keep 
in mind: the individuality of the ani- 
mul; his pedigree; and the perform­
ance of his progeny. The record of 
the progeny is the most important 
consideration, particularly in choos­
ing a dairy sire.

The Federal Food and Drugs act 
requires truthful labeling of foods 
and drugs. It has no control over 
advertising. The wise buyer will com­
pare label statements with the ad­
vertising in deciding the probable 
dependability of claims for a pre­
paration.

Late potatoes are most successful­
ly and economically produced where 
a regular crop rotation is practiced. 
Leguminous crops such as clover or 
alfalfa are the best preparatory 
crops. It is better to plow a clover 
or alfalfa sod under in late summer 
or early fall, rather than in the 
spring, except where the land is 
subject to washing during the winter.

When buying foods it pays to com­
pare the net weight statements on 
the package of similar foods of the 
same quality. The Federal Food and 
Drugs act insists that the statement 
of weight be accurate. The buyer 
who reads and compares will get 
the most for his money.

The system of feeding sheep that 
s most economical and most likely 
•o keep the flock in good condition 
s one which provides frequent 
hanges of good pastures and graz- 
ng crops, and winter rations mainly 
>f good leguminous hays, with some 
lucculent feeds. Grain should be held 
.'or feeding in winter and after the 
ambs are born until good pasture is 
available. One hundred pounds of 
grain in a year for one ewe and 
her lambs is about all that can be 
used profitably.

Whether cooled by ice or mechani­
cal unit some parts of the house­
hold refrigerator are colder than 
others. Locate these by leaving a 
thermometer for an hour or two at a 
time in each part of the box, and re­
serve them for keeping meat, milk 
and other exceptionally perishable 
foods. The coldest spot is that first 
reached by descending currents of 
cold air leaving the refrigerator com­
partment, and in many boxes will 
he found immediately below the ice 
chamber. In some boxes there are 
partition or other means of guiding 
the circulation of cold air, and it 
is necessary to study the construction 
of your box and take temperatures 
in order to be sure you know where 
the coldest place is.

It pays to shred corn stover if the 
supply of hay and straw is short, 
shredded stover that keeps well 
usually has a greater value than 
fodder left in the shock all winter. 
The shredded material makes much 
better bedding than unshredded stov­
er. About 19 hours of man labor 
per acre of corn yielding 40 bushels 
is necessary to husk corn out of the 
shock by hand, put it in the crib, 
and haul the stover to the barn. 
Under the same conditions only 10 
man hours are needed for husking and 
shredding com.

No dairy herd is well managed 
unless a fairly accurate account is 
kept of the quantity of feed con­
sumed. A convenient and practi­
cal way to feed the grain is to use 
a cart, with feeding charts or cards 
showing the amount of feed for each 
cow. A small blackboard can be 
attached to the cart and the figures 
chalked on the board every two or 
three days. A spring balance scale 
suspended above the cart on an arm 
is of great help. If the allowance 
of silage and hay is weighed oc­
casionally, the quantity can be 
measured with reasonable accuracy.

"Happing John,” is an old-fashion­
ed, country name for a dish made 
of dried blackeyed peas, and rice. 
Wash one cup of peas well and cook 
Ihem in a covered pan in 3 or more 
cups of water with Vi teaspoon of 
salt until they are tender but not 
broken. Cook Vi cup of rice for about 
20 minutes in 2 quarts of boiling 
water, to which 1 teaspoon salt has 
been added. As soon as the grains 
of rice are soft to the center, drain 
drain and pour cold water enough 
through it to remove the surplus 
starch and keep the grains whole 
and separate. Brown 1 cup of diced 
pork until crisp, remove from the 
skilet and cook a medium sized onion, 
chopped, in the fat for 2 or 3 min­
utes. Add the rice, peas, fried salt 
poik and season with tabasco and 
pepper. Serve with horseradish or 
chili sauce.

It is also pos­
sible by mold fermentation to make 
citrus acid from com sugar. A

Water rights to approximately 
1300 acres in the Pecos valley river 
drainage system area, which have 
been contested by the United States 
government for the past nine years 
were Friday settled as the govern­
ment relinquished its claim to waters 
from Hagerman canal to Zuber Hol­
low and other drainage districts of 
this section.

There are still a number of dis­
puted water rights which must be 
settled. The decision on the districts 
outlined above was made by George 
L. Remely of Raton, who was sit­
ting as special master in a hearing 
at the federal court at Roswell.

The government’s surrender of its 
claims to water from the Hagerman 
canal came because Mr. Remely 
stated that evidence showed the canal 
to have been constructed prior to 
start of the Carlsbad irrigation pro­
ject. Surrender to rights under 
Zuber Hollow were made because the 

became convinced that 
stream was not tributary to 

the Pecos. In the other districts, it 
was satisfactorily shown that the 
water was owned outright.

Litigation over these water rights 
has been in progress for nine years. 
The government has been testing 
out priority of water rights claims 
in the valley, in order to better 
guage contemplated expansion in the 
Carlsbad irrigation project.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Senator 
Heflin, democrat of Alabama, issued

changes and other witnesses that will I 
come before the committee,” he said.
