a kind of pepper. It is dried, un-
ripe fruit of the pimento tree, which
belongs to the same family as the
clove tree. It gets its name, all-
spice, from the fact that it has been
said to have the odor of all spices.

The kind of salad dressing to use
depends largely upon when the salad
is to be served. A light salad, with
a heavy dinner, usually needs a light
dressing, such as a French dressing.
Luncheon or supner salads, or those
served with party refreshments, may
have the richer dressings such as
mayonnaise, cooked dressings, or
cream dressing.

About a teaspoonful of tea to a
cup is a good average proportion,

according to tea specialists. More
or less can be used for different
tastes. First scald the pot — an
eartherware one, by preference—to
warm it. Put in the tea, pour on
boiling water, but do not boil. Let
stand about 5 or 6 minutes, then

pour off into another warm teapot.
If you use a tea ball, remove it.

Most children are uncomfortable
in stiffly starched clothes. The idea
that the garments stay clean long-
er if starched may be true if the
little ones do not indulge in their
usual active play because of their
clothes. But it would be better to
choose closely woven, firm wash
fabrics, in smooth finishes that shed
dirt, and in colors and patterns that
do not look disagreeably dingy after
a short wearing. Then starching is
unnecessary.

GEOLOGICAL WORK IN
THE ARTESIAN BASIN

Results of investigations concern-
ing the artesian basin conducted by
the state engineer’'s department and
the U. 8. Geological Survey have
been made public. '

Recommendations as to means of
recharging the basin, preserving sur-
face and shallow water supplies were
made in the report,

The report follows:

Under date of June 1930, Albert
G. Fiedler and S. Spencer Nye of
the U. S. Geological Survey coop-

erating with the state engineer sub-
mitted a paper entitled “Recommend-

ations for a More Efficient Utiliza-
tion of the Water Resources of the
Artesian Basin in New Mexico.” This
investigation of the artesian basin
has been conducted under the super-
vision of Oscar E. Meinzer, geolo-
gist in charge of the division of
ground water, of the U. S. Geological
Survey. The study was begun in
July, 1925, and from that date to
June 8, 1928, an office has been
maintained in Roswell by Mr. Fiedler
and his assistants As a result of
the work done during the rst year
of the investigation, a preliminary
report was published and press
notices have been issued from time
to time on the progress of the work.
The latest paper includes extracts
from the final report which will be
published in the near future by the

Other than the waters that are
obtained from the artesian aquifers
are the possible sources of supply
in what is termed as the valley fill.
The report states in part The
water in the valley fill is a valuable

resource that remains relatively un-
developed and merits more consider-
ation than has thus far been given
to it. Although the shallow ground
water in many places is not suitable
for domestic purposes, most of it
can probably be used for irrigation
if the land is well drained and prop-
er care is taken in using the water
There are many large tracts of land
within the artesian area, especially
in Chaves county, which could prob-
ably be irrigated with shallow ground

water obtainable from depths of 50
feet There are also many farms
on which the flow of the artesian
wells has diminished greatly or
ceased entirely and here attempts
should be made to develop supplies
of the shallow ground water for
irrigation. Although the possibility
of overdraft on the ground water
in the valley fill seems rather re-

mote at present, it should not be en-
tirely disregarded as the supply
certainly not inexhaustible. It
quite possible to withdraw by pump-
ing more water than is being con-
tributed to the zone of saturation in
the valley fill and to lower the water
table to such an extent that many
wells would have to abandoned
because of excessive pumping lifts.”
For this reason the state engineer
is now maintaining observation wells
in the shallow water areas for the
express purpose of determining what
effect excessive pumping will have
on the drawdown on the water table.
While the report enumerates possi-
bility of future development and also
the possible losses, it is in no way
unfavorable to a continued expansion
of agricultural pursuits in the ar-
tesian and shallow water areas of
the basin if a program of economy
and conservation is developed to a
maximum degree of efficiency.

The report has been published by
the state engineer in the Ninth Bi-
ennial Report and in Bulletin No. 1
of the state engineers series.

gun car, sand car, fuel car, battery
kitchen car, ammunition cars, berth-
ing cars, headquarters car and a com-
plete workshop car.
