In a rival newspaper carrying a column of Hag- 
erman new*, there are twenty-one* mistakes in the one 
column. O f course, we understand that no newspaper 
can be perfect, and that The Messenger is not. How­
ever. as we are citizens of Hagerman and know the 
majoritv of its residents personally, we can eliminate 
mam mistake* which the outside papers does not rec­
ognize. It is the same with job printing. In a certain 
piece o f job work printed out o f town, we found seven 
errors in the spelling of personal names in one list of 
fifteen.

Y O l ARE A LAW BREAKER!

During the rrcent sessions of the various state legis- 
lature*. practically all of which have been closed, up­
ward to 100,000 laws were passed. This isn't of 
course saving anything about the thousands of laws, 
yes millions of laws already on the statute books, in 
addition to the multitude of federal laws. Is it reason­
able to suppose that the ordinary individual knows ail 
of the laws now in existance? Can he be a real law 
abiding citizen under these circumstances? He can 
be the same law-abiding citizen he has always been, 
but it is preposterous to suppose that he can keep 
from breaking the law occasionally. We used to hear 
the phrase that ignorance of the law is no excuse, but 
it would take a man of super-intelligence to be able 
to live under our present judicial system and not be 
charged with an infraction of the law occasionally.

The more complicated our civilization becomes, the 
more laws we shall have to contend with. Even under 
the mass of laws, man must conduct his affairs the 
best he knows how, observing as near as possible the 
gulden rule. It would be unfair to ask him to memor­
ize all of the laws on the stale books of any one state.

S<mie people living in New Mexico have been 
proned to complain over the hard times in recent 
months. A few people have suffered of course, and 
conditions have not l>een anything to brag about; still 
the financial situation over the state has been fairly 
stable.

Tests by the U. S. department of 
agriculture in growing crotalaria 
show that this new crop is well 
adapted to the poor sandy soils of 
the south, particularly for green 
manure.

LUMBER

A good stand o f alfalfa is easily 
injured by overgrazing. A lfalfa 
should not be pastured the first year 
and only lightly the second. It  is 
doubtful i f  it is advisable to pat- 
ture alfalfa at all in the east be­
cause of the difficulty of getting a 
good stand in this section. Hogs 
are less injurious to alfalfa than 
other livestock.

Don't turn the dairy cows on pas­
ture too early in the spring. Early 
spring grass is watery and immature. 
Wait until the grass is 3 or 4 inches 
high, and then turn them on it—but 
for only a few hours a day at first— 
and continue to fed grain, hay and 
silage for a while, to lessen the dan­
ger o f bloating.

Mineral deficiencies in the soil 
und consequently in pasture plants 
may cause poor development of live­
stock or even disease. Animals graz­
ing on pasture deficient in phos­
phorus often develop a morbid ap­
petite, stiffness of joints, and a stag­
gering gait. They may cat such sub­
stances as dirt or bone. The dis­
ease may be checked or cured by 
giving bone meal, sodium phosphate, 
or by changing to a pasture known 
to contain sufficient phosphorus. In 
some parts of the country the vegv- 
tution is deficient o f iodine, causing 
goiter and often hairlessness of new­
born animals. These conditions are 
corrected by including some compound 
of iodine in the rations. Pastures 
low in calcium are thought to be 
the cause of the mal-development 
of the bones of horses.

LAS CRUCES— New Mexico farm 
ers will increase their acreage in all 
of the major crops with the excep­
tion of beans, if they adhere to 
present indications according to a 
report recently released by the New 
Mexico livestock and Reporting Ser­
vice.

The report which is prefaced by 
the statement that "this statement 
of farmer's intentions to plant it 
not a forecast of the acreage that 
will be planted, but simply an indi­
cation based on what has already 
been planted,’1 shows a substantial 
increase in corn, gram sorghums and 
hay.

According to present indications 
the New Mexico farmer will plant 
or intends to plant 258,000 acres of 
corn this year or an mcresute o f 20 
per cent over the harvested acreage 
last year; grain sorghums acreage 
of 258,000 acres represents an in- 
create of 25 per cent over the 1930 
harvested acreage, tame hay acreage 
of 210,000 acres represents an in­
crease of 10 per cent over last year. 
However, the bean growers plan to 
plant 216,000 acre* which represents 
a decrease of 6 per cent from the 
1930 acreage.

NEW  YORK — ' Fish tales" and

SA N TA  FE —  One hundred and 
sixty-two out of 509 hills introduced 
during the tenth state legislature 
were approved by Governor Arthur 
Seligman and will become the laws 
o f the state, Rupert F. Asplund, 
director of the New Mexico Tax­
payers Association, said Tuesday.

The volume of the 1931 legislature 
is considerably less than that of the 
1929 legislature when compared with 
the 203 bills approved by the gov­
ernor. In 1927 the governor approv­
al 188 bills.

"O f the 162 laws enacted by the 
last legislature and approved by the 
governor only 38 carried an emer­
gency clause," Asplund said. "This 
is a substantial improvements over 
the 1929 figures, where 41 per cent 
of the laws carried the emergency 
clause and 60 per cent in 1927."

Senator Oliver Lee wa* given credit 
by Mr. Asplund for this improve­
ment. Senator Lee maintained that 
emergency clauses should be stricken 
if  they were unnecessary and un­
called for. It is generally conceded 
Asplund said, that the emergency 
clause should be attached only to 
bills o f an emergency character. To

CHAPTER II
I arrived lu Washington May 9 

ami the next morning called at th# 
office of the Chief of staff, MaJ 
Gen Hugh |„ Scott. He epoke of 
my assignment, which, aa had been 
my inipresalon from bts meaaage 
of May 2, »as to command a di­
vision. and told me that It had been 
made upou hla recommendation.

tieneral Scott outlined th# gan- 
eral pluns In ao far aa anything 
definite had been determined. Be­
ginning with February 8, the war 
college division of the general staff 
presented a number of recommend­
ations for action In the eveot of 
war with the central powers. On# 
was for the enactment of a draft 
law Mud others referred to th* ala* 
of the army to b# organised and 
th# ne<eaaliy for the procurement 
of equipment and supplies.

Chagrined by Unpraparadnaaa.
March 18. acting under lust ruc­

tion* of the chief of stuff, th* war 
college division submitted a more 
detailed scheme for raising an 
army of N«hOOn mao. Bot thane 
were all eleventh hour suggestion« 
and no definite action was taken 
on any of them until May 18. when 
congress passed the law authoris­
ing the Increase of military estab­
lishment through the application at 
the draft.

I waa really more chagrined than 
astonished to rsallte that so little 
had been done when there were ao 
many things that might have bean 
dona long before. It bad been ap­
parent to everybody for month* 
that w* mart likely to be forced 
Into the war and a stats of war 
bad actually existed for aevmal 
weeks, yet scarcely a start had 
been made to prepare for It.

Rut th* troth Is that th* genaral 
staff at Washington had oavar 
been organised along modern linen. 
Its membership had been recently 
reduced by congress and bnt few 
of Its officers had the experience 
necessary fully to understand Its 
function*. In this fact wa no doubt 
find th* basis of many of the dif­
ficulties that arose later In con­
nection with the preparation of 
oar army at home and Ita ship­
ment and supply abroad.

Praia« for Secretary Baker.
My next cell was upon th* secre­

tary of war, Mr. Newton D. Baker. 
It waa a much younger and consid­
erably smaller man who greeted 
me than I had expectsd. He ac­
tually looked diminutive a* he aat 
behind hla desk, doubled up la I  
rather large office chair, but when 
he apoke my Impression changed 
Immediately. We talked of my re- 
ceot experience In Mexico and af

condition! on the border, which, 
fortunately, were quieter than 
they had been for several year*.

Mr. Baker referred to my ap­
pointment and said that he had 
given the aubject very careful 
thought and had made the choice 
solely upon my record. 1 expressed 
my deep appreciation of the honor, 
mentioned the responsibility of the 
position and aald that I hopad he 
would have no reason to regret hla 
action.

I laft Mr. Baker’s office with a 
distinctly favorable Impression of 
the man upon whom, a* head of 
the War departmant, would raat 
the burden of preparing for a 
great war to which th* wholly un­
ready nation waa now committed.

Still proceeding under the as­
sumption that I waa to command 
only a division In Franca, my feel­
ings may well be Imagined when a 
few day* later, the aecretary of 
war called me In to aay that It 
had been decided by th* President 
to send me abroad aa commander 
(■ chief, and that I should select 
my ataff accordingly and prepare 
to aall aa »oon aa poaaible.

The thought of tha responsibil­
ities that thla high position car­
ried depressed me for th# moment 
Here In the face of a graet war I 
had been placed In command of a 
theoretical army which had yet to 
be constituted, equipped, trained 
and sent abroad. Still, there was 
no doubt In my mind then or at 
any other time of my ability to do 
the Job. provided the government 
would furnish men. equipment and 
auppltes.

Harbord Chief of 8taff.
Obviously It was advlaabl* to 

choose my chief of ataff aa soon 
aa practicable. After studying the 
records of aeveral officer« of my 
acquaintance and of others who 
wart recommended for the poal-

tlon I chose MaJ James • . Bar- 1 
bord. Hls effirlenry tu «very grade 
frou the day ut hla anllatment ae 
a privât* In the army lu Jaauary. 
1H8U waa not oaly of record but 
wa« well known to thu** wtth 
whoui h* had served.

Throughoiit the war Harbord 
aever tiesitatvd a moment to ex­
press hls opluloa wtth the acaaoat 
frankneea. no limiter how radlcally 
It miglit dlffer frmn my own, »or 
dld he ever fait to carry ont In­
structions faltbfully even when 
they wer* not In accord wlth hla 
view» Kntlrely unselflah, ha la 
bored Inccsaantly for what h* be 
llevwd tu il« H,« r>*at Intaraats of 
our armlea Hla ablUty. bis re

Roosevelt Offer Re Jested.
The appeal of Ooi. Theodore 

Roosevolt at this time for per ml e- 
rioa to raise a volunteer division 
aroused popular sentiment through­
out tho country ln hla favor, hat j 
approval would hav* oponod tha 
door tor many othar applications 
and th* poller would hara In tar- 1 
farad materially with th* orderly 
and bnslneatllke application of the 
draft law.

Moraovar, th* regular estabUah- 
ment would have suffered from th*
loss of an undue proportion of th* 
beat officer#, who Inevitably would 
have been selected for Important 
positions ln these special anlts at 
a time when their services wars 
urgently needed ta building more 
largely.

Another Important reason tor 
disapproving Colonel Roosevelt'a 
application waa that In such a war 
ft waa necaaaary that officers, es­
pecially those in high command, 
should ba thoroughly trained and 
disciplined. Furthermore, Colonel 
Roosevelt waa not tn tha best of 
haalth and could not hav* with­
stood the hard work and expoaar* 
of training camp* and trenches.

The secratary of war, mnch to 
th* disappointment of Colonel 
Roosevelt, wisely mad* an adverse 
decision ln his case, which waa 
confirmed by th* President, ft was 
evident that both Mr. Wilson aad 
Secretary Baker war# looking tor 
trained leaders and war* deter 
mined to avoid th* embarrassment 
President Lincoln experienced in 
th* Civil war, when ha waa more 
ar lass driven to fill many high po 
aitlona with political appointee* 
who, In the and, had to b* replaced 
by men trained la the military pro 
tosaion.

Roosevelt'a Flea far
The following letter n on  Colonel 

Roosevelt, dated May 17. 1017, will 
show hla own fin# attitude:

"My Dear General Parahing:
T  vary heartily congratulate 

yeu, and especially tha people 
of tha United State« upou 
your selection t*  lead the ex 
pedltionary fore* to tha front.

CHAPTER III
Our deplorable situation as to

YEAR IN PENITENTIARY

W ASHINGTON, D. C.— The task 
of setting up a league of oil states 
to control production and restore \ 
the demoralized petroleum industry 
was tackled at Washington Tuesday 
by the oil states advisory committee.
