Trapped in a school bus when 
it plunged off the highway and 
down an embankment one girl 
was killed instantly and 26 other 
school children mostly of grammar 
school age, were injured Monday 
morning near Grady, N. M The 
children were en route to school.

None o f these were expected to 
die as a result of their injuries.

The other twenty-two children 
in the bus were not seriously in­
jured. E. C. Ashby, driver of 
the bus, suffered cuts about the 
face and hand and possible ser­
ious injury to one eye.

Ashby said he was traveling 
about thirty-five miles an hour 
in the center of the road when 
the front wheels became locked, 
throwing the bus into the loose 
dirt on the left side of the road. 
T1*e bus turned over two or there 
times before it crashed into the 
emhankment. The top was torn 
o ff  the bus and hurled several 
feet from the wreck. The body 
of the Culpepper girl was found 
near the bus top.

Ashly after summoning aid, 
immediately began helping the 
children and had rescued two chil­
dren from beneath the bus when 
physicians arrived. He refused 
to submit to medical treatment 
until emergency treatments had 
been given to the children. He 
was taken to a ho-pital at Clovis 
suffering from loss of blood.

Senator Moon of Artesia and 
Senator Mullis of Roswell, spoke 
at Lake Arthur, Tuesday to a good 
audience, principally on the “ Ar­
tesian Well Program.” A series 
o f lectures will probably be de­
livered at other valley points, the 
dates to be announced Later. Well 
informed speakers will appear on 
each program. A general outlin« 
of the Artesian well law as given 
by Senator Moon is as follows:

Hou»e Bill No. 38
Providing for a conservancy 

district to conserve the artesian 
water in Chaves and Eddy coun­
ties. All artesian water used for 
private, public, domestic, commer­
cial or irrigation purposes are 
covered in the above bill. See. 
tion 3 of this hill provides that 
a petition shall be filed in the 
district court where in the great­
er portion of the lands to be 
embraced are situated. In order 
to initiate the petition it must 
be signed by more than one third 
of all the honafide property own­
ers within the district. However, 
such a petition may be filed by 
any person, firm or corporation, 
or by officers duly authorised, 
by any town, cillage, city or mu­
nicipality owning land within the 
proposed district. Any city in­
terested in some degree in im­
provements or purposes for which 
the district is to be formed may 
upon proper action of its govern­
ing body alone file the petition 
required by action 3, provided that 
more than one third of the land 
within the said district, with acre­
age or value as shown by the last 
preceding assessment rolls of the 
county or counties wherein such 
district ia proposed to he created.

Organisation
Section 8, provides that at the 

time of filing of the petition or 
the subsequent thereto, that a 
good and sufficient bond shall be 
first executed to take care of the 
expenses o f the organization o f 
district and immediately after the 
filing of such a petition the court 
shall fix a time and place for a 
hearing on the petition.

Section 11, provides that upon 
the hearing of the petition the 
court decides that the petition 
is competent he shall declare the 
district organized, the same shall 
be a political sub-division of the 
state of New Mexico, and a body 
corporate with all the powers o f 
a public or municipal corporation, 
duly authorized to exercise the 
right of eminent domain and the 
taxation and assessment as herein 
provided within thirty days after 
the said district has been declar­
ed a corporation by the court, 
papers pertaining thereto shall be 
filed in the office of the state 
corporation commission and also 
with the county clerk or clerks 
in each county where the land 
is situated.

Section 13. provides that with­
in ten days after entering the de­
cree declaring the district organ­
ized the court shall appoint three 
land holders to act as commis­
sioners, the said commissioners 
shall include all property in the 
district which has within four 
years received some benefit either 
directly or indirectly from the 
orte-ian water and all property 
whether agricultural land, rail­
road, villages, towns or cities 
lying within the district and hav­
ing received some benefit from 
artesian waters of the district 
must bear their share of expenses, 
incurred in the organization of the 
district and in the performance 
of the duties of the organization, 
which is the plugging and repair­
ing of artesian wells. The com­
missioners shall draft an election 
code for the purpose of electing 
five directors who shall be elected 
by the property owners in the five 
district which are herein and 
after provided for. No person 
can serve as a director that is 
not a property owner within the 
district in which he lives. At no 
time can there be more than a 
five mill tax levy laid against the 
property in one year. Ownership 
and valuation will be arrived at 
by the now existent tax roll.

The licensing of motor car drivers after examination and test 
is a practical step in the direction of reducing the number of motor 
vehicular accidents in this country. The states which have the 
mandatory examination and driving test for prospective drivers are 
Arizona. California, Connecticut. Deleware, Maryland. Massachu­
setts, New Hampshire. New Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania, Ver­
mont, Rhode Island and West Virginia as well as the District of 
Columbia.

The states which prescribe licenses without the mandatory 
examination and driving test, or making them optional with traffic 
authorities, or using them chiefly for revenue raising purposes, are 
Indiana. Maine. Michigan, Nebraska. South Carolina, Washington 
and Wisconsin.

The rate of accident increase in the states which license drivers 
by examination and test has been 29 per cent less than during the 
same time in the states which Mo not license drivers.

“ Great Confusion at Home."
There was ample evidence of 

great confusion at borne due to lack 
of efficient supervision, even In 
New York harbor, where expert» 
ehonld have been ee«v to find. 
Ships were seldom loaded to their 
full capacity; supplier greatly 
needed were often left behind ; non- 
essentials were being sent over; 
many things were broken due to 
careless loading; troops were often 
shipped to one port and their 
equipment to another.

The Washington bureau* often 
followed blindly eome out-of-date

der a former regime by an anti­
quated desk soldier long since re­
tired and forgotten. As nn Illus­
tration. I recall a bill of lading 
from one of our transports that 
was presented to me about this 
time as a curiosity. It listed a 
Bomber of articles quite useless to 
sb army In the field end provoked 
the following eable;

"For ell departments. Recom­
mend no further shipments be 
made of following articles . . . 
bath bricks, bookcases, bathtubs, 
cabinets for blanks, chairs except

The troops of th* division were 
drawn up In line ready to receive 
us and presented a much better ap­
pearance than at the review by 
President Poincare. Th* men were 
especially keen to he Inspected by 
a marshal of France and their 
pride was clearly evident by their 
perfect line* a* they swung by la 
tha march past. Th* marshal la 
turn was enthusiastic over thetr 
vigorous appearance and military 
bearing.

One Incident occurred that wee 
not on the program. On the way 
to the field for the ceremony a 
well-groomed mule that happened 
to be running loos* pricked up hi* 
ears, looked us over and decided 
to trot along with us. One of my 
staff wagered that this wise anl 
mal knew whet was going on and 
would be present to see tho march 
past. Sure enough, when we 
reached our position this Missouri 
product had preceded u*. Cautions- 
ly approaching, he displayed th* 
greatest curiosity In th* guest of 
honor. A* all efforts to drive him 
away teemed futile, bo hovered 
near at an Interested spectator of 
tho proceedings, much to tha 
amusement of th* marshal.

I gave a luncheon at Neufchateaa 
for th* marshal’* party and my 
own end th* senior officers of th* 
First division. After that we saw 
tb* training conducted by the First 
corps school and visited th* Amer­
ican end French billet* at tba vil­
lage of St. Blln. where th* Ooe 
Hundred and First regiment. Tweo 
ty sixth division, and tba Trench 
Sixty ninth passed la review la 
excellent form. Aa we retamed to­

It was rather late when w* 

started and darkness overtook us 
while passing on foot through th* 
lines. The trumpets of each regl 
ment sounded as we approached, 
and with the lights from our auto- I 

1 mobiles dose behind Illuminating 
th* trees that bordered the high­
way and the faces that peered 
through the shadows to catch a 
glimpse of th* marshal the scene 
suggested tome legendary painting.

Finally we hnlted and the troops. 
Including the French One Hundred 
and Fifty-first Infantry, which had 
made a remarkable record at Ver­
dun. marched past us. As tb* regi­
ments came out of the darkness 
Into tb* spotlight of our auto* they 
mad* a picture never to be for­
gotten.

Denies False Cable Rumor.
Returning to Parla October 19, I 

learned that a dispatch from Berlin 
to tha New York Times represent­
ed me aa having aald that th* 
German line* were Impregnable, 
Th* report might have heen Idle 
gossip, but It was more probably 
circulated to create th* Impression 
(hat our armies were starting on a 
forlorn hope. This report was to 
far from the truth that I cabled 
the secretary of war that It was 
absolutely false and without any 
foundation whatever.

In every reference to our future 
operations I bad strongly main­
tained that It was not only possible 
to break tha German lines but that 
It would he done. The very sys­
tem of training that we were per­
sistently following was baaed on 
the determination to force the 
Germans out of their trenches and 
beat them In the open. On no oth­
er theory could they have been de­
feated.

Yet without question there were 
not a few among our allies and 
probably some In our own army 
who thought the task Impossible, 
supporting their view by citing th* 
failures of the previous three year«, 
especially that of th* spring of 
1917. It was none th* leas a sur­
prise. however, when a report 
cam* directly to me that such 
views had artually been expressed 
In th* presence of civilian visitor» 
by officer* of rank In our army.

I was Indignant to learn of that 
kind of talk, and In commenting I 
on It to th* Americana who had 
heard such statements made I aald 
that “The German line* can be bro­
ken. they mult h* broken, and they 
will be broken." and those present 
will recoil that It waa said with 
considerable emphasis.

Positive step* were taken at once 
to eradicate auch notion», or at 
least prevent them from being 
openly stated, and I was deter­
mined to relieve immediately any 
officer, without regard to rank, who 
should express any such opinion.

After ano'her urgent appeal a par­
tis! supply was sent, but we had 
succeeded In obtaining a quantity 
of clothing from th* British to tide 
us over.
