Drilling on the last government
potash test in southeastern New

Mexico is expected to start this
week. The test will be known as
No. 21-A, and will be drilled in

twp. 21-34, Lea county, ten miles
from the town of Lea. This has
been drilled to a depth of 2008
feet with a standard rig and from
the above depth the Sullivan Ma-
chinery Co., will core drill the
hole

The No. 21-A will close a five-
yvear exploration program under-
taken by the government in 1927,
During this time thirteen tests

| have been drillled in eastern New

Mexico and western Texas.

Local interest in possibility of
extension of profitable potash
areas has been inereased since
announcement recently regarding
the No. 23 test, which is located
about a mile south and a mile
west of the Getty oil pool, east
of Carlshad, where ten feet of
sylvite, the most desirable pot-
ash form, with five feet especially
rich, was found. This is ex-
pected to be held by the govern-
ment as “proven” territory, ac-
unotficial reports. It
is not regarded as probable that
the government will do any fur-
ther potash exploration in this
section.

Millions of dollars were loaned |
n the south last spring to assist |
the farmer in replanting hig fields |
after the 1930 drought “vn'tn-“
fore the department has accepted |
cotton as security at current prices |
which now range between six and |
seven cents. It has warehouse |
receipts on about 10,000 bales. |

A general market price increase |
as a result of this arrangement
is expected by George L. Hoffman |
chief of the farmers seed loan |
office. He said he believed few
farmers who have federal loans
would dispose of their cotton un-
der the new plan.

Cotton of middling 7-8 grade

and staple will be accepted at
eight cents a pound. In areas
where much of the crop normally
is shorter than 7-8 inch the basis
will be seven and a half cents on
middling 13-16 inch. Premiums,
however, will be given on longer
| staple or better grades.
Borrowers who store their cot-
|ton will be required to deliver
warehouse receipts on sufficient
cotton to provide collateral for
| their loans. The department re-
served the right, however, to with-
draw the offer at any time or to
establish a different basis because
of changed conditions.

When the cotton is finally sold
the borrower will be credited with
the proceeds of the sale. In the |
event the proceeds are not suf-
ficient tq pay the full amount of |
the loan the remainder will re-|
main as an obligation of the bor- |
rower. If, however, there is a|
surplus above the loan and inter- |
est, it will be paid to the farmer
or other creditors.

OIL IMPORTS SHRINK
25,000,000 BARRELS

Regardless of the chaotic con-
dition that for months hung like
a pall over the oil industry here
in the United States, a thru
which the light is just beginning
to shine, the loss of foreign mar-
kets is staggering.
|  For more than a half-century
| surplus refined products have gone
| from the United States to every
civilized country on the globe.
These foreign markets slowly ex-
panded—but the picture is rapid-
ly changing today. For months
this foreign market has been
“slowing down"— and in the first
eight months of 1931 the ship-
| ments to foreign countries of
crude and refined oils from the
U. S. was 24,944,00 barrels less
than during the same period of
1930.

In this same eight-month per-
iod of 1931 the production of
erude oil in the United States was
51,180,000 barrels less than in
1930.

In commenting on this striking
| situation Wirt Franklin, president
of the Independent I’vtrol‘vum As-
sociation of America, called
tention to the fact that while
thru rigid proration of every flush
field and curtailment of practical-
ly every other oil-producing area
in the United States, our imports

at-

of crude and refined oil, over this |

eight-month period, had decreased
only 14,282,000 barrels.

In other words, exports shrank
nearly 25,000,000 barrels while
imports shrank about 14,000,000
barrels, thereby leaving our do-
mestic situation some 11,000,000
barrels worse off.

Russia and Roumania have been
the chief causes of our rapid loss
| of foreign markets. For the full
yvear 1930 the production of crude
oil in the United States was 109,
000,000 barrels less than for 1929.
In striking contrast with our cur-
tailment, the output of Russia in-
creased almost 36,000,000 barrels
and of Roumania about 7,000,000
barrels. Persia and the Dutch
East Indies, the largest oil-pro-
ducing countries of Asia, both in-
| creased their output. Venezuela,

Colombia and Peru, the three larg- |

est South American producing
countries, broke about even, so
that the burden of curtailment in
1930 fell almost entirely on the
| United States.

| Internationally recognized au-
thorities estimate that Russia’s
1931 output of crude oil will show
| an increase of about 23,000,000
barrels and Roumania's nearly 7,-
000,000 barrels while the United

States will decrease about 42,000,-
000 barrels.
