Oil activity in soutl$eaaUrn 
New Mexico continues to be more 
or less routine, but with a more 
optimistic spirit prevailing among 
the operators. Prospects of major 
production in the Jal area in 
southeastern Lea county will likely 
make necessary a revision of the 
state's allowable which is now 
41.200 barrels daily.

THE FEDERAL CROP
L O A N S  a v a i l a b l e : 
TO FARMERS S O O N

The federal crop loans will 
soon be available to farmers of 
this district, G. V. Clayton, field 
inspector, announced here yester­
day. The Jones bill now pending 
before congress provides the sum 
of $35,000,000 for loans this year, 
which in addition to the loan re­
payments will give the fund more 
money than was available last 
year. Mr. Clayton, who has re­
cently returned from the northern 
part of the state, states that 
loan repayments in northern New 
Mexico are profressing at a satis­
factory rate. Farmers in that 
section are just beginning to 
realise an income from last year's 
crop. About a half million pounds 
of beans are still in storage.

The percentage o f loan repay­
ments over the state now averages 
about seventy-five per cent.

The Cemetery Association met 
at the home of Mrs. Jim William­
son Thursday afternoon at which 
time plans were made for re­
placing the evergreen trees which 
were destroyed by last year’s 
freeze.

The association has decided to 
replace the trees with red cedar. 
Anyone interested in helping the 
Cemetery Association place these 
trees is asked to notify the secre­
tary. If everyone would plant 
trees on his own lot, it would help 
distribute the burden more evenly.

The Hagerman Men's Club held 
one of its most successful meet­
ings of the year last Tuesday 
night in the domestic arts room 
of the high school, with the girls 
in Miss Peggy Harrison's domestic 
arts class serving.

After the luncheon, Miss Frances 
Welborne played a piano number, 
and Mrs. Ramon Welborne played 
“ Through the Canebrakes” on the 
violin.

Guests included Ross Malone, 
president of the Roswell Chamber 
of Commerce, Claude Simpson, 
secretary of the Roswell Chamber 
of Commerce, Judge F. L. Mehl- 
hop and Mr. Thompson of Dexter, 
and Messrs. E. C. Jackson and 
W. A. Hamilton of Lake Arthur.

Claude Simpson addressed the 
club on the subject of “ Sheep 
Feeding.” He stated that live­
stock feeding began in the valley 
before the World war, but that 
high prices for alfalfa handicapped 
its growth until recent years. This 
year there were fed between Ros­
well and Artesia, 35.000 lambs. 
Bought at an average price of 
about $3, these lambs will sell 
on the markets at about seven 
dollars each, or will keep in the 
Pecos valley about $140,000 which 
would be lost to us if it were 
not for this feeding program. He 
also said that the Santa Fe rail­
road was running a through train 
beginning this Thursday which 
will provide quick connections 
with the markets.

Judge Mehlhop spoke for ten 
minutes on “ Community Coopera­
tion.” He stated that before com­
munities could properly cooperate 
with each other, they must co­
operate within themselves. He 
pointed out that cooperation is 
the oldest form of human en­
deavor, dating back to the time 
when families cooperated into 
tribes, and these merged into 
nations. He said that Hagerman 
and Dexter were already growing 
closer together—one bank, one 
alfalfa growers association, one 
irrigation system, and even one 
graveyard. Further cooperation 
between Pecos valley communities 
is needed and is forthcoming be­
cause of the added enlightenment 
o f the residents of all sections to 
this necessity.

E. C. Jackson of Lake Arthur, 
for thirty years a real estate 
dealer there, was given the com­
prehensive subject, "Selling the 
Pecos Valley to the World,” and 
gave a very forceful address on 
the theme thus suggested. He 
related that in all these thirty 
years, he had never seen a failure, 
and that we had "good land, plenty 
of water, good people, and fine 
churches and school».” He praised 
Dr. A. D. Crile for his work for 
the water conservancy program. 
Mr. Jackson emphasized the fact 
that we must be honest in our 
endeavor to sell the Pecos valley 
to prospective residents.

Other speakers were J. E. Wim­
berly and Rev. James A. Hedges.

DROUTH SERIOUS IN 
MANY PARTS OF THE 
STATE AT PRESENT

R EED  S A Y S  LO O K  
BEFORE S H O O T IN G

A drought condition has arisen 
spread over the larger part of 
New Mexico and is becoming 
serious in the southern counties, 
it was disclosed at Albuquerque 
Wednesday by E. L. Hardy, fed­
eral meteorologist.

The unusually mild winter and 
accompanying lack of precipitation 
has already dried some wells and 
supplies o f stock water in some 
parts o f the state, especially the 
southern part, Hardy said.

Eastern counties are also begin­
ning to suffer and abnormal p re -; 
cipitation will be necessary to re- j 
store ranges where cattle now are 
wintering.

The period including November, 
December and January has been 
the driest for some years all over 
the state, said Hardy, and the 
great shortage of snowfall may 
break a record. Data on the con­
dition is being prepared by the 
weather bureau.

One year ago today, February I 
8th, Was the coldest weather ex­
perienced by the Hagerman aee- 
tion when the thermometer drop- ! 
ped to 35 below zero.

In the summer wild horses go 
to drink around ten o'clock each 
morning. When within half a 
mile of the spring, or water hole, 
they fall into single file, with a 
selected leader, and go down one 
o f their trails in a long string, 
but always very cautiously, for a 
wild horse has inherited from his 
prehistoric ancestors the fear of 
what may lurk for him at his 
drinking places. While drinking 
some are always on guard. They 
never all drink at the same time. 
To protect themselves from flies 
they often roll in the mud and 
let it dry on their bodies, but 
this is not generally practiced 
among them. When quenching hit 
thirst the wild horse will take a 
few swallows of water, then fling 
up his head and look about him 
to see if anything is trying to 
creep up and spring on him. 
When done drinking, he usually 
whirls, as if under great nervous 
tension, and dashes away like a 
thunderbolt. Wild horses do not 
always go to the same spring to 
drink. This is sort of an innate 
precaution observed by many wild 
animals. Having drunk their fill 
they usually stand, or lie near 
the waterhole till about four in 
the afternoon when they move 
away to their feeding grounds, 
and do not drink again till noon 
of the next day.—“ Our Dumb 
Animals.”

Rural schools and schools in 
| communities of less than 5,000 
I population, will be kept open in 
New Mexico for normal terms 
through financial aid from the 
federal government.

Notice was received in Santa 
Fe Friday by telegraph from 
Washington that funds had been 
allotted New Mexico for schools 
where communities and rural dis­
tricts no longer were able to pay 
teachers. The money is for cur­
rent pay only—does not include 
hack pay, does not include any 
money for janitorial services, 
equipment or maintenance.

The department of education 
in response to an inquiry from 
Washington wired that four coun­
ties at least were unable to keep 
schools open in February and 
nearly half the counties not after 
February. The four were Taos, 
Rio Arriba, Union and Sandoval. 
For these a sum of $40,0000 was 
asked for teacher pay that the 
schools might remain open. This 
sum, it was understood, is on its 
way from Washington.

Lee Frazier and C. O. Young, 
radio team of Lee and Red, were 
Hagerman visitors Tuesday morn­
ing.

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A tax not to exceed four per 
cent which must be passed on to 
the consumer by every business 
and service in New Mexico was 
endorsed at a meeting in Santa 
Fe Monday of industry leaders 
and educational officers at the 
state capitol. The tax is called 
a “ business" tax in title, but was 
referred to always as a sales tax. 
Ninety-six per cent of the pro­
ceeds go to the common school 
fund, the other four per cent for 
administration of the proposed 
act.

Meeting the objection o f some 
that such a sales tax would strike 
only the poor man, the meeting 
was advised a companion bill, an 
income tax, was proposed which 
would come in after the first 
82,000 or so with a heavy rate 
of assessment. This way, Kenneth 
Balcomb of Albuquerque explained, 
the tax would be equalized.

Several features of the bill 
were pointed to by George F. 
Speedily, manager of the Tele­
phone Company of New Mexico, as 
unworkable and needing changes. 
“ We pay 37 per cent of the 
taxes," he said, referring to utili­
ties, “ and we are not trying to 
escape any taxation, but we should 
have a measure that is workable.”

The bill would make the mer­
chant a collection agent for the 
state, and he must pass the tax 
on to the consumer. Announcing 
or advertising or claiming he was 
absorbing the tax would be in 
violation of the act and would 
bring a penalty on him.

The Chinese cotton crop for 
1933 is estimated at 2,500,000 
bales, compared with 1,261,000 
bales in 1932.

The area in national forests 
in New Mexico is about 8,500,000 
acres, distributed as follows:

Carson forest, headquarters Taos,
1.000. 000 acres; Datil forest, head­
quarters Magdalena, 3,000,000 
acres; Gila forest, headquarters 
Silver City, 1,000,000 acres; Man- 
zano forest, headquarters Albu­
querque, 700,000 acres; Lincoln 
forest, headquarters Alamogordo, 
1,250,000 acres; Santa Fe forest, 
headquarters Santa Fe, 1,400,000 
acres; Coronado forest, headquar­
ters Tucson, 150,000 acres.

New Mexico has had as many 
as 100 sawmills in operation at 
one time, with annual cuttings 
of 125,000,000 feet. There are 
many large forests of pine and 
other timber which have not 
been touched.

It is estimated that New Mex­
ico has enough timber for its 
own use to last a century. After 
that what—a tree-denuded, “ Chin­
ese— ed" New Mexico? No, not 
a thing ever again to be feared 
in the Sunshine State, while under 
its blue skies dwell descendants 
of the young knights of the 
citizens conservation corps, to tell 
the story of the worth of the 
work performed by their sires. 
Conservation of its forests means 
conservation of its timber. The 
life of this great commonwealth 
depends upon its water sheds— 
sources of irrigation that pre­
served properly, will quicken its 
fertile soils and make them pro­
duce in rich abundance.— The 
Earth, Topeka.

Traced to 4000 B. C.
Recent findings of hlstorlana lead 

science to believe the custom of de­
signing blrthatones according to 
the month In which a person was 
born had Its origin 6,000 years ago. 
Their beginnings are traced to cer­
tain Egyptian hieroglyphics linked 
with ancient beliefs In magic. The 
story of their origin la traced back 
to about 4000 B. C„ according to an 
article in the Field Museum News. 
In that period the high priest of 
Memphis wore a breastplate made 
np of twelve small objects repre­
senting Egyptian hieroglyphics. The 
enstom was adopted later by an­
cient Hebrews who had been pris­
oners In Egypt.

Botulism
The recent death of four per- | 

sons in one family at Springer 
from botulism reminds us of this 1 
ever present danger of home 
canned foods— when they are not 
properly canned.

The bacillus botulinus is found 
in the soil and infects foods— 
usually vegetable foods— that have 
been in contact with the soil.
String beans are the most fre- j 
quently infected. Chili peppers, I 
which probably caused the deaths I 
at Springer, were also responsible 
for the deaths of three people in 
Trinidad, Colorado, at the end of 
December, 1929.

The spores of the bacillus which 
are found in the soil are very 
tough germs. They may be de­
stroyed by five and one half 
hours boiling at 21? degrees F. [,
