GOVERNMENT ASKED
BUY 300,000 CATTLE

The federal government has set
a new quota of 170,000 head of
cattle to be bought in New Mex-
ico under the drouth relief pro-
information received Saturday by
Lee S. Evans of Albuquerque,
president of the New Mexico cattle
growers association, from the sec-
retary of the American National
Livestock association,

A quota of 40,000 head had
been announced for the first half
of the month with indications that
buying might cease after then.

The 170,000 quota would be con-
siderably short of the 300,000 head
which Walter A. Naylor, secretary
of the state cattle sanitary board,
estimated should be bought by the
federal government to complete
drouth relief in the state.

The federal government should
purchase at least 300,000 addi-
tional head of cattle in New Mex-
ico under its drought relief pro-
gram, W, A. Naylor, State Cattle
Sanitary Board Secretary said
Saturday at Albuquerque.

A group of Lea county cattle-
men owning 200,000 head of range
cattle at a meeting last week
urged granting of immediate re-
lief in a telegram received by
the board.

“Lea county stockmen will lose
50,000 cattle this winter unless
this is done,” the telegram said.
“Seventy-five per cent of our turf
is dead.

“We cannot expect grass earlier
than June 1935. Winter appreach-
ing renders situation extremely
serious. We must have relief.”

Another message came from
the Eddy and Lea county Live-
stock association of which J. F.
Joyce is president.

“No benefit by rain and both
range and water short,” it said.

The government Friday an-
nounced plans for the purchase of
40,000 New_ Mexico cattle between
October 1 and 15.

and the state of New Mexico are
planning to be ready for the

grasshoppers, should they appear
in large numbers next spring. The
survey will ascertain what might
be the possibility of a dangerous
outbreak in the spring of 1935
The U. S. Bureau of Entomology
1s cooperating in this work as it
did in the fight against the grass-
hoppers the past summer.

There have been as many as
three broods of hoppers in some
counties this summer. As winter
approaches, the females deposit
egg masses about two inches
rnder the soil, in which stage
young hoppers remain until the
warm spring sun causes the eggs
to hatch. Figures have been
worked out by the entomologists
which can be used in estimating
the probable severity of an out-
break according to the locality
and number of egg masses or egg
pods found.

Where grasshopper
are found in large numbers, the
area should be double disked or
plowed shallowly. This will expose
the egg pods to the drying and
burning effects of the elements,
preventing them from hatching.
Those that are in a protected
locality and cannot be reached,
can be killed with a poison bran
bait early in the spring as nymphs
or young grasshoppers.

This season’s poisoning
started late, but the 3,000 farm-
ers who used the bait report the
saving of crops valued at ap-
proximately five million dollars.

DIG A TRENCH SILO

Unless a crop has been frosted,

there is still time to save it In
a silo, says E. E. Anderson of
the New Mexico State ( ollege.
In dairy sections, where silos are
used extensively, it is 2 common
ractice if frost catches the feed
till standing, to get busy and

t into a silo as quickly as

possible
No one will dispute the fact that

feed is going to be scarce this
year Experimental data shows
that an acre of feed, such as
orn or grain sorghums, if put
nto 2 silo is worth a little more
than an acre and a half if cured
and fed dry

Three men with siy horses,

ng a plow and fresno scraper,
can, in four days time in ordinary
soil, dig a silo large enough tc
hold 75 tons ol silage The silo
should be dug jusi narrow at
the bottom as possible work
conveniently, and the sides should
be sloping When (finished, the
trench will probably be about
ight feet wide at the bottom and
ten to twelve feet wide at the
top.
