W ASHINGTON, D. C. — With 
the soldier’s bonus bill nearly out 
o f the way, a drive for general 
world war pensions appears to be 
their next legislative goal.

Officials o f the administration 
long have anticipated such a move. 
One o f the principal reasons for 
their objection to immediate pay­
ment o f the bonus has been the 
belief that it stood as the sole bar­
rier in the path o f a far more 
costly general pension campaign.

Efforts are said to have been 
made without success to obtain 
pledges from the various veterans' 
organizations against general pen­
sions in return for payment o f the 
bonus. As a matter o f fact, a 
flank movement for pensions re­
trenchment has been started among 
the veterans themselves.

The American Veterans’ associa­
tion. which stood alone among the 
soldier organizations in opposing 
bonus payment, is out to stop 
what it calls the “ pension racket”  
and eliminate from the pension 
rolls all veterans who suffered no 
disability as the result o f their 
service.

Legislation to this end has been 
prepared by the AVA. Criticized 
by rival organizations as composed 
o f a relatively small group of 
wealthy veterans, A V A  neverthe­
less has played an increasingly 
active role in legislation affecting 
ex-soldiers.

It has moved along economy 
lines with its program and has 
never cooperated with the other 
groups.

Prospects now are that at least 
one pension bill— a widow and or­
phans’ measure potentially more 
costly than the bonus— will receive 
the support of the American 
Legion and create a new veterans’ 
issue in congress oijce the bonus 
is out o f the way.

The Veterans o f Foreign Wars 
likely will ask for a uniform pen­
sion law which would put veterans 
of all wars on the same plane.

While there is little likelihood 
favorable action will be had on 
any o f these measures at the 
present session, the strategy to be 
followed will be much the same as 
that pursued with the bonus. That 
was to keep legislation constantly 
before congress.

The AVA. led by Donald Hobart, 
contends that prior to March 20, 
1333, there were 431,000 World 
war veterans receiving cash allow­
ances for disabilities in no way 
connected with military service. It 
asks that all such cases be stricken 
from the rolls.

It is proposed that the American 
Medical association be called on to 
set the limits for “ reasonable pre­
sumptions o f service connection 
for certain chronic and constiu- 
tional diseases.”

“ Under existing legislation,”  
A V A  contends, “ such ridiculous 
presumptions o f service connection 
are allowed as the granting of 
service connection for diseases with 
incubation period not in excess of 
six weeks, when the disease is 
manifested as late as six years 
after the armistice.”

The Legion, o f course, vigorously 
combats the A V A  stand on this.

AVA also would require annual 
publication of the names o f all 
veterans receiving compensation. 
It takes the position that the 
“ country’s pension roll should be, 
in fact, a roll o f honor and, as 
such, rhould be given the widest 
publicity.’

Heart Attack Is Fatal 
To H. C. Maynard, Well 
Known Roswell Lawyer

H. C. Maynard, aged 64, well- 
known Roswell attorney, died at 
his home early Monday morning 
from a heart attack. Mr. Maynard 
had been in failing health for about 
two years and had been confined 
to his home a few days before his 
death.

Mr. Maynard came to Roswell in 
1912 and had practiced civil law 
there since coming to the valley. 
He was a member o f the Chaves 
county bar.

Chaves Co. Wins 
$8.50 Tax Refund

Chaves county won its attempt 
to obtain an $8.50 refund from the 
gasoline tax division in district 
court in Santa Fe yesterday, press 
dispatches from there stated last 
night.

District Judge M. A. Otero. Jr., 
made peremptory an alternative 
writ o f mandamus issued against 
revenue commissioner John D. 
Ringaman and forcing his refund 
o f the amount.

County Clerk Ralph Sheehan of 
Roswell said the action would re­
sult in the return to Chaves county 
o f “ several hundre ddollars”  al­
though exact figures are not yet 
available.

It will mean, however, payment 
o f claims for a four-month period 
and several statements filed with 
the gas tax division on which pay­
ment has been refused, Sheehan 
said.

Attorney General Frank H. Pat­
ton who represented the state re­
ferred to a similar action brought 
by Curry county officials several 
weeks ago and said there was little 
likelihood an appeal would be 
taken.

“ I have always believed,”  he said, 
“ that countes using their tractors 
and machines on highway main­
tenance work are not using the 
highways in the popularly-accepted 
sense and gasoline used for such 
purposese should not be subjected 
to the gasoline tax.”

Attorney Lake J. Frazier o f Ros­
well represented the plaintiff. Also 
here were the Chaves county com­
missioners. Sheehan and the as­
sistant district attorney.

The budget hearings of the state 
tax commission will start this year 
about two months earlied than 
usual, so that the work of complet­
ing the budgets in the various 
communities may be finished 
earlier. The state tax commission 
will again tour the state, meeting 
with the city, county and school 
officials to fix  the tax budgets for 
the coming year.

Bill Started In Congress 
Yesterday; New Plan is 
Built On Conservation 
of Soil and To Provide
$500,000,000.

W ASHINGTON— The New Deal 
substitute for A A A —a two-year, 
half-billion dollar stop-gap plan 
built on soil conservation— was 
started yesterday in its congres­
sional journey.

The measure was made public
simultaneously by Chairman Jones 
(D-Tex.) o f the house agriculture 
committee, and Senator Bankhead 
(D-Ala. > Shortly afterward it was 
dropped in the bill hopper.

The projected $500,000,000 ap­
propriation was not included. It 
will be offered as a separate bill 
and an effort made in the senate 
to tack it on to the independent 
offices supply bill.

The new farm bill amends the 
soil conservation act of April 27, 
1935, and adds to it its anti-erosion 
policies:

Preservation and improvement of 
soil fertility.

Promotion of the economic use 
o f land.

Diminution of exploitation and 
unprofitable use o f national soil 
resources.

Provision for and maintenance 
of a continuous and stable supply 
of agricultural commodities ade­
quate to meet domestic and foreign 
consumer requirements at price* 
fair to both producers and consum­
ers.

Reestablishment and mainten­
ance of farm purchasing power.

The secretary o f agriculture is 
authorized to "make payments or 
grant other aid”  to agricultural 
producers based upon:

“ 1. Their acreage o f soil-improv­
ing or erosion-preventing crops.

“ 2. Their acreage of crop land.
“ 3. Changes in the use of their 

land.
“ 4. A percentage o f their nor­

mal production of any one or more 
agricultural commodities desig­
nated by the secretary which 
equals that percentage of the nor­
mal national production of such 
commodities required for domestic 
consumption.”

This section resembled the so- 
called domestic allotment plan.

A definite bar was inserted in 
the bill against contracts “binding 
upon producers or to require land 
or rights or interests therein.”

The life of the proposed act 
would end on December 31, 1937.

Any payment or grant to a 
farmer would be conditioned upon 
his maintenance “ o f such acreage 
of erosion-preventing or soil im­
provements crops or such acreages 
or production of agricultural com­
modities designated by the sere- 
tary, or upon such utilization of 
land, as the secretary finds has 
tended to further the purposes o f 
this act.”

ington over the past throe week* 
than the word confusion.

If I were to expand 
the definition and make It Just a 
little more applicable to the clr 
cuoixtanreiA In (tie national Capital. 
I would add “ running around in 
circle*. “

The reconvening of centres* al­
ways It a signal for commotion, 
ami confusion and taut nerves. The 
opening tension*, nevertheless, usu 
ally have been mild for a few day*. 
The climax was reached hy a grad 
ua! building up of excitement to 
the moment of the annual me*sage 
of the President on the state of the 
Union. Thin time, however. Ihe ell 
max came quickly and Instead of a 
subsidence, as we Usually have 
seen, the crest of the wave of ex 
ettement continued. If this is a bar 
ometrlc pr«*dictlon of what we ma> 
see In the forthcoming political 
campaign, there Mill he, indtH*d, a 
battle.

That the picture of Washington 
confusion may Ik? pieced together, 
let us review in briefest form some 
of the things that happened:

Congress reconvene* at noon on a 
Friday—orders go from the White

Fuller's Earth Mill.
Hear Quincy, In north Florida, Is 

a  jjfelg building with wheels, roll­
ers and hoppers, like a (lour m ill; 
but [It grinds dirt—fuller's earth. 
Rteam shovels scoop up the clay­
like ; subs lance by the acre. It is 
driest ground. Rifted, sacked, and 
alilpbed to oil refineries nil over 
the world. Through this fine pow­
dery dust the oil Is filtered. Dry-

simts It bus many other uses; 
even the clay used In bouuty shops

Pine and Its Products.
Thick pine woods covered all of 

north Florida when white men first ; 
came. Today, at dawn, in these ' 
pine woods, the earth smells us 
fresh as if it had Just been cre- 
uted. The pine was and still is 
the chief natural resource of the 
state. Lumlier and Its allies, tur- [ 
pontine and rosin, uie the state's 
chief manufactured products.

Throughout much of all middle 
and north Florida you ride through j 
forests of pine and see trees 
-cupped" or scarified for turpen­
tine. Pungent fumes from wayside 
stills weight the air. To tap a tree 
and draw off its resinous gum, hark 
Is chipped off in strips a few Inches | 
uhove ground; then cups of metal' 
or clay are placed under these cuts 
to catch the gum. It tukes many [ 
thousands of troes to keep one fair- 
sized turpentine mill running, j 
which works Just as does uu alco­
hol still.

Turpentine and Its associated ' 
product, resin, are known us "naval 
stores" because originally their 
chief use wai In shipbuilding. To- \ 
day turpentine goes mostly Into 
paints and vurnlshes and rosin goes 
Into paper, hard soap, and many 
other commodities. A few big mills 
In the state now grind up pine, 
stumps and other waste lumber 
and steam these chips In great boil­
ers. extracting not only turpentine 
and rosin, hut pine oil and other 
Ingredients useful in industry and , 
medicine.

Besides various pines, Florida 
also yields much cypress lumber, j 
from a tree which grows with its I 
feet In water. Some of the world's 
largest cypress mills are here. 
There Is red gum, too, and black 
gum, though not in quantities, and > 
time was when Florida live - oak 
timbers were in much demnnd 
among northern shipbuilders. This 
live oak and its cousin, the water 
oak, are beautiful troes, especially 
when festooned with long, graceful 
filaments of Spanish moss, ns one 
sees them along certain stretches 
of the Suwannee river.

Great Place for Anglers.
When one considers the number

Just offshore on either coast the 
piscatorial enthusiast finds his 
happy hunting ground. The sea 
Is alive with such lighting tribes­
men as tarpon, suiltish, marlin, al- 
hucore, tuna, barracuda, wahoo, am­
ber Jack, dolphin, grouper, and 
many others familiar to salt-water 
fishermen, tin the coral harrier 
reefs, but five miles off die east 
coast, extending from Miami Beach 
to Key West, endless varieties of 
smaller fishes abound, finding their | 
food ns well hs a fair protection 
from natural enemies In the holes 
and crannies of the submerged 
coral ramparts. Great schools of 
Spanish mackerel, klngfish, and the 
lowly mullet migrate up anil down, 
serving their never-satisfied appe­
tites. but always on the lookout for 
a thousand foes who lie In wait 
behind coral head and sea fern to 
•trike.

FLIGHT

Have conditions in America 
reached the point where prominent 
families cannot be safe from the 
lawless element ?

I f  we are the judge by the sur­
face actions of Mr. Lindbergh, such 
is the case. His fear for the safety 
o f his second son, Jon, is the ac­
cepted excuse for his leaving this 
country to seek protection in Eng­
land.

Critics the world over have kept 
their eyes enviously upon Lind­
bergh since his history-making 
trans - Atlantic flight and were 
quick to pounce upon him for his 
action. As usual, the famous flyer 
offered no alibis.

The mass of the American 
people are in all probability the 
direct cause of the Lindberghs 
vacating this country. The average 
American is a publicity hound and 
a sensation seeker. He cannot con­
ceive o f a man who does not like 
the public limelight. This idea of 
Mr. Average Citizen is not due to, 
ignorance, but to the fact that he 
has never been in the spotlight and 
does not know the strain and worry 
connected with it.

Supreme Court 
Adj ourns Monday
W ASHINGTON — The supreme 

court entered upon a two weeks 
recess Monday without handing 
down the much-awaited decision 
on the Tennessee Valley Authority 
Act.

The court spoke its mind on sev­
eral lesser cases in an eleven-min­
ute session and then adjourned.

Government counsel had just 
filed with the court two more 
briefs in the determined attempt 
to further the New Deal there.

One asked dismissal o f the suit 
by Governor Talmadge o f Georgia 
to wipe out the Bankhead cotton 
act, on the ground that the suit 
was really against the government, 
and the government could not be 
sued without its consent.

The other asked reconsideration 
o f last Monday’s order that $200,- 
000,000 in impounded processing 
taxes be turned to the taxpayers. 
This, it was contended, was in­
consistent with an earlier ruling 
that taxes should be paid into the 
treasury before contesting litiga­
tion can properly be brought.

In the most important o f the 
cases settled Monday, the tribunal 
sided with lower courts that the 
law barring payment of obligations 
in old applied to tranasactions be­
tween non-residents of the United 
States.

When the TVA case finally is 
decided, it may settle whether the 
government can sell surplus elec­
tricity from power plants it erects 
in competition with private util­
ities.

Whooping Cough
More than six thousand children 

die each year in the United States 
from whooping cough. In 1934 this 
disease killed more American chil- 

! dren than scarlet fever and diph­
theria combined. The death in New 
Mexico were: scarlet fever 14, 
diphtheria 18, whooping cough 97. 
In that year 1,130 cases o f whoop­
ing cough were reported to this 
state health department; for 1935 
the number is slightly less, namely 
917 cases.

Cases are reported all the year 
round but the disease is most prev­
alent in the early spring and it is 
then most likely to be fatal. It is 
the only one of the common con­
tagious diseases which kills more 

1 girls than boys. Forty per cent of 
the cases and eighty per cent o f 
the death occur in babies less than 
two years old.

Any cough that goes on getting 
worse, without any rise in temper­
ature, is likely to be whooping 
rough. A fter the second week the 
convulsive whoop followed by vom­
iting gives the diagnosis away. 
Rut the disease is most contagious 
during those first two weeks be­
fore the whoop develops. When­
ever whooping cough is about all 
babies should be kept away from 
other children, especially from 
children with any kind o f cough.

Danger signs are two. First 
sudden stoppage of the whoop. 
This may mean the beginning of 

i pneumonia. Second fever: whoop­
ing cough causes no rise o f tem­
perature unless it is complicated. 
I f  either o f these danger signs 
appear tell your doctor at once.

The use o f Sauer’s vaccine will 
protect ninety per cent o f babies 
against this fatal disease. Since 
babies are born without any im­
munity to whooping cough this is 
the first disease against which 
they should be immunized. I f  you 
have a baby or small child in the 
house ask your doctor now about 
the vaccine.

SANDRINGHAM, England -  
King George V., died just before- 
midnight Monday after a sudden, 
four-day's illness. He was seventy 
years old.

The Prince of Wales, 41-year-old 
bachelor who automatically became 
ruler o f the far-flung British em­
pire, was present at the bedside, 
along with Queen Mary, the Prin­
cess Royal, the Duke o f York and 
the Duke and Duchess of Kent.

Death came at 11:55 p. m. (6:55 
p. m. Eastern Standard Time). A 
bulletin by his three noted phy­
sicians said:

“ Death came peacefully to the 
King at 11:55 p. m., tonight in the 
presence o f Her Majesty, the 
Queen, the Prince of Wales, the 
Duke o f York, the Princess Royal, 
the Duke and Duchess of Kent."

It was signed “ Williams, Hewett 
and Dawson.”

It was only Friday afternoon 
1 that the public learned the king 
was confined to his room with a 

| cold. A  first bulletin issued on 
the king's condition that night dis­
closed he had suffered an attack 
o f bronchial catarrh, accompanied 
by heart weakness.

Death Peaceful
His strength slowly ebbed and 

hi* heart action slowed down. The 
king died peacefully without pain.

Knowing the end was near, the 
royal family remained up through­
out the long evening.

Just before midnight the doctor* 
realized death was imminent and 
hurriedly summoned Queen Mary, 
the Prince o f Wales and the other 
members of the royal family.

It was the 26th year o f George’s 
reign through an eventful period of 
world history during which he won 
the love and respect o f his 450,- 
000,000 subjects.

The extension service o f the 
State Agricultural College is start­
ing a state-wide agricultural pro­
gram to be carried out in all coun­
ties o f the state.

C. Hollinger, assistant director of 
extension, State College, New 
Mexico, this is a part of a nation­
wide planning program being con­
ducted by the extension service in 
cooperation with the various farm 
organizations.

When the pro­
gram planning work is completed, 
the data for all counties will be 
assembled in the state extension 
office and the data pertaining to 
all states will be assembled in 
Washington to be used as a basis 
for planning future agricultural 
adjustments.

The county extension agents and 
state extension workers assembled 
at the annual extension conference 
at State College this week are 
working out definite plans for 
their program planning work. 
Farm and ranch people have many 
ideas for improving the situation 
for their business and in this pro­
gram planning they will be given 
an opportunity to present their 
ideas for adjustments that should 
be made in their own communities 
and counties.

All available data pertaining to 
the farm and ranch business o f the 
state is being assembled at the 
State College as basic information 
for program planning committees 
in the various counties. County 
extension agents and members of 
the planning committee will be 
able to supply additional informa­
tion in regard to their respective 
counties which will be used in 
making up county plans.

Supreme Uourt 
Ad journs Monday
WASHINGTON — The supreme 

court entered upon a two weeks 
recess Monday without handing 
down the much-awaited decision 
on the Tennessee Valley Authority 
Act.

The court spoke its mind on sev­
eral lesser cases in an eleven-min­
ute session and then adjourned.

One asked dismissal of the suit 
by Governor Talmadge of Georgia 
to wipe out the Rankhead cotton 
act, on the ground that the suit | 
was really against the government,! 
and the government could not be j 
sued without its consent.

The other asked reconsideration ] 
o f last Monday's order that $200,- 
000,000 in impounded processing 
taxes be turned to the taxpayers. 
This, it was contended, was in­
consistent with an earlier ruling 
that taxes should be paid into the 
treasury before contesting litiga­
tion can properly be brought.

In the most important o f the 
cases settled Monday, the tribunal 
sided with lower courts that the 
law barring payment of obligations 
in old applied to tranasactions be­
tween non-residents of the United 
States.

Whooping Cough
More than six thousand children 

die each year in the United States 
from whooping cough. In 1934 this 
disease killed more American chil­
dren than scarlet fever and diph­
theria combined. The death in New 
Mexico were: scarlet fever 14, 
diphtheria 18, whooping cough 97. 
In that year 1,130 cases o f whoop­
ing cough were reported to this 
state health department; for 1935 
the number is slightly less, namely 
917 cases.

Cases are reported all the year 
round but the disease is most prev­
alent in the early spring and it is 
then most likely to be fatal. It is 
the only one of the common con­
tagious diseases which kills more 
girls than boys. Forty per cent of 
the cases and eighty per cent o f 
the death occur in babies less than 
two years old.

Any cough that goes on getting 
worse, without any rise in temper­
ature, is likely to be whooping 
cough. A fter the second week the 
convulsive whoop followed by vom­
iting gives the diagnosis away. 
But the disease is most contagious 
during those first two weeks be­
fore the whoop develops. When­
ever whooping cough is about all 
babies should be kept away from 
other children, especially from 
children with any kind o f cough.

Danger signs are two. First 
sudden stoppage o f the whoop. 
This may mean the beginning of 
pneumonia. Second fever: whoop­
ing rough causes no rise o f tem­
perature unless it is complicated. 
I f  either of these danger signs 
appear tell your doctor at once.

The use o f Sauer’s vaccine will 
protect ninety per cent o f babies 
against this fatal disease. Since 
babies are born without any im­
munity to whooping cough this is 
the first disease against which 
they should be immunized. I f  you 
have a baby or small child in the 
house ask your doctor now about 
the vaccine. The dangerous months 
are just ahead and it takes four 
months for the full benefit o f vac­
cination to be obtained.

That revenues from hunting and 
fishing licenses for the first nine 
months of the current license year 
were $1,544.50 greated than for 
the same period last year was 
revealed by a report prepared by 
the Department o f Game and Fish 
Saturday. The report covers the 
period from April 1st to December 
31st, 1935.

The greatest increase was in the 
case of resident hunting licenses 
which increased 1,044 over last 
year, the report shows. Resident 
big game and bird licenses also 
increased 137. However, non­
resident big game licenses only in­
creased 18 over the same period 
last year.

On the other hand resident bird 
licenses showed a decrease o f 406, 
says the report. This is probably 
due to the unfavorable federal 
seasons on migratory birds, it is 
believed. Non-resident fishing li­
censes decreased 398. Resident 
fishing licenses showed a slight 
increase of 34. Fifteen day fishing 
permits good only on Elephant 
Butte lake and Lake McMillan and 
sold for the first time this year 
totaled 504 in number.

These figures are only for the 
first three quarters o f the license 
year and will change before the 
year is over, the report pointed 
out.

SANDRINGHAM , England -  
King George V., died just befor< 
midnight Monday after a sudden, 
four-day’s illness. He was seventy 
years old.

The Prince of Wales, 41-year-old 
bachelor who automatically became 
ruler of the far-flung British em­
pire, was present at the bedside, 
along with Queen Mary, the Prin­
cess Royal, the Duke of York and 
the Duke and Duchess o f Kent.

Death came at 11:55 p. m. (6:55 
p. m. Eastern Standard Time). A 
bulletin by his three noted phy­
sicians said:

“ Death came peacefully to the 
King at 11:55 p. m., tonight in the 
presence of Her Majesty, the 
Queen, the Prince o f Wales, the 
Duke of York, the Princess Royal, 
the Duke and Duchess o f Kent."

It was signed “ Williams, Hewett 
and Dawson.”

It was only Friday afternoon 
that the public learned the king 
was confined to his room with a 
cold. A first bulletin issued on 
the king's condition that night dis­
closed he had suffered an attack 
of bronchial catarrh, accompanied 
by heart weakness.

Death Peaceful
His strength slowly ebbed and 

his heart action slowed down. The 
king died peacefully without pain.

Knowing the end was near, the 
royal family remained up through­
out the long evening.

Just before midnight the doctors 
realized death was imminent and 
hurriedly summoned Queen Mary, 
the Prince o f Wales and the other 
members o f the royal family.

It was the 26th year o f George’s 
reign through an eventful period of 
world history during which he won 
the love and respect o f his 450,- 
000,000 subjects.

Program Planning 
Is Started In State

The extension service o f the 
! State Agricultural College is start­
ing a state-wide agricultural pro­
gram to be carried out in all coun­
ties o f the state. According to E. 
C. Hollinger, assistant director of 
extension, State College, New 
Mexico, this is a part o f a nation­
wide planning program being con­
ducted by the extension service in 
cooperation with the various farm 
organizations. It includes plans for 
use o f land for farming and graz­
ing purposes. Consideration is to 
be given to maintaining soil fe r­
tility, preventing erosion and ad­
justing farm and ranch activities 
to the demands for the various 
products.

Program planning work is to be 
J conducted by county planning 
committees, aided by the county 

| extension agents. When the pro­
gram planning work is completed, 
the data for all counties will be 
assembled in the state extension 
office and the data pertaining to 
all states will be assembled in 
Washington to be used as a basis 
for planning future agricultural 
adjustments.

The county extension agents and 
state extension workers assembled 
at the annual extension conference 
at State College this week are 
working out definite plans for 
their program planning work. 
Farm and ranch people have many 
ideas for improving the situation 
for their business and in this pro­
gram planning they will be given 
an opportunity to present their 
ideas for adjustments that should 
he made in their own communities 
and counties.

All available data pertaining to 
the farm and ranch business of the 
state is being assembled at the 
State College as basic information 
for program planning committees 
in the various counties. County 
extension agents and members of 
the planning committee will be 
able to supply additional informa­
tion in regard to their respective 
counties which will be used in 
making up county plans.

Many wld 
ows of Israel were passed by. doubt­
less because they would not have 
received the prophet.

b. Naaman, the foregner. of the 
many lepers, was the one cleansed 
(v. 27).

4. Violent hatred (vv. 28-30), This 
comparison of the Jews with for 
eigners so offended their pride that 
they tried to kill him. Hp showed 
them that Just as Elijah had 
brought blessing to one who lived 
In Sldon. and Elisha to one in Syria, 
while the people of Israel went on 
suffering, even so the Gentiles would 
receive the Messing of his saving 
power, while they, the chosen na 
lion, would suffer in unbelief.

'T 'H K R K  Is a tradition which Is 
*  false—ns many trudltlnns are— 

that women choose their food with 
more regard to its food value than 
men. M.v own observations when 
1 visit a restaurant for lunch have 
shown me that women are Inclined 
to choose a sandwich, coffee and 
a sweet dessert, while men quite 
often take meat, vegetables and 
milk, without dessert. 1 put this 
down to the fact lliut most of the 
men lunch regularly away from 
home while many of the women are 
merely snatching a lute during a 
day s shopping, other women, who 
wore lunching, were probably bus! 
ness women w hose salaries are gen­
erally lower than are men's and on 
this account they chose foods iu the 
cheaper range.

A recent survey made at a on 
educational college, however, which 
was curried on over two ten day 
periods, showed that two-tldrds of 
tne men's trays carried milk, while 
only one fifth of the women chose 
it. Men also ale more vegetables 
than did women, although not ns 
many raw vegetables and salads. 
Half of the men took dessert, w hile 
mors than two-thirds of the women 
Indulged in It. The women made 
up partially for the laek of milk 
by choosing Ice cream for dessert, 
while the men ate more (de.

Analysis of (lie meals showed 
that In general they were all lower 
In calories or fuel value than what 
Is considered the standard. This 
Is nut ns Important as the fart 
Hint the women are not getting 
enough calcium or protein or phos­
phorus.

And so 
we could go through a list of ini 
perullve duties of a household, 
none of which come under dully 
routine. When each day’s lime Is 
taken with regular duties, how then 
eau these extra essentials get done? 
The homemaker lias to discover 
what cun he left undone In the al 
ready full schedule. It is easy to 
realize when considering the mat­
ter thus, that the one method Is to 
substitute the extra in place of 
some regular task.

Task* Thai Can Br Shifted.
There are numerous jobs that 

enn lie shifted from one day to 
another without seriously disturb 
ing a routine. It does not matter 
whether sweeping is done on Thors 
day or Friday provided the house 
is kept neat and tidy. Ironing can 
he divided instead of being done all 
in one day. It can he tilted Into 
odd moments during one week to 
allow for timely tasks to la* ac­
complished when the time is ripe 
for them.

In this adapting of duties to get 
all done with nothing neglected, 
remendier th.it sometimes the home­
maker must have freedom from the 
pressure of housework. This Is Im­
portant for her health and for her 
good nature. There are days when 
she must relax anil let some of the 
things go undone, and other duys 
when she must take time for pleas 
ures. It Is when work is neglected 
for rounds of parties and pleas­
ures tliut Incompetence creeps Into 
house management, not when work 
is left undone In favor of other es­
sential tasks nor because occasion­
al enjoyment promotes health and 
happiness.

Members o f the Safety Traffic 
Committee of the Automobile 
Manufacturers Association, respon­
sible for the industry’s broadened 
activity include: Mr. Hoffman, 
president o f the Studebaker Cor­
poration, as chairman; Lee J. 
Eastman, vice president, Packard 
Motor Car Company; R. P. Fohey, 
secretary, Chrysler Corporation; 
Paul W. Garrett, director o f public 
relations. General Motors Corpora­
tion; R. P. Page, Jr., president. The 
Autocar Company; Alfred Reeves, 
vice president and general man­
ager, Automobile Manufacturers 
Association, and Norman Damon, 
manager o f the safety division of 
the association.

The safety platform, adopted a 
few months ago, which is given 
full force and effect by the latest 
action .follows:

1. We will continue to build 
vehicles with every safety factor 
which intensive research and en­
gineering ingenuity makes avail­
able.

2. We will merchandise our 
product under circumstances which 
emphasize the importance of safe 
construction, safe maintenance and 
safe use.

3. We will assist our dealers in 
keeping a constructive safety mes­
sage before their customers and 
their communities.

4. We will encourage our dealers 
and service organizations to de­
liver cars, new or old, in safe driv­
ing condition,’ and only to persons 
legally entitled to use the public 
highways.

5. We will continue to support a 
sound, scientific approach to a 
solution of the traffic problem, be­
lieving that the same methods 
which have given America safe 
cars will protect their safe use.

6. We will work for highways 
of the highest quality, consistent 
with traffic needs and best ad­
justed to the safe use of the 
modern vehicle.

7. We will aid in the develop­
ment and application of sound 
traffic regulations designed to 
gain maximum safety from exist­
ing streets and highways.

8. We will aid the school system 
in protecting the young and in 
developing good citizens conscious 
of their highway duties.

9. We will assist sound educa­
tional efforts through our own 
channels and through cooperation 
with other recognized safety ed­
ucational agencies working for 
greater safety, economy and hap­
piness in the use of the public 
highways.

10. We will cooperate with the 
police departments and other en­
forcement agencies in a vigorous 
selective program of traffic law 
enforcement, designed to remove 
the reckless from the highways, to 
curb the careless, and to protect 
the right of the good citizen to use 
the highways safely and free from 
molestation.

SAN TA  FE— The State Board 
of Education hoisted requirements 
to a new standard for teachers 
entering New Mexico service.

Generally speaking the new rules 
provide:

Teachers entering the service 
after September 1, 1936, will be 
required to have one year of col­
lege. Formerly six weeks only was 
required.

Two years later, September 1, 
1938, the teachers entering sendee 
will have to have a minimum of 
two years o f college. All teachers 
—new and old, thus will, by 1941, 
have met this requirement, State 
Superintendent H. R. Rodgers said.

Administration certificates for 
school heads will require either a 
B. A., B. S., or ^1. D., and three 
years teaching experience. This 
applies after September 1, this 
year, to new administrators.

Incumbent administrators will be 
given a five-year certificate in 
which time they will be expected to 
make the requirements expected of 
new ones.

Also after September 1, the re­
quirements for life elementary cer­
tificates will be ten years experi­
ence and a B. A. The former re­
quirement was just five years.
