The Business Men's club met on 
Tuesday evening, March 10th, at 
the basement of the Presbyterian 
church with President James Mich­
elet presiding.

2,705,000 guests last year. It has 
been estimated the competent au­
thority that we had 51,700,000 
transients last year. He suggested 
that our tourist sales double our 
cattle sales. He further stated 
without hesitation, tourists in New 
Mexico have placed up twenty-five 
to fort yyears ahead of what we 
would otherwise be. Tourists, 
alone, bought $1,000,000 o f gaso­
line last year in this state. Mr. 
Robinson has found that gas tax 
alone has brought to the state five 
dollars for each one dollar ex­
pended by the travel bureau.

In summarizing the oil industry, 
Mr. Robinson quoted that New 
Mexico’s ratio part of the United 
States oil production was only 60.- 
000 barrels. New Mexico has the 
largest oil field in the world in the 
making and could supply enough 
oil to furnish the whole United 
States for a number of years. He

Jim McNiece, aged 64. colored, 
was jailed at Artesia Saturday 
morning after shooting Henry 
Holloway, aged 32, another negro, 
Friday night shortly after 10:00 
o’clock. The shooting is said to 
have occurred at the railroad spur 
near the Iverson Tool Co., building 
as the two walked toward Mc- 
Niece’s home, about a hundred 
yards north.

Holloway was shot twice. One 
ball entered his body on the right 
side above the right nipple. An­
other ball struck him in the ab­
domen. Halloway ran about fifty 
feet and fell, dying almost im­
mediately. McNiece used a .38 
automatic. The trouble is alleged 
to have occurred over an argument 
about a $6.50 debt made by Hollo­
way in 1928. A discussion of some 
clothing led to the argument, 
allegedly resulting in Holloway 
calling McNiece a liar. The latter 
shot twice, he said, when Holloway 
advanced toward him in a threat­
ening manner. Arthur Lee, another 
negro, was with the two at the 
time of the shooting, fled when 
McNiece is said to have snapped 
his gun at him twice.

McNiece is said to have taken 
two or three drinks of liquor a 
short time previous to the trouble, 
although he did not appear in­
toxicated after the shooting, one 
witness stated. In a signed state­
ment to officers, McNiece stated 
he had lived in Artesia for four 
years and had known Holloway 
since 1926. The two had never 
had any previous trouble.

McNiece claimed he did not know 
he had killed Holloway. The shoot­
ing occurred a short distance from 
the home of Oliver Harrison and 
Mr. Harrison was the first to reach 
Holloway.

When arraigned before W. H. 
Ballard, justice of the peace, Mc­
Niece waived preliminary hearing 
and was bound over to the Eddy 
county district court, under bond 
of $2,500. His trial will likely 
come up at Carlsbad the week of 
March 17th.

Attending physicians reported R. 
E. Levers, Roswell businses man 
and head of the Levers Brothers 
wholesale firm of Roswell, who 
was seriously injured in a head-on 
collision of his car and another 
Wednesday morning near Elida, as 
resting as well as could be ex­
pected. following treatment and an 
operation at St. Mary's hospital 
Tuesday night.

Others injured were the two 
occupants of the ot^er automobile, 
J. D. Lucas, 14-year-old youth of 
Roswell, and O. J. Shoemaker of 
Capitan, both said to be seriously 
injured.

The collision occurred between 
Elida and Kenna, northeast of Ros­
well on the Clovis highway. Both 
cars were practically demolished.

Two other men, D. E. Reis- 
wig and Wayne Pointing, also o f 
Ft. Worth, were seriously injured 
when the car, a Chrysler Airflow, 
overturned twice from either a tire 
blow-out or bad puncture. Sheriff 
Dwight Lee o f Carlsbad, called to 
investigate the accident, said the 
car overturned probably from a 
blow-out.

Jack McGinley of Artesia. son of 
Mr. McGinley, had also been to 
Fort Worth, but in going down had 
left his car at Pecos and returned 
to Pecos on the train, had driven 
his car home, preceding his father 
a few hours, and was there await­
ing the three when news o f the 
tragedy reached him, it was 
learned yesterday afternoon. Other­
wise he might have been one of 
the accident victims.

D. E. Reiswig, passenger in the 
ill-fated car, suffered a broken 
collar bone and severe bruises. In 
addition to bruises and cuts. Mr. 
Pointing suffered a broken left arm 
and a broken right log. His con­
dition was critical. The injured 
men and the body of Mr. McGinley 
were returned to Pecos. At Pecos 
the body was transferred to Fort 
Worth, where burial will be made.

Mr. McGinley was president o f 
the McGinley Oil Corporation of 
Fort Worth, Texas. Additional 
details of the wreck received here 
this morning indicated the car was 
traveling at a high rate of speed 
whpn a front tire blew out. The 
car, it was said, rolled 400 feet 
from the highway.

Concern was also manifested for 
the safety of young McGinley when 
he left Artesia and was not heard 
from for several hours. Later a 
phone call from Pecos stated he 
had also had car trouble due to 
a blowout and had been delayed.

Preservation and improvement 
of national soil resources, re­
establishment and maintenance of 
farmers’ purchasing power, assur­
ance of adequate supplies of foods 
and fibers for consumers, and the 
protection of rivers and harbor* 
against the effects of soil erosion 
are provided for in the soil con­
servation and domestic allotment 
act which was signed by the presi­
dent on March 1.

Temporary federal aid in the 
form of payments direct to in­
dividual farmers to assist volun­
tary action by them designed to 
accomplish the soil conservation 
purposes is authorized until 1938. 
Commencing in 1938, grants will 
be made only to states upon ap­
proval of state programs by the 
secretary of agriculture in ac­
cordance with the provisions of the 
act. Grants may be made to states 
under plans approved before 1938. 
These state plans are to include 
as a principal objective the re­
establishment of farmers’ purchas­
ing power, and may provide for 
production control. The act au­
thorizes an annual appropriation 
of not more than $500,000,000.

Under the temporary plans of 
federal aid, the secretary o f agri­
culture is authorized to make soil 
conservation payments to produc­
er's measured by (1) their treat­
ment or use of land for soil restor­
ation. conservation, or erosion pre­
vention, (2) changes in the use of 
their land, and (3) the domestic 
allotment of one or more desig­
nated commodities. Productivity of 
the land affected is to be taken 
into consideration in making pay­
ments measured by changes in use 
o f land or treatment of land for 
soil conservation.

The act authorizes the secretary 
o f agriculture to utilise county and 
community committees of agricul­
tural producers in carrying out the 
provisions of the act.

C O O K  B O O K
SUNDAY NIGHT MEAL

THERE are as many forms of 
Sunday night lunches as there 

are families. Some like one thing 
and some another. For a winter 
night there are many who enjoy a 
bowl of mush and milk. Those who 
do not like that may like bread and 
milk or popcorn and milk. What­
ever is served for this meal, after 
the usual Sunday dinner, it must 
he rather light. In many homes a 
simple dish of popcorn und an ap­
ple or two will satisfy the appetite.

For those who have a few friends 
to serve, a simple salad of stewed 
prunes, stuffed with cream or cot­
tage cheese, or simply plain with a 
tablespoon or two of french dress­
ing. A sprinkling of nuts may be 
added, If one needs more nourish­
ment. Cottage cheese with dates Is 
another good, well-liked tidbit.

On a cold night a bowl of hot 
soup is always enjoyed. Hot co­
coa, tea or milk, malted milk or cof­
fee If one cares for It, are all warm­
ing and stimulating.

A nice salad which Is always ap­
petizing Is head lettuce, sprinkled 
with onion; add a handful of fresh 
roasted peanuts, rolled Into coarse 
crumbs; serve with french dress­
ing. Any lettuce salad Is much more 
appetizing and crisp If prepared 
Just before serving.

Sandwiches of various kinds are 
always enjoyed. This Is a good 
night, provided you nre not to ap- 
pear at church, to eat onion sand­
wiches. If a bit hungry, fry an on­
ion In butter, after chopping fine, 
add an egg or ns many as will be 
needed, place on buttered bread and 
serve very hot. They are most ap­
petizing.

On specinl occasions, by previ­
ous arrangement, eup cakes maybe 
prepared and filled at the last mo­
ment with whipped orenm sweetened 
and flavored, or a bit of preserved 
fruit with the w hipped cream. They 
make a nice variation. Cut the top 
from the cake, scoop out enough 
to leave a thick wall to hold the 
filling, put back the top and serve 
on dainty dolly-covered plates.

Prayer Is a matter which ought 
to he of great concern to every be 
lieter, for, "The Lord la nigh unto 
all them that call U|*on him, to all 
tlial call upon him in truth, lie 
will fulfill the desire of them that 
fear him; he also will hear their 
cry, and w ill save them" (Ps. 145: j 
19, 19). There was something
about the praying of Jesus that no 
impressed the disciples that the) 
requested liitn to teach them to 
pray (Luke 11:1). May everyone 
of us enroll at once In the school 
of prayer with t'hrist as our Teach 
er. In response to the dlsciph-s' 
request, Jesus set forth (tie fol 
lowing principles of prayer.

I. The Right Relationship of the 
One Praying (v. 2).

1. Filial—"Father." The supptl 
ant In prayer must be a child of 
God. God's gifts and blessings are 
fur hls children. This relationship 
can only be entered Into through 
regeneration. Not all men have a 
right to say, "Our Father," when 
addressing God. Only those who 
are children of God hy faith In 
Jesus Christ can so address him.

2. Fraternal—"Our Father.” Goil 
has many children. His children 
are bound up together in nature 
and Interests. Even In our secret 
prujer we should address him a- 
"Our Fat her," which is a recognl 
tion of the interest of others along 
side of ours.

II. The Right Attitude In Prayer
(». 2).

1. Reverent adoration—"Hallowed 
be thy name." As children we have 
certain rights and privileges, yet 
holy reverence becomes us.

2. Loyalty—"Thy kingdom come.’ 
When praying to God we atioulJ 
come with a spirit of loyalty which 
cries out, "Thy kingdom come." We 
should not only receive him as the 
Lord of our lives, but ahouhl loyal 
ly labor with him In Inducing oth­
ers to submit to his rule.

3. Submission — ''Thy will be 
done." We should have no will of 
our own regarding the rule of God. 
We should let him direct us In all 
things.

III. The Right Spirit in Prayer
(vv. 3-8).

1. Dependent faith—"Give us this 
day our dally bread" (v. 8). We 
should realize that not only bread, 
but life Itself Is ours to enjoy be­
cause of him and he Is able to do 
for us "exceeding abundantly 
above all that we ask or think.”

2. Penitence and love— "Forgive 
us our debts" (v. 4). We should 
come to him realizing that we have 
sinned, and cry out to him for for­
giveness. Our heart should he so 
filled with love for others that we 
will forgive those who sin against 
ns. as God has so willingly forgiven 
us.

3. Holiness and caution—"Lead 
us not Into temptation" <v. 4). Re- 
causc we are God's children, and 
realizing the depravity of our na 
tures and the consequent tendency 
to practice that which displeases

I him. we should shrink from that 
which. If Indulged In, would dls 
honor him, and earnestly cry unto 
him to lend us not Into the place 
where we would likely fall.

| 4. Intercessory (vv. 5. 0). The
j man who asked for bread did not 
ask for himself, hut for a friend 
Prayer which pleases God is un 
selfish In Its requests.

5. Perseverence (vv. 7.8). Though 
I the friend refused at first and of 
fered excuses, because of the one 

| making the request would not take 
"No" for an answer, he arose from 
his bed and gave him as many a« 
he needed. Prayer pleases God and 
gets results.

IV. Encouragement to Pray
(vv. 9 12).

1. God's promise (vv. 9. 10) True 
prayer cannot fnll o f answer, be 
pause God definitely promises that 
'Everyone that asketh receiveth: 

and he that scekcth findeth; and to 
him that knocketh It shall be op 
ened.”

2. Example of an earthly father 
(vv. 11-18). No father will give 
s stone to hls son who asked for 
bread, nor a serpent Instend of a 
flsh, nor a scorpion Instend o f an 
egg. God Is Infinitely more will 
Ing to answer the prayers of hls 
children than earthly parents are 
to give good gifts to their children

V. Ths True Goal of All Prayer 
(v. 13).

Ood'e best gift Is himself In the 
person of hls Holy Spirit. All 
those who practice the principles 
which Jesus taught In this model 
prayer shall experience the blest 
Ing of the Holy Spirit.

Red Bluff Dam
Is Prouressin"

One hundred land owners, county 
officials and interested business 
men from four Texas counties and 
seven water improvement districts 
affected by the Red Bluff project, 
Saturday inspected the engineering 
project that is expected to bring 
prosperity back to 40,0ff0 fertile 
acres in broad valley for a distance 
o f 100 miles below the dam, says 
the Pecos, Texas, Enterprise.

Construction on the dam is now 
running about seven months ahead 
of schedule, with completion ex­
pected by mid-July, rather than 
November as originally scheduled.

Fill work is going rapidly for­
ward in the last section of the 
dam, thot immediately above the 
river channel. Mammoth concrete 
conduits under the dam are now 
carrying the normal flow of the 
river, and within the next few 
days contractors expect to have 
the center section raised high 
enough to eliminate all danger of 
damage from flood.

By April 1 it is expected that 
the big floodgates may be dropped 
into place to stop the flow of the 
river and start impounding water 
for irrigation of the lands in the 
seven districts.

Concrete work in the center 
section of the dam is nearly com­
plete. A surge tower, to rise from 
the conduit under the dam to a 
height of 106 feet in order to pro­
vide an outlet for emergency pres­
sure in case power generating tur­
bines are unable to carry the rush 
o f waters, is being built upward 
through the center core of the dam 
at the same rate that the dam 
itself is rising.

Control rooms for flood gates 
will be located either just below 

ithis tower, or at the outlet o f the 
ronduits on the lower side of the

"An ounce of prevention is equsl 
to a pound of cure,”  is good advice 
for the farm flock owner who plans 
to hatch and feed baby chicks this 
spring.

In the next few weeks thousands 
of baby chicks will be hatched and 
hundreds of them will be lost due 
to many obstacles which confront 
the chicks before they reach ma­
turity.

Poultrymen should get equip­
ment in readiness for the chirks 
and make plans for the entire year. 
A good rule to remember is that 
the game of producing chicks is 
half won if the chicks get the right 
start for the first ten weeks.

Many chicks will be killed in 
transit due to crowded, heated or 
chilled conditions. A great number 
will also die as a result of poorly 
arranged brooder houses. Not more 
than 500 chicks should be brooded 
in one room and it is more advis­
able for the average person to 
brood only about 350 in one room.

It is not always possible to pur­
chase the chicks nearby, but it is 
advisable for the buyer to visit the 
flock or hatchery from which the 
chicks are to be purchased.

Before the chicks are delivered 
the brooder house, brooder, and 
feed and water equipment should 
be ready. Brooder houses may- 
need window or wall repair or a 
new roof. Whether it is new or 
rebuilt it should be placed on skids 
in order that it can be moved to 
clean soil occasionally. There is 
nothing more valuable in the pro­
duction of healthy chicks than to 
be able to move the brooder house 
several times during the season.

The brooder house should be 
thoroughly cleaned with lye water 
and disinfected several days be­
fore the chicks arrive. One can of 
lye to ten to fifteen gallons of 
water applied with a good stiff 
broom will add greatly to the 
safety of the chicks.

Aside from the regular academic 
work which is progressing satis­
factorily to all concerned, Hager­
man high school has finished one 
of its successful athletic seasons 
in a number o f years.

Conservation of 
Soil Progresses

Reports from the counties in 
which the soil conservation project 
is o f major importance indicate 
that this work is progressing rap­
idly, says R. R. Will o f the New 
Mexico State College.

Most of the plains counties in 
the eastern part of the state have 
two assistants to each county ex­
tension agent who are devoting 
their entire time to helping farm­
ers with contouring and terracing 
problems. Each of these men is 
able to run contour lines on from 
one to three farms per day. Coun­
ty extension agents are carefully 
supervising this work so that it 
will be accurate in every detail. 
Practical men who are familiar 
with the farmers’ problems are 
being used in this work.

During a series of meetings in 
the plains counties, held during the 
past two weeks, many farmers 
testified that they had practiced 
contour farming in the past and 
were well pleased with the results 
secured, both from the standpoint 
of increased crop production and 
also control o f soil blowing. The 
soil conservation project was in­
augurated by the extension service 
about ten years ago and the prac­
tices recommended by the college 
have been put into effect by an 
increasing number of farmers each 
year. However, all previous records 
have been broken this year, with 
applications for assistance pouring 
into the county office by the hun­
dreds.

Closely identified with this work 
are other agencies of the govern­
ment, including the soil conserva­
tion service and the resettlement 
administration. The rural rehabili­
tation division is requiring its 
clients to contour or terrace their 
fields where such practice is desir­
able.

Public Health Opinion
One of the most effective forms 

of social restraint is public opinion.

ORDINANCE NO. 61 
OF THE TOWN OF HAGERMAN

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO 
AND AUTHORIZING THE IS­
SUANCE OF WATER AND 
SEWER REVENUE BONDS 
OF THE TOWN OF HAGER­
MAN AND PROVIDING FOR 
THE PAYMENT THEREOF 
OUT OF THE NET INCOME 
TO BE DERIVED FROM THE 
OPERATION OF THE WATER 
AND SEWER SYSTEM.

WHEREAS, it is provided by 
Chapter 57 of the New Mexico 
Session Laws of 1933, as amended 
by Chapter 4 of the New Mexico 
Special Session Laws of 1934, that 
an incorporated town may, by 
ordinance duly adopted by the 
affirmative vote of two-thirds o f 
the members of the Board of 
Trustees, at either a regular or 
special meeting called for that 
purpose, authorize the issuance of 
revenue bonds, payable and col­
lectible solely out of the net in­
come to be derived from the opera­
tion of any municipally owned 
utility, the proceeds therefrom to 
be used for the purpose of pur­
chasing, acquiring, constructing 
and making necessary improve­
ments, extensions, repairs and 
betterments of such utility, and 
to pledge, irrevocably, such income 
to the payment thereof; and,

WHEREAS, it is necessary for 
the peace, health and safety of 
the inhabitants of the Town of 
Hagerman that its water system 
be extended and improved, and 
that an adequate sewerage dis­
posal system be acquired, con­
structed and operated by the Town 
of Hagerman in connection with 
said water system, and that the 
same be partly financed by the 
issuance of such revenue bonds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 
ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF 
TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF 
HAGERMAN:

Section 1. That it is necessary 
for the welfare, peace, health and 
safety of the inhabitants of the 
Town of Hagerman that the 
Hagerman water system be ex­
tended and improved, and that an 
adequate sewerage disposal system 
be constructed and operated by 
the Town in connection with said 
water system, as a municipally 
owned public utility, and in order 
to partly finance the construction 
thereof it la necessary to issue 
revenue bonds payable solely out 
of (ne net income to be derived 
fro,n the operation o f said water 
afid aewer system pursuant to the 
provisions of Chapter 57 o f the

as amended by Chapter 4 o f the 
Special Session Laws of 1934.

Section 2. That the Town of 
Hagerman shall issue revenue 
bonds under the provision of 
Chapter 57 of the New Mexico

RANGES: Ranges over the state , 
are furnishing about a normal 
amount of feed for this time of 
the year. Feed is getting very thin j 
on winter ranges and near water- - 
ing places. In some localities in j 
eastern and southwestern counties , 
the lack of sufficient range feed 
has necessitated feeding some hay 1 
and cottonseed cake. All ranges in 
use now are open and the snow 
covering is confined to high alti­
tudes, and it is possible that there 
will be sufficient water for irriga­
tion. Prospects for spring range 
feed are not as good as they were 
a month ago, but still the best at 
this time in at least three years. 
High winds that have prevailed 
during the past two weeks have 
depleted much of the soil moisture. 
Rain or snow is needed to abate 
the recurrence of last year’s dust 
storms. Spring weather has ap­
parently begun in southern coun­
ties a little in advance of normal 
time. Range water is generally 
ample over the state. There will be 
sufficient feed to carry livestock 
through to grass time with small 
carryover in some counties. The 
condition o f ranges is reported at 
86 percent of normal compared 
with 86 percent last month and 
82.0 for the 10-year average.

CATTLE & CALVES: Continued I 
mild winter during February was I 
a feed saver for the cattle owners. 
Cattle generally have held up well 
with very little feeding. The con­
dition of cows in most localities is 
good, and prospects for a calf crop 
this season are the best in years. 1 
Prices on all classes o f cattle re- i 
main favorable, but very little 
trading is being done. Practically 
all cattle intended for market have 
already ben shipped. Losses during 
the past month from all causes 
are reported very small and pos­
sibly below normal. The condition 
of cattle and calves is reported at 
89 percent of normal compared 
with 89 percent last month and 
84.9 for the 10-year average.

SHEEP & LAMBS: Losses of all 
classes of sheep have been small. 
Prospects are unusually good for a 
large lamb crop to be dropped. If 
soil moisture remains favorable 
for the next sixty days there 
should be plenty of range feed to 
raise lambs dropped, with few 
losses. No contracting o f wool is 
reported, but prices remain favor­
able. The carryover of wool was 
exceptionally light and there are 
practically no sales to test the 
market for New Mexico wool. The 
condition of sheep and lambs is 
reported at 90 percent of normal 
compared with 90 percent last 
month and 85.4 for the 10-year 
average.
